GAY OLD LOTHARIOS.
Two Youn:* Girls.Make Seri-

ous Charges Against Lo-
cal Traveling Men.

Peterson's Evidence Practi-
cally Closes the Investi-

gation of His Case.

Hilda and Ada Rnnbeck are two sis-
ters whose home is in St. Peter. They
have been guests of their aunt. Mrs.
KendricK. at 325 Sixth avenue south, for
seme time, and willcontinue so in spite
of the terrible experience they under-
went early yesterday morning. The two
girls were granted a warraut yesterday
afternoon at the office of the clerk of the
municipal court for the arrest of Charles
Holt and James Nolan, two aged travel-
ing men. whose propensity for having a
gay old time had gotten them into
trouble. Holt is employed as traveling
representative of a local wholesale
liquor house, and during his sojourns in
the city has been rooming at Mrs. Ken-
driek's house. Nolan came in from a
trip 011 the road several days ago. ana
took up his quarters withHolt, the two,
itseems, being great friends.

Thursday night the traveling men
looked about for some way to amuse
themselves, and decided in favor
of the Misses Konbeefe. They, invited
the young ladies to accompany them to
a dance on the Lake Calhoun pavilion.
Their invitation was accepted, and the
quartette had a jolly time, eating ire
cream and tupping the "light fantastic
toe." It was nearly 12 o'clock when
they arrived home, and, bidding each
other good night. the giris repaired to
their room, while the traveling men sat
upon the veranda to enjoy a smoke.

Hilda was soon in the arms of Mor-
pheus. but Ada felt restless and could
not sleep. she was thinking of the in-
toxicating waltz and the ice cream she
had eaten, and her eyes refused to close
inspite of the fact that she counted up

to a million and recited "Lucy Gray" at
least a score of time*. The town clock
had just tolled 1 o'clock when she heard
the door of the room open and the
binges creak as it swung back suffi-
ciently to allow a white-robed figure to
pass through withoutinjurytothe jamb.
The moon glinted through the win-

dow and disclosed to the frightened
girl that the white-robed apparition had
long whiskers, and another giint as-
sured her that the whiskers were those
worn by Nolan. According to the story
or Miss Ada. Nolan crept noiselessly
toward the bed and, grasping her
around the neck, heid a handkerchief
saturated with chloroform over i.er
lace, She struggled desperately, where-
upon Nolan, she says, emptied the
contents ot a bottle of chloroform onto
the quilt. Hilda "loosed the windows ,
of her soul'" at this juncture and Nolan.
itis said, seeing that he was discovered,
jumped behind the door and coyly
tlirted his white night robe at the
startled girls.

This only tended to frighten the girls
the more and they both screamed. They
did not scream Very loud, but Nolan j
was not prepared for such a reception
to his amorous advances, so be tied. One
whisk of his night robe and he was
gone. lie girls, fearing a repetition of I
the occurrence, locked the door of their i
room and never stirred out uulii the i
gray dawn broke, when they repaired I
to tne bosom of their aunt and told their I
gruesome tale. The two traveling men i
left the house early and did not re- i
turn again during the day. The hand- j
kerchief tir-eil by Nolan during his j
alleged midnightramble, also the empty j
chloroform bottle, were found in the I
crass in the garden, where Nolan had
evidently thrown them when he was
discovered. The bottle bore a chloro-
form label and showed that it had been
purchased in Artesian, S. D. In the 1
afternoon the girls visited the county
attorney's office, and, after relating i
their adventure, were given an order on i
the municipal court for a warrant. !
Both Holt and Nolan are men who have 1
passed the prime of lite.

Nolan and Holt were arrested shortly j
before midnight by Court Officer Er-
lichman. to whom the warrants were
given. They were found at the house I
and the patrol wagon summoned. They
were brought to the station and locked
in the same cell, the charge placed
against tiiem beiug attempted criminal
assault.

PETERSON EXPLAINS.

