dustrial capabilities is to be carried out
by L.A. Sheldon, of Los Angeles, ex-
eoveruor of New Mexico. Runtington
is interested with the great financial
firm inLondon inrailroads in the Congo
region, aud the resources and capabili-
ties of the Congo willbe thoroughly
examined. Mr. Sheldon is a man of lit-erary ability and wide experience in
fruit culture. It is thought the lower
Congo region willproduce as fine fruits
as Southern California, but all.other
conditions which may have value in
view of the development of the country
willbe described. The .railroads now
being built are arouud Stanley Falls,
250 miles from the. coast, and around
another series of falls which interrupt
the otherwise free navigation of the
great river.-—
