THEY ABE IN A PICKLE
Ihe Chicago- St. Paul Roads

Hit Again by the Soo
Line.

A Rate of 20 Cents Per Hun-
dred Pounds on Flour

by the Soo.

This Cannot Be Met, as the
Chicago-Boston Rate Is

20 Cents.

Chairman Caldwell Hasn't
Yet Granted the Atehi-

son $5 Rate.

Chicago, Aug. 12.— Aeain there is
trouble between the Chicano-St. Paul
roods and the Soo line. Information
was received here today that the Soo
has reduced the rate on Hour from Min-
neapolis to Boston to20 cents per hun-
dred pounds, lake and rail. This is a
reduction of 10 cents. It applies by
way of Gladstone and the boat line con-
trolled by the railroad company. The
lake and rail rate from Chicago to Bos-
ton on flour is uO cents, so that itis im-
possible for the Chicauo-St. Paul roads
to meet the reduction from Minneapolis
unless they can induce their boat line
connections here to stand their pro-
portion of the shrinkage. Falling in
this, they will be conipellttd to
abandon the business and let the Soo
line take it ail. Chairman Midgley,of
the Western Freight association, will
take the matter up with the Lake Line
Managers' association in the hope of ef-
fecting some arrangement whereby the
reduced rate may be met.

The Atcliihun $9 Kate.
Chairman Caldwell has not yet de-

cided to grant the Atcliison's applica-
tion lor authority to make a? 5rate to
Kansas City and return on account of
the Knights of Pythias encampment.
A special meeting of the Western Pas-
senger association was held at his office
this morning and the matter was thor-
oughly discussed by representatives of
interested lines. They were not of
one mind as to the advisabil-
ity of making so low a rate,
although it was admitted that cut rates
were officially announced from Cincin-
nati, Columbus, Indianapolis, Ft.
Wayne and other points east of Chi-
cago. No conclusion being reached.
Chairman Caldwell had a hearing this
afternoon for the purpose of taking the
testimony of parties directly interested
in the question. The evidence sub-
mitted by the Atchison representatives
showed conclusively that the rates are
seriously demoralized, and in the minds
of many afforded sufficient ground for
nuttinc into effect the proposed rate
from Chicago. It was not clearly
shown, however, that the reduced fares
from Eastern territory were bein^ ap-
plied by way of Chicago, and for this
reason the chairman decided to con-
sider the matter until tomorrow before
giving his answer. The Chicago tfc
Altonspecifically deniesa chance made
against it ot bavine contracted to carry
a Chicago comniandary to the encamp-
ment at 85 per passenger for the round
trip.

J»re*setl Beef Kates.

The MichiganCentra) and Lake Shore
companies, after conference with the
New York ami other Eastern connec-
tions, have agreed to make no advance
in the present rates on dressed beef to
Albany and interior New York points.
These were among the commodity rates
recently revised on a higher basis to be-
come effective Aug. 15, but, at the so-
licitation of the dressed beef shippers,
the Vanderbilt lines have decided to !
make no change at present as to this I
particular traffic. The other roads are j
t< reed to follow their example, and
Chairman Blaiiclianl, of the Central
Traffic association, announced today
that imtiL further notice the rates on
dressed meats .to the points indicated
willremain unchanged.

Adjourned lorFour TCoiUlis.

The Western Freight association has
adjourned untilDecember. At a previ-
ous meeting it was agreed that the
regular meetines of the association
should hereafter be held quarterly, in-
stead of monthly, and the object in tak-
ing a four months' intermission at this
time is to begin the quarterly meetings
in December and so avoid midsummer
sessions in future. In the meantime the
members are to retain all their rights
under the agreement, and special nieet-
inirs may be called ifnecessary.

Harvest Excursion Territory.

Additional territory to that already
agreed upon by Western roads for ex;
cursions has been authorized by Chair-
man Caldwell. The new territory em-
braces all points on the Queen and
Crescent route and other roads in the
South except New OrTeans and points'
on the Southern Pacific Atlantic system
from Lafayette to Lake Charles, in-
clusive.

SEVERAL, ROADS INTERESTED

In Foreclosure Proceedings
Against Iho Southern Central.

Nkw Youk, Aug. 12.—A bill of fore-
closure has been filed in the Ne.v York
supreme court by the Metropolitan
Trust company against the Southern
Central itailway company, the Lehigh
Vailey Railroad company, the Pennsyl-
vania &New York Canal and Railroad
company and the Philadelphia <& Head-
ing Railroad company. The last three
named are made defendants on the
ground of having interests in the
property of the Southern Cen-
tral Railroad company, acquired
subsequently to the execution of the
mortgage. The amount of the mort-
gage is £3.400,000. The company de-
faulted in I^BB and issued a newbond
for the back interest subsequently. In
1885 a lease of the property was made to
the Lehigh Valley Railroad company.
No ihterest has been paid on the con-
solidated bonds now under foreclosure
sine** the making of the lease. By rea-
son of the consolidation of coal interests
the Southern Central has fallen into the
hands of the Philadelphia & Beading.
The bill of foreclosure seeks the ordi-
nary foreclosure of the property in the
interest of the bondholders.

