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NOTE AND COMMENT.

Malcomb J. Webb, of St. Louis, Mo.,
stopping at the West for several days
past, was an intimate friend of Judge
Normile, of the eriminal court, who re-
cently committed suicide in that city
over the publication in the TPost-Dis-
patch of statements alleging official
malfeasance. Mr. Webb says the death
of Judge Normile created a profound
sensation in St. Louis. He was a de-
cided social favorite, and for a guarter
of a century has been one of the most

conspicuous fizures in the city.
Judge Normile was a strikingly
handsome man, being more than
six feet two inches in height

and weighing so much as 235 pounds.
He was a man of generous impulses,
and clung to his friends with hooks of
steel.  Mr.Webb adds that 1t 1s gener-
ally believed in St. Louis that the
foundation for the charges made by the
Post-Dispatch can Dbe attributed to
Judge Normile's desire to shield per-
sons in whom he was personally inter-
ested. Florence White, managing ed-
itor of that paper, and who is said to
have directed the warfare against Judge
Normile, is a young wman of excellent
professional and social position, and he
is not likely to have attacked Judge
Normile’s official acts without having
had apparent cause.

The new church is a handsome one,
located at the corner of Lake and Broad-
way streets. The pastor is Rev. David
Tice, and the associate pastor Rev, S.

AT LAKE HARRIET.
Rev. Wilkinson Preaches on
Christ, the Moral Artist,

Yesterday there was as usual a erowd
at Lake Harriet in the afternoon. In
front of the pavilion Rev. William
Wilkinson stood on a chair and ad-
dressed the people. His sermon was a
striking contrast from the open-air ser-
mon frequently heard. The preacher
said:

“I have come to preach to you news I
think good, and to tell you of a God who
is your friend, and who never can be
your enemy. It ismy business to speak
of God as the author of order, beauty
and usefulness, as being deeply inter-
ested in all which does or which ean
concern any one of us, for His tender
mercies are over all His works. We
know that sin has blighted this fair
world, we know how evil it1s, and the
suffering and sorrow it ever brings, but
itis not always to have dominion over
us. Itis the purpose of the gospel to
cast it out, to destroy it utterly, and
to bring in another law, which
will set all our present wiong right.
Tiis will ve the climax to which saint
and sage have looked for with longing
eyes and earnest hearts. The man is
more of an optimist than philosopher
who does not see on every hand signs
which bode mne good to any one and
which are full of trouble for many.
Society is full of labor and unrest.
Evils dire and numerous are clearly
upon us. The forces of ill are being
massed—oppression, lust and ecrime,
illness, drunkenness, gambling and
nameless sins we all know aboat are
rampant. No mere outward reforms
will meet the demands and the present
exigencies of the time, or deliver man
from his tormentors. We may drawa
fair prospectus of reform and say,
‘Eureka—1 have found it.’ Alas! it
will prove a failure. as have the best
plans of the keenest minds of all the
ages for the permanent ennobling of
men which have had their foundation
in action. We need a power which wiil
zo to the rootof the matter and reach the
springs ot conduct. It is not alonea
new resolve, bat a new heart men need.
And this will bring new views of duty
and new incentives to it. Once get this
understood clearly and the gospel plan
accepted, and the ills we have to suffer
will vanish as darkness before the
light of the sun.

*“The law of righteousness will mean
more than it ever did before; not that
men will be perfeet at a bound, for they
will not. Many men who are indeed
Ckristian in intention are far from
being all their religion ecarried out
would make them in daily action.

Itis because
Christ appeals to all which is noblest in
man, all which can be for his good, be-
cause He speaks plainly aboul that
which is of present practical worth,
which can meet all our needs in every
ealm of our being and exper ience, that
I plead for Him today. Some men
have not in this favored land yet heard
of Christ as He is. They see Him
through the colored glass ot religious
party teaching. They listen what the
various rabbis say,and often hear Babel
sounds in reply and are confussed. Be-
lieve me, Christ is more than party,
broader than church, higher than creed.
He is that sent of God to men, to
set moral things in true lights,
to tell us what is good and to
show how we are to do1t. He is never
found mistaking the transient for the
permanent, the thing of less for that
of greater value, never cringing to
power for a temporary advantage,never
with the popular against the right and
true side. In His clear vision all is in
Just proportion, and all have exact
value; so man as a being with mind, life
and eternal destiny rises into grand-
ness. He is to be set on high by a sal-
vation which is an honor to God and to
man. The hope of the world is Jesus
Christ, and ag true form is character-
istic of all high art, so is the principle
of righteousness in every true thought
of the Savior of the zospel story. I
speak to you in earnest words and plain
when 1 tell you there is no hope of set-
ting right the things which are wrong
excepton lines either stated or implied
in the words of Christ. I am told the
working people are getting awa{ from
churches, creeds and dogmas. Well, if
they hold to Christ and His words, and
make them the rule of life, work will
be plenty, wages honest, peace will
reign and vprosperity flourish as a
branch. This concerns usall here now
and prospectively. It will also prove
our eternal good.”

