HIS FATHER’S DISGRACE.

Why a Young DMissourian Com-
mitted a Double Tragedy.

LisErTOo, Mo.,, Aug. 14.—The little
town.or Smithville,seventeen miles from
this city, was the scene of a terrible
double tragedy this evening. Peter
MecCauley, a tarmer living near Smith-
vilie, came to town early in the day and
began drinking soon after his arrival.
By evening he was drunk and guarrel-
some and was arrested for disturbing
the peace. His son came totown in the
forenoon and heard of his father's dis-
grace. He went to a hardware storcand
nurchased a revolver and cartridges. As
he went up the street he met
his  father in charge of an
officer. Without a moment’s hesita-
tion, he pulled out his newly-
purchased weapon and shot his father,
killing bim instantly. Before the offi-
cer could interfere he had sent a bullet
crashing into his own brain. He died
in a few minutes. ‘There had been no
previoustrouble between the fatherand
son, and the only cause known for the
crime is that the father had disgraced
himself by getting drunk. Young Mec-
Cauley was not a drinking man.

A ROPE AROUND HIS NECK.

How a Miserable Tramp Was
Saved From a Lynching.

VILLAGE WIPED OUT.

The Town of Red Mountain,
Col., Is Destroyed by
Fire.

Thirty Feet of Earth Sinks,
Partially Wrecking a
Large Building.

Fire Does Damage to the Ex-
tent of $350,000 in New
Orleans.

Huntington, Pa., Suffers Se-
verely--Its Reservoir Is -
Found Empty.

SiLverToxw, Col., Aug. 14.—The -en-
tire town of Red Mountain, a little min-
ing camp a short distance from here,
was wiped out by fire this morning.
Sixty buildings were destroyed, includ-
ing the stamp mills, ore and shaft houses
of a number of mines 1n the place, all
the business houses and many resi-
dences. The total loss is estimated at
8275,000, with but little insurance. The
fire started a short time before day-
break, and was without doubt incen-
diary. The town has no iire apparatus,
and the flames haa full sway. Fall
particulars cannot be learned on ac-
count of the inaccessibility of the place.

DAMAGED $350,000.

Fire Damages Valuable Property
in New Orleans.

NEw ORLEANS, La., Aug. 14.—At
10:30 this morning the employes of Fire
Company No. 1 discovered smoke issu-
ing from the second-story windows of
the large four-story brick building
known as the Brooklyn Cooperage
company, and occupying the front
square bounded by Halia, Erato
and South St. Peter sireets. The
fire boys took in the situation
in a moment, and were soon at work on
the fire, after having sent in an alarm,
which brought out the deparment. A
second-alarm, which was general, was
next turned in, when it was seen that
the up-town department couid not cope
with the fire. From all appearances
the fire must have been burning fully
half an hour before being dis-
covered, for when the depart-
ment arrived almost the entire
third floor was in flames. The
building was fully equipped with auto-
matic extinguishers, but, notwithstand-
ing this, when the firemen arrived on
the scene the Dbuilding was a mass of
flames, owing to the inflammable nature
of the material contained therein. The
Brooklyn company is an auxillary of the
American Sugar Refining company, and

is under the managemeut of Charles

Perrilliat. The building was erected
only a year ago. It is in-
sured for §300,600, but as the

officers could not be found only a vague
account of the companies holding risks
could be cbtained, but a number of
local companies hold small risks. The
remainder was placed in New York
companies by W. E. Lowe. of Brooklyn.
The insurance on the stock could not be
definitely learned. The total loss, in-
cluding building, stock and machinery,
is estimated at £350.000.

RIVER BANK CAVES,

A Building Falls on Account ef
Sinking Earth.

