To
act, to act quickly, to act up toour best
instincts and highest aspirations, is all
we can do. It is all that is expected.
After that our responsibility ceases, and
the final result belongs only to God.

The good woman above quoted had
always acted according to her best
judgment. But, beiqg human judg-
ment, it was fallible. Being human,
she could not foresee the full conse-
quences ofher actions, but could only
do as seemed right at the time. Now
ifshe was called upon to act today,
what better could she do than that?
Then why regret that she so acted be-
fore? tBM

Examining into this matter of blun-
ders a little further, and particularly in
tracing the course of the "mistakes-
well meant," inour own lives, when we
look back upon them with the cooler
understanding of later years, we are
constrained to confess that the "mis-
take" must have been intended to be
there, as well as the correct action, be-
cause the plan of our development
has included both. Continuing
to study clearly and deeply, we
must acknowledge that the mis-
takes and errors, nay, the very sins,
when forsaken and forgiven, have
helped the soul upward: that all have
worked together to accomplish the re-
sult sought; that they must have been
put there and meant so to be; and so
that our "blunders" were not blunaers
at all, but although we sowed and
watered often amiss, there was always
some increase given which achieved
the good we aimed at but failed to
reach.

And deepest of all we see that the
divine love, which saw the end from
the beginning, bore witha tender com-
passion to look upon our struggles, our
weeping, our disheartened sighs. Ah,
infinitelygreater it is, but like to the
love we bear our own children, which
is so deep and true that we endure to
treat them harshly, and with seeming
cruelty behold their tears, knowing
-surely that one day they will compre-
hend all the kindness!

Five or six quarts of biscuit flour can
be prepared at a time by taking one
teaspoonful of soda and two of cream of
tartar, or three of baking powder to
every quart of flour, sifting it thorough-
lythree times and put away for use.

Onions are improved by soaking in
warm salt water an hour or so before
cooking, as this removes some of the
rank flavor. They cook tender much
quicker if sliced in rings instead of
splitting. Ifthey are peeled and sliced
with hands under water, some "idle
tears" may be avoided.

When it is desirable, as in case of
sickness, to keen ice in a sick room, roll
it ina flannel and then in a newspaper;
tie a cloth over a large bowl and lay the
ice on this to keep itout of the water.

IS ITCONSTITUTIONAL
The Appointment of Monetary

Commissioners Leads to
anImportant Query.

Could the President Legally
Appoint Senators and Rep-

resentatives?

Congressman Warwick, Who
Defeated Gov. McKinley,

Is Dead.

The Marine Hospital Service
Able to Cope With Yel-

low Fever.

Washington, Aug..14.— A very nice
question is raised as to the constitution-
ality of the appointment made by Pres-
ident Harrison of Senators Allison, of
Iowa; Jones, of Nevada, and Congress-
man McCreary, of Kentucky, as com-
missioners tothe proposed international
monetary conference. The point in-
volves a construction of the sixth sec-
tion of article 1 of tho constitution of
the United States, which reads:

No senator or representative shall, during
the time for which he has been elected, be
appointed to any civil office under the au-
thorityof the United States which shall have
been created or the emoluments whereof
shall have been increased duringsuch time,
and no person holding any office under the
United States shall be a member of either
house during the continuance in office.

In support of the position that the ap-
pointments of the gentlemen named are
inviolation of this article of the consti-
tution, reference is made to the fact
that S. J. Kirkwood, Mr. Allison's
former colleague, was held to be ineligi-
ble for the position of tariff commis-
sioner, to which he was appointed by
President Arthur, because that position
had been created by an act of congress
passed during the term for which he
was elected senator from lowa, although
previous to the passage of the act he
had resigned his seat in the senate and
had become secome secretary of the in-
terior under Garfield. The ac-curacy of this ruling in Mr. Kirk-
wood's case has been questioned, and
it is contended that, even ifitshould be
held as good constitutional law, there is
a marked difference between a civil
office distinctly created within the bor-
ders ot the United States, witha stated
salary, and a mere authorization con-
tained in an appropriation bill for the
president to designate fivepersons with-
out fixed salary or confirmation by the
senate to represent the United States in
a foreign conference. Allthe officers of
the department of justice are at present
absent from the city. The question
willprobably be called*to their attention
on their return. '\u25a0*.

WARWICK IS DEAD.

