Five Thousand of the Brother
and Sisterhood Picnic at -
White Bear.

A Sort of Go-as-You-Please
Style of Enjoyment at
the Lake Shore.

How the Long List of Sports
Were Contested and Then
Carried Off.

A Great Day for the Votaries
of the Three Symbolic
Links.

~ Yesterday the Odd Fellow lodges of
St. Paul and Minneapolis joined hands
and picknicked together at Ramaley’s
pavilion, White Bear lake. The special
trains leaving St. Paul and Minneapoilis
at 9:30 and 9 a. . were both heavily
laden, that from Minneapolis compris-
ing thirteen crowded cars. while the
regular trains during the day all car-
ried unusually large loads. The St.
Paul brethren were outnumbered by
those from the sister city by five to one,
while the ratio of ladies and men was
about as ten to one. Children were
out in full force, and were al-
lowed to scamper about on the
grass totheir hearts’ content. The day
was bright and clear, and unusually
hot; in fact, so very warm were the
sun’s rays that comparatively few vent-
ured out upon the glassy surface of the
lake in seach of that doubtful pleasure
—rowing. The toboggan slide was one
of the chief atiractions, and was heavily
patronized. ‘The bathers were the ob-
served of the multitude, and, with the
unconsciousness that always seems to
attend the abbreviated suits, undoubt-
edly enjoyed themselves fully as
much as their prudish sisters who
so embarrassedly stood for hours watch-
ing the antics cf those in_the water.
One extremely modest female was
heard to remark, as one of the lovely
water sirens dashed down the slide,
*Oh, my! 1 wouldn’t do that for
money!” The programme of sports
was finally carried out, but the bane-
ful influence of that unlucky thirteen,
the number of cars in the Minneapolis
train, showed itself during the entire
day, and it was only through the
influence of the first of the three
links, “Friendship, Love and Truth,”
that the ecrowd was euntertained.
There seemed to be no head to the af-
fair, and no committee member knew
the name of his fellow committeemen.
Under the circumstances, it was impos—
sible to learn the names of the members
of the committees, though the GLOBE
representative spent several heurs in
the endeavor. Durinz the afternoon
and evening Plate’s Military band, of
Minneapolis, rendered dance music in
the pavilion, and the younger F. L. T.’s
whirled ihe Daughters of Rebekah and
the daughters of several other women
througin the merry measures of the
waltz. The place was so crowded that
each couple had about six square inches
of fioor space to dance upon and about
three cubie feet of air to breathe, but
they did not seem to be disturbed by
sueh (rifles. Avout 2,000 of the crowd
went home on the evening trains, while
abouc as many more remained to spend
the evening, either Dbecause they
wanted more, or as was generally the
case, because they could not get within
ten feet of the 6 o’clock trains. But,
take it all in all, it wasa good day, a
merry day, and one whose memories
will outlast the year, for it wili be
pleasantly remembered by the children,
though mothers’ arins did get tired and
fathers’ tempers did get rufiled; - by the
girls, though their white dresses did get
sgiled and their noses burned by the
wind; by the committeemen, who so
gaily flaunted their badges of authority
and ordered people to step off the earth;
Ly J. D. Ramaley, whe sold all his re-
freshments, but kept his good nature;
by the organ grinders. the gypsy girls
and tambourine artists. In short,
everything passed off according to a
fairly wefl preconceived plan, except
the Duluth trains, which were all late,
and kept the people at the station for
an hour or more, treading on one an-
other’s corns and exchanging choice
compliments.

AT DAGGERS DRAWN,

The Two Ends of the City Hall
Are at Deadly Logger-
heads.

Comptroller Kindly Offers to Help
the Mayor Run the
City.

