The Exposition is open.

This is the fact that should be kept in
mind for the next four weeks. About
ten months ago tl e directors of the Min-
neapolis Industrial Exposition decided
that the Exposition should be opened
again.  \W. M. Brackett and W. G.
Byron immediately began to werk in
the interest of the opening. They hired
a band and searched about the country
for attractions. They found the attrac-
tions. Then Manager Brackett told the
direetors that the season had arrived
when the Exposition should be opened.
President S. B. Janney, of the board of
directors, said all right, he’d open it.
Mr. Janney is a conscientious business
man, a man of his word. When he said
he’d open the Exposition he meant it,
He fulfitled his promise yesterday.

That’s how the Exposition comes to be
opeuned.

But the opening was not a mere per-
functory turning of a key and pushing
of a door. Quite elaborate ceremonies
accompanied it,

First there was

The Parade.

It should have been started from the
West hotel yesterday at 2 p. .. but,
like all parades and Joe Manuix, it was
a few minutes late. The platoon of
mounted police, which has come to be a
feature of all civie demonstrations in
Minneapolis, was at the head of the
parade, of course. Lieut. Fred Coffin
was at the head of the platoon—of
course. Then came the soldier voys,
Companies A, B and 1, and Battery D.
The boys marched well, and looked it.
‘Ihe Hibernian Rifles followed. The
members of the board of directors and
the spe=akers rode in ecarriages. The
L. P. Plummer Post drum corps led the
way for the gaudy, guddy Fiambeaux.
Then 125 members of the Minneapoiis
fire department and twenty-four pieces
of apparatus passed down the street. As
usual the firemen looked better and
marched  better than  any of the
}uu':\d(-rs. The Innes band should have
ed the parade: but it didi’t. The
Iunes band came to town all right, but
by some mistake, the instruments were
left in Chicago. So the lnnes band
didn’t play. for a band. like an English
tourist, cai’t do anything without its
brosses. The parade was watched by
thousands from the sidewalks. Afier it
had passed there was a regular Broad-
way jam of teams and vehicles on lower
Nicollet and Bridge square.

The Opening Ceremonties

at the building were interesting. Mayor
P. B. Winston, Rev. J. S. Black, T. B.
Janney, W. M. Brackett, E. G. Potter,
D. M. Gilmore, C. P. Loveil, A. J.
Blethen. 8. C. Gale, C. L. Travis. W. M.
Regan, William Donaldson, D. M.
Chute and Frank Nickels saton the
platform. Danz’ band, which had tem-
porarily taken the place of the Innes
organization, played a selection. J. S.
Black offered praver. Mayor Winston
welcomed the populace to the seventh
annual Minneapolis Exposition. e
said a few words about the benefit the
Exposition had Leen to the city. The
Republican national econvention, which
had advertised Minneapolis more than
anything that had ever been done, would
never have been held in Minneapolis
but for the existence of the Exposition
and the Expoesition building,

“Ladies and gentlemen,” said A. J.
Blethen, the next speaker, “I have not
come here to make a speech.”

Then Mr. Blethen smoothed out the
typewritten copy of the speech he was
about to make and which had been al-
ready printed in the evening papers,
aud proceeded to deliver it.

He referred to the day or a Day of
Substitution: he having been substi-
tuted for judge Rea, called out of town,
as a speaker, the Danz band having
been substituted for the Innes, and
Mayor Winston having substituted his,
Blethen’s, speech for the mayoralty
speech,

Blethen's Speech

was mach like Winston’s amplified. He
referred to the convention having been
brought here through the Exposition’s
instrumentality.  Since it was first
opened, six years azo, 3.000,000 have
visited it. A part ot its work has been:
The growth of the annual manufactur-
ing output to £990,000,000, an increase of
£63,000,000 in teu years; an increase of
the valuation of taxable property £103,-
000,000 in ten years; the manufacture of
425,000,000 feet of lumber and 8,009,000
barrels of flour last year; the receipt of
72,000,000 bushels of wheat last year, an
increase over the preceding yvear of 12,-
000,000 bushels. He also mentioned the
growth of population, as evidenced by
the presencz in the schools of 25,000
children, and claimed that the records
of the United States census office show
that Minneapolis is as much entitled to
200,000 people under the census of 189)
as Milwaukee to 204,000, The exposi-
tion might close in 1893, but it would
open again in 1804, and yield the same
resulis to the city in increased prosper-
ity as it has in the past six years.

Then the mayor took possession of
Blethen’s manuseript, or his own.

