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AUTHORITIES CLASH,
National and State Officers

Differently Interpret the
Proclamation.

Vessels Passed by the Health
Office and Turned Back

by the Collector.

Orders From Washing-ton

Cause the Collector to

Rescind His Order.

Arrivalof Vessels From Chol-
era-Infected Ports Anx-

iously Awaited.

New York, Sept. 2.—Theee seems a
probability of a clash of authority aris-
ing between the federal government

and the state authorities as represented
by Dr. Jenkins. The recent order of
the president forbids any vessel carry-
ing immigrants to enter port until after
twenty days' quarantine.

Dr. Jenkins said he would use his
ditcretion about keeping a vessel in
quarantine for twenty days. Ifhe saw
litbe would quarantine a vessel more
than tw?nty days or less. He claimed
that he had full authority and that the
president's order could not affect him,

or cause him to do otherwise than as
his judgment induced him.

"1don't want to be understood as de-
fying the chief executive," said Dr.
Jenkins. "1 shall do ail in my power
to assist the national authorities to
keeping cholera from entering tiiecoun-
try, but Icertainly think 1 have the
risrht by virtue of the authority dele-
gated to me as health officer of this
port, to decide on the number of days
that a ship shall be kept at quarantine.
1shall decide the question in the case
of each ship according to tfie sanitary
conditions prevailing on board at the
time of her arrival here.

Acting: Independent.
"Iam acting independently of the

president. 1 don't mean that 1 am go-
ing to allow a cholera-infected vessel to
enter the port of New Turk. 1 realize
my responsibility with reference to the
city of New York just as much as the
president realizes his responsibility to
the country. Conditions might be such
that a quarantined vessel could safely
be released in five days, and again if
disease kept breeding she might be de-
tained a year."

Collector liendricks said he did not
think Dr. Jenkins would bringon a con-
liictbetween the federal and state au-
thorities. Ifsuch a thine should arise
the federal power would prevail. No
vessel can land passengers or cargo un-
til the yes-el is entered at the custom
house, and Collector liendricks willact
according to Instructions of the Wash-
ington authorities.

The lirst symptom ofthe overriding ot
Dr. Jenkins' orders was when the cus-
tom house officers were withdrawn
from City of Berlin shortly after
her arrival in the early afternoon. The
withdrawal of the federal officers natur-
ally prevented the declarations of the
cabin passengers being made, all of
whom Dr. Jenkins had intended Bhould
be allowed to land today. In the same
manner as those of the (iallia and Lahu
on the previous days. There was some
discussion over the matter at quaran-
tine, but in Dr. Jenkins' absence uoth-
ine further was known.

At4 o'clock the Thingvalle steamer
Island, which had arrived in the fore-
Doon, was

Given Her Clearance
by Dr. Taluiage. She had "18 cabin and
571 steerage passengers. The latter
were al! Scandinavians and Itad not been
near any infected port, so after their
fumigatiuu on botrd the vessel she was
allowed to proceed. At rrAH she re-
turned, having only reached as far
toward her dock as Liberty island,
where she was stopped by the revenue
CUtter and returned to quarantine.

Dr. Jenkins was still absent, and
shortly before his return toquarantine
Ihe revenue cutter returned to quaran-
tine and released the Island and placed
officers on board the Gailia with orders
to allow tlie cabin passengers
to declare their baggage and land
in the barge that would be sent
clown tonight. The rescinding of
the port collector's order was done, re-
port said, owing to a communication
from Assistant Secretary Spalding to
that effect. There was, of course, great
dismay at tiie idea of being subject to
twenty days' quarantine, as specified
by the presidential circular, and much
discussion as to the action that Dr.
Jenkins would have taken had the
Island and Gailia not been released.

Dr. Jenkins said to the representative
of the Associated Press that having
once granted a vessel pratique, he
should not grant her a second, and that
if the collector chose

To Return a Vessel
to quarantine for twenty days, it was
the duty of the general government to
look after them and take charge of
them. They bad nothing more to do
with him. He said tie thought, how-
ever, that the circular of the president
had been misconstrued by the collector
and many others. It especially stated
that it was not to conflict with the regu-
lations, and that it was chiefly meant
for certain ports where tlieie "were no
state authorities, and where the ports
were in charge of the marine hospital
force. One peculiar tiling was that he
had received no ofh'cial notice in any
way whatever of the presidential cir-
cular.

