Chicago, Sept. s.—Forty thousand
Workiugmen paraded the streets here
today. The procession was nearly
double the size of any previous one on
Labor day inChicago, and reached three
or four times the size of the average
turnout. The magnitude of today's
demonstration is largely due to the
bridging over of feuds which have di-
vided the conservative element from
those inclined to socialistic ideas.

In the past the wrangling between
the factious resulted at times in two
rival parades and a marked fallingoff
of general interest in the celebration.
Bright, bracing weather helped swell
the vast outpouring of marchers and
spectators today. The banks and ex-
changes were ciosed, and a large num-
ber of stores followed suit.

ful, sunny, fall day than this could not
have been chosen by the toilers of this
city for the annual celebration of Labor
flay. Everybody recognizes it, the
rich and the poor. Both of
the national political headquarters
closed their doors in due recognition

labor is supreme. It was a day ofpro-
cessions, of sports, regattas, bigparades
of organized labor— latter being the
event of the day. both in this city and
in Brooklyn, and great crowds viewed
the long lines of work!liftmen inboth
cities. AH the streets were melodious
with the strains of marching music as
the thousands gathered at the place
Where the procession started.
in this city the line of inarch was

taken up at Fourth avenue and Twelfth
street, and, alter the parade through
the principal streets, the celebrators
boarded the Long Island ferry and went
to Woodside Park, L.1., where the an-
nual celebration.and picnic were held.
Allgovernment offices, municipal offices
ana business, houses alike recognized
the holiday by closing their doors and
allowing their employes to enjoy the
labor holiday.

Aspecial labor day service was held
at Trinity church last evening under
the auspices of the church association
lor the advancement of the interests of
labor. Rev. Dr. Hugh Miller Thomp-
son, protestant Episcopal bishop of
Mississippi, delivered the sermon to an
audience which completely tilled the
church. lie spoke on "Labor's Conflict
Against Capital," and he took a most
pronounced position in favor of labor.

The notes furnished directly or indirectly
by the United States have been the only sale
and acceptable paper currency of the people.
Bank failures have brought no fright,delay
or loss to the biliholders. The note of an in-
solvent bank is as good and as current as a

"treasury note, for the credit of the United
Mates is behind it. Our money is all national
money— l.might almost say international—
for the bills are" not only equally and in-
discriminately accepted at par in all the
states but insome foreign countries.

The Democratic . party, if intrusted with
the control of the government, is "nowpledged to repeal the law on state bank
issues with a view to puttinginto circula-
tion .again, under such diverse legislation as
the states may adopt, a flood of local bank
issues. Quly those who, in the years before
experienced the inconvenience and loss at-
tendant upon such money, can appreciate
what a return to that system involves.

The denomination of a billwas then often
no indication of its value. The banking
directory of yes.erday was not a safe guide
today as to credit of values. Merchants de-
posited several times during the day, lest the
hour ofbanK closing should show a" depreci-
ation of the money taken in the morning.
The traveler could not use in a journey to
the East the issues of the most solvent banks
of the West, and, in consequence, amoney
changer's office was the familiar neighbor o"*

.the ticket office and the lunch counter. The
farmer and the laborer found the money re-
ceived for their, products of their labor de-
preciated when they came to make their
purchases, and the whole business of the
country was hindered and burdened.
Changes may become necessary, but a na-
tional stem ofcurrency, safe amd accept-
able throughout the whole country, is the
fruitof v>'t»ci experiences, and Iam sure
our people willnot consent to \be reaction-
ary proposal made by the democratic party.

NEW CHOLERA GASES.
Three Fresh Cases of Cholera

on Each the Normannia
and Rugia,

One of Which on Each of the
Plague Ships Proved

Fatal.

Ex-Secretary Blame Thinks
We Should Quarantine

Against Everybody.

Fewer New Cases and Deaths
From the Pest in Ham- ;

burg.

