If my
party should gain control of the house
in 18*9, as Ibelieve* it will,my tariff
principles would operate to my disad-
vantage. Although L should" then be
serving my fourth term in congress. I
could not hops tosecure either a chair-
manship or a place on important com-
mittees. Inshort, Ishould be regarded
as a sort of politicalblack bhbep,
notwithstanding Ishould faithfully
represent my constituents. You will
see from this that whatever usefulness
1possess would be immediately neutral-
ized, and for this reason Ihave decided
to close my political career with my
present term."
