On
the whole, it is not easy to fizure out
any general benefit from the New Or-
leans carnival except that it has placed
at the head of contemporary pugilism a
man whose escapades will not cause
such a steneh in the nostrils of the pub-
lic as have those of his predecessor in
the leadership. CoRrpeTT is something
more than a well-kept animal, while
SULLIVAN was often less than that—a
mere sodden, bloated bulk. If we must
Dhave the prize ring let us have it as far

as possible without swill-barrel acces-

ANOTHER CASUS BELLL

That part of Uncle Sam’s extensive
coat-tails which sweep the far North
region has been most viciously stepped
upon. An American vessel has been
Beized in our own Behring sea, and its
crew outrareously maltreated. It is
most assuredly a case for the applica-
ticn of that fierce foreign poliey of
aviich Mr. HarrisoN made Chili feel
the weizht, and yet we hear nothing but
prosy acceptances of nomination honors
emanating from the White house. That
the case merits prompt and vigorous
Retion on the part of this country is in-
Hdicated by the following account of the
putrage, as given in the columns of one
of Mr. HARRISON’S oewn especial or-
gans. 1t was the crew of the ship C.
N. White, of San Fraucisco, eighty-four
men and officers, who were the vietims
of this latest exhibition ot contempt for
the stars and stripes, and the report
payvs:

They were landed without food, cooking
uteusils or bedding, aud the only shelter
they could get was in an outbuilding swarm-
Ing with vermin and reeking with an intol-
eravle stench and smeared with the filth of
man and beasts.  The weather was foggy
all the time, and most of the meun, preferring
to sleep out of doors. are now crippled with
rheumatism, The ecaptors robbed their
prisoners of everything of value. They
rifled the pockets, the valises, bags and
boxes of the captain’s oflicers, and they stole
money from their purses, small articles of
jewelry, coliar buttons, studs, razors, combs,
brushes, towels and soap, oilskin coats, gum
boots, whole suits of new clothing, and as to
the underwear, that was their particular
Weakness; they took nearly all the new or
clcan undershirts, drawers and socks they
could find, and they were good judges of the
quulily of these articles—the better they were
the more certain it was that they would be
transferred to their thievish elutches. Bad
It not been that the bark Majestic luckily
came aloug to pick the prisoners up there is
no knowing how long. they might have had
to stay there.

Now, isn’t this a pretty how-d’ye-do?
What has become of Brigadier BengA-

The news comes from Illinois that
WiLriAy M. SPRINGER has returned to
his home restored in health.

Senator VesT
has opened the campaign in Missouri
and_is reported as displaying a power
and fertility of oratory above even his
own high standard. Similar accounts
are givenof the Democraey’s other lead-
ers. The hour’s cause is a noble one
and the laborers are proving equal to its
demands.

We want to get some of these great
talkers in Minnesota, and have their
voices heard. Here is the ripest field
for sowing the seed of trath. The bur-
den of the Republican system of tax-
atien is carried by the agricultural states
like our own. The manufacturing com-
muuities of the East are sucking our
blood like stealthy vipers. We get up
at sunrise and work till after nizhtfall.

When we come to buy we
have to pay for all of our commodities
the fictitious and inflated prieces which
the protected establishments of the
manufacturing zone exact of us. We
sell in the cheapest market. We buy
in the dearest. What we produce
stands on its own intrinsic merit, and
on this alone. For what we need for
consumption we have to give a double
price; first what it is really worth, and
second what the tariff laws empower
the moneyed barons of the East to com-
pel 1n addition.

Agriculture is the basis of the na-
tion's wealth. It is more than that. It
is the ultimate souree from which comes
the whole fund the Republican party
gives away to this man and that for
the so-called encouragement of home
industries. That is, we, on our shoul-
ders, bear the weight of the protective
system. We are the victiins who make
othersiich. And yet we do not seem to
realize it. Minnesota goes on vear after
vear indorsing this wicked and thieving
policy. We are slaves and we do not
know it. The fruit ot our toil zoes in
strangers’ pockets, and we smile and
say it is all right. .

