The Ex-Champion Takes His

Echoes of the Greatest Mill

New Oki.kans. Sept. 3.—Champion
oiiiiCorbett willbid adieu to his New
Orleans friends tomorrow, morning, and
in the beginning of next week the fistic
wonder will again be in the arms
of his wife. The Corbett people
have engaged a special train on the
Piedmont Short Line, which will leave
here to-morrow morning at 4 o'clock.

.Corbett willbe escorted to the train by
a committee of the Southern Athletic
club and there willbe a rousing send off
given the popular young pugilist, not-
withstanding the early hour.

Delaney thinks that Sullivan could
have been whipped at any time alter
the first round, but he advised Corbett
to be slow, and Corbett followed his ad-
vice, though he did itwith reluctance,
desired to show the crowd what he
could do. "Sullivan was as line as a
feather in the opening," said Delaney,
nnd "belter than he was ever before."

"Corbett will never meet Jackson
again," said Delaney. "You may make

. this public. We are against fighting
negroes any more, and we are par-
ticularly catering to this wishes
of our Southern friends in this
matter. Besides, Corbett lias bested
Jackson already and nothing is to be
gained by lighting again. We willpay
no attention to Mr.Mitchell, and for the
present will ignore all challenges, but
we have engagements very far ahead.

SULLIVAN'S DEPARTURE.

Ihc Fallen Star Leaves the Scene
«>r His Defeat.

New Oiii.KAXs, Sept. S.—Sullivan
was kept in seclusion at the Gymnastic

club until about 5 o'clock, when
lie was carried in a cab to his hotel.
Arrangements had been made for the
homeward journey. The Pullman
sleeper "Galena" had been chartered
by the Sullivan party and others whoweregoing in the same direction. Thecar was placed on the regular Queen &
Crescent express, due to leave here at
8:20 p. m. At 7:45 this evening the Sul-
livan party loot carriages at their hotel
and started for the depot, which is twoor tliree miles away from the heart of
the city.

At&:I5Sullivan in his dark cutaway
suit, and with his battered lace
shadowed by the rim of a derby hat,
entered the car Galena, winch has one
state room. This was allotted to Sulli-
van ami Cuarley Johnson and the others
filled the. berths outside.

Sullivan proceeded at once to his
stateroom, the Jap valet pulled off his
shoes and coat and the ponderous fellow
sank down into a seat by the window
with a slump. The window by his side•was open, and fifty persons were
gathered on the . platform out-
side to stare. They

saw a swol-

len and distorted face. The
eyes were going shut with drowsiness
ami indulgence. They saw his chin dip
and drop upon his great chest. Then
they saw Charlie Johnson enter the
state room and spank Sullivan's cheek
witha resounding spat of his open hand.
"Wake up and have some style about
you," said Johnson.

But the big fellow onlylifted his head
for a moment, and his eyes blankly'
stared up at Johnson for an instant and
then fellagain intodrowsiness. But a
scattering cheer had gone up from those
outside the window, on the side of
which Sullivan's terrible right hand
bung limp. Some of the outsiders
seized and shook it, and the ex-cham-
pion was aroused again by this perform-
ance.

"See here," cried Johnson, "you've
got as many trieuds as you ever had,"
but the defeated and maudlin man by
the. window scarcely heard. With a
troubled sort of gesture he passed his
hand over his battered face and
then subsided again. Finally the wheels
began to turn and the homeward jour-
ney to end in New York Sunday morn-
ing was begun. The defeated man had
lelt the city oi past triumph and of ulti-
mate defeat.

SOUGHT RELIEF.

After the Buttle Sully Sought
Solace in the Flowing Bowl.

Ni:\v Out,fans, Sept. B.—lt trans-
pires that Sullivan, after his defeat last
night, began undoing all the careful
work of training which he and his
trainers have been doing for weeks
past. Defeat and chagrin, coupled with
the absence then of motive for further
training, doubtless led the mau-to re-
sume his convivial habits. Others about
him were drinking. No wonder, then,
that Sullivan drank.

His deep sleep this morning, as stated
already, was the result of potations.
When he awakened this morning he
was taken over to the gymnastic club,
and there he was kept until the time
when he should co with his people to
the train on which the homeward jour-
ney was to begin at 8:30.

