nated for Mayor Without
a Contest.

B. F. Nelson Said to Be the
Candidate of the Op-

position.

James W. Lawrence and His
Enmity Toward the

Workingmen.

City, County and Congres-
sional Tickets of the Cold

Water Men.

Itbegins to look as ifthe Democratic
nomination for mayor willnot go to F.
G. Ilolbrook without a contest. A good
many of the best Democrats inthe city
have been studying the situation for
several days. Yesterday they came to
the conclusion that 13. F. Nelson should
be the Democratic uomiuee. The move-
ment took form yesterday, and the Nel-
son boom willbe pushed to the conven-
tion. At least this is the cturent rumor.
Mr. Nelson has repeatedly said that he
was not a candidate for the nomina-
tion, but an effort willbe made to force
iton him. This may not be possible,
however. It is certain, though, that an
effort willbe made to nominate another
than Ilolbrook.

The Republican papers have devoted
a good deal of their space since the
Democratic congressional convention to
an attempt to create an impression that
James \V.Lawrence is not strong with
the laboring men. Koine communica-
tions over fictitious signatures have
been printed in these same papers, all
breathing the same idea—Lawrence's
weakness with the laboring man. Not
one word has been said to substantiate
the assertion. On the other hand,
everything goes to prove that James W.
Lawrence is a friend of laboring men,
and has been such all his life, lie
proved itbefore the idea of runninz
for ofliee ever entered his head. For
instance:

A few years aeo the workmgmen of
Minneapolis decided to build a labor
temple. They purchased the necessary
lots and began the erection of the build-
ing. They tame to a point where they
needed funds. They discovered that
they could set along without one of the
lots which thfcy had purchased. Several
gentlemen, of whom James W. Law-
rence wasone,agreedto purchase the lot
for $10,000 to help out the Labor Temple
Building association. They did pur-
chase it, and the deed to prove it was
filed April 10, 1838, in the oflice of the
register of deeds, and recorded in Book
215, page 204. Later, the Labor Temple
Buildingassociation decided they could
bandle that lot. Thomas Clark,"repre-
senting the association, asked Mr. Law-
rence ifhe would donate his share of
the lot to the association, if the other
owners would do the same. Mr. Law-
lence freely and frankly said yes. with-
out any hesitation whatever, and that
was allbefore he was a candidate for
any office.

Another illustration:
fc>ome months atro the labor organiza-

tions of Minneapolis set out to raise
funds to assist insending attorneys to
Homestead to look after the interests of
the striken there, who were righting
one of Hie most powerful monopolies or
the country. It" the so-called working-
men who assume that James W. Law-
rence is their enemy will look ut the
organization paper sent around at that
time they willlindJainesW. Lawrence's
name upon it.

There is a very general sentiment
—

general among those who understand
the situation— that something should be
done to relieve the pressure In a few
Minneapolis election districts. Two
hundred votes cast in a single precinct
make work enough for the judges ot
election and fill the ballot boxes. In
some precincts neatly 400 ballots were
cast. As the county ticket will be
thirty-two inches long, and the other
ones proportionately so, the ballot boxes
will not hold all the votes in some pre-
cincts this year, as the precincts now
stand.

Friends of Rev. Dr. Sample are mak-
ing strong efforts to secure for him the
indorsement of the vaiious political par-
ties as one of the members of thelibnry
[>oard. They already have assurance's
from a number of the members of .lie
Republican nominating committee that
Mr. Sample will be acceptable to them,
and in the event of his selection by the
Republicans his friends think the
chances very favorable for an indorse-
ment by the Democrats and the Popu-
lists, as the doctor is in no sense ob-
jectionable to either, and would make a
good member of the board.

John M.Gleason is a candidate for
the mayoralty nomination in the Sev-
enth ward. Mr. Gleason was elected to
the council in 1886 and was one, of the
best officials the city ever had.

Bernard Cloutier will probably be
nominated tor alderman in the Fourth
ward. Mr.Cloutier was in the council
once. What he did there is the basis of
the movement for him now.

J. S. Todd, of J. S. Todd & Co., 252
Henhepin avenue, upon solicitation of
friends, has decided to enter the tield as
a candidate tor alderman in the Ninth
ward.

E. K.B.OM)ell has shed his pin feath-
ers and cornea out as a fuN-fledged
Democrat.

Mrs. E. P. Adams, of Chicago, Se-
cured tor Minneapolis.

Mrs. Adams is recognized as one of the
best kindergarteners and training
teachers of the United States. Minne-
apolis has only been able to secure her
because her husband's business brings
them to the Northwest. A suitable
room in the parish building of
St. Mark's church has been
very kimliy offered by Rev.
Mr. Nichols, and on the first
Monday in October a training school
and model frt« kindergarten will be
opened under the direction of Mrs.
Adams and her assistant. The training
school willnot be f c, although it will
be the privilege of the association to
give scholarships in special cases. Itis
hoped that at least fiftylittle children
from families whoare most in need of
help, In the vicinity of St. Mark's, may
be gathered into tiie kindergarten. It
is the piirpo.se of the association to es-
tablish and maintain the highest pos-
sibie standard both in kindergartens
and training school. As it was the de-
sign of the originators of this move-
meat that it fijould be general, the

membership is composed of people from
all classes and creeds, and all who are
interested and hope for the success of
the enterprise are urged to become
members. The goal towards which the
association is working is that kinder-
gartens may become part of the public
schools.

COLD WATER MEN.

