Well, the earth did not tremble,
noi did L'uget sound dry up when
Messrs. Nichols and McMartin located
at Ihe rising town of Everett.

Iniact it is certain that at that time
the people of Suohoraisb county did not
begin to realize what had happened.
TiH'y have since learned, however. A
year atro the city of Everett cut no fisr-
ure in the politics of Snohomisb county.
The county seat. Snohomish City,and
one or twoneighboring precincts near
by ran the county. Hut whether be-
cause of the arrival of these two emi-
nent St. Paul Republicans or because
the .Standard Oil crowd took hold of the
place and planted a number of factories
there, the fact remains that about a
year niro Everett began to boom, and
when the Republicans came to hold
their county convention this year, Ev-
erett came in with nearly enough dele-
gates to control the body.

These were under the leadership of
Messrs. Nichols and McMartin, and it
did not take them long to form a com-
bination witlia place called Lowell, by
the terms of which the nominations
were derided between Everett and Low-
ell. Of course this took good, high-
class work, such as the thousands of ac-
quaintances of Mr. Nichols in this state
know him to be capable of, and no one
Will grumble that out of it came the
nomination of S. 11. Nichols for state
senator and that of 'Squire W. H. K.
McMartin for county attorney. An en-
vious paper, probably the organ of the
defeated county seat crowd at Snohom-
ish, however, fixes up the ticket and the
platform after the followingfashion:

NAUGHTY SOLDIERS.

They Use an Armory for Scandal-
ous Purposes.

New Hayek, Conn., Sept. 10.— A big
scand.tl inone of the local companies of
the Second regiment has just come to
light. Three members of C company,
of Sarsfieid, are implicated in the affair,
which, when the facts become known,
will cast a stigma on the regimental
armory and prevent reputable ladies
from entering the building. On infor-
mation furnished by the wife of Ar-
morer Walker formal charges have
been brought against three members of
the company mentioned. The charges
have been forwarded to Col. Doherty,
who will order a court martial in a
few days. The incident in ques-
tion, where details are unfit for
publication, occurred in the com-
pany room Saturday. Aug. 20, the day
the regiment retnrued from the week's
encampment at Niantic. The affair is
causing a livelysensation, and nothing
of the kind has ever before occurred in
the history of the regiin/Mit. The men,
ifMrs. Walker's story is proved, will be
dishonorably discharged. The affair
affects a well known Waterbury woman.
There is an effort on the part of the
officers to keep the matter very quiet,
but ithas finally got out, and isthe sub-
ject of much gossip.

KILLEDHIS ASSAILANT.

A Wife-Deserter and Seducer
Escapes Retribution. #

Huxtingtox. W.V.,Sept. 10.— While
attempting to avenge the wrong of his
daughter and niece Charles Maynard
was killed yesterday by E. P. Queen iv
Wayne county, near Lavalette, twenty
miles fnvn here. A year ago Queen
married Maynard's niece and soon de-
serted her. Recently he induced May-
nard's daughter to run away withhim.
Maynard swore to killhim at sight, and
upon meeting him Maynard presented
a revolver and gave Queen live minutes
to pray. Queen prayed a short time,
and then made a rush at Maynard, who
fired, and tne ball cut the skin on
Queen's race. Maynard then drew a
short loaded club and struck Queen a
stunning blow. They clinched, and
Queen wrestled the revolver fromMay-
nard and shot him in the mouth, the
ball passing upward through the brain.
The murderer escaped.

An Insect Terror.

A strange spider has appeared about
Ilermosillo. Mexico. It is peculiarly
ferocious, and manifests no fear of any-
thing, not hesitating to give chase to
men who disturb it. It is considerably
larger than the tarantula, common in
those regions, and is terribly poisonous.
Itis a hairy insect and has legs as large
as a pipe stem. Itruns with remarka-
ble agility. One of the deaths was that
of a Mexican who was riding along and
saw one of the spiders. HVstruck at it
with his whip, and before he could
drop the whip the spider was at his
hand and had bitten him. He died
within three hours ingreat agony.
