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THE RELVE CONCERT.

Fine Music, but Somewhat Disap-
pointing.

The concert” of Reeve’s American
band, at the People’s church last night,
was well attended, but was a disap-
pointment. The band plays admirably.
Its concerted movements are excellent,
and it plays as 2 umt. There is, too, a

reat deal of individual talent inmit.
The programme of last night was,
however, unfortunately selected in sevy-
eral instances.

The Tanvhauser overture was played
remarkably well. It was given intelli-
gently, and with a deal of understand-
ing on the part of the conductor.

The second number, however, seemed
almost an insult to Wagner and the
musical taste of the audience., It was

music hall airs.

Mascagur’s exquisite intermezzo from
*Cavalleria Rusticana™ was given with
grace and delicacy. *'Listen to My Tale
of Woe” followed.

**Churchonia,” the cornet solo by B.
R. Chureh, was the success of the even-
ing. The cornetist excels not only 1n
technique, but in feeling. His sustained
notes are wonderfully clear and firm.
As an encore he played “‘inflammatus”
from *‘Stabat Mater.”

Franz Liszt’s “*Rhapsodie Hongroise,”
No. 2 was given by the band with spirit
and precision. Such varied treatment
is seldom heard in bands.

The ecavatina, *O Luce di Quest’
Anima,” was sung by Mme. Marie Bar-
ratia-Morgan. The soprano’s voice is
extremely sweet and clear, but lacks
brillianey and volume, especially in the
lower and middle register. As an en-
core she sang a Creole love soug.

The potpourri from De Koven’s**Robin
Hood” was enthusiasticaily received by
the audience, and Dodworth's military
march, representing a band approaching
and passing, was delhightful in its way.

Max Guether’s rendition of **Satan-
ella,” by Lax, on the flute, was well but
not spiritedly done. **A Day in Camp
in 1862, with its bugle calls and war-
time songs, the band played well, as it
plays everything. The selection, how-
ever, was not at all interesting in itself.
There was an encore—variations of an
air which we would ecall **Johnny Get
Your Gun,” for want of a better name,
and the concert ended with a fantasia
introducing Irish, Scotech and British
airs.

The band is an excellent one, but the
director needs to suit his selections ta,
his audicnce.

A KICK THAT GOUNTS

Afro-American Mass Meeting
That Bodes Il1 for Re-
publicanism.

Dragging of McGhee Off the
Elactoral Ticket Not to
Be Swallowed.

Halt Called on Club Organi-
i zation Until the Wrong
Is Rigzhted.

Inauguration of a Movement
That Means a Boom for
Democracy. :

The largest mass meeting of Afro-
American citizens that ever assembled
in the Twin Cities did business last
evening at Cunningham’s hall on East
Fitth street. At first it was not a mass
meeting, but a gathering of the Fourth
Ward Afro-American Republican club,
with President J. Q. Adams presiding.
In short order the programme was
changed, and those present resolved
the gathering into a popular meeting of
colored citizens, irrespective of ward or
city boundaries.

E. P. Wade was chosen-ehairman and
Leuis De Lyons secretary. Mr. Wade
acquitted himselt in a digoified, com-
mendabie manner, although the senti-
ment of a majority of those assembled
was plainly avainst him. In several in-
stances he was called down for debating
the beauties of Republicanism as ap-
plied to the black man when he should
have been putting the question, and to
appease the objectors to a stump speech
Lad to desist and come to business.

Fred McGhee Explains.

When the assembly began its session
as a mass meeting, Lawyer Frederick
MecGhee, the gentleman who was
dragged off the Republican electoral
ticket, presumably because of the acei-
dent of color, became the hero of the
hour. In response to calls, Mr. McGhee
made an exhaustive explanation of
his position and the events leading up
to his name being taken off the
electoral ticket. the trend of his argu-
ment being to show he had not received
the fair and equitable treatment which
should be accoraed irrespective of all
considerations except that personal fit-
ness.  The colored counsellor and orator
argued the matter calimly and logically.
He was listened to with absorbing
attention, and the class of men who
made up his multitude of listeners
showed the deep interest taken in the
shabby treatinent accorded him by the
Republican managers.

