BLUSHING.

Why Some People Blush and Other
People Do Not.

"Tho man who blushes," says Some-
body," is not quite a brute." The
woman who blushes— well, there is no
telling what she is or is not. Blushing
is not an art, as many people are too
prone to suppose. Neither is itan ab-
solute sign of 111-breeding as sonte un-
kind folk maintain. The fact is, it is
just as natural for some people to blush
on one occasion as it is for others to
turn pale on another. The same laws
of nature that govern the one rule govern

the other. The capillaries.or small blood
vessels, which connect the arteries and
veins in the body form, particularly
over the cheeks, a network so line that
it is necessary to. employ a microscope
to distinguish them. Ordinarily the
blood passes through the vessels in
normal volume, givingonly the natural
tinge of the complexion. .But whan
some sudden emotion takes possession
of the heart its action increases, and an
electric thrill instantly leaps to the
cheeks. This thrill is nothing more
than the rush of blood through the in-
visible capillaries; the color is nothing
more than the blood just beneath the
delicate surface of the skin.

The causes that bring about this con-
dition in the circulatory system are
called mental stimuli. They" consist of
joy, anger, shame, and the'many other
emotions. Sudden horror, remorse
or fear, on the contrary, influence the
nerves which control the blood vessels.
and the face becomes white. Blushing
and pallor result from the sudden ac-
tion of the mind on the nervous system.
So, ifthe mind be forewarned and pre-
pared for emotions botli habits can at
least be partially overcome. But when
the nervous system is highly strung it
would be a lifelong,if not a futile, task
to endeavor a permanent cure. Itis
the sensitive, nervous girl who blushes
easily, while the sir! stolid by nature,
or -who, by education, has her nerves
under perfect control, seldom blushes.

Should, for illustration, a
pupil destroy his books wantonly, his
parents must make the same good; but
should he return them inreasonably
good condition when he passes to a
higher grade, these books should be ex-
changed for new books for the higher
grade.

DRAPIED BY STEVENS.

The Lamp Inspector's BillCharge-
able to the Republicans.

The evening Republican organ, inits
zeal for the party it represents, very
frequently mistates facts. A notable
example of this was given in yester-
day's issue of the paper, when there
was an insinuation that the Democratic
members of the Ramsey county delega-
tion were responsible for the bill pro-
vidingfor a gas inspector. As a matter
of fact, the Republicans had a majority
of the delegation in the legislature of
1891 from this county, and, therefore,
cannot evade responsibility for all the
crimes of omission and commission that
can be charged to the delegation.

But a little investigation will show
several very good reasons wliy the in-
sinuation of the Dispatch yesterday
was especially unjustifiable.

PANIC IS PREVALENT.
Financial Situation of En-

gland ina Rather Preca-
'

rious State.

Failure of Building Banks
Gives Cause for Great

Uneasiness.

Mismanagement Chiefly the
Cause of These Fail-

ures.

Mbrley's Irish Policy Exciting
Discussion in English Po-

liticalCircles.

London, Sept. 16.— Although the run
on the Birkbeck bank was almost con-
current with the collapse of the Londeu
Provident bank, and with the failure of
several small provincial building so-
cieties, ithas not had any apparent in-
fluence on the money market. Itwould
be wrong to suppose the members of
the Haute Finance were without anxi-
ety. Allover the country, in Wales and
the north of England especially, these
workingmen's institutions, combining
banking and building operatious, are
falling to pieces, chiefly through mis-
management, but often through dishon-
esty of directors.

The Birkbeck bank is the largest in-
stitution of the kind, with close connec-
tion with some of the treat banks, and
obtained offers of assistance to stop the
run which was threatening to spread to
a greater financial sphere. The news-
papers gave loyal aid to check the
panic, abstaining from every hint of
possible disaster and eivmg prominence
to every reassuring statement the bank-
ers wished to circulate. The position
tonight leaves the public half convinced
that nilis right, though just causa for
anxiety exists everywhere.

Throughout England there are 2,700
briildlnsr societies, with liabilities of
over £50,000.000. Many of them are
known to be utterly insolvent. Even if
the panic brings no further disastrous
developments, one result will be an
amendment to the law under which
they are allowed to exist.

KORLEY'S POLICY.

Conservatives Think He Has Com-
mitted a Blunder.

Loxnox,Sept. IG.— The Conservatives
assert that the Liberals are doubtfully
asking whether Mr.Morley's revocation
of the proclamations made under the
coercion act is not a tactical blunder.
Liberals whose appreciation of crafty
politics overtops their scsiise of morality,
think that Mr.Morley ought to have
delayed tiie revocation of the proclama-
tions until the very eve of the reassem-
bling of parliament. He could then,
accordins to their line of argument,
have met Irish clamor and satified Irish
pressure by doing what he has now done
under a mere sense of fidelityto pledges,
backed by the hope that the National-
ists will respond to the confidence he
places in them.

The Liberals know the intensity of
the desire of the anti-Parnellites to sup-
port Mr. Morley's initial experiment
towards Irish self-government. What
they ask is: \Vi11 the anti-Paruellite
influence prevail? will Ireland, freed
from coercion, have such a quiet winter
as willjustify Mr.Morley's sudden ac-
tion? The Unionists say, of course,
that, with the restraints of law removed,
the irreconcilables will show them-selves, and outrage willbecome rife. It
is a part of the sadness of the position
of the erenuine Irish patriots among the
Par'nellites that they are suspected
of readiness to co-operate in a renewal
of disorder, or, at least, are not ready
to use their influence to control the
eruptive forces.

Althouzh the numerical strength of
the Parnellites is not great, their dis-
turbing power is immense. Ifthey
have not the priests and wealth of Ire-
land on their side, they are still inclose
touch with the core of heart of the peo-
ple. Nowhere are they yet utterly ex-
tinct of power in any district. They
still dominate Clare and Dublin, and
greatly influence Galway, Roscommon,
Cork and Waterford. Upon their for-
bearance depends the success of Mr.
Morley's first stroke in behalf of Ire-
land's independence.
