FIXING FOR A FIGHT,

Southern Pacific Withdraws
From the Western Traffic
Association.

The Huntington Corporation
Getting Ready for a Rate
War,

Dissolution of the Association
Expected to Occur
Oct. 1.

Big Cut in Passenger Rates
From Chicago to New
York.

Cnicaco, Sept, 20.—The Southern
Pacific railroad has given notice of
withdrawal from the Western Traffic
association. 1f anybody entertained a
hope that the association could be saved
from collapse that hope must now be
dead. The withdrawal of the Southern
Pacific was noi entirely unexpected,
and its import was well understood.
The great Huntington corporation is
getting ready to fight. Iws Nerthern
competitors have defied it by breaking
away from the Transcontinental associ-
ation and protesting against paying
tribute to the Pacific Mail, and now it
is preparing to whip the recalcitrant
lines into subjection. To that end it
throws off all hampering agreements
and puts itself on an independent foot-
ing.

Of course, the Southern Pacific is sup-
posed to remain a member of the West-
ern Traffic association for ninety days
after filing its notice, but there is
scarcely a doubt that it will be free long
before that time expires. The associ-
ation is now -

Practically Dead,

and it is believed that its affairs will be
wound up at the next meeting of the
advisory board to be held Oct. 1, there
by releasing all the roads from their ob-
ligations under the agreement. In view
of this state of affairs it seems some-
what farcial for the commissioners to go
on holding meetings and grinding out
decisions, and yet. they are in session
this week at Chairman Walker’s office,
gravely considering questions appealed
to them for settlement. A president of
one ot the Western roads, when asked
today if he would follow the example
of the Southern Pacific, said:

“No; there is no necessity. The
funeral of the Western Traffic associa-
tion will take place three weeks from
now, and it would be useless to give
notice of withdrawal. The Transcon-
tinental association is also going to
pieces very rapidly, and in fact the
only association west of Chicago today
that is of any practical value to its
members is the Western Freight, pre-
sided over by Chairman Midgley. It
answered every purpose before the
Western Traftic association was organ-
ized, and will continue to do so after
that cumbersome piece of machinery is
buried.”

CUT RATES TO NEW YORK.

Nickel Plate Makes a Reduction
From Chicago.

CHicAGo, Sept. 20.—Without giving
any explanation of its action, the Nickel
Plate has put into effect a passenger
rate of #1250 from Chicago to New
York and $8.50 to Buffalo. On New
York business this is a cut of £7.50. Vice
" Chairman Donald, of the Central Traffic
association, is tryving to find out the
meaning of the Nickel Plate’s action,
and, at the same time, is using his best
efforts to prevent the demoralization
that is threatened. Pending his investi-
gation the other roads have refrained
from meeting the reductions, but some
of them feel that they cannot afford to
wait long. Unless the cut rates are
speedily rcanceled they will certainly be
met by the Chicago & Erie, and other
roads will then be sure to follow suit.
Advices from the East are that the
Delaware, Lackawanna & Western did
not authorize the reductions.

ITS POTYERS LIMITED.

CHIcAGo, Sept. 20.—During the argu-
ments before Judge Gresham today, in
the cases involving the question of how
far the interstate commerce commission
may go in its investigations, some re-
marks were dropped by the court that
were encouraging for the road people.
At one time Judge Greshsm interrupted
the district attorney with: *“There
must be some limit to the powers ot the
commission, The commission jcannot
compel witnesses other than c¢émmon
carriers to disclose the whole of their
personal and private business.”

I suppose
you assume that because the lllinois
Steel company owns the greater part of
the stock of the railroads it uses them
to evade the law.”

CHINAMEN WARNED

A Second Time by the Six Com-
panies Not to Comply With
the Gerry Law.

The Companies Also Make an Ap-
peal to the Ruler of the
Almond-Eyed.

SAN FranNcisco, Sept. 20.—A second
proclaination has been issued by the
Chinese Six Companies warning all
Chinese residing in this country against
complying with the Gerry registration
law. An appeal to the emperor of
China has also been made. The procla-
mation says that the Gerry law de-
grades Chinese, and if obeyed will put
them lower than the meanest of people.

