Rev. J. n. • it -.1. l-r read
a paper on church federal ion, ... which
he uteed the breaking down ot de-
nominational lines and bringing the
evangelical churches to a common plat-
form, where they will work
unitedly and understanding^ for
the Rood of all. He was not
sure the Baptists or Episcopalian
denominations would take kindly to
this proposed amalgamation of thought,
buthe was certain the Methodists.Pres-
byterians, and probably the Free Bap-
tists would co-operate. The conven-
tion took kindly to Rev. Chandler's sug-
gestions, and before adjournment will
appoint three delegates to confer with
delegates from other state denomina-
tional bodies, witha view to putting the
plan in operation. It was also decided
tomake Oct. 30 a general brotherhood
Sunday in the state for all evangelical
churches, ivcompliance witha plan to
have this day observed in a similar man-
ner gencraUy over the United States.
The summing up of Rev. Chandler's
report will prove of interest. It is
given below:

'"Our present denominational isola-
tion and independence, with consequent
waste and antagonisms, is a sin against
Christ, our common master, and a
course of untold disaster to the church,
which is His body. The times are ripe
lor the beginning of formal co-operation
looking towaid the federation of de-
nouiinations, and a united church for
our United States. As a denomination
of Christians we of the Congregational
faith and order seemed providentially
called in the country at Urge and our
own state to lead in a movement to-
wards federation.

"Therefore. Resolved, That we re-
affirm the declaration of principles
adopted in lS (.tn as a basis for denomina-
tional co-operation with the amend-
ment that the word, 'three' be substi-
tuted for the word 'two' in the clause
fixing the number of delegates from
each state' body.

"That we urge renewed attention to
the union of weak churches of our own
laith with one another or with those of
a sister denomination in tields now
over-supplied with churches, and count
him the best servant of our denomina-
tion as pastor, or home missionary,
superintendent. who in any place serves
Christ's kingdom best, believing that in
some piaces it is better service to re-
move a church than to plant one."

The committee making the above re-
port is made up of Revs. SmiU) Baker,
Joseph 11. Chandler, John 11. Morlev
and C. W. Sackett.

The report of the secretary contained
many interesting facts. Itshowed "that
during the year three ministers have
died, Joseph S. Kounce, Medford; E
W. Merrill,Minneapolis; Joseph Chan-
dler. St. Anthony Park. Five pastors
have been ordained and three installed.
Eleven new churches have been added
to the roll: Hound Prairie, Eagle Lake,
Elm Creek, Lake Park, Parker, Kim-
bail, Georgetown, Tintah, Selma, Kan-
aranzi, Mclntosh, having a total mem-
bership of 120. These churches have
been dropped: Center Cham, Goshen,
Scambler. Kendsville and Tracy. The
Congregational church found a fast hold
in Minnesota forty-one years ago. This
year the number of churches in the state
has grown to 200, of which 7;) failed to
furnish intormation upon which to base
a report. These T'J are mostly the weak
churches of the denomination.

wet.
