ROBBED BY WEIGHERS.

A Specimen of How Shortage in
YWeight Occurs,

Republican orgzans and defenders of
the ring which annually robs the farmer
of hundreds of thousands of doliars are
very busy now in trying to make the
farmer believe that the Republican
party has bzen very hard at work de-
fending and protecting the farmer
‘through the state warehouse commis-
sion. In this ccnnection it may be in-
teresting to show how the millers have
svstematically robbed the farmer and
wheat grower, through the connivance
of the commission, by defrauding the
wel s. The weizht fixed by the state
weighers—who are men placed in office
ens political rewards—are absolute and
final. If the grade does not suit either

buyer or seller he may degmanda re-

grading: but from the figures of the
weigher there is no appeal. This being
g0, the farmers have been unmereifully
fieeced through the medium of *‘short
weights.”

A few years ago there was a general
complaint from all who shipped grain
into the Minneapolis mills of a universal
shortave of weizht. It must be remem-
bered there was no political campiign
on and no reason to suppress the facts.

11 of the papers mentioned the com-
plaint, and the Northwestern Miller,the
organ of millers’ association, had
several editorials npon the subjeect.
Ten carloads of wheat, for example,
were shipped direet to one of the mills,
end when the settlement was made the
shipper learned that the weight was
several hundred pounds to the car be-
Jow what he had reason to expect. But
there was the welght certified by the
state weigher, and from that there was
no appeal. The farmer or shipper might
whistle for his money for the lost wheat.
How was this wheat weighed for the

Not much. That was not his busi-

ness. He quietly let the mill do the
weizghing and took the weight from the
mill books. There never were enough
weighers in Minneapelis to be at all the
mills at once and actually weigh the
grain as it came in.

At the time of the trouble, a GlL.OBE
reporter went down to the canal and
watcnhed the process. At one of the
largest mills carload after carload of
wheat was being unloaded from the
railroad wviaduct into the mill. The
wheat poured in a stream direct to the
gcale bin of the mill. When the stream
ceased the weight was taken, entered
into a book kept for that purpose, and
another car was unloaded in a similar
way. The man who took the weight
was an employe of the mill, and there
was no sign of a state official in the
peighborhood.

IN THE CONSPIRACY.

Railroads Aid the Ring in Keep-
mz Down Wheat Prices,

The first yell of every one of the
wheat ring, when interviewed on the
subject of the great expose was: “There
is no combination in the state to keep
down the price of wheat.”

This denial comes in the faee of the
testimony taken before the legislative
committee, which proved conclusively
that Frank H. Irons made the *9ist,”
and daily sent it out to the buyers over
the state: that independant buyers
were throttled at every. turn, and that
the raiiroads lent their powerful influ-
ence to prevent the competition that
would come if the wheat grower were

' a < -
able to offer his wheat in the open mar-

ket.

This is the great point for the farmer
to keep in mind: That every time it
became possible for him to get a little
more jor his wheat through an inde-
pendent buyer, in stepped the ring, and
with the aia of the railroads thg inde-
pendent buyer was crushed out of exist-
ence. The farmer has the right to sell
wherever he can get the highest price,
and thisright has been denied him by
the giant ring that has its foot on the
neck of the agriculturist of Minnesota.

Testimony taken before the commit-
tee shows conclusively that the rail-
roads are in the conspiracy. The letter
of traffic manager to the union store at
Nelson cannot be contradicted, and.
though it was shifted upon a clerk, it is
a fact that the traveling agzent of the
read said the same thing in person, and
there was no possibility of laying that
upon any subordinate. The Shelby let-
ter is as follows:

1
must therefore request that you reduce
vour prices to the regular market price
before the trouble spreads. I have
written the other elevator companies at
that point to the same effect. Yours
traly.

Commenting on this, Mr. Moore says
in his report: - The great facts shown
by the testimony, which compel belief,
ou my part, that the railroad system of
Minnesota and the Northwest actively
co-operate, in the enforcement ofgthe
list price, are as follows: 1 find no dis-
agreement or competition among the
rival systems 1n rates. Railroad cor-
porations distinctly seperate in their
organization and ownership, and with
ipdividual special interests in the
natural order or things would be found
to compete before the people for the
carrying trade. The evidence discloses
the utter aestruction of all forms of comn-
petition in this state between the differ-
en: railroad corporations, for the pur-
pose of securing the carrying trade of
wheat and grain. Whether the railroad
corporations have, or have not, a pool or
understanding between themselves mat-
ters not for the purpose of the present
inquiry. It is a most suspicious and
convincing fact that the carriage and
transportation of wheat in the state of
Minnesota-and the Northwest, is at the
same rate on all rival railroad systems.

