sublime rhetoric the Sage expressed
his complete willingness to die for the
sake of the dear people, in whose cause
he is laboring. The reporters who were
present were so much impressed by his
exhibition of manly courage and devo-
tion that they tarried after the meeting
to talk with him further about it. To
them he said that as soon as he cot leis-
ure he was going to consult his attorney
sis to his rights against the newspaper
•which had treated him so unfeelingly;
and presumably, if the law gives suffi-
cient encouragement, the papers inan-
other libel suit willbe added to the files
of some one ol our district courts. The
Globe does not believe that Donne
is in danger of any sort of martyrdom
except that which will be involved
in his defeat at the polls, or that
he will get any nearer to assassina-
tion then occasionally making a donkey
of himself. Bui he is entitled to the
credit of sincerity -and undoubtedly
meant what he said when he expressed
his fears of au awful fate awaiting him.
How delightful* to notice that even-
under such circumstances his character
istic habit of mind does not desert him,
and that he meditates on the possibility
Of turning a few dollarsiwhile he hurls
defiance at his assailant. Even with
Donnelly- the ruling passion is strong
in the face of death.'

the progress of humau civilization. Let the
Columbian exposition proclaim by the hush
of all its varied traffic and machinery— no.
wheel turning, no engine moving, no booth >

or counter open to buyer or seller, no sign or
sound of:business through all its longave-
nues, and, better still, by its doors closed till
the morning r hours of;every Sunday are
ended— that the American people believe in
a day of rest. But if there be those who
would later seek its precincts to look, itmay
be, more closely at the handiwork ofman, to *

study the progress of the race in the story of
iis artistic and industrial and mechanical
achievements, and to recognize thus, it may

Veasily be, in the study of such achievements,
with Job, that "there is a spirit in man, and
that the inspiration of the Almightygivcth
him understanding"— that certainly can be

no unworthy use ofsome hours ofour Amer-
ica's rest day.

Of course, the fact remains that . Sen-
ator Matthew Stanley aydoesn't
agree withBishop Potter on this ques-
tion, but, on the whole, their records
seem to indicate that the bishop is a
safer man to tie to than the senator.
And, perhaps, now that Mr. Quay real-
izes that other pious gentlemen lind
much to urge in favor of Sunday open-
ing, he may be persuaded to modify his
own views. He probably wasn't feel-
ing just himself, any way,when he arose
in the senate and moved that Sunday-
closing amendment. In fact, he must

have been quite ill—as sick as the devil
when the devil a monk would be. Per-
haps after Nov. S he will feel so much
better (or so much worse) as to make
inoiikishiiess no longer an object.

Now is the time to show your De-
mocracy—not after the light is over and
the victory won.

GERMAN CATHOLICS.

Archbishop Corrigan Delivers a
Patriotic Address to the

Young Men's Society.

An Immense Meeting Held in the
Evening, Addressed by Gov.

Abbett and Others.

Newark, N. J., Sept. 27.—The sec
end day of the German Catholic con-
gress was opened this morning at 9
o'clock by a pontifical high
mass, belebrated at St. Peter's
church by Archbishop Corrigan. The
church is situated In the heart of the
German district ol the city and was
crowded this morning, many people be-
ing unable to gain admittance. The
sermon was preached by Father Heiser,
of the German Emigrant society.

At 11o'clock the Society of German
Priests in America, which is the execu-
tive committee of the congress, met in
St. Peter's hall to transact the routine
business of the year. Official business
of the organization was considered, but
it is understood that no final action
was taken on any of the matters before
the meeting.

Prof. llebermann, of New York
city, presided, and, in open-
ing the proceedings, gave a re-
view of what hail been accomplished
by the German Catholic societies. He
then introduced Gov. Abbott, who was
received with tumultuous applause.
When this subsided the governor said
he was pleased to welcome to the city
and state, not only representative Ger-
mans from all over the country, but
representative German Catholics.

When the governor finished and the
audience got through cheering him,
Bishop Wigger replied to Gov. Abbott.
Mr. Elder, of Washington, then de-
livered an address on the Roman
question. Th*-*next address was deliv-
ered by Charles Herr.of Newark, on the
labor question. He was followed by
Mr. Schilling, of New . York,
on "Columbus," and Dr. A.
Kaiser, of Detroit, on the objects
and aims of German Catholic congresses.
After "Die Hj-mnelRuhmen," by Be-
thoven, had been rendered by a grand
chorus of voices, there was a brilliant
display of fireworks in the park.

The statistics furnished
the committee of ways and means
during the last session of the
aenstis bureau show that the produc-
tion of shoddy in the United States
has increased at au enormous rate. Be-
tween ISOO and 1870 the shoddy produc-
tion" of this country increased 339
per cent; between 1870 and 1880 the
increase was about 200 per cent,
and between 1880 and 1890 the
iucrease was 88 per cent, the product
for 1890 having been valued at over
$9,000,000. There were 61,000,000 pounds
of shoddy used in the manufacture
of woolen goods in the United
States during the census _ yea.i
of 1890, and this amount of shoddy had a
cloth producing capacity equal to what
26,000,000 sheep could produce. Italso
appears that the woolen goods produced
in the United States for the last census
year contaiued only 45 parts of pure
wool and 55 parts of shoddy and other
adulterations.

Cholera Develops Again on the
Bohemia, the Last ofthe Pest

Ships to Arrive.

Five Cases Transferred From That
Vessel to. the Hospital on-

Swinburne Island.

Quakantine, S. I.; Sept. 27.—The
development of cholera on board the
steamship Bohemia, the last but one of
the Hamburg ships left in the lower
bay, caused a stir among the
health department officials. Two
children were transferred from
the vessel to Swinburne island
last night.and one man and two children
were transferred today; one of them,
Stanislaus Michsarich, aged eight, died
this morning, Drs. Jenskins and Stern-
berg said tonight that five cases aboard
are certainly cholera. The Bohemia's
passengers will be taken off the ship
and placed on Hoffman's island.

New York. Sept. 27.— The board of
health, in their 4 o'clock bulletin this
afternoon, said there had been no cases
of cholera in this city since Sept. 18.

San Antonio, Tex., Sept, 27.—Dr. R.
M.Swoiringer, state health oflicer, has
forwarded a report to Gov. J.
L. Hogg. He had attended two
cases of suspected cholera. One was
Sam Harris, who died Sept. 24. The
other was Charles Hausler, a German,
who came from Germany via Havre.
He is improving, but the doctors say
they believe him to have sporadic
cholera.

Benton Harbor, Mich., Sept. 27.—
Excireinent exists here over a rumor
started of a case ol genuine Asiatic
cholera in Royalton township five miles
south of St. Joseph. James Weed, an
old man. lived in reeking filth and
was taken seriously ill with every
symptom of cholera. Dr. J. S. Beers
pronounced the case genuine, -and
thoroughly disinfected the premises.
Schools near there have been closed
for several days. No other cases re-
ported yet.

Despite the ris-
ing thermometer and oppressive humid-
ity the abatement of the plague con-
tinues. There has been 140 fresh cases,
or 71 fewer than yesterday; 57 deaths,
or 32 fewer than . yesterday.
