Aunt Polly Freely Dispenses
Her Advice to Corre-

spondents.

The regular monthly open meeting of
the woman's world's fair auxiliary
board ot Minnesota was held yesterday
morning at 10 o'clock in the rooms at
the New York Life building. The at-
tendance was greater than ithas been
at previous meetings. There were
seventy-five women present from all
parts of the state. Mrs. F. B.Clarke
was in the chair.

The tirst business of the meeting was
a discussion of a letter from the board
of managers of "Sew York. The New
York women have adopted a resolution
recommending to congress the passage
of a bill to open the fair every day in
the week. The large majority of the
women present favored the resolution,
and by vote of the meeting it was in-
dorsed alter discussion. The opinion
seemed to prevail that all kinds of
pleasure resorts about the fair willbe
open Sundays, ami that if the fair is
Closed the people who would have
visited it will go to other places tot-
recreation, where they willbe in much
greater moral danger than if the fair
were kept open.

Mrs. Hinckley, of St. Paul, Ramsey
county, chairman on manufactures, had
only progress to report. Mrs- L. P.
Hunt, ot Mankato, suggested that man-
ufactures conducted by women are to
be exhibited by means of photographs.
Mrs. Susan Brown, ofMinneapolis, said
that each manufacturer who exhibits
willdesignate just what per cent of his
work is done by women.

Mrs. Rich, of Red Wing, of the needle
work committee, reported a circular
soon to be sent out.

Mrs. Goodrich, the Ramsey county
chairman on fine arts, reported that
more than sixty china painters have al-
ready offered to exhibit. She suggested
the procuring of uniform medallion por-
traits of famous Minnesota Indians or
early settlers, to be made by Minnesota
china painters, and after the fair to be
presented to the state historical society,

Mrs. Crosby, of Hastings, urged the
necessity of calling for original designs.
The Minnesota potteries, she said, will
soon equal any in the country, and the
field for original work in this line is
great tor women. . Chairmen of commit-
tees should ask for original work inall
departments.

Mrs. William Winslow, of St. Paul,
Bamsey county chairman on photog-
raphy, reported only amateur work to
be found. Some of this, however, is
admirable, and willbe exhibited. The
subject ol patents comes under Mrs.
IVinslow's committee also. She report-
ed that Mrs. 11. A. Farnham, of St.
Paul, has invented a heating and cook-
ing apparatus: Mary Jones a combined
bed spring and lire escape: Caroline 11.
"Winter a shoe, and Elizabeth Timber a
culinary apparatus,aii of which will be
exhibited, either by photograph or
model. Mrs. Hall, of "Stillwater, was
present withher self-threading sewing
machine needle, which she showed to
the women present.

The question as to who will bear the
expenses of carrying exhibits to Chi-
cago was brought up, and it was ex-
pressly stated that the individual ex-
hibitor pays nothing. The stale will
pay all expenses and will insure all
articles of great value. The risk in
Bending exhibits will therefore be very
slight.

Mrs. Severance, of the committee on
higher education, reported that she had
given the matter over to the collegiate
alumna.', and is encouraged by the out-
look. The university extension in Min-
neapolis has been more successful than
in any other city in the country. As
chairman of the committee on litera-
ture, Mrs. Severance reported satisfac-
tory progress, especially in the matter
of collecting Indian legends.'

Mrs. Furness, state chairman on
music, reported her circulars widely
distributed, ami asked for co-operation
inobtaining information about Indian
music and Indian musical instruments.

Mrs. F. 13. Clarke reported that the
{railroads have promised free transpor-
ation lo holders of scholarships, and

urged that dormitory shares be sold.
Mrs. Edgerton, Ramsey county chair-

man on scholarships, reported four
scholarships disposed of and several
others soon to be taken.

C. W. Hackett, of St. Paul, made an
exhaustive report for the committee on
records and the meeting adjourned.

Mrs. Clarke expresses satisfaction at
the progress made.

The state committee on literature,
Mrs. C. A. Severance, chairman, met
yesterday afternoon. No definite action
was taken, and the afternoon was spent
in discussing the work to be done, and
methods of accomplishing it.

WENT UP INSMOKE.

A Forty-Thousand-Dollar Blaze
Under the Hill Yes-

terday.

Good Work by the Department
Prevented a Great

Fire.

Fire which started in a small frame
barn used as a stable by Joslin &Co.,
on Chestnut street, near the levee,
destroyed about *"40,000 worth of prop-
erty yesterday noon. Just how the fire
originated is not known, the first in-
timation being a sheet of flame which
burst through the roof of the barn. An
alarm was at once turned in and on the
arrival of the department a general
alarm was sounded.

