Government Rules for Collecting
Mail at Residences. af
Postmaster Castle has received a cir~
cular from Postmaster General Wana-
maker defining the regulations govern-
ing the collection of mail from resi-
dences. The plan is to be put into use
in free delivery cities when two-thirds
of the residents on any route petition
for it. The boxes referred to in the
rules are to be provided at the expense
of the persons desiring them to be used.

First—The househoider must, for his
own convenience and advantage, and at
his own expense, supply a suitable
box.
