L. P. Hunt, the ws 'r, has turned
that phase of the work over to President
Montort.  Mr. Monfort will at once call
in ali the notes that liave been given by
the several counties of the state. secur-
ing their proportion of the fund to he
expended in completing the State build-
ing on the grounds.

1 am now devoting all my time
towards getting up the exnibits. and 1
want to say that the people of Minne-
sota will look with wonder when they
visit the fair,” said Mr. Hunt to a
GLOBE reporter at the Merchants’. *No
oue, 1 dare say, 1 the entire state has
the faintest coneention of the real re-
sources of the state,” he pursued. *Let
me choose, for iliustration,the stone ex-
hibit. Did you know that we have the
finest jasper in the world? Bur we
have. 1t is susceptible of polish as
smooth as glass. U'm trying to get the
newell posts made of it for the stair-
case 1 our building. Then the granites
and sandstones and other varieties are
something astonishing.

“We are having an architect now pre-
paring designs, and 1 will take these to
the stone men of the state, and they
will carve out the stone for exhibition,

“Another instance,” continued Mr.
Hunt. “How mauy different varieties
of grasses do yoa suppise we have in
Minnesota? We will exhibit 180. They
were selected this fall and are now be-
ing framed. 'They were selected under
the supervision of Prof. Lugger, of the
state experiment station,

*We have secured the services of Mr.
Purvis, an expert in decorative art, and
he will prepare the exhibits or wheat
and straws and other grains, both for
the state building and for the space
allotted to the main hall,

*We have been very fortunate in se-
curing Sccretary Cross, of the State Ag-
ricultural socicty, to take charge of

the agricultural exhibits,” resumed
Mr. Hunt after a pause. He is
now engaged in  securing samples

of grains. He is an enthusiastic and
competent man, and his engagement is
suflicient to warrant wme in promising an
exhibit that will eclipse any other state
in the Union,

Do you know that our building will
be fifth in the great array?” queried
the manager. It is, and take into
consideration that the legislature in

assing the state appropriation fixed
it so thut not adollar can be expended
in Dbuilding purposes. Out of some
thirty-six state buildings Minnesota
will rank fifth! That is something that
we can all be broud of.

“In afew days we are to determine
who is to be our official photographer,”
explained Mr. Hlunt.

These will include the manufact-
uring mndustries of thestate—the cheese
factories, flouring mills, furniture, piano
and other works.”

ALIENS BASRED OUT.

Mining Claims Are No Excep-
tion to the Rule, Says
Judge Shiras,

And Title to a Hining Claim
Can Not Be Obtained by
an Alien.

The Ceatral Democratic Club
Meeting to Be Held Wednes-
day Evening.

Strange Divorce Case, Ban-
queting 0dd Fellows and
Other Loeal Items.

The United States cirenit court of ap-
peals was in session yesterday with
Judges Henry C. Caldwell, Walter H.
Sanborn and Oiiver P. Shiras on the
bench. Five -decisions were handed
down and one cause submitted, as fol-
lows:

Margzaret Billings et al., appellants,
vs. The Aspen Mining and Smelting
Company et al. Appeal from the dis-
triet of Colorado. Petition for rehearing
denied. Opinion by Judge Shiras. It
was contended that the court below
erred in holding that it was not open to
the appellees to aver that William J.

Wood was an alien, and therefore
could not acquire title in the
mining  claim jocated by him in

conjunction with Fisk and Fitzpatriek. l
It was urged that mining interests and |
rignts are an exception to the general
rule, that the right to defeat title to
realty on the ground of alienage is re-
served only to the sovereign or govern-
ment. The court construes the statute
to the effect that it requires the appli-
cant for title in

mining property to

show that he is a resident of the United
States.

Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis &

Omaha Railway Company, plaintifi in
error, vs. Joseph W. Gilbert et al. Error
from the district of Minnesota.

Opinion by Judge Shirasaftirming the
decision in the court below, Gilbert &
Co. brought an action against the
railway company to recover dam-
ages for the destruction of their
flour mill at Adrian, Minon. The
railway company was accused of
allowing dry grass to accumulate
along itsright of way so that it was set
on fire by sparks frow a locowmotive,
and in turn fired the mill and barn

was recommended to pass. The comn-
mittee wili also recommend the build-
ing of a new retaining wall on Hill
street at a cost not excecding £5,000.

Approved by Presbyterian Minis-
ters. .

At the regular monthly meeting of
the Presbyterian Miuisters’ association
yesterday morning. Mr. Snell, general
secretary of the Y. M. C. A.. who was
present by invitation, made a statement

This was an action to recover
the value of twenty-four ecarloads of

wheat valued at $8,601.90. Hodges &
Hyde are wheat dealers at La Crosse,
Wis. Scanlan & Wall are bankers at
Lanesboro, Miun. Hodges & Hyde
were buying wheat and furnisbing the
Lanesboro Milling compay such wheat
as it needed in its bnsiness. In pursu-
ance of an agreement Hodges & Hyde
shipped wheat to the bank at Lanes-
boro from 1881 to 1880 to be delivered to
the milling company. In March aud
April, 1839, twentyv-four cars of wheat
were shipped which, itis asserted, was
turned over to the milling company by
the bankers without coliecting the
money therefor. The court beiow held
that certain letters constituted a con-
tract between Hodges & lyde and
Scanlan & Wall,and the former received
a verdict and jndgment, from which
this appeal was taken.

William . Morton, plaintii in error,
vs. The City of Nevada, Mo., defendant
in error. In error from the Western
district of Mis=ouri.

Opinion by Judge Caldwell affirming
judzment of. court below. The city of
Nevada donated ten acres of ground to
the Tebo & Neosho Railroad company
for depot purposes, gave it the right of
way through the towu and issued bouds
to pay for the land amounting to $10,000,
and which bonds sold for £8,191. ‘I'he
plaiutiff sued on the interest coupons of
these bonds. "I'he court below held that
the act allowing the City of Nevada to
issue the bonds was uncons titutional,
and this ruling is affirmed by the opin-
ion of Judge Caldwell.

The St. Louis, lron Mountain &
Southern Railway eompany vs. Mrs. B.
L. Needham, in error to the United
States circuit court for the Eastern dis-
trict of Arkansas. Judgmentreversed.
Opinion by Judge Sanborn; When an
action that had no existence at common
law is given by statute to the heirs at
law of a deceased person for a wrong-
ful act. for the benefit of his widow and
next of kin, all the heirs are indispensa-
ble parties to the maintenance of the ac-
tion.

LOOKING AFTER STREETS.

The Aldermanic Committee Re-
ports Favorably on the Omaha
Ordinance.

The aldermanic committee on streets
met yesterday afternoon and disposed
of a grist of routine business. The or-
dinance granting the Chicago, St. Paul
Minneapolis & Omaha Railway com-
pany the use of all trat portion of Min-
nesota street south of Second street was
recommended to pass. By a provision
of the ordinance the company is grant-
ed the use of the street at all times
with the consent of the city. The city
engineer was directed to prepare plans
for a wooden stairway from the foot of
the bluff on the south side of the Smith
avenue bridge to Cherokee avenue.
The ordinance introduced by Ald.
Franklin, providing that no livery
stable or ice house be erected on any
block without the consent of the own-
ers or occupants of a majority of those
on both sides of the street, will be re-
ported on favorably.