The Respondent Treasurer Tells i
What He Knows About That ;

$1,278.
The commissioner. Brooks, appointed

by Gov. Merriam to conduct the inquiry
into charges of malfeasance preferred
against the county "respondent treas- j
urer," Peterson, lias about concluded
his labors. At the close of yesterday
afternoon's session the defense an-
nounced 'heir readiness to submit the
case. Mr. Peterson was on the stand
during the day, and told a plain and
apparently straightforward story con-
cerning the matters whose investigation
occasioned tie court. Mr. Peterson
swore he had promptly turned over in
January. 1881, fur proper entry, to Dep-
uty Monroe- the warrants, aggregating
§I,ITS, expecting his employe to dis-
charge his duty in that regard. Mr.
Monroe neglected to enter the warrants
as required of him. and later on, in Feb-
ruary, 1801, when it was made known to 1
Mr.Peterson tne proper entries had not i
been made, he instructed that a |
search be made for the credits. It;
was admitted that in March. 1893, the
warrants were entered in the coun-
ty treasurer's journal. Mr. Peterson
explained that the busy state of atfairs
which prevailed in the treasurer's office 1
from time to time prevented himself
and employes from sifting the matter of \
the entries. No attempt was made to !
conceal the affair. The warrants were
banked, and the county drew interest
on them from the day they were depos-
ited. Mr. Peterson had discussed ihe
matter with Bookkeepers Keuter. Os-
wald and MotTett. and all of them be-
came interested indiscovering the miss-
ing items. Mr. Peterson during tne
examination admitted he had received
money favors of the Farmeis &
Merchants' and Swedish-American
banks. It was understood these
favors were "presents" to Mr. Peterson
for informing; the banks when drafts
for large sums would be made upon
them by the treasurer. Mr. Peterson
alleged it had been customary for
couuty treasurers to receive such con-
Bideralious at the hands of the county
depositories, and his attorneys asseited
they were prepared to prove that state-
ment.

| taken by it of the city's poor, and that
Mr. Peterson was not in the habit of
making such and similar entries. The
business was entrusted to his clerks. A
cumber of prominent citizens, among
which were A.J. Blethen, Judce Smith.
George Partridge, Prof. A. M. Hold
and Rev. M.Falk Gjertsen testified to
the good character of Mr.Peterson. ,In
all probability the testimony will be
presented to the governor during, the
early part of the coming week. About
the court house yesterday afternoon it
was generally said the inquiry is likely
to result in the recovery of the treasur-
er's oilice by 2lr. i'ettrsou.

MORE GARBAGE BIDS.

The New Ones Opened by the City
Council.

The meeting of the city council last j
night was a quiet one, marked by the
absence of squalls. One ofthe most im-
portant matters was the opening of the j
bids for the disposal of the city's gar-
bage under the new specifica-
tions. Up to a late hour yester-
day afternoon, the bid of James Mac-
Mullan was the only one which had put
in appearance at the city clerk's office.
Before the office closed, however, the
otner bids came pouring in, and from
their nature it is evident the MacMul-
lan men willhave a hard time to play
favorites. The petitions for damages
to property along Twentieth ave-
nue north because of the flush-
ing of the sewers during the heavy
rain form several weeks ago. were re-
jected. Among the claims was one
which created nolittle amusement when
itwas read. The petitioner asked for
damages to cover the value of fourteen
little chickens and two sacks of feed.
iThe water had killed the chickens and

ruined the feed. The garbage bids
numbered five. They were referred to
the proper committee foraction.

P. G. Yaw proposed to convey from
j dumps to be erected and maintained by
j the city, all barn manure, kitchen garb-

age, commission house reluse and streetlage. commission
price of$9 per car, thesweepings at the price of j9per car. the

city, However, to have.- the privilege of

diverting the street sweepings to other
channel ifit so elects. He also proposed
to remove all dead animals at the price
offßOOa year, and all night soil de-
livered at the dumps in air tight barrels,
for RJX9 per cubic yard. Mr. Yaw's
proposition was accompanied by a
lengthy petition signed by two score
market jrardeners. -j.

J. F. isichols offered to build and
maintain dumps, and remov? all ear-
La»e, refuse, etc.. for a period of five
years at the foliowins, n'sures: $12,000
during tliu first year of contract, paya-
ble in monthly installments: 614,000
during each of second aud third years,
and 515.000 during each of fourth and
tilth years. His proposition also em-
bodied a requirement of the payment
for each and every load brought to
dump, aside from the above figures.

Carlson Bros, wanted the contract for
removing the dead animals, and offered
to do itfor Si.ooo a year.it Icontract
extending over five years was granted
them.