How a Spokane "Hustler" Kept
Jim Hill Awake Nights.

Chicago lit-raid.
"There is a man who enjoys the credit

of having single-handed given a twist
to a transcontinental railroad," said Jo-
seph French Johnson, editor of the Spo-
kane Spokesman, at the Auditorium
hotel yesterday, pointing toa handsome
man about thirty-rive, who had just as-
tonished a newsboy by declining to take
any change smaller than a nickel. "He
is the only man," continued Mr. John-
son, "whoever succeeded in getting Jim
Hill to swerve a furlong from the path
which his engineers had laid down as
the shortest practicable route across theRockies from St. Taul to Seattle.

"Air. Hill's weakness is for straight
lines and 1 per cent grades. Helena
thought he couldn't afford to build
through Montana withrunning through
Us capital city, ana so offered him ho
invitation toenter its gates. As a result
Mr. Hill's road made a bee line through
Montana, and now the live youne city
of Great Falls on the Great Morthern,
100 miles or so norrii of Helena, is mak-inghay in the sunshine and geeting big
and rich, while poor Helena is rapidly
taking on the wrinkles of premature
okl ace and descrepitude."

••The Washington city of Sookane,
400 miles west of Helena, came within
an a^e of repeating Helena's blunder.
Most of the business men were con-
vinced that Mr. Hill c >uld not afford to
build a transcontinental line through
Eastern Washington without touching
Spokane, into which railroad lines from
eight different directions already
brought the produce of the furround-
ing country. But there was one man in
Spokane who didn't like the idea of.trusting to luck, or of waiting for Hill
to discover for himself that he couldn't
afford to miss Spokane. That man was
L.UDillman, and, curiously enough, he
was not only on most friendly and in-
timate terms with leading officials of
the Northern Pacific, but was their most
trusted adviser in matters affectinsr the
company's property interests ill and
about Spokane, lie made no secret of
his purpose to induce the Northern Pa-
cific's great rival to build into Spokane.
Over two years ago he called on Mr.
HillinSt. Paul and learned that Spo-
kane was so far out of the way that theGreat Northern couldn't touch it with
the main line. A map of the proposed
route was shown Mr. Dillman. Jt left
Spokane fiftymiles out in the cold.

"tor two years Mr. Dillman keptmaking frequent visits to St. Paul,"
Mr. Johnson continued. • "He always
talked withJim Hilland he always hada dozen new re-sons why the "GreatNorthern should run its main line
through Spokane. Last winter he
finally persuaded Hillto visit Snokane,
aud Mr. Hill went, saw and was con-
quered. He had his surveyors hunt for
the shortest line into the city with a
grade not to exceed 1per cent.and then
told the citizens that inorder to get rid
of the importunate Dillnuui. who had
kept him awake nights for two years,
he had decided to run his main line into
Spokane, provided fhey would give hima riclltof way. They took him up. and
ina week's time, by means ofcash sub-scriptions and contributions of real
estate, were in a position to keep their
part of the contract.

"Dillinairs effective work for the city
had been unsuspected at home until
Hillgave itaway in the statement that
but for Dillman he would never have
decided to build to Spokane. When thepeople heard that they lifted Dillman.
figuratively speaking, upon their shoul-
ders and offered him every office within
the giltof a republic, from alderman to(Juiced States senator. Being a Demo-
crat. Dillman refused ail the offices and
modestly went about his business, sell-ing real estate. Ifhe should accept the
nomination for any office the Republic-ans would b(:unable to find a candidate
in Spokane to run against him.*'

Mr. Dillman arrived in Chicago Tues-
day morning in company withPresidentHill, who went on to New York a little
later.

Air. Hill expresses unlimited confi-
dence in Spokane. "The Great North-
ern." he said, "will give Spokane ter-
minal freight rates, and thus give a
great impetus to its wholesale trade.
The location of the car shops theremeans a pay roll of a million and a
quarter for me city. Spokane is in fine

New York, Aug. 12.—Bradstreefs Wall
street review says:

The influences affecting share speculation
durine; the week were more irregular in char-
acter than had been the case for the preced-
ing week. .Bullish tendencies still assertedthemselves, the professional sentiment ana
activitystill showed an inclination for that