A COLORED BRUTE.

He Abuses a Young Boy in a
Shameful Manner.

C. A. Smith isa big hulking colored
man who misbehaved himself yesterday
morning, and as a consequence was
locked in a cell in the central station.
Saturday, a young boy named Charlie
Smith, about fifteen years of age, came
to the city from St. Cloud. He has
always, more or less, been employed
around horses, and is of the opinion that
he can ride running horses as well, 1f
not better than the majority of the
jockeys at the track. He came to the
city witha view of securing employ-
ment as a jockey. Inthe afternoon he
visited the track and returned to the
city in the evening. He had failed to
secure a room, and being unaequainted
with the city continued wandering
about until a late hoar. During his
wanderings he was met by the colored
man Smith, who offered to share his
room with him. He told the littie fel-
low that he had a room in a fashionable
part of town and could spare him a bed.
Charlie was tired and, not knowing
where to go, accepted the colored man’s
apparently kind offer.

He went with him to the room and
*‘the fashionable part of town’ proved
to be Fish alley. About 2 o’clock he
awoke and found Smith standing over
him with a huge revolver. Smith made
the young fellow get out of bed, and
vith the revolver to his head forced
him to become a party to the most
bestial orgies imaginable. The little
fellow screamed at the top of his voice,
and Smith becoming frightened, un-
locked the door of his room and ran
away. Charlie found his way to the
street, where he met Serzeant Mealey
and told him his story. The sergeant
went to the room and found the door
Jocked again, whereupon he forced it
open with a vigorous application of his
thick-soled boot. But Smith had es-
caped, and it remained for Sergeant
Kirkhkam to find him several hours later
and lock him up at the station.

SWEATING GOLD COIN.

The Pacific Coast Is Fostering an
Infant Industry.
San Francisco Examiner.

Sweating gold coin is becoming quite
an extensive industry on the Pacific
coast.

Certainly 1t is annoying for a mer-
cantile house to send a quantity of
eagles and half-eagles to the subtreas-
ury to be changed into silver, and have
the zealous servants of Wgncle Sam
stamp across their face in_deep, inef-
faceable letters, “light.”” But this is
just what happens lots of times; and it
is all due to the ‘“sweating” industry.

*‘Sweating” is the name applied to a
process by which the manipulator con-
siderably enriches himself. A number
of gold pieces are placed together in a
chamois bag and then vigorously shaken
and rattled. By that means small
particles of gold are detached from the
coins without their appearance being
in any wise disfigured. 'T'o the eye they
look just as though they were -perfectly
good, of full weight and perfect manu-
facture. But the exquisitely fine scales
usled at the sub-treasury tell a different
tale. :

Each $10 gold piece is several grains
lighter than it ought ? be, and these
several grains maltiplied by the num-
ber of piecss in the chamois bag re-
dound to the profit of the sweater, for
after they are shaken hard enough the
industrious gentleman dumps them out,
puts them carefully away, and then
boiis the chamois sack so that all the
loosened particles accumulate. Then
he melts and matkets them, and going
out exchanges his sweated gold pieces
for others of different denominations.

In that manner the merchants of San
Francisco are robbed, for that is what it
amounts to. Some of them, however,
knowing of the fate their gold coin is
likely to meet at the subtreasury, send
nothing but greenbacks and gold notes.
This is the reason that greenbacks are
gradually getting to be in greater de-
mand.

For a good many years past the law in
regard to this matter has been inoper-
ative, but within a recent period the
authorities in Washington have decided
that it must be strictly enforced. To
that end rigid orders bave been issued
that all gold money found to be below
the standard weight must be stamped
“light” across the face.

Private individuals and merchants
are not the only ones to suffer from this
regulation. On several occasions the
postoffice authorities and those in au-
thority at the custom house have sent
gold ecoin to the subtreasury to be
changed into silver of smaller denom-
inations. It has been found to be of
light weight and has been threatened
with defacement. But owing to the:
objections of federal officials it has been_
returned to them unstamped.

Although this law may appear to be a.
harsh one, it is not regarded in that
light by the United States officials.
They say that if it were not in exist-
ence the incentive to coin sweating
would be too great and a flood of light-,
weight coin would be let loose on the,
publie.

CALIFORNIA'S WILD MAN.