NEw ORLEANSs, La., Aug. 14.—Crey-

asses and caving banks are the eiements

of danger which beset those who dwell

in the Mississippi river delta. Buiid-
ings or other substantial works
standing in close proximity to the

bauks are always surrounded by a de-
gree of danger, as was demonstrated
this morning when the earth on which,
the depot of the New Orleans, Fort
Jackson & Grand Isle railway were con-
structed began to tumbie and shake,
followed by a caving of the bank in
front of it for about thirty feet.
This building was one of the
prettiest on thé river front of Algiers,
and added much to the beautifying of
the place, and could Le plainly seen
from the lower bank, situated as it was
immediately on the river front and ad-
joining the Canal street ferry landing.
1t was abeut 200 feet long by 50 feet
wide, and at the end nearest the
ferry landing a two-story building
had been erected and was occu-
pied as the business office of
the company. Early this morning
about thirty feet of the river bank caved
into the river, the strong columns and
vosts supporting the roof of the depot
vegan to careen, followed by a crashing
of heavy timbers up to wmidway of the
building and making noise enough to be
heard for a mile. All the woudwork
broke in two and haif of the depot
dropped inte the river. During the aft-
ernoon further caving occurred, and
the offices of the company Dbe-
came a total wreck. When the
danger first became apparent Supt.Lan-
dry had all the cars and locomotives
moved to a place of safety. He also
removad all the furniture and fixtures
from the oftice building by 6 p. m. The
cave in was about 300 feet long and 90
feet wide. City Surveyvor Brown made
soundings along the caving bank this
aiternoon and expressed the opinion
that by the use of piling the bauk can
be restored. The loss to the railway
company is estimated at £20,000.

A MILE TO WATER.

Firemen Have a Mard Time of It
Subduing Flames.
HUNTINGTON, Pa.,, Aug. 14.—At 6
o’clock this evening flames were discoy-
ered issuing from the new south wing
of the brush factory at the Hunt-
ington reformstory, and in less than an
hour this building, together with the
adjoining three-story buildine, used as
a carpenter shop, was entirely de-
sttoyed. The entire reformatory. con-
taining 450 inmates, was for a time .at
the mercy of the flames, owing to the
fact that the reservoir supplying water
was entirely empty. The Huntington
fire department made a mile run with
their apparatus, obtained water from
the Juniata river, and succeeded in sub-
duing the fiames, which had then com
municated to the west wing. A portion of
the wall was also destroyed. ‘I'he brush
factory was operated by the Consolidat-
ed Manufacturing company,of Philadel-
phia,whose loss on stock and machinery
will reach $20,000. The insurance on
the stock is $7,000. One hundred and
twenty boys were employed in the brush
factory. The destroyed buildings were
200 by 50 feet, each bLeing three stories
high. ‘They are a total loss, which widl
aggregate $20,000; insurance, $10,000.

Supply House Burned.

NORFOLK, Va., Aug. 14.—Fire tonight
burned out Mayer & Company’s railroad,
mill and steamboat supply house on
Market square. The stock of zoods was
valued at §23,000; insured, but amount
not ascertained. The loss to the build-
ing is about £10,000.

Her Evening Smoke Fatal.

NEW YORK, Aug. 14.—While taking
her evening smoke tonight, Marguerite
Gillen, sixty years old, was burned to
death at her home. Sparks which fell
from her pipe ignited her clothing, and
there being no help at hand the old
woman was roasted alive

DROPPED THE CORPSE.

A Most Appalling Occurrence at
a New York Cre-
mation.

The Frightof a Workman Respon-
sible for a Sickening
Sight.

NEw YoRrg, Augz. 15.—A morning
paper prints the foliowing: A revolt-
ing and mest unusual accident oceurred
yesterday afternoon during the cre-
mation of the body of Percy Rockwell,a
wealthy baker and confectioner of
this city, at Fresh pond. It was some-

‘thing that those who saw it will never
forget, and never be able to recall with-
‘out a shudder of horror. When the fu-
neral party, including a few relatives

rived at the crematory, the smoke
Jssuing from the chimney told that the
furnaces were ready. The hearse was
«driven to the rear door, where the
coffin was lifted out and earried into
‘the crematory. Along with it went
In a
‘rear room the body was lifted from the
coffin, piaced in a shallow iron ecradle
and wrapped in a shroud of alum-
soaked white cloth. Then the cradle
was hoisted with block and tackle to
its  position on a bhigh table
calculated to be just the height of the
oven floor. The door of the oven was
thrown open and the cradle pushed in.
‘There was a hiten. One of the new
men, afraid of the terrible sight, had
hesitated. The cradle was sloughed
sidewise, and the body was not wholly
inside the oven, the feet still resting
upon the table outsige. The oven was
glowing like one huge white ember.
Long, thin, hungry flames were play-
ing vividly, moving like the red
tongues of angry serpents hissing about
their prey. For a second the alum-
soaked cloths protected the body long
enough for the door to have been closed
upou the sight had there been
no accident, and then it ignited.
There was a vision then of black barial
garments as the shroud shriveled away,
a sight of the white face and hands
folded over the breast with flames play-
ing wildly about the face and bedy.