The Man "Who Defeated McKinley
Passes Away.

Washington, Aug. 14.—John G.
Warwick, representative in congress
from the Sixteenth district of Ohio,
died at his rooms in the Riggs house
about 9 o'clock tonight. lie was serv-
ing his first term in congress as suc-
cessor of McKinley, whom he defeated
after one ot the most memorable and
hotly contested campaigns in the his-
tory of Ohio. Mr. Warwick was nearly
sixty-two years of age and was a native
pf Ireland, He came to America in
1850; was interested in mercantile pur-
suits, miling, miningand farming, and,
entering public life, was elected
lieutenant governor of Ohio as a Dem-
ocrat in 1883. i^***

Mrs. Warwick, who was spending a
few: days at Atlantic City, was tele-
graphed for last Friday, as was also the
son, W. K. L. Warwick, at Massillon,
and both were at his bedside at the last.
Sergeant-at-Arms Voder has charge of
the funeral arrangements, and has se-
lected Senators Brice and Hillon be-
half of the senate, and Representatives
Donovan, of Ohio; Caruth, of Ken-
tucky; Hurd, of Missouri, and Bynum,
of Indiana, on the part of the house as
honorary pall-bearers. The funeral
train willleave here at 7:40 o'clock to-
morrow evening and arrive at Massillon
at 11 o'clock Tuesday morning. The
funeral services will be held in the
Episcopal church, of which deceased
was a member.

AS TO YELLOW FEVER.

The Marine Hospital Service
Ready to Cope With It.

Washington, Aug. 14.
—

Surgeon
General Wynian, of the marine hospital
service, stated to a United Press re-
porter tonight that the reported arrival
of an infected yellow fever vessel off
the coast of Tampa, Fla., was correct,
but every precaution had been taken to
prevent communication with the shore,
and no dactger of an epidemic was
feared from this source. In regard to
the possible importation of Asiatic
cholera into the United States, Dr. Wy-
man said the utmost vigilance was be-
ing exercised. Congress, in the sundry
civilbill, had appropriated $100,000 for
tile express purpose of meeting this
danger, and the marine hospital service
had an unexpended balance of J'15,000
on hand, which also was applicable in
case of necessity. The bureau was in
first-class working condition and in
readiness for any epidemic that might
appear at the shortest notice.———————

PINKERTOX PUMPED.

He Thinks the Person Who Killed
the Bordens Insane.

New York, •Aug. 14.—The Herald
says: Robert Pinkerton gave his views
on the Borden murders to a reporter
yesterday. He said he had not studied
the case from a detective's standpoint,
but only through the newspapers. He
said, in reply to a question whether
Lizzie Borden's arrest was justified by
the facts, that he thought it was, but
that such action did not necessarily im-
ply she was guilty. , Itwould be quite
possible for a person to enter the house
by stealth and commit the crime with-
out being seen, and, to prove the point,
Mr.Pinkerton mentioned several cases
where large sums of money had been
stolen by experts in broad daylight.

When asked if he thought the mur-
derer an insane person, he said:

"Judging from what Ihave read
about the case, it seems to me that the
person who killed Mr. and Mrs. Borden
must have been insane, but 1 would notcare to be quoted as advancing an in-
sanity theory.".

Continuing, he said: "Itseems strange
that there are no more conclusive clues
to be followed if the reports of blood-
stained walls and ceiling are true. If
they were in such a condition, the mur-
derer must have gone away with blood-
stains on his clothing. .Now, where are
these bloody clothes?

"The mere fact that Miss Borden has
told conflicting stories is more in her
favor than if she had unhesitatingly
stuck to the same tale, as an innocent
person is more likely tomake conflict-
ing statements than is a guilty one."

Concerning the Pinkerton detective
who was placed on

"
the case, and who

was severely criticised by the Fall River
authorities, he said:

"The authorities seemed to have
thought that our detective was brought
into the case for the purpose of protect-
ingLizzie Borden from them. Such was
not the case. He was hired by the fam-
ilyto follow:any clues that might lead
to the detection of the criminal. -He
has been removed from the case at my
suggestion, as 1 thought it unwise to
have a private detective on the case
until the authorities had reached some
decision."

The lawyer who has charge of Miss
Borden's interests Mr.Pinkerton con-
siders a very clever man, and thinks her
interests willnot suffer while under his
care.