The mayor has been so long in com
mand of a portion of the militia he
imagines all that is necessary in his
civie position is to dictate a letter toany
one of the city officials and immediately
his slightest wish is obeyed. On some
of the city officers an ordre militaire
would probably have some effect, but
then again there are others who recog-
nize their rights as public servants to
construe the laws relating to their posi-

tions without the interference of *“‘our
gallant colonel.”
The action of the city comptroller in

relation to the payment of police
pension warrants is a case in
point. The position taken by Comp-

troller McCardy in refusing to
audit the warrant of ex-Detective Ke-
naley for a pension as a retired member
of the police department has caused
the mayor a deal of annoyance. The
pension board, of which the mayor is
chairman, passed on the pension quali-
fications of the retired officer, and or-
dered his warrants paid. In the law
under which the pension was granted
the comptroller 1s not mention ed as be-
ing concerned in the granting or the
payment of the pension. As auditor of
all claims against the city treasury, the
comptroller takes the position that he is
in it, and refused to pay the warrants
presented by Kenaley until he was sat-
istied they were a legal claim
against the city. Saturday last the
wayor indited a letter to the comptroller
to the effect that the mayor had passed
on the question, and. to avoid trouble,
the warrants had better be paid.

Instead of having the effect the mayor
anticipated it went the other way, and
yesterday Comptroller McCardy sent to
his honor the following:

ST. PAU L, Minn.,Aug. 23,1392.— Hon.
F. P. Wright, Mayor City of St. Paul.—
Dear Sir: I have the honor to acknowl-
edge the receipt of yours of the 20th
inst., relating to the peusion of Thomas
Kenaley, latelv in the employ of the
city as a detective. Your note seems to
be of a mandatory nature, but on that
point I don’t care to reply, as our re-
spective duties are clearly defined in
the charter.

As torthe matter of the pension in
question—I beg to say that the claim
has not vet reached this office, and I
have no knowledge or_ iuformation con-
cerning it or the action of the police
pension board granting such peasion,
save such as has appeated in the public

ress and a privaie note. frem Mr.

{enaley stating when and where he
was born and when he was appointedon
the police force.

I have read those parts of the charter
to which you refer, and note the state-
went you make to the effect that, as the
pension board has passed on this matter.
therefore this office has no power to
look into It.

On this point I respectfully invite
your attention to the provisions of the
charter, section 2, page 10, charter of
1891, that **all mouneys belonging to the
city shall be under the control of the
common council and shall be paid out,
ete., two-thirds of the whole number of
each body therefor,” ete.; also to sec-
tion 12, last paragraph, page 22: *Nei-
ther the departments of said city nor any
officer thereof shall have any power to
make any contract or create any debt
against said city before- the common
councii shall have authorized the same,”
ete.: also section 13, page 31, of the Au-
nicipal Code, that “*All claims and de-
mands, before they are allowed by the
common council, shali be aundited and
adjusted by the comptiroller,” ete. .

Now just what *adjusting and audit-
ing’ means would seem to be to ascer-
tain whether all requirements of the
laws had been complied with, also to
use ordinary care, at least, in disburse-
ments from the treasury.

In support of this I have but to cite
the case of Ram sey County against J.P.
Davis et al,, which was tried before his
honor Judge Otis, and judgment ren-
dered in favor of the county for neari_v
£30,000, chiefly because due care had not
been exercised, whereby fraudulent
warrants were permitted to be paid.
In addition to the legal requirements of
the duties of this orbice, 1 understand 1t
is the custom, and the people. expect it,
to inquire into all matters portaining to
disbursements from the treasury. I
have respectfully to say that 1 am fully
in aecord with your statement that
it is of the highest iinportance that the
private citizen, as well as the
general publie, should be fully pro-
tected in his rights,” ete.,, but
cannot quite agree with you that this
pension is ‘*‘clearly his right,” and on
this there may be a difference of opin-
ion: and I would therefore call your at-
tention to the act creating the pension
law itself, which is ‘“*An act to createa
police pension fund for retired police-
men,” ete.

You will observe that this simply
creates a fund, and whether it discloses
the power to pay same to anybody is a
guestion for the attorneys; but it is only
for ‘‘policenen and widows and chii-
dren of policemen,” ana does rot say
anything about detectives, jailers
and others in the title of the
act. Mr. Kenaley was a deteciive and
not an active policeman—subject to ail
the dangers and hardships of sucha
position. This same question was dis-
cussed in Chicago, and the report can
easily be obtained which will show that
only active policemen participated in
the fund. May 1 be permitted to say

that whatever may be done now would
have the effect of establishing a prece-
dent for other cases, and we should use
great care in so doing? Permit me also
to say that it will afford me at all times
great pleasure to confer with you and
use every endeavor to assist you in the
administration of the affairs of this city
for the best intersts of all. Respect-
fully, J. J. McCarpy,
City Comptroller.