T. B. Janney, president of the board
of Exposition directors, said:

It is now my pleasant duty to declare
the seventh annual Minneapolis Indus-
trial exposition open.”

And that’s how the Exposition eomes
to l)e open. Being open, it should be
visited by every person in Minneapolis.
It 1s worth a visit—several of them. The

THOSE OLD COINS,

Arrest of the Man Believed to
Have Stolen Them.
Valie Cohen 1s a fire eater. He came

here with the Reynolds circus several

weeks ago, but did not leave when the
circus dia. He was arrested yesterday
afternoon by Patrolman Morrisey and
locked up at the central station charged
with vagrancy. Thers is something
more serious than vagrancy behind it
all, however. It will Le remembered
that last week the library building was
robbed of a fine collection of Awmerican
coins loaned Ly the well known coin
collector, A. M, Smith. The coins were
very valuable, especially an old silver
dollar coined in 18)4.- This dollar was
valued at £1,000. No clue could be
found to the thieves, though every
pawn shop in the city was closely
watched by the police inspectors.
Yesterday Patrolinan Morrisey discov-
ered that the fire eater was endeavoring
to dispose of a lot of old coins to Larsen,
the saloonkeeper at the corner of Wash-
ington avenue south and Third street.
Morrisey lay in wait for the fire eater,
but in the meautime the latter found
out he was wanted by the police. He
made a bee fine for the XMilwaukee
depot for the purposeof leaving the city
on the first train. Special Officer Al-
drich detained him at the depot until
Morrisey could arrive, when he was
placed under arrest. It is believed by
the police Coben is in possession of the
coins, or knows where they are, for his
deseription of them to the saloonkeeper
tallied with that of the missing coins.
An endeavor will be made to get the
necessary information from him.

IT SUCCUMBED AT LAST.

The Nelson Pzper Mill Destroyed
by FKire, the Loss Being
$25,000.

Spontaneous Combustion in a
Sawdust Spout Undoubtedly 3
the Cause.

The Nelson paper mill plant, at the
corner of Main street and Fourth avenue
northeast, was destroyed by fire last
night. The old building was left a mere
hulk,and the moonbeams played through
the windowless frames, casting shad-
ows on tie water of the river below.
The alarm was rung in from the mill
shortly after 6 o’clock, and four engines
responded to the call. The general
alarm was then turncd in, and eight
more 2ngines, aside from the chemieals,
were on the spot within a few moments.

The old building, however, burned
like tinder, _and all the en-
gines in  the Northwest could

have saved the plant from destruction.
The exact origin of the fire is not
known. ‘The watchmwan, who turned in
the alarm. is of the opinion that spon-
taneous combustion in the spout be-
tween the paper mill and the Nelson
& Tenny planing mill adjoining caused
the mischief, for he saw a stream of fire
running toward the building. In an-
other 1nstant the fire had communicated
itself to the paper mill, and the flames
soon reigned supreme. ‘T'he spout be-
tween the two mills is used for the pur-
pose of conveying sawdust from the
planing mill to the boiler room of the
paper mitl, where it is used for fuel,
instead of coal. Chief Runge stated he
thought the fire started in the floor
above the beiler room.

‘I'he total loss, according to B. F. Nel-
son, the president of the company, 1s in
the neighborhood of $25,000, covered by
about £21,000 worth of insurance. Chief
Runge thinks the loss will fall below
Mr. Nelson’s figures, for he countson
considerable salvage in the line of ma-

chinery. At any rate, the fire wasa
serious ene, and will neces.itate the

entire plant’s rebuilding, which will ve
done as soon as possible. The paper
mill consisted of a long, rangy building,
the tront portion of whieh was three
stories high and the rear portion
two stories high, with basement,
where the eungines and boilers were
situated. Adjoining the mill proper on
the right hand side was a one-story
brick-veneered structure used for roll-
ing purvoses. This went with the rest,
Leing burned to the ground. The paper
mill seewms to have been under the ban
of some malignant fate, for this was the
third time practically within a twelve-
month that fire has broken out in the
building. About a year ago the mill
was almost entirely destroyed, necessi-
tating a complete outfit of new machin-
ery. Several weeks ago the fire depart-
ment bad an opportunity of displayving
its prowess in putting out a fire which
za_illlncd considerable headway in the
mill.

Ihe Nelson Paper company consists
of the following gentiemen: B. F. Nel-
son, president; Edwin B. Hovenden,
vice president, and \V. Edward Nelson,
secretary and treasurer. The insurance
on the plant is placed with W. 5
Barnpes, Fletcher, Lewis & Co. and Me-