A report from the Moravio late this
afternoon states beyond a doubt that the
health oi all on board is excellent.
There has been no sickness of any nat-
ure on Ihe vessel since she arrived.
Health Officer Jenkins, with Deputies
Sanborn and Taimage.has been untiring
Inarduous duties at quarantine today.
Health Officer Jenkins,! juarautineCom-
missioner Allen, Deputy Sanborn and
Deputy Milliken and SaNkup visited
both Hoffman and Swinburne islands
this afternoon and reported everything
moving along satisfactorily at" both
places. L'u to the present the efforts of
Dr.Byron to obtain bacteria from por-
tions of the foui linen taken from the
infected steamer Moravia have been un-
successful.

Looking Seaward.
As the situation is now, the eyes of

the quarantine officials are constantly
turned seaward, awaiting the arrival of
the Nortnaunia and Stubbenhuk, both
from Hamburg; tlu* Uueia, from Havre,
and La Bourgogne, froiu the same
port. Several other big mailers are also
due tonight and tomorrow Horn Eujrlis}i
ports. T'ley also are regarded with
suspicion. It is (Xnrcd that the four
vesels from Hamburg and Havre will
bave me eliolera on board. If they do
Bot a weight will be lifted from Dr.
Jeukiu'd luiml. I'iiesteamer Yeeudaui,

from Rotterdam, has been released from
quarantine. The North Gorman Lloyd
steamers, like most of the other lines,
willnot handle steerasc passenzers.

The two cases at U2 Orchard street,
reported last night by Dr. Ueck aa viru-
lent cholerine, have been thoroughly
investigated by the health officers, who,
after a most careful diagnosis, report
both the men to be- suffering from acute
diarrhoea. Both the men are much bet-
ter and on a fair way to recovery.

FUMIGATION OP LEITKKS.

Various Methods Suggested to
Postmaster General Wana-
maker.

WAsiiixr.TOX.Sept. 3.— The postoffice
department has received a number of
replies to the telegrams sent yesterday
to postmasters on the Canadian frontier
'directing them to confer with the local
health officer and to report at once what
precautionary measures, if any, are
necessary to* be taken in connection
with mails received at their offices di-
rect from Canada, in order to guard
against the introduction ofcholera.

Postmaster Geutsch, at Buffalo, says:
"Health officers advise immediate prep-
aration for disinfecting mails from
Canada by perforating letters and by
heal. Receive no European raail via
Canada, but it is believed immigrants
diverted to Canada willsend mail here.
Ifdisinfection is commenced it willbe
necessary for the mail now sent direct
to railway postotliccs to come to Buf-
falo."

Postmaster Hance, at Detroit, says:
"After consultation with the health
offic< rheie, 1lind that it is not necesary
to take any steps with the mail com-
ing from Canada at the present time, as
Cholera has not made its appearance
there and this office receives no foreign
mails through that country."

Postmaster Sexton, at Chicago, says:
"Have consulted health officers, who
advise fumigation l»y sulphur orsteam."

Assistant Postmaster Wales, at Troy,
N. V., telegraphs: "Health board ad-
vise immediate treatment ofCanadian
mail by steam-heated steam bath at
nearest point on Canadian line. We re-
ceive direct sacks from Montreal."

Postmaster Avery, at Port Huron,
"Mich., says: "Health officers advise
thorough fumigation, and deem itnec-
essary/

Postmaster (Jeneral Wanamaker late
this afternoon sent the following tele-
gram to tiie postmaster general ofCan-
ada: '"Please state what precautions
against cholera are being taken on your
side. Do you consider fumigation of
mails necessary? Kindly wire answer."

SUSTAINKD JiOXRIXS.

Riglits of the states "Were Re-
served ia the Circular.