Neav York, Sept. s.—The Normannia
has three new cases, one of which died,

lie was Otto Enirel, aged twenty years,
one of the crew. The two other cases
are Wilhelm Queuf, nineteen years, and
Theodore Zimmzek, twenty-three years,
both of the crew. The Kugia has three
new cases, of which one died. The
other cases are llendrik Sterr, aged five
years; Josepha Pjekoska, aged thirty
years; Johanna Buss, aged fifty-four
years. These three people were of the
families of the other patients which
preceded them and have been isolated
since arrival. On tiie Moravia there
were no new developments. Among

the Normannia's passengers on Hoffman
island one new case was transferred to
the hospital on Swinburne island. There
was one child died today, aged five
months.

The fiftyspecial physicians who will
inspect the city witha view to warding

off the cholera or any oilier infectious
disease were sworn in this morning.
They began work at once, first visiting
the thickly populated tenemeut dis-
tricts.

None in New York.
The board of health issued an official

bulletin this afternoon, declaring that
no cases of cholera nave occurred in
this city and that the city was now
more exempt from contagious disease
than at any time in several years.

Dr. Jenkins this morning sent notice
to the pilot commissioners that here-
after ail vessels from "infected ports,
withcholera on board or any suspicious
cases, will be boarded at the lower
quarantine by the health, officers.

There is apparently no conflict be-
tween the state and federal authorities
in the matter of detaining vessels. Dr.
Jenkins declares that he will hold ships
from infected ports for not only twenty
days, as directed in the president's
proclamation, but thirty or forty days,
ifnecessary.

Secretary Foster, with Collector Hen-
dricks, arrived late this riternoon on the
revenue cutter Chandler. The visiting
health delegation also came to the quar-
antine pier from the lower .hay withDr.
Jenkins. They went to Dr. Jenkins'
house, where they held a conference.

Will Snow No Favor*.
Dr. Jenkins lias announced that the

City of New York, from Liverpool,
which is due Wednesday, will be de-
tained until all the baggage of all the
passengers is fumigated. If tnere are
cases of sickness aboard, or if there
were any deaths at sea, the cabin pas-
sengers will be lieId from two to five
days, or perhaps lonsrer.

Dr. Chauncey M.Depew, and the wife
and daughter of Secretary of State
Foster are among the passengers, but
Dr. Jenkins says uo exception will be
made to the rule, and they and their,
baggage willbe subjected to the same
treatment as others. No one will be
allowed to board the vessel except
quarantine officials, and no passengers
or baggage willl>e allowed to leave the
vessel until Dr. Jenkins has given per-
mission.

A well known physician of New York
city went into voluntary exile yester-
day, to remain for no one knows how
lonsr in the pest hospitals at Swinburne
island. He is Dr.Byron, the scientist
aud lecturer of the "Lewis laboratory.
He has eiveu ud his large practice for
the time being, and will remain on
Swinburne island to light the cholera.

DECREASE INDEATHS.

Cholera Shows a Decline in Cases
in Hamburg.

Hamburg, Sept. s.—The ambulances
took to the hospital yesterday 280 cholera
patients, of which number eighteen
died. This was forty-five fewer
patients than were carried to
the hospitals Saturday, while the
deaths weie thirty-eight less innumber.
While the total number of deaths in
Hamburg in IS2I was 13,900 already this
year there have been 12,500 in that city.

Havre. Sept. s.—There were nine
deaths trom cholera here yesterday and
seven new cases.

\u25a0 The men weighed at a quarter to 9,
the former at 133% and the latter at
137%. Capt. Barrett examined .the
scales upon which the gloves were
weighed, and finding them all right,
nodded his consent, to the referee. The
gloves were of a pea green color, laced
with red woolen tape. They were
thrown in the ring by the captain to
wait the picking up by the seco mis of
the men.

Sixty-live hundred people were said
to be present, and even that number
tailed to li11 the arena, wiiose empty
seat* the rainy weather was held ac-
countable for.