Was ever such a discouraging spec-
tacle? Was ever a fitter field in which
to preach the lesson of liberty? Was
ever an hour more opportune than this
to sound the cry of alarm that men may
wake to asense of their condition? A few
people understand the situation. 'They
must contribute the means to teach th e
rest. \WWe must have speakers and the
money to pay their expenses. For this

THE CAOLERA.

The New York newspapers at once
reflect and create the sentiment of the
community in which they circulate.
They reflect local sentiment more accu-
rately than any other set of newspapers
in the world because they are conducted
with more enterprise and a more liberal
expenditure of capital than those of any
other city. They influence local senti-
ment more effectively because their cir-
culation is enormous. Every man in
New York who can read at all reads
some newspaper.

Taking them as truthful chroniclers
there is no doubt that a feeling of the
profoundest and most wide - spread
alarm about the cholera exists in the
East. The; press tells about this daily,
and by telling about it increases its vol-
ume. A conspiracy of carelessness and
criminal misconduct against the health
of the country has been entered into by
the great steamship companies. The
Moravia was the first offender. Sailing
from Hamburg, an infected port, with
many steerage passengers aboard, 1t de-
veloped the disease after it had been a
day or two at sea. Instead of turning
back it proceeded across the ocean, ear-
ryving plague and death to our shores,
and with inconceivable wickedness
steamed into the very center of New
York harbor.

Other vessels have since followed, and
are still following, its example. Anx-
ious to earn their tolls, their owners
keep on bringing immigrants as though
they were conferring a boon on the re-
public. We can get along without an
increase of our population for the pres-
ent, but they cannot be made to appre-
ciate this fact. The New York authori-
ties are laboring valiantly to withstand
this formidable assault. They have
issued letters of warning and instrue-

tion to the people in the city.
They ares telling them what to
eat and what to drink. They

have provided emergency statious at
various quarters where the sick can ob-
tain ready treatment. The quarantine
ofticers detain every suspected vessel
and subject it to a searching examina-
tion. The best that can be done is be-
ing done. Butit is an awful contest,
On the one side is a body of over-
worked and inexperienced men. On the
other side is a disease germ, invisible,
indestructible, except by the most
drastic agencies, and with an infinite
capacity for dissemination and fruetifi-
cation.

If the United States escapes the
cholera, it will be more than a monu-
ment to human vigilance and skill. It
will be a miracle.

HONEST AND CAPABLE

These Qualifications Made H.
H. Hawkins a Favorite
in Carlton.

The People Had Confidence
in Him and They Made
No Mistake.

Judge Hammons, of Duluth, a
Republican, Corrects His
Party Organs.

Attention of Postal Author-
ities Called to a Viola-
tion of the Law.

Hon. Weston Hammons, of Duluth,
who for many years was one of the lead-
ing attorneys of Anoka, was one of the
proinent arrivals at the Kyan yester-
day. Judge Hammons is a Republican
1n polities, but a fair-minded, honorable
gentleman, who believes that in the
heat of a campaign a political opponent
should be treated fairly. In the
course of a general discussion on
the political sstuation in the northeast-
ern part of the state, Mr. Hammons ex-
pressed the usual degree of satisfaction
over the outlook which a loyal party
man is expected to carry with him, and
then announced that there was one
subject upon which he desired to say a
few words.

**While I am a Republican,” he said,
“and expect to work and vote for the
straight Republican ticket, I must say
that it seems to me that a most unfair
attempt has been made to bias the pub-
lic mind against Hon. H. H. HawKins,
the Democratic candidate for lieutenant
governor. 1 have been acquainted with
Mr. Hawkins for some fifteen years,
and in  my professional capacity
have had frequent occasion to examine
the records ot his official services while
filling several important positions in
Carlton county. Many aud varied pub-
lic interests and many thousands of dol-
lars of pubiic money were for years
practically under his exclusive control,
and in every instance he has been faith-
ful to the trust and confidence reposed
in him.”