At4 p. in. an Associated Press corre-
spondent found Sullivan attired inbath-
ing trunks and about to essay a nlunge
in the pe>o). The great giantpresented
a pitiable spectacle. The cut on his
nose had been closed, but the eyes were
blackened, the whole face was swollen
terribly. l;i the tower Upon the left
siele was a deep cut still open and with
whitened edges. The surfaces of the
distended lips at the center had been
entirely smashed acainst his teeth by
Corbett's blows and the raw tissues were
e>ut by the levered swelling.

And while hei tried to smoke the sod-
den butt of a cigar he talked in a maud-
lin voice of his downfall. To spread
forth all Sullivan said would edify no
one and only render more pttiabiethe
pligntof the man who through twelve
years has been worshiped by the fistic
world. He said that which insober
ijuiethe would not reiterate and which
inhis present condition may not be put
on record as bis deliberate views.

KNOWS KE IS LICKED.

Sullivan Gives Corbett Credit for
the Feat.

Nkw Obleans, Sept. !>.—Sullivan lays
great stress on the fact that he could
not reach Corbett. The shitty, light-
ning tactics of the new champion wor-
ried and dazed Sullivan. The Cali-
fornian circled and circled and kept
Sullivan circling inorder to face him.
This frequent whirling, the lightning
leaping figure of his face, the whirl of
the lights and the mazy swimming of
thousands of white and eager faces
banked upon all sides, all these
tended to confuse and daze the
bia man of Boston. Ho never hael
been so puzzled before. The sensation
w.is new. The lightning flash-like
science of the younger man was a rev-
elation to Sullivan, who in his best days
had never possessed such pugilistic ele-
ments. Then add ten years difference
in ages, and the conditions tuat con-
fronted Sullivan have been fairly
stated.

"But Idid not run away." the big
fellow alnu)st sobbed. "Lock us up in
a room— just lock m<i ina room with
him aud see what Icould elo withhim."

Then he relighted the sodden cigar,
but which lie held between his raw and
swollen lips. "But he ticked me— yes
he did; he licked me, and 1(4 itso at
that," he blurted. "1 give him all the
credit he wants. He licked me square
enough, but I'm old. Iam. Let him go
through what 1 have. Let him knock
'em all out for twelve years and then
see ithe can do any better than 1did.
But my lather and mother put some
sense in this (clumsily spearing at his
temple with his tigindex finger), and I
know when I'm licked, 1 do. Yes, he
lickeel the champion and now he's
champion. Let him take care of itas
good as 1 did, that's all. 1 ain't kick-
ing."

And so he rambled on, did the defeat-
ed champion. After a while he went to
lie down in the club house and fall
asleep. And how different the atten-
tions paid him now from those hourly
bestowed upon him yesterday. Then all
his friends and trainers were at his beck
ami call. Each flew to do his bidding
and to satisfy any wish. Te>day he was
alone aniuiitr the kindly hearted strang-
ers at the club house. Handsome Dan
Murphy was about the only one of the
Sullivan outfitwho was attending to the
ex-champion. Curious scrubbers in the
bath department at the club House
stared at the unsteady lighter as he
strolled about the baths ill his bathing
trunks.

He was practically in keeping until
the hour when he should be gotten out
of town. YYakely and Johnson and
Moran, bis backers, were blocks away
and about the hotel; while faithful
Phil Casey was packing up for the
journey, and Jack Ashton was drinking
in a party whose chief occupation was
admiration of Jack McAulitte, who was
about the harroemi. Thus do shifting
fortunes of pugilistic war.

TEARS IN BOSTON.

Sullivan's Defeat Causes Almost
Universal Mourning.

THE BIGGEST LOSER.

Umpire Kelly Out $21,000 on the
Contest.

New Orleans, Sept. B.—The biggest
loser of the day, as far as can be ascer-
tained, was Smiling John Kelly,the
ex-base ball umpire, who backed the
great champion for $21,000, an
amount that would carry an ordinary
man through life very comfortably.
John felt the loss greatly, but Itdid not
break his face in the least, as the same
old smile lightedup his countenance as
he said witha sigh, "Iwillhave to com-mence all over again."

He was not jovial over the situation,
but took it in a sensible manner, and
said a fellow in the betting business is
liable to get it in the neck at any time,
and often when he thinks lie has the
biggest chances of winning or, as the
sports say, "has a cinch."