The County Prohibition Conven-
tion Held in Odd Fellows' Hall.
The prohibitionists of the city and

county were represented yesterday by
the holding of the county convention in
Odd Fellows' hall. There was a large
attendance, and the greatest or enthu-
siasm was manifested throughout the
entire meeting. The apparent forlorn-
hope aspect which always prevails in
prohibition gatherings was absent, and
the delegates were all sanguine that the
great question would be more fullyagi-
tated tliis fall than ever before. The
meeting opened with Prof. Caton as
temporary chairman, which Innor was
afterwards made permanent. After the
committee on credentials had made its
report the committee on resolutions pre-
sented the following set of resolutions,
and had the felicity ofseeing them pass
unanimously:

The Prohibitionists of Hennepin county, in
convention assembled, do declare their ad-
herence to the state and national platforms
of the Prohibition party. We believe it our
duty ana privilege to place a full ticket in
the iield, to stand as a protest against the un-
righteous policy of the political parties who
bargain away the health and morals of the
people through a vicious liquor license
system.

U'e especially protest against county taxa-
tion on account of city crime, while the city
seizes all the license money received from
the city saloons, where the crime originates,
forits own purposes. We propose todevelop
public conscience by precept upon precept
until we create a civilization which will not
license crime through the sale of poisoned
liquors. We believe in the initiative and ref-
erendum plan of legislation for the purpose
of defeating a vicious lobby and a liquor
suborned legislature.

A HEAVY DKATH RATE.

The Health Department Shows
255 People Died Last Month.

The death rate during the month of
August was the largest of the year; also
considerably larger tliau August of last
year. There were 255 deaths, making
the death rate 15.47 per 1.000, while in
the foregoing month the number of
deaths was but 180. and the death rate
10.9:2 per 1,000. Out of the 255 deaths
there were 31male adults and 37 female:
90 male minors and 97 female. Two
hundred of the dead were single
persons, 42 were married. 9 wid-
owed, and the social state of
4 of them was unknown. The
monthly report of the health commis-
sioner shows that 134 cases of contagious
and infectious diseases were reported
at the office of the health department,
fifteen of which proved ratal. The
number of bodies received from else-
where for interment was nineteen, and
the number of bodies shipped for in-terment, to other places, thirty. The
coroner certified to eighteen deaths.
The number of births exceeded thedeaths, so that the Fiour City lost noth-
ing in the way of population. During
the month 383 children were. born. It
is interesting to note in the report of
the commissioner that not a single case
of cholera infantum or cholera morbuswas reported.

RELIGION AND BUSINESS.

Rev. A. J. Graham Says the W. C.
T. U. Shouldn't Run a Restau-
rant.
Key. A. J. Graham, of the Holy Trin-

ity church, has written an open letter
i» which he criticises the \V. C. T. U-
forconducting a restaurant. He is of
the opinion that the union has no busi-
ness to be running a restaurant
for the feeding of Dives in-
stead of Lazarus. He is positive
the Lord is not desirious of having his
name used in ordinary business compe-
tition. He asks where the profits of the
W. C. T. L

T. restaurant on Fourth street
go, and whether the union ever con-
tributed to a public object. He further
says the union solicits aid from the out-
aide tor its supposed charitable objects,
and he is therefore at a loss
to know where the profits' of
the restaurant go. The union, he
maintains, has no right to enter into
competition with legitimate business
men under the guise of religion. Mrs.
S. Mottett, the president of the union,
scales inreply to the Jettev that the ob-
ject of the restaurant is a charitable
one.and that all the profits are expended
toward alleviating cases of Buffering.
A reading room and a lunch room are
also furnished to poor working girls free
of charge. A free kindergarten is sup-
ported, besides a great many other
things.

Reducing School Pressure.
The board of education is bothered by

the problem of finding room in the
schools for all the children. According

to Supt. Jordan's estimate, the enroll-
ment is now greater than it was at the
end of September, a year ago. As soon

NEW ENGIiAND.

How the Foreisjn Population Is
Outgrowing die Native.

Hartford Times.
iThe general impression that the for-

eign-born population in the New Eng-
land states has increased so rapidly in
the last twenty years as to nearly equal
iv some states and in others to outnum-
ber the native stock, finds confirmation
in the figures recently published by the
census bureau. The change of popula-
tion is perhaps most noticeable in our
cities and the larger manufacturing
towns. Yet itis extending to a very
considerable degree to the rural dis-
tricts.. We find it right here in the
farming communities of Hartford
county. .

The native stock slowly . disappears
from the old farms, and industrious,

id-working Irish, Germans and
Swedes take up the land while the boys
and girls who were born there drift• away to more congenial life aud dvi-

* siirtsin the village centers, or in. the
cities, or i:i "the Wesf." There is' an
ihqieafling tendency in this direction.and the social cohditions of the present'
time serve toenlarge the movement. It
is not that the farms do not furnish a
living,as they have in the past, and
probably always will,but rather, that
farm life has fewer attractions for
young people, and they embrace every
opportunity of making a change. The
German or Irish purchaser makes the

i-q'ld farm "pay" somehow. The old
stock dies off, and the young people

? prefer to selJ the land for whatever they
•qan get, -rather than settle down to the

\u25a0 lives which their parents led.
i !These changes are going on all over
New England, chiefly, in the thickly'
settled states where there are more
large places aud greater opportunities
for obtaining employment, yet to a
marked extent, also,' in the more strictly
agricultural states, like Vermont and
Maine. .From the latter state complete
returns' are not; even yet at hand,
but -the. race-changes "in the five
other "New England states

":-i are
well illustrated by :the figures
:of the native and foreign-born popula-
tion. r In these five states in June, JS9O,
there were twenty persons ot foreign

1 birth or immediate foreign extraction
fur every nineteen persons of native
stock, In the appended table children

:of foreigners are classed as foreign, and
their grandchildren as native, stock.