George C. Allen, of the Eighth ward,
a natural orator and logician, discussed
at length the present atiitude of the
Republican party in the state and 1n
the city as 1t affects the colored citi-
zens. Chief of Police Garvin—whom
Mr. Allen dubted “aayor Wright’s

Imported Big Sioux Chief*’—
was given a proper dressing down on
account of his cavalier treatment of
humblie men of the colored race who
had sought small favors at his hands,
numerous instances being cited of his
lordly way. Mayor Wright incidentally
received a showing up. His deep sym-
pathy and friendliness was outlined 1n
a clear-cut, sarcastic manner, and the
fact was brought out. that he would not
even hire a celored man’s rig to haul
dogs to the pound, to say nothing of Lis
failure to recognize the worth of one of
the strongest factors in his election by
appointing even one man of the colored
race to the police force or any other
position of responsibility..

Sam Hardy and other speakers fol-
lowed in the same vein, the gist of their
sentiments being that organizations of
Afro-Americans to ald Republicanism at
this time would be acowardly dropping
of principle for the sake of the glory of
vanished usefulness. The fact was
dwelt upon 1u earnest words, spoken by
sensible, practical men, that if the
dictum of the bosses was accepted in
this instance it meant only additional
indignities in the fature, with less
power to resistt

of these propositions took possession of
the meeting, and assumed form in a
resolution proposed by W. A, Hazel,and
seconded by Harry C. Howard, to this
effect:

Resolved, That it is the sense of this meet-
ing that the coiored citizens of Minvesota
should refrain from the organization of cam-
paign clubs until the McGhee electoral mat-
ter is definitely settled.

The resolution was warmly received
by the audience, but before putting it
Chairman Wade claimed the privilege
of making a statement, and launched
into an argument for Republicanism as
paturaily as a duck takes to water.

Sam Hardy and several others were
alert to the chairman’s game on the in-
stant, and appealed to him to leave the
chair and make his talk, giving the
other side a chance to answer. A warm
exchange of good-natured badinage fol-
lowed, and Mr. Wade finally put the
question to a vote. The ayes had it
unanimously, and the chair so stated in
declaring the motion earried, though he
reserved to himself the right to vote as
he pleased.

The friends of the resolution after-
ward explained that the intention was
to compei the Republican self-elected
*‘war lords” to decide, and that at once,

n the matter, the intimation being that,
while under any circumstances Dan. W.
Lawler and the Democratic ticket will
receive a large vote from the colored
portion of our population, unless the
latter are recognized as having some
rights the Republicans are bound to re-
spect, something will drop with telling
effect Nov. 8, and it will be the ballots
of men who mean to be free not only in
the legal sense, but in acting entirely
independent of a party which has here-
tofore assumed to own them.

There was little noisy demonstration
in the meeting, but the earnest bearing
of those present spoke louder than
words the feeling of being wronged that
they cherish, anmtl a determination to
assert themselves that bodes no good to
Nelson and his chiefest advisers in the

iepublican party of Minnesota.

SHOT FOUR OFFIGERS:

A Posse Has a Bloody En-
counter With Evans and
Sontag.

Four Officers Are Killed by
the Robbers and Others
Wounded.

After the Battle the Outlaws
Succeed in Making Their
Escape.

No Further Attempt Will Be
Made to Take the Rob-
bers Alive.

FrEsxo, Cal., Sept. 13.—A posse en-
countered Evans and Sontag at Sam-
son Flats today, and exchanged shots
with them. The robbers made a des-
perate defense, and Kkilled four men
and wounded others. after which they
escaped. Those killed are United States
Marshal McGinnes, Dick Olien, a man
named Wilson and another whose name
has not yet bLeen learned. George
Witty, who was wounded before, was
again shot, and the horse ridden by
Constable \WWarren Hill was shot from
under him. The news has caused great
excitement, and additional officers are
going in pursuit.