“We do not want Chinese to obey it,”
says theproclamation. *In making this
law the people of the United States
have treated sworn treaties with our
country and our emperor. with con-
tempt. They have disredarded our
rights and paid no attention to their
promises, and -made a law to suit them-
selves, no matter how unjust to us. If
any of our people think they are wiser
than we are and would obey this law,
if jany would obey it for the sake of
making money, let them stop. Don’t
doit. You will repent itif you do.
Many white men say the law is not
right, and those -who obey it are not
wise, but ignorant and foolish. We
must stand together. We hope all will
work with us, and we can break this
infamous Jaw. Following is the law:
[Then follows the full text of the Gerry
bill.] Again we warn you not to obey
this law.” 3

The appeal to the emperor is couched
in the following language:

“Tien-Tie, Lord of Our Government
and Son of Heaven for Thousands of
Years—Believing that our government
is in ignorance of the manner in which
its treaties with the United States are
being violated. and of the indignities
being heaped upon the Chinese people
by the government of the United States,
We, Six Companies of the United States,
do now appeal to you for relief in behalf
of your children in this country. Added
to the hardships heretofore inflicted
upon our people by the United States,
its rulers now propose to force upon us y
another law to degrade us. It is a cruel
and unjust measure, and we pray
for relief from its exactions. We
transeribe the law as it comes to us. We
are told we must obey it or suffer the
loss of property and cruelties, and be
forced to leave the homes we have
toiled to make in this country. We ask
for help. We ask for justice. We ask
that our government protect its chil-
dren. We send you the law.”

THE YELLOWSTONE SCANDAL,

A Man Familiar With the Facts |

\

Discourses on It
To the Editor of the Globe.

It is a serious thing when one of the
largest and most important committees
of the house of representatives, after a
long and full investigation, reports that
a cabinet minister is guilty of actual
fraud in the administration of his office..
Such is, however, the report of the
house committee on public lands on the
conduct of Secretary Noble concerning
the Yellowstone Park.

The evidence accompanying the re-
port shows that Noble made six leases
to the Yellowstone Park association in
Mareh, 1880, each containing the right
to transport passengers: that the asso-,
ciation has expended over $500,000 in
the erection ot hotels and on the park;
that the transportation busivess had
been done by Gen. Waketield ever since
1882, under contracts with the various
lessees, although he had no license him-
self, and that the association continued

him in this emplovment as it
was spending all ins funds
in building hotels, and this

fact appeared in the aunual official re-
portsof the government superintendents
10 Secretary Noble, and he had made no
objection to it: that no complaints were
made in 1889 and 1891; that in August,
1890, about the same time S.S. Huntly
applied for a lease of this right, some
seven complaints, consisting of mere
letters and newspaper slips, being a
fraction over 1 in 1,000 passengers
carried that season, were made to the
secretary; that T. B. Casey, acting
president of the association, and Wake-
field went to Washingtou in November,
1890. and had an interview with
Secretary Noble, who told them that
he would pasg over the complaints,
but that he wanted the transportation
done by a person holding a license or
lease from the government; thatin Feb-
ruary, 1891, Gibson, the president of the
association, having returned from Eu-
rope, a formal conference was held be-
tween Noble, Gibson, Casev and Wake-
field, in which Noble again waived all
question as to the complaints, and
again asserted his desire to have the
business done by a person respousible
as a lessee to him; that it was stated to
him at this interview that Wakefield
had been the agent of the association,

and that it was responsible for
his acts; that Nobie assured
the officers of the association

thag he was well pleased with it, and
would under no circumstances injure it,
and tiey at the same time assured him
that they would comply with his wishes
as expressed: that Gibson, Casey and
Waketield then left Washington and
came to St. Paul, where an agreement
was made so as to comply with Noble’s
wish,whereby the association leased the
trausportation property for the year
1891, and notified Noble that it would
do the business itself; that while these
gentlemen were on their way to St
Paul, and two days after Noble assured
them he would under no circumstances
injure the association, he submitted
to the assistant attorney general the
question whether he could forfeit the
right he had granted the association,
being its most valuable privilege; that
no one can o any transportation busi-
ness in the park without a lease from the
secretary; that this right was then held
by the association alone; that the forfeit-
ure of the right of the association and
the making of a iease to Huntly would:
notonly give him the monopoly, but
that the transportation property wag
valuably only in this peculiar business;
that it was worth to the owuers in the
business over $100,000, but compara-
tively valueless without the right, and
that Noble proceeded a few days after
the association notified him of its in-
tention to do the businessitself,to grant
a lease to Huntly, and foar days there-
after, without notice, trial or hear=
ing of any Kkind given to ther
association he declared its right for-
feited, and at the same time so worded
the forfeiture as to require the asso-
ciation to do all the business for the
then ensuing year, and also gave -
Huntly in his lease fourteen months—
that is, until June, 1892- to commence
his business; that Huntly no sooner got
his lease and this forteiture than he
commenced negotiations to buy the
transportation property, and finally
succeeded in getting it at about £60,000
less than its value to its owners in their
business; that is, the forfeiture 1 ef-
fect compelled them to sell at a loss to
them and a gain to Huntly of about that
amount of money.