The Excuse

put forward by therailroad corporations
in the testimony is the fear of the rate
war and disturbanee in the voiume of
their individual traffic, but it seems to
me that this excuse has but little weight
to remove the logical imputation that
all of the railroad systems by their
unity of action and uniform rate sheet,
transact business to a common purpose,
and with an understanding that
they will not compete, the one against
the other for the trade. In fact, the tes-
timony shows that the distinct and dif-
ferent railway systems each employ on
their own account traveling men and
agents covering the entire territory,and
to dse the Wwords of Mr. Somers, chief
clerk of the traffic department of the
Great Northern Railway Eompany:
“Our travelling men cover the territory
and move from cne line to another.
That iz necessary in order to watch the
business that is moved, and solicit busi-
ness for our line, and see if we can get
a proper share of the business in the
vicinity of the line; and whenever they
visit these places they naturally inquirg
about the price of wheat as Geil as
other commodities, s0_as~ to know
whetber mw:a 138 any particulac

advantage over us in the handling of
trade.”

I'he testimony of all parties upon this
particular subject of the railroad travel-
Ing agents supervising the trafiic is tc
the effect that each agent of the aistinet
road makes il his business to see that
the elevator companies on all other
roads do not pay more than list price.
Thus by watehing each other, and ae-
tively doing so throuzh the supervision
of this estabiished police and inspection
self-maintained, they compel the ele-
vators on all roads to adopt this list
price.

Second—The testimony shows a num-
ber of instances where the railroad
companies have directly interfered to
entorce list price. 1 thiok this is sus-
tained by reference to the foliowing
testimony. The investigation developed
the fact that in the autumn of 1839 some
buyers at Morris, Minn., advanced the
price beyond list price. During the
disturbance of the markat at Morris by
reason of the advance beyvond list price,
certain correspondence took place be-
tween representatives of the different
railroad systems in relation to this
trouble which I here guote as evidence
compelling my opinion as above stated
thar the railroad corporations endeavor
to enforee list price. Bear in mind that
this correspondence was writien during
the existence of the

Trouble in Morris,
and has direct reference to that trouble.

Tnen follows alot of eorrespondence
between S. L. Moore, of the Northern
Pacific, to officers of other railroads,
urging them to “zet together” and *“fix
up” the matier at Morris. These letters
were discovered as being a portion of
testimony had ina proceeding before
the railroad and warehouse commission
at the instance of certain dealers at Or-
tonville. and the original letters were
brought betore your committee. They
speak for themselves. It is in testi-
mouy that as soon as the parties who
were paying a price higher than list
price desisted from such practice, the
“‘trouble’ as it was calied by the rail-
road managers, ceased, and list price
was thereafter paid at Morris. Mark
now that this trouble was not settled by
the commission, in the proceedings
brought before them. When the trouble
had ceased, by the returning to list
prige, the suit before ithe commission
was dropped and was never decided by
the commission. The trouble was set-
tled by the railroads aud was settled by
a return 1o list price and proper grades

Miore Hallroad Interference.

Icall your attention to anoiher in-
stance in the testimony showing the
direct railroad ioterference. C. C.
Brugencate testified that he resided at
Herman, that his business was buying
Wwheat, and that, while he was in part-
nership with Mr. Southerland, he re-
ceived a Jetter fromm the ofiice of the
agent of the Great Northern Railway
company, in his words, as follows:
**Asking that we come down to list on
wheat. That we were paying over list,
and thereby wheat which was tributary
tothe lJine of the MNilwaukee road.
they could not compete: with us, and
further that the elevators complained
that they could not make anytning on
it, and they would have to close the
house.” That tins letter was written
by I, P. Shelby, general traffic mana-
ger of the Great Northern road, Mr.

Brugencate further testified that
he and Mr. Sutherland were buy-
ing wheat for a farmers’ house
at that time as an inde-

pendent elevator, and that it was their
intention to keep the market up as high
as they could: that he reeeived the tet-
ter from Mr. Sheloy about the 1stof
November, and continued baying untii
about the 20th of that month; that they
did not observe the requesis or demands
of Mr. Shelby as contained in that let-
ter. The following question was asked
him: **Q. Did you ever have any other
intimation eminating from the railroad
company that you should observe list
rice in the purchase of wheat? A.
 ¢3, sir, sometime after Mr. Wells be-
gan, Mr. Dennis received a letter from
the same source, telling him to request
us (o come down to list price. Q. State
what was the purport of that letter? A.
Mr. Dennis told us that if we did not
come down to list price,that they would
shut off our supply. Q. Was that from
Mr. Shelby? A. [ think it was, 1 am
not positive about that. 1 did not read
the letter. It was from Deunis and he
told7us what was contained in the let-
ter.’