The barn was the center of a group'of
frame buildings filled with very com-
bustible materials. From the stable the
fire spread to a large warehouse 100 by
50 feet used by Joslin & Co. as a store-
room for hay. In this structure was
about 1,200 tons of baled hay, and it
burned like powder. From the ware-
house the fire spread to the small frame
structure occupied by the Red
Wing Lime

"

and Cement com-
pany, ami in a moment that
building was enveloped in flames.
Despite the hard work done by the de-
partment, the fire was communicated to
the large building formerly occupied
by the Milwaukee road as a warehouse.
This building, 300 feet long, was occu-
pied by three linns. The west end was
used as a cold storage house by the
Phoenix Packing company. The east
end was occupied by (Jangleholf, Jen-
nings &Co., an agricultural implement
firm, lvthe center of the building Jos-
lin &Co. had a store house for grain,
feed and grass seeds.
It looked for a time as ifthe building

would be totally destroyed, but the good
work of the department checked the
flames. That part of the structure occu-
pied by the packing company was badly
scorched, and the implement companies'
quarters were damaged. The part used
as a grain house of Joslin & Co. was
completely gutted. The stock con-
sisted of ten cars of feed, thirty cars of
oats and a large quantity of grass seeds.
The loss is estimated by F. M.Joslin,
including the hay destroyed in the
older building, at ?30,000. On this
there was an insurance of S^OOO. The
Phoenix Packing company estimate
their loss at about $5,000," on which
there was $2,500 insurance. The loss is
principally from damage done to the
beef in the cold storage rooms, Inthe
rooms at the time were forty beeves
which had been received from Kansas
City on Monday. Inaddition there was
a large stock of smoked goods, which
were«thought to-be damaged. Gangle-
hoff, Jennings & Co.'s stock of farm ma-
chinery was damaged to the extent

of

$2,000, on which there was partial in-
surance. G. A. Carlson, of

Wing Line company, estimates the loss
at **1,500, including their building. :The
warehouse owned Dy the 1 Milwaukee
road was damaged about $2,000, but
this loss is fullycovered by insurance.

BEAUTIFULLY SUNG.

Duff's Company Scores a Hit ina
Double Bill.

'

"Cavalleria Rusticana" was sung for
the first time in St. Paul at the Met-
ropolitan last night. The plot is a mat-
ter of minor importance. "Cavalleria
Rusticana" is for lovers of music and
musicians alone. Itmoves witha gen-
tleness and idyllicsweetness that throw
into vividrelief the strong bits of pas-
sion here and there, ltis a composition
of unusual orchestral importance, aud
the conductor of the Huff company is-
tobe congratulated on the judgment and.
smoothness with . which difficult
portions, notably the exquisite in-

termezzo, were rendered. The
music for the orchestra is wonder-
fully sweet and romantic. The song
sung by Turridu ( (Charles Bassett)
before the curtain rises is a bit of rustic
poetry in music, and was smoothly
'sung.

Bassett is good throughout, and in his
last scene withLucia rose to a height
of. dramatic intensity entirely unex-
pected. William Hamilton, as Altio,
sang his lirst song just a shade out of
tune now and then, and is scarcely
equal to the part dramatically speak-
ing, a great fault since "Cavalleria Rus-
ticana"gives vast opportunities for mus-
ical and histrionic talent. B*i&SZBBS_

Miss Helen Bertram, as Santuzza,
sane withan immense amount of pas-
sionate coloring. She has never done a
more artistic piece of work than in the
role of Santuzza. Miss Yon Doenhoff,
as Lucia, is pleasing, and Miss Villa
Knox, as Lola, charming.

The chorus sings well. The opening
female chorus might be softened with-
pleasing effect.

Gilbert & Sullivan's "Trial by Jury"
followed Cavalleria Rusticana, and was
sung better than this amusing little
cantata commonly is. J. U. Ryiy, as
the judge, possesses that phenomenally
distinct enunciation that is the prime
requisite in a comedian who sings Gil-
bert's words to Sullivan's music. John
J. Raffael, as the plaintiff's counsel, was
excellent. Miss Minnie de Rue made a
very taking plaintiff,and sang accepta-
bly. The jury and chorus were excel-
lent. King Morgan, as the defendant,
lacks voice to a surprising degree. His
gestures were very like the movements
of a wooden-armed man. In opera he
is a distinct failure.
; "A Trip to Africa" be will repeated
tonight. "Cavalleria Rusticana," which
the company sings admirably, and "A
Trial by Jury" are sung this afternoon.