He Is Thought to Be an Escaped

Lunatic and Has Great Cunning.

A wild man roams the forests near
Markham’s Mills, in Sonoma county,
Cal. The startling discovery was made
by Al Hutchings, a mill band, last Mon-
day afternoon while hunting.

Figures on the Eleventh
Census.

‘The Methodists Lead All
“Churches in Membership
and Edifices.

:Roman Cithollcs Next and
Showing Extraordinary
Growth.

‘Statisties of Negro Churches
Indicate That They Are
Becoming Stronger.

WASHINGTON. Aug.14.— Supt. Porter,
in an address he prepared for delivery
at Asbury Park today,makes public the
qrelimlnary figures of the chureh sta-
tistics of theeleventh census, which are
both curious and interesting. There are
shown to be in the United States nearly
150 separate and distinet church organ-
izations, holding to widely different
creeds. They vary greatly in practice,
and represent all possible variations of
church policy. There are a dozen dif-
ferent branches of the Presbyterian
family. ‘Chere are some denominations
that will answer only to the simplest,
for example, the Brethren. Their
various churches claim to be simply
Brethren. Four of these are
branches of what are popularly called
*Plymouth,” nor is there any designa-
tion which they have adopted in which
these four bodies of Plymouth Brethren
may be distinguished from other breth-
ren. There are two Reformed churches,
known as the Reformed Church in
America and *‘Reformed Chureh in the
Uuited States.” Some of the denomina-
tions were never numbered before, and
it required the utmost

Powers of Persuasion
to induce them to submitto the process.
Sects have been founded and enumer-
ated who claim less than 100 communi-
cants. Here are seven sects which
altogether number only about 4,000
members, and yet own church edifices
woyth $70,000; Shakers, Amana-
teties Mennonite, Harmony, Sep-
aratists, New lcarian and Altru-
Ists. All societies observing the
communion whether found on a relig-
glous or secular basis, are embraced in
the returns. Two of those are non-re-
ligious, the learian and the Altruists,
but are organized to apply a social
principle. After the seven denomina-
tions and the Lutheran, Methodist,
Ijresbytetian. Roman Catholics, Bap-
tist and Episcopalian have been ac-
counted for, the other 193 religious as-
sociations represent less than 15 per
cent of the church edifices, and they
own less than 15 per cent of the aggre-
gate of the church property. Some of
the subdivisions of the Baptist church
are peculiar. It is too difficult to define
the difference between the Seventh Day
Adventists and United Friends between
the Mulhead Baptists and the River
Brethren; between the Primitive and
the Free Wills, between the original
Free Wills and the ola two sects in
General and the General Free Will.
There are also the regular South, the
regular North and the regular celored
Baptists. The society of Friends is
divided into the orthodox and Hicksite,
the Wildburite and Primitive branches.
There are seventeen or eighteen differ-
ent branches of the Lutheran churches
in -this country. The following table
shows the number of zhurches in the

In point of number the Methodists
stood first in 1850, and still retain the
position. Nearly one-third of all the
church edifices belong to them, while
the Baptists can lay claim to more than
one-quarter. Relatively speaking, the
Episcopal church has retained the same
position to the other denominations as
itdid in 1850. On the other hand, the
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Roman Catholic church has advanced
considerably, from a trifle over 3 per
cent of the total number to over 6 per
c‘ent. In point of value, however, the
Catholic chureh has made still greater
strides, from an ownership of 10} per
cent of all the church property to an
ownersbip of 183 per cent. In this re-
spect the Catholic church now ranks
second in importance, being exceeded
only by the gethodists, who return a
trifle over 205 per cent of the total
values. In 1850 the value of church
property of four denominations—Metho-
dist, Presbyterian, Baptist and Episco-
pal—outranked the Catholic church in
this respect. According to the returns
of the eleventh census the number of
communicants in the five principal re-
ligious denominations for which the
statistics have been compiled are as
follows:

The communicants of the Baptist
and Episcopal, with those of the others,
will bring the total up toabout 20,000.000
in all. The statistics of the colored de-
nominations likewise show great prog-
ress. Their denominations are divided
into regular Baptist, primitive Baptist,
African Methodist, Episcopal Methodist,
African Union Methodist, Protestant
African Methodist, Church of Zion Col-
ored Methodist, Episcopal, Evangelical
Society Church, Cumberland Presby-
terian, Disciples of Christ, Roman
Catholies, Protestant Episcopal, Meth-
odist Episcopal, Methodist Episcopal
South, Methodist Protestants, other col-
ored Methodists and Congregationalists.
They have a total membership of 2,379,-
100, and own church property valued at
$13,4083,000.