Women screamed and sobbed uncon-
trolledly and strong men gazed, awe-
stricken and shuddering with horror. It
was a spectacle hideous beyond deserip-
tion. Tbere was another lunge, then
the flaming body was pressed wholly
into the oven.

“Keep quiet!” *“Stand- back, men,
stand back!” shouted the men. *“It’s
all right now.” A dozen men were
about to press forward, moved by what
they had seen. They had been bewil-
dered at first and then started
toward the body. Any interference by
them, the delay of so much as the tenth
of a second would have been disastrous.
The iron door closed with a clang and
the agony was over. \Women were be-
ing led out hysterical, and one man
stazgered out fainting, his face white
as death. It was several minutes be-
fore the excitement subsided. The
superintendent in his anxiety to get the
body into the oven 1njured one hand
and blistered one side of his face. Said
he:

I ouly regret the delay, the only one
of the kind that ever happened here

One of the green hands was
frightened or overcome by the

heat and loosened his hold on the
rod with which they were pushing
that side. The body was a very heavy
one, weighing quite 300 pounds, and
one man on that side could not push
near so strongly as we two on the other
side. It was a terribie thing, some-
thing that wouldn’ t happen again ina
iifetime.”

GOME SEBEN 'LEBEN,

The Celebrated Game
Crap and How to
Play It.

of

It is a Favorite Passtime
With Gentlemen of
Color.

The Arithmetic of the Game
is Accurate and
Plain.

Something About the Queer
Nomenclature of the g
Game.

Among those who constitute the fringe
of society in St. Paul crap has achieved
a considerable popularity.

1t is a modern game on au ancient

basis, and is particularly attractive to
gambling men who have adesire to gain
a *‘quiek decision” for their money.
. Overhearing peculiar noises, expres-
sions of exultation and disappointment
in severa! mingled dialects, a wayfarer
paused the other evening at an alley
not far from the city hall, then pro-
ceeded curiously in the direction of the
sounds and found a den of crap players
—a motley group of street boys, bar-
room sports, bootblacks, janitors, huck-
stersand men of the shabby-genteel sect
engaged in this seductive game.

Some were on their knees,hands filled
with coppers and nickels and an oceca-
sional greenback, others were lying
prone, dallying with coins of various
denominations; all were excited, eager,
aggressive, expectant. In the center of
the circumference formed by each group
was a clean space, technically called the
track, down and around which the wary
ponies (dice), propelled by nimble and
skillful fingers, were ready to trot at the
command: *“Shoot um out.”

One had just made a *“lick,” or win-
ning throw, raked in the pile of coin
wagered against him, and wss prepar-
ing to cast again, when a voice cried:

“Stop dere, I’ll double dat las’ fade,
¥0’ doan shoot dis dime.”

“1 does,” cried the caster.

“A nick more,” said the setter.

“I’se got dat bet,” replied the throw-

er; “‘dese bones knows me better dan de
hen knows her chickens.”
_ This little speech inspired confidence
in the breasts of those who were waver-
ing between the desire to bet “in” in
support of the thrower or ‘‘out” and
agaipst him, and tbey rallied round
their champion.

“He shoot dis five,” “he shoot dis
ten,” they said.

*He doan’t,” yelled a dozen aunxious
setters,whose bets were eagerly snapped
as is the fly by the hungry trout.