The mayor refused to give out the
letter for publication, and it was neces-
sary to secure a copy of it from the
comptroller.

The attorney for Kenaley said he had
not examined the reply of the comp-
troller in the matter, but he felt certain
thatit was only a question of time
when the money would have to be paid.
He intimated that the comptroller
would not be made a party to the legal
proceedings which would follow, but
that suit would be brought agaiunst the
city to compel the payment of the war-
rants. :

THREE-QUARTER CROP

That Is What Observer Har-
mon Estimates the Total
Wheat Yieid.

A: Forecast of September
Weather for the Benefit
of the Farmer.

Candidate Heatwole Gets His
Campaign Committes in
Order.

‘People Will Still Be Taken in

by That Old Check
Racket,

Observer Harmon, director of the
weather bulletin service for Minnesota,
figures that there is about a three-
quarter crop of wheat this year, as
compared with that of 1891. In his of-
ficial report he says:

The storm of last week did considera-
ble damage to several thousand acres of
wheat and oats in Polk and Norman
counties, which has just been reporied.
This week the weather has been most
beneficial, and harvesting is progressing
rapidly; in some counties three-fourths
of the wheat is cut. In the central
counties some damage is reported by the
high temperature and high winds. Inthe
western part of the state many farmers
are done cutting, and the yield will be
about two-thirds as much as last year.
Corn is doing well, and if frost keeps
off two weeks longer, a large crop will
be insured. Potatoes are doing well.
Flax harvest has not yet beguun. The
plant looks well, but the yield will not
be large, owing to the stand being light,
while in the southern portion of the
state the flax is cut in many places, and
the vield will be good, and in some
counties heavy.

In Pipestone and Lyon counties the
rain and hot winds have broken down
wheat and oats, Cutting is generally
ail done, and stacking and thréshing
under way. What ciover that has been
cut in Scott county is of an inferior qual-
ity, and some farmers are said to have
left as much as forty acres uncut. Good-
hue county has a large amount of wheat
in the varn, only corn and sorgihum
being out. and both are looking ex-
cellent. Wabasha and Winona counties
report barley shrunken and dark, Grade
No. 4, but rye, flax and timothy good.

It is now generally conceded that the
yield of wheat for the entire state will
not be over three-quarters of last year.
A few counties estimate over three-
quarters, the majority at two-thirds
and some at a half crop, and the grade
will be lower.

The weather bureau is adopting an
innovation in its reports. Besides issu-
ing bulletins ot events past, it will also
give the record of the sueceeding month
in past vears on which to predicate the
weather reasonably to be expected. 1t
is believed that the facts thus set forth
will prove of interest to the public as
well as the special student, showing, as
they do, the average and extreme condi-
tions of the more important meteorolog-
ical elements, and the range within
which such variations may be expected
to keep during any corresponding
month. Ofticer Lyons makes the fol-
lowing showing for the Septembers cov-
ering a period of twenty-one years:

Temperature—Mean or norinal tem-
perature. 50 deg; the warmest Septem-
ber was that of 1891, with an average of
65.6 deg: the coldest September was
that of 1873, with an average of 53.7 deg;
the highest temperature during any
September was 94 deg, on 5th, 1878; the
lowest temperature during any Septem-
ber was 30 deg, on 20th, 1873; average
date on which first “Kkilling’ frost oe-
curred (in autumn), Oct. 6.

Precipitation—Average for the month,
305 inches; "@yerage number of days
with .01 inch or more, 10; the greatest
mouthly precipitation was 9.95 inches
in 1881: the least monthly precipitation
was 0.27 in 1882; the greatest amonnt of
precipitation recorded in any twenty-
four consecutive hours was 2.68 iuches
Sept. 29, 1881.

Clouds and Weather—Average num-
ber of cloudless dayvs, 9; average num-
ber of partly cloudy days, 14; average
number of cloudy days, 7.

Wind—The prevailing winds have
been from the southeast; the highest
velocity of the wind during any Sep-
tember was 55 miles, on the 22d, 1878,