Washington, Sept. 2.—Secretary

Foster has received the following tele-
pram from Collector liendricks at New
York :

•'Referring to last paragraph of "Cir-
cular 130.'' the quarantine circular,shail
1detain vessels in Quarantine that have
not entered, but are passed by the Health
office, iniiilspecial instructions are re-
ceived from the department, aad will
such detention apply to cabin passen-
gers?"

Assistant Secretary Spalding ordered
the foHownijc reply to be sent:

"Circular 150 excepts vessels afloat at
date of circular. Any vessels within
the exception and passing quarantine
willbe tillered, in absence of informa-
tion received after they pass health
officers, that their entrance is likely to
introduce cholera." >

1). S. Gamble, of Cincinnati, 0.. In-
quired by telegraph whether the twenty
days' quarantine applied to vessels car-
rying lirst and second-class passengers
only. The department in reply tele-
graphed that the twenty days' quaran-
tine «iiil not apply,but tnat such passen-
gers should be detained until the health
officer is satisfied that there is no dan-
ger of tiie introduction of choleia from
their admission.

The people on the Canadian border
are betraying some anxiety to know
whether or not the provisions of the
quarantine circular apply on the border.
Today tlie collector of customs at De-
troit telegraphed to the treasury depart-
ment asking whether the circular ap-
plied to immigrants from Quebec aiid
Montreal. He was informed inreply
that they were not subject to its pro-
visions, but that immigrants from the
two places named should be detained
until all danger was passed.

The officials of the war department
feel the necessity of having every army
post in the country put in such good
sanitary condition that the disease, if
introduced, shall not spread on account
of bad hygienic conditions. To briny
about this desired icsult Adjt. Gen.
Williams today sent to each depart-
ment commander ana to each independ-
ent post in the country certain memo-
randa submitted by the surgeon general
and approved by the secretary of war
relating to cholera precautions.

The cablegrams received by the st :ite
department in relation to the cholera
included one from the consul at Stettin,
who cabled as follows:

"Cholera at Griefowald. First case in
Pomerauia. Sailor from Hamburg."

Another was from the consul at
Bremen, who cables:

"No cholera in Bremen yet. Every
sanitary precaution with all passengers
taken."

A copy of the New York dispatch
containing Dr. Jenkins' views with re-
spect to the twenty days' quarantine
order was shown to President Harrison
this afternoon. He declined, however,
to say anything inregard to the niattei
for publication.

Secretary Foster listened attentively
while a reporter read to him the salient
points in the dispatch, lie was not in-
clined to comment veryextensively on
what Dr. Jenkins bad to say. It
was his opinion, however, that
the doctor had not read the
circular very carefully, for he said it
was expressly drawn to reserve his
(the doctor's) power in the premises. It
was prepared withgreat care, so as not
to interfere with any rights held by the
states, and there was no interference
whatever iv the states' administration
of the law. While the reporter was
talking to him, tlie secretary obtained a
copy of the circular and read the reser-
vation clause, viz: "Unless such de-
tention is forbidden by the laws of the
state or the regulations made there-
under,'' a reservation which the secre-
tary thought clearly demonstrated that
there was no interference with the
state's right

ENGLISH APPROVAL
Britons Approve and Admire

President Harrison's
Proclamation.

English Authorities Have No
Power to Enforce a

Quarantine.

All Cases of Cholera in Eng-
land Have Come From

Abroad.

No Abatement of tha Dread
Scourge in the Stricken

City of Hamburg*.

Loxdox, Sept. 2.—President narri-
son's circular relative to the quarantin-
ingof vessels carrying immigrants finds
general approval, and even admiration,
here. There is some feeling of envy
also that the American law enables the
government to take such prompt and
thorough steps to stop the importation
of cholera. The halting and imperfect
measures of the Britisl local e:overn-
ment board directors, that what that
board's edict calls "filthy,unwholesome
persons coming from foreign ports"
shall pass unchallenged, are questioned
by high local authorities as exceeding
the powers of the board.