Prof. Duffyannounced that Jim Col-
viile, of Boston, would act as time-
keeper for McAuliffe, while Geonre 11.
Clark, of Chicago, did like for Myer.
Rube M.Frank acted as official time-
keeper.

Jack McAuliffe was the first to enter
the ring, which he did at 9:15. Myer
came a moment later. Both men re-
ceived great ovations. Knowledge of
the fact that a pugilistic grudge of long
standing was about to be settled awak-
ened tremendous applause.

The men were called to the center of
the riiiKby Referee Duffy, who, to-
gether with Capt. Barrett, instructed
the men as to how they should abide by
the Queensberry rules and the Olympic
club and rales as to breaking away.

Joe Choynski and Prof. Robertson
were McAuliffe's seconds, while Jim
Nelson held the bottle. Ed Myer and
John Eckert seconded Myer, whileAlt'
Kennedy held the bottle.

At9:20 everything was in readiness
for the battle to begin, and both men
sat in their corners eyeing each other
closely. The men were ordered toshake
hands at 9:25, and the gong for the first
round was sounded.

The men jumped to the cent.r of the ring,

HcAaliffe looking pale and Myer rosy. Mac
led for the stomach, slipped and fell; on re-
Kaininijh\* feel Myer lauded a lightteft and

The bitter stepped in aud delivered a left-
hander on lue nose and pot away without a
return. .Myer was forced to a stake, but

THOMSON IN TOILS.
The Missing Electric Light

Man Probably in Sheriff
Bean's Clutches.

That Official Now in San Fran-
cisco, Armed With the

Warrant.

Thomson Wanted to Square
Up His Building- Associa-

tion Shortage.

The Amount Believed to Run
Something- Upwards of

$10,000.

Last Friday evening Sheriff Bean
started for San Francisco, armed with
the necessary papers for the arrest of C.
J. Thomson, the erstwhile electrician
and ex-school inspector of St. Paul. It
is expected that he lias his man in cus-
tody by this, and is only awaiting the
acquiescence of the prisoner or the
requisition from the governor of Cali-
fornia before reiurnins to the scene
of Thomson's downfall. Thomson is
wanted to explain his peculiar methods
of bookkeeping while acting as secretary
of the People's Building society, a posi-
tion which he held ever since that
organization was started. He is "shy"
to the tune of several thousand dollars,
but the exact amount is not exactly
known. He lias already acknowledged,
in a letter sent to one of the officers of
tiie society, that he had appropriated
6'.).000 of the society funds." but it is
thought the amount of his embezzle-
ment will be nearer the §12,000 mark.
The People's Buildintr society was one
of the most flourishing; ot the kind in
the city. Its officers, aside from Thom-
son, were alimen of the highest probity,
and its membership was larte and con-
tinually increasing. Thomson, by rea-
son of his extremely suave manner and
remarkable glibness of tongue, bad
worked himself into the confidence of
all his associates, and not a shadow of
suspicion had ever attached to him un-
til atter his hasty exit from the city
over a year ago, when an examination
of his books disclosed the true condi-
tion of affairs. Just previous to his de-
parture Thomson, much to the surprise
of his friends, who thought him finan-
cially solid, became insolvent and
was forced to make an assignment. He
had been in the insurance business, but
having secured the agency for the sale
of some electrical machinery tor a Cin-
cinnati firm he brauched out into the
electrical business on a large scale.

Insurance and electricity did not seem
to go well together, especially as the
former was somewhat nenlect'«d for the
latter, for which he appeared to have a

ipenchant. The assignment followed.
Thomson remained about the city for a
short time, afterwards assisting the
assignee in unraveling the tantrled
skein of his double-headed business,
but all of a sudden disaupeaved. At
the time, it was hinted as a
reason for his disappearance that
the man had become demented
because of his troubles, but
those who knew Thomson intimately
and looked deeper than the surface be-
came suspicious (hat there was some-
thing criminal behind his hasty depart-
ure. And credence was lent to this
view of the matter when a few months
later itwas learned that Thomson was
inBritish Columbia. Then it was that
the officers of the People's Building so-
ciety began to fear that all might not be
well inThomson's relations with the or-
ganization as secretary, and a very cur-
sory examination revealed the fact tnat
he had been carrying on a systematic
steal for a long *"^*p.