“Yes, I read the article published in
the Pioneer Press from sowme alleged
Carlton  correspondent,”  continued
Judge Hawkins, **and while I am not of
the political faith of Mr. Hawkins acd
expect to vote and work for the straight
Republican ticket, I must say that it
seemed to me to be an unfair attempt
to bias public opinion against him.

BREAKING THE LAWS,

Illegal Circulation of a New York
Publication in Minnesota.
*“Your Uncle” John Wanamaker. al-
though he has been in office nearly four
years, and has had time to learn the
postal laws, still insists on running
the postoffice department on much
the same lines as his cloth-
ing store in  Philadelphia. His
sleuth hounds, commorly known as in-
spectors, are very keen on the scent of
a business house that sends out litera-
ture at newspaper rates, about which
there isa question. The case of Printers’
1nk, a regular publicationin New York,
and its exclusion from the mails at
newspaper rates on the ground that it
did not have a paid circulation, is
familiar to the public.
‘There was ground for doubt as to the
course of the departinent in that matter.
But what excuse is there for the cir-
culation of a publication called “Pro-
tection and Reciproeity” which is now
being circulated through this state
folded inside the local Republican pa-
pers? No one will pretend that this
publication has a single paid sub-
scriber or any right whatever to pass
through the mails at newspaper rates.
The last issue, which is just now being
sent out, is numbered Vol. I.,No. 3, and
is dated New York, September, 1892
1ts origin would be unknown except for
the following advertisement carried in
one of its columns:

Two Italian Physicians of New
Haven, Conn., About to Meet
on Honor's Field.

An Old Leve Affzir the Principal
Cause Leading Up to
the Aflair.

NEw HaveN, Conn., Sept. 8.—There
is much excitement among the better
class of Italians in this city caused by
Dr. Vinecos d’ Eloi challenging his con-
frere, Dr. Lucius Pasconsi, to fight a
duel.

Minnesota Women to Ask the
Legislature to Grant Them
Fuil Suffrage.

They Only Want Such Women
~ to Vote as Can Read the
Constitution.

Resolutions of Respect Re-
garding Whittier and
Cartis.

Kansas Republicans Given a
5 Hard Whaek in the
Resolutions.

HASTINGS, Minn., Sept. 8. —The State
Woman’s Suffrage association closed its
twelfth annual session here today.

The Resolutions.
The following resolutions were
adopted:

That the assumption of man to con-
tinue to prescribe woman's place in
church and state is indefensible on any
principle of rizht or justice, and until
man can give some authority for such
dictatorship we shall continue our pro-
test.

That we recognize the advance in
public sentiment among the best edu-
cated men and women in favor of wom-
an’s franchisement; and we view it as
a precursor of final success that our
cause has advanced from being a sub-
ject of ridicule to a question of argu-
went.

That we regard the action of the Kan-
sas_Republicans, in answering the ap-
peais of women for a recognition of
their rights by simply proposing to sub-
mit an amendment of the constitution
to the votes of all men as unworthy of
their manhood.

Kansas Given a Whack.

That by this act they are either com-
pelled to admit that it was the Repub-
licans who voted down the same proposi-
tion in Kansas in 1867, and later In
Michigan, Colorado, Nebraska, Oregon,
and South Dakota, instead of *‘the
Democratic rabble,” as they have
claimed; or else that they had no ex-
pectation or desire to secure woman
suffrage, since they have now no more
control over Democratic votes than
they ever had.

That had they sincerely wished to en-
franchise women they would, in the
lizht of these many failures at amend-
ing the constitution have said, since
state constitutions do irot restrain legis-
lators from extending suffrage to
women, we will present a bill of this
kind to our next legislature, and do our
utimost to secure its passage in both
houses-

New Y ork Ifemembered.

That we gratefully remember the ac-
tion of the New York assembly in pas-
sing a bitl for the enfranchisement of
women, in April iast, by a vote of 69 in
favor to 54 against, aund we hope and
pray that the same sense of justice may
abide in the hearts of New York legis-
lators until another year may have
given them opportunity to pass such a
bill in both houses.