FIREWORKS FOII SALE.

iManhattan Club Prepared to Cel-
ebrate Sullivan's Victory.

New ORLEAXs,Sept. B.—lfthere ever
was a crestfallen crowd of sporting peo-
ple itwas the Manhattan club contin-
gent of New York. They came here
full of enthusiasm for Sullivan, »and
staked their money on the issue. They
came on a special train, and counted on
making it the banner train from New
Orleans to New York, andasMr.Blakeof the Manhattan Athletic club, who
was in charge of the party, claimed
yesterday afternoon they had bought
up all the red, white and blue lights tobe found in New Orleans, and they iu-
tended setting them off all along theroad on their way home. They were
simply goinsr to take the whole country
by storm. Mr. Sullivan did not win,
and it is fair to presume that this cele-
brated display of fireworks did not take
place, and that the Manhattan contin-gent will hold their bountiful supply

M'AULIFFE'S LUCK.

How He Was Saved Over $18,000
by Dick Roche.

New Orlkaxs, Sept. B.—Many peio-
Dle observed the livid appearance of
Jack McAuliffeas he stood in Sullivan's
corner, and saw the great champion of
old mowed down in a pitiful manner.
Jack was as white as a sheet, and looked
more like a marble statue than a human
being.

He thought there was no man onearth
tocompare withJohn L.Sullivan, and
he did not hesitate to back his opinion
withall the money he had on earth. So
he gave Dick Koche his check on the
Bank of Commerce of New Orleans for
$15,250, all of which he requested Koche
to place on Sullivan for him. He was
so confident in the bier fellow's ability
to win that he even went so far as to
borrow $5,000 and put that up himself
against ?2,300: consequently Jack was
more than excited when he saw how the
tide was flowing. Itwas hope against
faith, and each round brought the
dreaded reality to his vision. He was
worked almost into frenzy by the time
the knock-out occurred.

Jack felt that he had lost everything
on earth, and that itwas simply a case
of going back and beginning life over
again. A millstone was removed from
his heart, however, when he ascertained
from Dick Roche that his ?18,'250 still
remained in the bank, as the long-
headed Koche knew more about the un-
certainties of plunging than his young
friend; so he quietly held, back the
check and put three or four hundred
dollars on Sullivan for Jack, saying that
there were no such odds between the
men and that a bird in the hand was
worth two in the bush.

Roche did not bet one dollar himself,
although he won over §10,000 on Mc-
Auliffe whipping Myer and lost a small
amount on Skelly. He liked Sullivan,
but he was too old a gambler to give
away such odds.

SULLIVAN'S BENEFIT.

Corbett Offers to Spar and Pay
$1,000 for a Box.

New Ori.kans, Sect. 8.- Jim Corbett
showed his generosity in a most re-
markable manner last night at the St.
Charles hotel, when he sent word to
Sullivan that he would not only spar
four rounds with him at his benelit to
be held at Madison Square garden, Sept.
27, but would take a box and pay $1,000
tor it.

When Corbett went to Sullivan's cor-
ner and helped him to his chair he held
out his hand and said: "John, will you
shake hands withme?" and Sullivan re-
plied "Yes, my boy. I'm glad it was
yon that won."

When Sullivan reached the hotel he
said toan old friend: "Well, my rose-
bud. Jack MeAuliffe, the only unde-
feated champion of the three, Dempsey,
Sullivan and McAuliffe, will spar two
rounds at my Madison Square benelit
Sept. 27, and two days later will com-
mence a week's engage ment with Hyde
it Ueyman at their theater in Brooklyn
at a salary of $1,500 a week, with the
privilege of prolonging it three weeks."

SL.KPT LATE.

The Ex-Cham<)ion in No Hurry
About Getting Up.

New Orleans, Sept. B—"He is
sleeping yet," said honest Phil Casey,
as he admitted an Associated Press cor-
respondent to Sullivan's quarters as late
as 10:30 o'clock this morning. "Come
in," added Casey.

Suliivan lay outstretched upon a bed
near an open window inone corner. He
was breathing heavily. His face was so
swollen that the skin drawn tightly
shone where the light fell upon it. The
lips were disfigured and distorted, giv-
ing to the face~a hideously fantastic ap-
pearance. The nose, where Corbett
landed so often and repeatedly, is not
broken, but terribly bruised.