Adaditional information concerning
the encounter between train robbers
and posse have been obtained by tele-
phone from Moore & Smith’s mill at
Sequoin. The affair happened this
morning on Young’s place at Samson
Flats.The posse had tracked the robbers
from Dunlap to Samson Flats, about
forty-five miles east of here in the
mountains. ‘The posse was coming
down the trail, and when opposite
Young’s house the door was violently
thrown open, and Evans and Sontag
appeared. Before the officers could
recover from their surprise the two
robbers opened deadly fire on the posse
with shotguns and Winchesters. The
posse was sodemoralized by thissudden
actack that they could make no eftectual
response.

The whole country in the neighbor-
hood of the encounteris aroused, and,
it is said, no further attempt to take the
robbers alive will be made. They will
be shot on sight if discovered.

History of the Crime.

It will be remembered that Chris
Evans, John Sontag and George Sontag
robbed the Southern Pacific train near
Collis, Fresno county, obtaining $20,000
in gold and silver coin. Three days
later the detectlves secured clews that
led them to Evansg’ house in Visalia,
though they did not then suspect
Evans. Their evidence pointed to
the two Sontags. who had jJusi
come from Mankato, Minn. George
Sontag was secured by stratagem, but
when the officers went to the house to
get his trunk Evans and John Sontag
opened fire and drove them away, badly
wounding Deputy Witty. Then fol-
lowedone of the most remarkable chases
on record. The robbers actually re-
turned to their own house late at night,
and, belng surprised, killed young
Oscar Beaver, who was on guard.

They escaped t¢ the mouantains, and
though they have been seen since at
several places, there has been no fizht
with them until today.

Sunday, Sept. 4, they stole a horse
and buggy from Supervisor Ellis, who
lives near Visalia. 1'wo days after they
left the outfit at Howe’s ranch, saying
they were going to dansom’s Flat,
where Evans has a mine and ranch.
Last Sunday the robbers

Narrowly Escaped Capture

by a posse headed by an Arizona rail-
road detective named Vick Wilson, who
has been on their trail for two weeks.
Wilson came upon a little camp ina
secluded part of King’s river, and was
amazed to find the buggy robes and
blankets stolen from Eilis a week be-
fore. This place is forty miles from Vi-
salia. It was evident that the robbers
had heard the posse coming, but had no
time to remove traces of their presence.
Of course, these discoveries greatly
stimulated Wilson’s party, and they felt
sure of the $2,000 reward offered for the
bandits,

They reckoned without old Evans’
shotgun, however. Wilson and his men
were accompanied by two Apache
scouts, who had tracked Evans and
Sontag to Sansom’s Fiat. Just as the

arty arrived in front of Rancher

‘oung’s house this morning, the door
was thrown open and Evans and Son-
tag appeared with shotguns on their
shoulders. They delivered a broadside
from both barrels before the officers
could draw weapons. Then the baidits
seized Winchesters and continued to
fire into the posse. The Apache scouts
jumped behind stones before the firing
began and

Escaped Unhurt.

At the first fire Vick Wilson, the
leader; United States Marshal McGin-
nis, of Modesto, and Dick Olson fell
dead from their saddles, riadled with
buckshot. A. L. Whitty, a brother of
the deputy, who was so badly wounded
by Evans in Visalia, was severely
wounded, and the horse of Constable
Warren Hill was shot from under him.
The news came in by telephone, and
the operator said that after the killing
Sontag and Evans seized the horses ot
the murdered officers and escaped, no
one daring to molest them.

The news of the engageinent created
great excitement, and a great posse left
at once for Sansome’s Flat, headed by
sSheriffs Kay and Viau and Deputy
Picky.