There is no conilict 1n any material
matter in the evidence. The committee
finds all the above facts to be true, and
that *‘the forfeiture was declared with-
out notice, without trial, or any state-
ment of any complaints for non-uses or
misuser; that Noble, on the contrary,
personally assured the association that
he was well satisfied with it, and would
not injure it: and then the committee de-
ciares *‘that it would be a iraud in fact
and in law to say to the association
that complaints against its manner
of doing the business are waived
and afterwards to forfeit its rights, and,
in effect, confiscate a large portion of
its property on account of those com-
plaints. This would be more especially
true when the forfeiture was declared
without it giving any notice of the
names of the complainants, the nature
of the complaints or any opportunity to
answer them or any trial in regard to
them.” In short, the committee of
fourteen members—only two dissenting
—find the secretary guilty of **fraud in
fact and in law.” The want of space
alone prevents us at this time from
noticing other and equally ihteresting
aud objectionable features of the ex-
traordinary conduct of the secruu}ry._

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BIG ADVANGE IN RIES.

‘The October Option Scores a

Rise of Nearly $1 on Chi-
cago ’Change.

‘Wright and Cudahy Credited

With Engineering a
Corner.

Wheat Advanced in Sympathy
With the Strength in Pro-
visions.

Bear Attagks in Wall Street
Failed to Have Much
Effect.

Cuicaco, Sept. 20.—Feverish exeitement
and the culmination of ga big deal in ribs
were twin accompaniments in the provision
pit today. An advance of nearly $1 was
scored on the October option. This was
equal to a rise of abouta cent a pound for
the meat, and was accomplished in a few
minutes, the market selling from $7.65 at the
close last night to $8.60 during the first hour
of ‘change toaay. There was comparatively
little change in the prices of other hog
produets or in cereals. It has been gossip
for months that Charles Wright and John
Cudahy were intending to corner the market
td® October ribs, Wright commenced buying
several months ago, when the market was
about $6, and gradually accumulated prob-
ably 20,600,000 pounds, the price in the mean-
time having advanced to $7.50. Finding the
load pretty neavy. he is supposed to have
divided this interest with Cudahy.

It is now supposed these two are long not
less than 40,000,000 pounds of ribs for October
delivery. As the prodwet has to be fully
cured to be deliverable on contract—which
requires about forty days—it was supposed
that the limit was reached today and no
more could be made that would be deliver-
able. Henece it seems to have been regarded
as a favorable time to spring any surprises
that were in store for the trade. It is gener
ally thought that the big shorts are the pack-
ers who have been selling, believing that the
load the clique haa was too big for it to
cairy,

As to the time when ribscan be made for
delivery on October contracts the trade is
much at variance. 'T'he rule simply requires
that they shall be “fully cured.” This usu-
ally requires forty days. but many contend
that there are processes in vogue hére where-
by they can be cured in ten days. This will
be a quesiion for the inspector. Notwith-
standing the excitement, the volume of trans-
actions was not great.

The sudden advance 1n October ribs was
not altogether without effect on other arti-
cles 1n the provision line. Pork advanced 25
@35e, but settled back 1@i2%e and ¢losed
comparatively steady. Trading was mainly
on local account. Brokers, supposed to rep-
resent Armour & Co., offered lard freely and
prevented prices from going above 5@7lec
higher on near and 1l@l5¢ on deferred de-
liveries.

Wheat opened a shade below the close
yesterday on the wenrk cables, but soon de-
veloped a gocd deal of strength. The chol-
era scare was exerting less influence: there
were reports of much damage by rain in
North Dakota, and the local buying was
quite sharp.