1t did not appear from the testimony
that the railroad company had 1n fact
embarrassed or inconvenienced Mr.
Brugencate or Mr. Sutherland on ac-
count of their failure to conform to list
price. It seems that Mr. Brugencate
went out of the business shortly after
the receipt of this letter, and whatever
the railroad companies might have done
had he continued the business. the at-
tempt made by Mr. Shelby in the letter
quoted and in the letter afterward to
Mr. Dennis, i3 convineing to my mind
of the existence of a policy on the part
of that road to enforce list price.

Could Get No Cars.

Another instance which 1 cite was
contained in the testimony of C. W.
Brandborg, who testified that he ran a
farmers’ elevator at Henning, Minn., on
the Narthern Pacific road; that whiie
he was engaged in the purchase of
wheat he found it very difficult to ob-
tain cars from the railroad company in
which to ship his wheat, which is set
out out in full in hLis testimony. and
after exhausting his own personal ef-
forts he had recourse to Representative
Hompe, asking him to see the railroad
commissioners with a view of compel-
ling a recognition of his rights, and
that after Mr. Hompe had interviewed
the governor of the state on the in-
justice, he had much less trouble in ob-
taining cars. Mr. Brandborg further
testified that he had a long talk with a
man by the name of Wood ward, of Min-
neapolis, who reprzsented himself to be
an agent of the Northern Paeific Rail-
road company, who stated to him:

**That he would like to have the prices
uniform on the road; that by reason of
this war we were causing a disturbance
of prices on other lines, and the other
roads would retaliatg at some other
point, and he farther said if you want
to do any running fight on dockagze and
grades, but don’t raise prices. I told
him that { did not get fair treatment
from his road, and 1 said that I did not
start this war, and if the elevator com-
panies wanted to stop it they could.
The lest thing he told me was: Mr.
Brandborg, if you would identify your-
self with some elevator company you
would get along better with our road,
or vou would find no trouble with our
road; thatif 1 would identify myself
with some elevator company there
would be no trouble with the road.”

Mr. Brandborg also testified. *I will
state that 1 saw a railroad circular for
the shipinent of wheat, track shipments
as they calledit. I don’t remember ex-
actly the rules. There was a great
many of them. 1t finished this way:
Youa will thus be enabled to furnish
cars as slowly as possible and ‘as slow-
1y’ was underscored. You will thereby
succeed in stopping shipments on
track.”

THT following questions were asked
Mr. Brandborg:

“Q. Doyou know who issued that
circular? A. Ido not remember the
signature. 1t wos on vellow paper the
same as railroad orders come on.

Q. It was issued wunder the aus-
spices of the Northérn Pacific rail-

road? A. 1 think so. It appefred
to me that the raek shipménts were to
be stopped first, and-then the private
buver comes next. This unanimity
of edort 1o control thg wheat or {0

control the shipment of wheat to the
terminal point looks like an understand-
ing between the railroad companies and
the elevator companies, doesn’t it. A.
It looks that way. 1 have felt it is that
Way.

These instances which I here quote
were only a portion of the testimony
had before the committee. in relation to
the direct railroad interference. There
is evidence that cars were denied at
Wadena, 1891, to one J. M. Stowe.
There is evidence that a track was
taken up by the railroad company at a
private warehouse in Waseea, and other
itews of testimony whieli eorroborates
the evidence cited. which to my mind
shows the direct interference of the
1ailroads to

Enforce List Prices.

It will thus Le seen that the testimony
exhibits many marked instances of dis-
tinct attempts and ac!s on the part of the
railroad companies of this state to en-
force list price, and these attempts and
acts would naturally follow from a policy
admitted to be the policy of all the rail-
road systemns of this state to preventrate
wars by the adoptien of a urtiform price
throughout the state, end by uniform
rates for the railroad systems at com-
petitive peints. It still remains a mvs-
tery as to what compensation in fact the
different railroad systems receive from
the great business combine in consider-
ation of the surrender of each of these
respective systems of the entire field of
competition in Dbusiness, and the
adoption of uniforin  prices and
uniform rates. The discovery of
the fact of this compensation and
its circumstances must be left
to future investizating committees, fa-
ture legislatures and the enerzy of pub-
lic spirit. It may be found upon a ]
proper investization of this branch of
the great wheat topic, that the moving
cause of this surrender of competition
Ly the distinet railroad companies will
be found to lie in the fact that the pres-
ent rates received by the railroad com-
panies are so remunerative in their char-
acter that it is financial policy on the
part of each road to surrender competi-
tion in view of the enhanced freight
rates upoun the traffic which it does re-
ceive. Bat that is a question which has
not been attempted to be investigated
by this committee, and with it ] do not
wish to deal or venture an opinion. I
simply claim that the evidence is con-
vincing that the railesad systems of the
state of Minnesota ana the Northwest
harmonize and co-operate with the com-
bine to enforce list price throughout the
entire wheat-producing reginn of the
Northwest tributary to Duluth.