The ‘*‘shooter’” ‘raised the two dice
carefully between the forefinger and
thumb of his right hand, drew them
across the left sleeve of his coat, ex-
amined them closelv to see whether
they had been cogzed or changed dur-
ing the brief time they had been out of
his grasp, let them drop into the hollow
of his hand, shook them until they rat-
tled to the satisfaclion of every “in”
bettor, and sent them spinning down
**the track,” exclaiming:

*Seben, eleben,stay away crap. Whar
youse guine dere, chilluu? Whoal”

One of the dice had ceased to move,
remaining uvpright with a six on its
upper face,while the other continued to
spin. 1f it showed an ace or a five the
shooter and those who backed him
would win offhand, and that would be
“‘a natural.”” 1If a six appeared it wouid
be *‘crap” and lose outright. If the
figure two, three or four, at leastan-
other throw would be necessary. Hard-
ly a player dared to breathe until a four
appeared. Ten then became the play-
er’s “pint” or *‘wain,” and the out-
bettors were happy, as ten and four are
the hardest combinations for the shooter
to make, though charms of various
kinds have given masters of the art
cemplete control over the cube’s gyra
tions.

Now was the time for the shooter and
his adhberents to wear doleful and gro-
tesque looks. If the combined face
value of the dice should reach seven
before it reached ten the caster would
lose. 'The odds were against him in the
proportion of two to one, but he was not
daunted. Caressing them fondly and
imploring them pathetically to remem-
ber **dat my house rent’s due and de
chilluu am erying for bread. Dice, doan
leave me,” he casts them again and
again without the fatal seven or the
lucky ten turning up, and finally, with
courage born ot desperation, he made a
dextrous and successful throw, which
revealed the illusive ten. Then there
was rejoicing as pronounced and loud
as the proximity of the police officer
would allow, aud some of the winners
grew so reckless over their easily ac-
quired riches that they bet 15, to 10 on
their champion. Straightway the tide
turned and there was wailing and
gnashing of teeth in the camp of the
“shooters,”

The game continued with varying
fortunes, and finally culminated in the
complete discomfiture of the *“‘shooters’’
or “‘in bettors,” who founp it necessary
to stake divers articies of apparel on the
result of a singie throw. One picka-
ninny, literally shot bimself into a suit
of clothies several years in advance of
his growtb, and no peacock could have
been more self-conscious than this sue-
cessful “crap shooter,” decked in plum-
age he had wou.

In every gambling den where crap is
plaved signs are conspicuously posted
informing the players that “everything
goes’’--i. e., if the shooter tbrows out
thedice and they are obstructed,whether
the throw is for or against him, it is a
lawful throw. A *“‘pass,” or *!lick,” is a
successful throw. *Little Joe” and
*‘Phebe” are pet names for four in the
aggregate, and “Big Dick” is the name
given to the combinations which pro-
duce ten on the two dice. They are also
called the *‘poor-house lights,”” as they
are the hardest **main” points made,
and the odds are two to one against the
unlucky wight who may throw either
of them on the first throw.

The arithmetic of the game is plain,
but it is not well understood by a ma-
jority of the players, whodo not know
the real odds. Given two *‘straight” or
honest dice, each regularly numbered
on six faces from one to six, and the
Lighest combination they yield is
iwelve, the lowest 1s two. 'The chances
of making any number from two to
twelve are give below:
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The combination producing 2, 8 and
12 is called **crap.”” and when made on
the first throw causes immediate ioss to
the thrower. The chances to makea
“crap,” as will be seen by the above
table, are 4. Seven and 11 are termed
“naturals,” and the chances of making
either of them on the first cast are 8.
There are 24 chances of making any one
of the other combinations on the first
throw. He has, therefore, 8 chances to
make a natural, or immediate win, and
risks ouly 4 of a crap, or an immediate
loss; but the probability is 2 to 1
against his making either a natural
or a crap on the first throw. Once tue

throw is made the odds change in favor

of the opponent to the shooter, as the
turning of a 7 after the first throw is an
immediatc loss.

To summarize: If the shooter throw
7or 11, for which there are 8 ways, he
wins immediately. If he throw 2, 3ar
12, for which there are 4 ways, he loses
offhand. For 4, his chances of winning
agawnst the fatal 7are as 3-6; if 5, the
chances are as 4-6; if 6, the chances are
as 5-6: if 8, same as 6; if 9, same as 5;
4if 10, same as 4. Therefore, the chances
for him out of all chances are 32; the
chances against him are 40.