The only act existing giving the board
the shadow of right to prevent the land-
ing of aliens en route to another coun-
try, or having England as their perma-
nent distillation, is the act of IS3O for
the registration of aliens. After such
registration the power of the board to
interfere withaliens vanishes.

Actins Illegally.
The government in eoopinir up Immi-

grants at Gravesend and elsewhere is
acting illegally, and will be obliged to
ask parliament to pass a retrospective
act legalizing what it has done. The
local board officials and the board of
trade officials desire to go further.

Itis feared that one result of Presi-
dent Harrison's measure willbe to stop
the stream of alien immigration to
America and make England the per-
manent location of many families who
had intended to seek new ho'iies across
the water. The prolonged quarantine
declared by the United States is not re-
garded nny wise as hostile to England,
but, witha view to counteract its un-
doubted tendency to throw a crowd of
infected immigrants into Great Britain,
the officials of both boards urge that the
government make immediate assent to
a prohibition of the landing of immi-
grants from infected ports. Inthe ab-
s-nce of an act empowering such
measures itis held that the privy coun-
cil

Could I«Htie an Edict.
Mr. Gladstone and Mr. Fowler, spcre-

tary of state for war, have today been
communicating with Sir Charles Kus-
sell, the attorney general, and Mr.
Kigby, the solicitor general, to obtain
tain their advice with regard to means
to meet the legal difficulties.

Tin." Associated Press representative,
who has interviewed the agents of lead-
ingsteamship companies, rinds the con-
sensus of opinion to be tiiat the presi-
dent's circular is neeulessly severe. It
was felt like a thunderbolt. Although
prepared to refuse to book any more
steerage passengers, the companies
could not regard with complacence
the order that the circular
take immediate effect, the result
being to throw three weeks' support of
many emigrants upon them or to oblige
them toreturn the unfortunate people
whence they sailed. Despite the circu-
lar, however, some vessels are certain
to take their full complement of emi-
grants. Several steamship companies
now refuse to book even lirst and sec-
ond-class passengers hailing from Ger-
many and other continental ports, but
the same companies, having thousands
of steerage passengers already booke-l,
are ina qusudary how instanter to dis-
continue this service, having contracted
to provide for the booked emigrants
until they are landed at their port of
destination.

In the meantime the cholera inGreat
Britain seems to have been fairlymas-
tered. The chief physician of the local
government board said today tiiat the
outlook was entirely satisfactory, lie
said that, although

ThirtyCases of Cholera
at all the ports of Great Britain had
been dealt with daring the last ten
days, there was no single instance of
the disease spreading beyond the iirst
person attacked. While it has been
proved that every case of cholera oc-
curring in this country was contracted
abroad, and that the medical board put
its best face on the situation, still the
fact is Dalpable to everybody that tlie
public has become utterly unconcerned,
and has become imbued with the con-
viction that the disease willnot be
allowed to spread, ami that itwillnever
assume an epidemic form.

Tlie reports which have of late ap-
peared in the newspapers in regard to
fresh victims of cholera have been
traced to their foundation, and the al-loged cases of the scourge have resolved
themselves into ordinary seasonal dis-
orders. Absolute confidence prevails
among the people that the perfect sani-
tary condition of England will secure
the country against the ravages of
baccilli bred in foreign tilth. The noted
cholera expert. Ernest Hart, speaking
before a meeting of the health society
yesterday morning, declared that there
was no fear of a great outbreak of the
pestilence in Great Britain; still heurged the adoption of precautions*
which, summed up, are as follows:
Careful medical inspection of ports;
strict isolation in chance cases of the
disease; pure water uud general clean-
liness.

The physicians of this city will dis-
cuss the proposal of the establishment
of an international cholera commission
to report on the origin of the plague, its
line of march through the different
countries where it has made its appear-
ance and the various methods of treat-
ment employed in the cases of persons
stricken with the disease.

Request Similar Measures.
Dublin. Sept. 2.—The Cork town

council has passed a resolution setting
forth their intention to call Mr. Glad-
stone's notice to the prompt anti-cholera
precautions taken by the American
government, and request that similar
measures be adopted by Great Britain.
Ittranspires this evening that 8,620

fever patients occupy all the beds usu-
ally available in London hospitals for
emergencies. About l.cjoo beds have
been specially arraug*ed, however, to
meet the requirements of a cholera epi-
demic.