Manfruaeeting. . ">iockholders of
the society *«ff reheld within the
past few nio §a view to ascer-
taining what WRbwv*.. to be done under
the circumstances, but until now no
definite conclusion has been reached.
Some thought it advisable to avoid the
scandal which the ;\publication of
Thomson's misconduc* Would result in,
and that the matter should bo settled
quietly, each stockholder assuming his
proportionate share qt the shortage.
Others were opposed 'to this, and in-
sisted that Thomson should be hunted
down and punished f'-.r his perfidious
acts. Some time ago it.vas learned that
Thomson was in San Francisco, havins
departed from British Columbia, and it
was from there that hej wrote the so-
ciety, acknowledging t*at he was a de-
faulter in the sum of S'JpOO.

He had no idea, ho\y-ver, that crim-
inal proceedings could be instituted
against him. believing that the affair
would be quieted for the good nairn? of i

the society. But iv this he was mis-
taken, as lieno doubt realizes ere this.
Itis understood that Thomson is en-
gaged in the insurance business for
some Western comp ?iy, and that his
family is living witb-eiiiu.

WORKERS'JAY OFF.
Labor Day of Ninety-Two

Observed in a Dignified,

Generous Style.

A Two-Mile Procession of
Forty-Two of the Indus-

trial Unions.

Successful and Enjoyable
Outing* of Thousands at

White Bear.

Victories of Organized Labor
in the Nation the Ora-

tor's Theme.

The multitudes of people pouring out
of the union depot after sundowu last
evening pave a better idea ofthe number
of men, women and children who had
gone to White Bear to celebrate the day,
set apart as Labor's own. than any pos-
sible analysis of the crowds that spread
themselves over the territory at the
lake shore, filled the dancing pavilion
to an uncomfortable degree and glided
over the waters in the numerous craft
at their disposal.

'Twas a jolly, noisy, good-natured,
yet withal somewhat mussed and very
tired .stream of people, youns and old,
that came through the depot doors in
groups and in crowds, but one and all
were satisfied to their full bent. They
hail been participants in the most pleas-
urable and successful day's outing ever
enjoyed under the auspices of the in-
dustiial unions of St. Paul, and that
was sufficient to atone for the incon-
veniences necessarily to be encountered
iv the home-cominiT.

A conservative estimate of the holi-
day makers at White Bear would prob-
ably put it between five and six thou-
sand people, and during all the after-
noon of pleasure and sport not an acci-
dent was reported ;and there was a
commendable absence of personal dif-
ferences or fisticuffs. All seemed set
only on enjoyment, even to the poli-
ticians, who circulated numerously
among the crowds, ineasy comradeship
witheverybody.

Two Miles of ITCarchers.
Tha parade of the united labor bodies

throvuh the streets of the city in the
morning, stretching fully two miles in
length, was viewed by so many people
that it is unnecessary to particularize as
to the tasty uniforms, clever innova-
tions in equipment, bright banners,
splendid appearance of the ditferent
bodies of (farchers, and the general
ensemble of the greatest turnout
of its kind ever witnessed la
the Saintly City. Itwas a really mag-
nificent siuht as the long lines of pa-
raders, ;presenting, a kaleidoscopic
array ot formation and color, moved
through the streets designate'^ forTffio
line of march, and each man stepped as
ifon his precision and bearing alone
depended the completeness of the
whole.