Whereas, Mhen have during twenty
years or more conferred school suffrage
upon women in over twenty states by
legislative enactment, and thereby es-
tablished the principle, beyond ques-
tion, that legislatures are free to ex-
tend suffrage to women, as may seem
to them best, without any previous
amendment of the state constitution,
therefore -

Full Suffrage.

Resolved, That we, as an association,
will appeal to our state legislature for
a bill conferring a full suffrage upon
women.

As it is becoming every year more
and more apvarent that the interests of
the state and of humanity zre made to
suffer by the votes of the ignorant
among men, be it

Resolved, That we ask our legislature
to enfranchise only such women,
wnetber native born or naturalized, as
can read any part of the constitution of
the United States or of this state,

That we admire the courage of the
naticnal Proehibition party in declaring
piainly for. women’s suilrage; we be-
lieve that a government of the people
and by the people will not perish from
theearth, but that a party regardless of
the rigits of half the people will and
ought to pass away.

Resolved, That we as an association
feel most deeply the loss that our cause
has sustainedin the recent passing away
of that gifted poet and our dear and
honored sympathizer and co-worker,
John Greenleaf Whitter. Also in the
passing to other spheres of our old-time
friend and helper, George W. Curtis.

-NEW VICTIMS.

Eleven Fresh Cases and Four
Deaths From Cholera in New
York Harbor.

Steady Though Slight Decrease in
New Cases and Deaths in
Hamburg.

QUARANTINE, Sept.8.—The cholera
situation at quarantine is no doubt very
grave. Notonly are new cases break-
ing out every day among the steerage
passengers of the ill-fated Normannia
and Rugia, the former of whom are on
Hoffman island, but it has now settled
well among the crew of the big express
steamer, who are on board.

If anything can be added to the horror
of the situation it is the fact that the
cabin passengers who have been free
from any sign of the disease are kept
like vats in a trap, enclosed within the
sides of the steamer with cholera raging
alongside them.

‘*No ship to put them on, no place
where I can land them,” says the health
officer, while the agents, whose place it
is to see the, passengers cared for, say
nothing. r. Jenkins has made strenu-
ous exertions to obtain a place to put
the well passengers, but up to the pres-
ent time he has been unsuccessful.

As regards the situation at the lower
quarantine, things are no better than on
the previous day. In faet, they are
much worse in regard to mortahty,
eleven fresh cases and four deaths be-
ing the day’s record, though one of the
deaths took place at a very late hour
yesterday.

The report from the Moravia today
is: All well. In the hospital on Swin-
burne island there are (7 cases now
pending, viz: 33 males, 19 females and
19 children. Of the total number 15 are
sick and 21 are suspects. Dr. Walsher
has chained up the Moravia. He be-
lieves that very few of the deaths are
from cholera.

1t was reported at the Maritime ex-
change that cholera had appeared in
Mexico. A cablegram fiom Vera Cruz
was received stating that four officers
and two sailors of the British steamship
May were at that port sick aboard the
vessel.

WASHINGTON. Sept. 8.—Official noti-
fication of the order of the consul of the
province of Quebee, prohibiting immi-
#ra ion by water and land, was received
at the state department today from the
United States consul at Quebee.

WAsHINGTON, Sept. S.—The navy de-
vartment has assumed charge of the
quarantine patrol of New York harbor.
1t will place an ofticer from the Brooklyn
navy vard in charge of the patrol sery-
ice in the lower bay.

HAMBURG, Sept. 8.—There have been
807 fresh cases in the city today or 19
less than yesterday, 51 less than 1ues-
day and 82 less than Monday. This steady
decrease has raised - hopes that by the
end of the week the authorities can
truthfully report that the cholera is
losing its hold. The number of deaths
has been 208 or 4 less than yesterday, 19
less than Tuesday and 52 less than Mon-
day. There have been 498 burials to-
day or 131 less than yesterday.

HAvRE, Sept. 8.—There were nine-
teen new cases and eleven deaths
Wednesday, being four more deaths and
eight more cases than on Tuesday.

Paris, Sept. 8.—Victor Wilder, the
musical eritic of Gilblas, died today of
cholerine.