The damage was a cut from above the
bridge of the nose down to the center
on the left side. As the ex-champion
lay asleep he occasionally muttered, as
though dreaming, and quick broken
respirations for a little would interrupt
the regularity of his breathing. 'Ihere
he was— the man of extreme confidence!
yesterday, today the beaten down and
disligured evidence that a new god had
sprung up in pugilism.

Only Phil Casey and Sullivan's valet
were inthe rooms. Johnson and Casey,
Sullivan's backers, were abed yet. The
room was littered and strewn with
pugilistic training traps, with dis-
ordered clothing, trunks, bags, scraps
and what-not. The appearance was"
that of a ruin and the displaced cham-
pion as he lay seemed inkeeping with
the scene.

KILRAIX'SOPINION.

Sullivan Should Have Been Satis-
fied With His Laurels.

Baltimore, Sept. S.—"l am much
surpr.sed," said JaKe Kiirain, when
asked what he thought of the light this
morning. "So sure was Ithat the big fel-
low would wiu that 1 placed $200 upon
him, thus losing all and more than 1had
won backing Dixonand McAuliffe. Sul-
livandid wrong to fight Coroett. When
he fought two years ago inNew Orleans
Sullivan knew then, although he re-
mained cliampion, he had sulrieient
reason for retiring on his laurels. The
light shows that Corbelt was much the
more skillful tighter and the best man
Sullivan ever tackled.

"One great mistake Sullivan made
after determining to iieht Corbett was
in his training. He is thirty-four years
old, but lives high and carries much
flesh, so that it was impossible to be
properly trained in the time he allowed
himself. Sullivan should not light un-
der live months' training. Iam not
only surprised at the result, but iam
grieved as well. Sullivan is a much
older man than Corbett, and after the
numerous fights he has had, 1would
prefer to see him wear the champion-
ship belt. Corbett is young, and a bat-
tle lost would count but little. As the
thing stands now it would be hard for
Sullivan to secure backers ifhe chal-
lenged Corbett. A fight between the
champion and Peter Jackson would now
be of exceptional interest."

When asked as to his own pugilistic
intentions, Jake answered that he had
a good business and did not desire to
sacrifice it by engaging inany kind of
pugilistic encounters.

THE NEW CHAMPION

Enjoys a Refreshing Sleep After
the Battle.

New Orleans, Sept. B.—Corbett' s
trainers last night wanted him to drink
something, but he did not care to do so,
and said he would continue to be ab-
stemious. It showed the man in him.
His rest last night was most refreshing,
and he woke this morning feeling as
happy as a lark. When he got ud a
splendid breakfast was awaiting him,
and he sat down and relished it with
the vigor of a winner. Allhis anxiety
was past.

During the morning, with Big Billy
Delany, he walked over to the Southern
Athletic club, and was overwhelmed
witlicongratulations ot his friends. The
champion remained at the club for some
time. Itwas hard to brake away from
friends, but Corbett finally did so, and
then he sat down to remember the relat-
ives and friends dear to him in other
states. In a «lear, legible hand, he
wrote interesting letters to his wife and
parents, and in them he gave a report of
the battle of his life.

When he had time to chat with a
newspaper man, who called on him, he
said that he felt better than ever before
in the twenty-four .happy years of his
life. He was not surprised at the result,
because he knew when he went into the
ring that the bie fellow was not equal in
skill or endurance. He was ready, how-
ever, to accord Sullivan all the credit
that was due the ex-champion for his
fair contest and his manly bearing.

Sullivan, he said, was a wonderful

hitter and every inch a fighter,but what
he lacked was the uU...^ .be his
hands and avoid a clever man.

SULLIVAN'SSTAKE.

A Legal Complication May Arise
Over It.

\u25a0 New York, Sept. B.—There was con-
siderable talk last night of a serious
nature regarding the stake money in
the Sullivan end of the string. Itwas
said by some very prominent sportinsr
men that while Charley Johnson and
Jimmy Wakely got credit for being the
backers of Sullivan, there is good
grounds for the belief that neither one
of them had a dollar up in the stakes,
but that the whole $10,000 had been put

up by Percy Rockwell, who has since
died, and there was a possibility of the
estate suing tne stakeholder to recover
the money.