LAST COMES UDELL,

THE DIVORCE BUSINESS.

It Beats the Land Offices at Sioux
Falls.

Special to the Globe.

Stoux Farpns, Sept. 23.—Your re-
porter has taken the trouble to Jook
thronzh the appearance docket at the
county clerk’s office since April, 1890,
the date at which the divorce business
of this city first began o show itseif, to
find out how many divorce cases had
been filed. The Look, which runs from
April, 1880, to the last ot July. 1892, con-
tains 1,159 cases, of which 130 are ac-
tious for divorce. This is a pretty fair
average, as it shows one case in nine to
be divorce cases. 1n the second book,
which as been running since Aug. 1,
1892, there have been filed 54 cases, out
of which 23 cases, or nearly half, are
actions for divorce. This makes 153
diverce cases which have been fiied
since April, 189C, out of 1,213 cases
docketed in that time. This is one case
inevery eight filed during the time in
guestion. This, of course, is not over
half the cases handled by attorneys in
tlids city, as several firms bring all their
cases in_other counties to avoid pub-
lieity. It is a safe estimale to make
shat the attorneys in this city have
handled 400 divorce cases since April,
1890, or nearly 200 a year.

WILL MARRY AGAIN.

A Doctor Divorced at Sioux Falls
for that Purpose.
Sicrx Favrrs, S. D., Sept. 23.—A de-
cree of diverce was today granted Dr.
J. C. Lester, of Brookivn, by Judge
Aikens, on the ground of desertion. In
the summer of 1880 the doctor married
Miss Octavia Wadham, whose father
was a heavy stockholder in the Meriden
Britannia Silver company. of Connecti-
cat. They moved to Brooklyn, where
the doctor became a highly suecessful
practitiguer, was the editor and owner
of the Medlcal Dizest of New York,
_fuperiutendent of the Kings couniy
dnebriate gs:;'lug. and also of th
“Gounty iQnatlé asylum, having Wealih
z@‘ xcell®nt social position. The
Loupl® weére prominent members in
Brgoklyh society. Two years ago the
octor and his wife began quarreling,
he wife being insanely jealous, fre-

uenily entering her husband’s oflice,
cowplaint charges, when he was

making examinations of female patients,
greatly to the disgust of the patients
and of the doctor. A vear ago the doc-
tor came to Sioux Falls. and has been
quietly abiding his time. Rumor asserts
he will marry again within a week or
two.

UNDER A CLOUD.

West Saperior’s Finances Being
Straightened in Court.
Special to the Globe.

WesT Svurerior, Wis,, Sept. 23.—
Eight o’clock this evening was set for
the argument in the circuit court of an
amicable suit to determine whether cer-
tain bonds are special against the prop-

erty jmproved or general against
the city, and in the latter
case in excess of the 5 per
cent limit and illegal, involving
directly an isswe of $£240,000 and indi-

rectly fully $£1.000,000 more contem-
plated. The contractors have becoine
very aanxious tor their money, or for
bonds which they could readily market.
It had beey openly stated that which-
ever way the case was decided in the
lower court an appeal would be-at once
taken and the case rushed to a final
decision. Judge R. D. Marshall
evidently intends to render a well-
considered decision—one that will be
sustained in the supreme court. Firsi,
he declined to hear real arguments at
tiine, but said that the attorneys could
submit on briefs. Further, he an-
nounced that a decision could not be
expected before a menth or six weeks.

PmILADELPHIA, Sept. 23.—The Jom
nal of the Knights of Labor of the 22d
inst. had a special article from the pen
of I. V. Powderly, containing an ab-
stract taken from a letter in the Phila-
delPhia Ledger of the 16th. The ab-
stract is as follows:

“The Carnegie Steel company and
like corporations owe their prosperity
to the protective laws of the United
States. These laws were passed in the
interest of iabor. During the discuas-
sion on-the tariff laws it was never ad«

vanced as a reason why they
shonld Dbe passed that = capital
would be protected—the argument
was always that labor would

be protected. The workman has not
been protected from the competition by
the governmwent. He has had to fight
the battle for himself through the labor
organizations. Noi only has he had ta
fight against foreign competition,largely
atiracted Ly our delusive tariff laws,
but he has had to wage
War With the Employer

for a share of that protection which his
government desired bLv the law that he
should have. Our government has
enacted protective legislation in the
interest of labor, if we read arguments,
but it quiescently allows the mianufact-
urers the bulk of protection, and then
throws its arms around the establisne
meunt at the least provocation when the
woerkman asks for what he deemsa
right to enjoy.”

Mr. Powderly goes on to say that ina
measure he was instrumental 1 making
Mr. Harrity secretary of the common-
wealth of this state.