Callctl forHamilton.
Cineago, Sept. 2,—Dr. JolmB. flam-

ilton, ex surgeon general of the United j
States marine hospital service, lefthur-
riedly for Washington today inresponse
to a dispatch from Secretary Foster. Dr.
Hamilton lias been through one epi-
demic of cholera and one of yellow
fever. He drafted several of the acts of
congress establishing strict quarantine
at ports of entry.:'-..

OX THE INCREASE.

More Fresh Cases of the Plague
BB in Hamburg.

Hamburg, Sept. 2.— Sedan day has
passed without festivities of any kind.
There has been no procession, no music .
and no meetings. Not a flag has been
displayed in the city. The promenades
and the cafes have been empty.

Inall the churches services of prayer
for the abatement of the plague have
been held. They have been attended
by crowds which have tilled the build-
ings. Ilardlp a woman in colors or a
man without the black badge of mourn-
ing on his arm was to be seen, and the
prayers were offered amid the sobbing

and groaning of the congregations.
The number of fresh cases today have

been 733, an increase of 52 sine; yester-
day; the number of deaths 201, a de-
crease of 42 since yesterday. Tne de-
crease in the number of deaths is
due .to the corresponding number
yesterday of fresh cases. It
offers little comfort here, how-
ever, as the increase In the num-
ber of fresh cases today willbe followed
undoubtedly by a longer death list
tomorrow. Nevertheless, there is a
general feeling that the pest has been
at its worst, and that, 'although itmay
not abate rapidly, it at least cannot gain ;

much more ground.
The number of burials today has

been 315 or two more than yesterday. <

Still hundreds of bodies are unburied.
The dead wagons are utterly unequal
to the work of carrying the bodies of
all ihe victims to decent burial. Unless
some improvement be made at once in
the system, the -authorities will
find themfelves obliged to give
up individual Interment and bury bodies
by the score in trenches. Only imme- ;
diate action can prevent several hos-
pi from becoming breeding houses of.

GABLE AS DIRECTOR.
Democratic Western Head-

quarters to Ec in Charge
of the Illinoisan.

An Active Campaign of Edu-
cation to Be Begun

at Once.

Bright Prospects That Illinois
Will Be Redeemed From

Republicanism.

Gen. Stevenson Expounds the
Campaign Issues to His

Old Neighbors.

Chicago, Sept. 2.—The Western head
quarters of the national Democratic
campaign committee will be in charge
of Hon. I3en T. Cable, national commit-
teeman from Illinois. This has been
definitely settled by the committee, and
Mr. Cable formally took possession of
the headquarters today. The secretary
for the Western quarters has not yet
been selected, and will probably lie
withMr. Cable. The Illinois commit-
teeman willalso have the task of se-
lecting a small army of translators,

clerks and other employes for the West-
ern branch, as it is expected that hun-
dreds of thousands of documents will
be mailed from now to the close of the
campaign.

The duties of the translators will be
mostly confined to translations into
German, Swedish and Norwegian of
standard

Democratic Literature,

and to conducting correspondence_svith
individuals of their resDective nation-
alities throughout the Northwest who
appear amenable to Democratic logic
Special attention will be paid to Ger-
man Lutherans, whose votes the Dem-
ocrats expect to cam on the compulsory
school issue; and it is intended te mail
to every German Lutheran voter in the
Northwest a treatise in his own lan-
guage on the compulsory school ques-
tion, contrasting the records of Demo-
cratic and Republican letrislatorson this
subject during the past two years.

The committee has decided that an
advisory committee of Illinois Demo-
crats shall be appointed to assist Mr.
Cable by their counsel in the I'rairie
state. Despite the confidence of the
Republicans that in a presidential year
the

AT HIS BIKTHFLiACE.