There were forty-two organizations in
line, comprising all the way from 50 to
350 each. Typographical Union No. 30,
tha shoemakers' assembly and the
cigarmaUers turning out tiie largest
delegations. There were eight bands
in line.and withniarshals.aides.drivers,
etc., itis estimated something like 4,200
men participated in thu parade, which
strung out to tremendous length at
some points. The marching of so largo
abody of men was singularly free from
mishaps of any kind, and

'
speaks well

for the complete arrangements made
by the various committees.

Movins liukcwurd.
The heavily laden trains of the Du-

luth road rolled almost unceasingly
lakeward during the afternoon and
evening, bearing an almost countless
throng to the held of pleasure at L,ake
Shore. The masculine sex was slightly in
the majority, though their sisters and
cousins and aunts turned out in a most
patriotic manner. Those who had
wives brought them, and those who had
none sought them; so every one was
happy in the society of her lie loved
best.

The entire brigade of the people's
representatives did not remain after
the shades of night had fallen. Out
about 2,0000t them sought the fireside
warmth of their homes after Old Sol
had withdrawn his cheerful presence.
At2:30 the crowd assembled on tiie
picnic grounds and listened to the
strains of Seibert's band, after which J.
J. Ryan, president of the trades and
labor assembly, mounted the platform
and opened the day's exercises witha
neat and pithy little address, containing
words of encouragement and welcome.
Mr. Ryan reviewed the history and the
lessons of Labor day at some lengtluand
then introduced the speaker of the day,
John J. Ryder, wno made an address
fullof enthusiasm for the cause. Air.
Ryder spoke in part as follows:

Triumph* oi Toil.
Your call to perform today the pleasantest

duty ofm.v life Icannot consider so much a
personal compliment as tbe beginning of a
custom \u25a0winch, on our festal occasions, shall
call men from tne ranks to stand on labor's
platform and speak for labor*! cause. Itis
with pride and pleasure that Iassume theduty. Well might a:iy man, whose tatner
before liirn ate his bread in the sweat of his
brow, feel n pardonable elation in beinsrthought worthy to address so spiendid an
audience, representing; thousands of banded
brother.s of toil, whose magnificent turnout
of the morning was at once a revelation to
all beholders and an inspiration to friends.

Labor day grows with the passing years.
On the next anniversary let us have in the
procession, or massed at some vantage point
along itsline, the'ehiidren of the men and
the women who compose and give comfort
and encouragement to these organized bodies
of heralds of the rising dawn of a better day
forall the world.

Events which have happened in this great
union ot states to which we nil owe anil
bwear the first nliegiiince—events that, while
deplorable iv themselves, ure but footmarks
on the path oi nineteenth century advance-
ment

—
have made it almost the fashion to

write and speak only about the dark side of
the so-called labor problem, which is in re-
ality

Tin- Ituldlcof tiie World,

to whose solution the bravest and kindest
and best ot the human race are bending all
the energy oi their minds, ail the impulses of
their hearts.

Today Iwill change the tune. On a fete
day such as this, the voices of unionists
should be raised inasong of joyand triumph;
the wail of woe and the UK of sorrow should
be laid to rest. 1 will speak to you briefly,
not ofquarrels or lockouts, not of strikes or
defeats, not of isolated instances of the
degradation of labor by soulless capital, nor
shall Imoralize on possible dreary days iv
the womb of the future.

"Labor Omuia Ylncit," that saying true as
the words of holy writ, shall be the basis of
my talk; -'The Triumphs of Toil"my sub-
ject: the victories of organized labor shall be
myinspiration.

Labui day itself willmark one of the great-
est epochs ofhuman advancement to be re-
corded in the history of the industrial world,
signifyingas it does not onlythat the worfc-
ers ofAmerica are stepping in time with iho
inspiringtuneof an enlightened world's prog-
ress, but that of their own worth, as men
and citizens, they command the respect and
consideration of an overwhelming majority
of the people of the nation. Itis an admi-
mble toteu of power wlien the authorities of.
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