Gen. Stevenson Receives a Royal
Welcome From Old Neighbors.

llKKxnox, Ky., Sept. 2.—lt was a
royal welcome that Hon. AdlaiE. Ste-
venson received here today, the home
of his birth. There were 30,000 people
present from all parts of Western Ken-
tucky and Tennessee, and fully a third
of them grasped their guest by the
hand. It was an old-fashioned Ken-
tucky reception, and everybody was
happy.

Mr. Stevenson was escorted by a del-
egation of those who were boys with
him to the barbecue grounds. He ar-
rived at Herndon later than he was ex-
pected, but, after a brief breathing
spell, he partook of the barbecue, and
stepped into a wagon within a few
yards of the very spot on which he was
born. When he was allowed to begin
talking, after a lew preliminary re-
marks about his old Kentucky home, he
proceeded to speak briefly on* the issues
of the campaign.

He directed attention first to the
finances of the country, claiming there
is a deficit of over $50,000,000 in the
United States treasury caused by Re-
publican recklessness and mismanage-
ment. Then he took up the tariff ques-
tion ami continued:

"The doctrine of the Democrats upon
the subject of the tariff is tariff for
revenue only. That cannot be im-
proved upon, it is in contradistinc-
tion to the doctrine of high pro-
tection. High protection is the
doctrine of the .Republican party
meaning that the people are to be taxed
lor the purpose of building up and en-
richimr year alter year the manufactor-
ies of this country, who are thus made
a privileged class. We believe the cor-
rect doctrine to be that there should be
a tariff fjr the collection of whatever
revenue is needed for carrying out the
government economically administered.
And when you have thus met the ex-
pense of the government, you have no
rinht to take from the taxpayers of the
country one dollar tor the purpose of
protecting and building upmonopolies."

The remainder of the speech was a
discussion of the force bill, lie was
followed by Congressman Ellis, who
made a brief and ringing speech upou
campaign issues.

Gen. Ste-
venson spent the rest of the afternoon
shaking hands and conversing with
people that crowded around him. lie
stopped ovei night at the hause of his
uncle. James McKenzie, and willspend
tomorrow at his home.

KEEP CLEAN.

Dirt,Ignorance and Warm Weatb
er the Principal Transmitter*

ol' Cholera.

Not Mneh Danger From the Dis-
ease Where Ordinary Caution

Is Observed.

New Yohk, Sept. 2.—The American
Druggist says: A great many people are
giving themselves unnecessary trouble
about cholera. The disease is only for-
midable where inadequate means exist
lorgrappling with it, and in this coun-
try we are fullyprepared for it. Defi-
cient and impure water supply is the
primary cause of its origin in Asia.
Dirt,ignorance and warm weather ara
the principal transmitters of the dis-
ease.

In Madras and Calcutta, India, the
writer has seen a large mortality from
cholera among the poorer classes.where
unsanitary conditions prevailed, while
immediately around them Europeans
and natives who observe.! or.lin-.iry pre-
cautions in food and drink were wholly
frefc from the disease.

Boiling kills all cholera perm?, and
hence it is well during a cholera epi-
demic to boil all water and milk. Canned
goods are also a safe diet at. such times,
itused at once on opening, owing to the
boiling that they receive in process ot
being packed, which effectually steril-
izes the content*.

While it insiy be well enough to quar-
adtine tin* low class ot immigrants that
have been reaching us from the infect-
ed districts in Kussia and Germany, or
shut them out altogether for a time,
there is no sense In people being panic-
stiicken here >»ny more than they have
been in France and Spain, where the
cholera has prevailed more or less for
several years.

The visitation is likely to be less seri-
ous here from the fact that we are just
entering the cooler months of the year,
when cholera germs naturally are com-
paratively harmless. Consumption,
diphtheria and typhoid fever are all
likely to slay thousands while cholera is
slaying hundreds, but because we are
familiar with these diseases, we are not
afraid of them. Hundreds of children
die in this city every week from cholera
infantum, superinduced by bad milk,
but little thought is given to it. No
person need fear the cholera ifhe ex-
ercises ordinary care iin diet, cleanli-
ness, and sanitary surroundings.
