cific Disaster.

Facts Which the National

WillLearn Today.

The hearing of the testimony in the
inquest over Herbert D. Buell was be-

• gun yesterday at Connolly's morgue.'
Buell was one of the two victims of the

j wreck on the Northern Pacitic railroad.
, which occurred Monday, Oct. 4. Itwill

be remembered that a passenger train
westward bound, and a freight coming
into Minneapolis met about a mile west
ofNorth Town station, just beyond the
city limits.

Henry A.Buell, of Red Wing, was
called first yesterday to identify the re-
mains. After him there were examined:
Charles Johnson, engineer of the freight

! train: W. A. Young, train dispatcher
j for Northern Pacific: James Smith.
j doctor of the passenger train; Daniel
iNester. head brakeman of the freight:
| Charles H. Crisp, middle brakeman of
Ithe freight: John C. Bossell, conductor

of the freight.
Engineer Johnson and Conductor

iBossell are the chief witnesses. Upon
them the newspaper reports have
thrown a good deal of the responsibility
for the collision. Johnson tells a
straight story and makes no excuses

!for himself further than to say that he
j forgot the passenger train. At Anoka,
!on the way down, he and the conductor
i received orders to sidetrack at Fridley
:and let Freight Train No. 55 and an ex-• tra pass. While at Fridley, on the sid-
ling. Johnson says he remarked that
;they would have* time to reach North
ITown before the passenger train unless
ITrain 55 came soon. The extra had al-
Iready passed. Train 55 came a few
iminutes later. Johnson never thought
iof the passenger train again— clean for-
!got it. He pulied out of Frid-
;ley and started for North Town
j without thinking that he mightmeet
ithe passenger train. Even when he saw
j the headlight of the passenger train shin-
iing on the rails be didn't think itwas a
passenger train, but thought it was a

| switch engine. He shut off his engine,
! applied the brake, and stepped over to
;the fireman's side of the engine. He

saw the coaches of the approaching
Itrain, aud then for the first time the
Ithought crossed his mind that the pas-
;senger train was ahead. He probably
| would have waited at Fridley for the
Ipassenger train to pass had he .once
I thought of that train after I«o. 55 had
j gone by.

Conductor Rossell tells the same story
iso far as the order to sidetrack at Frid-
| ley is concerned. He knew, after
j reaching Ftidley.that the extra and No.
, 55 must come soon,and he wouldn't have
| time to take his train to North Town

before the passenger train's arrival. He
Iremembers reaching Fridley, going on
Ithe side track and seeing the extra pass

—nothing more. He didn't see No. 55
!pass; did'nt know when his train pulled

out of the switch and started on toward
North Town. He had gone into the ca-
boose, sat down and dropped off to
sleep as soon as the extra, preceeding
No. 5. had gone. He knew nothing
more until the damage had been done.
lie dropped asleep because he had been
working very hard for thirty-seven
hours without sleep. This is the work
he had been doing before the collision:

He left Staples, Minn., at 1 o'clock
Sunday afternoon and arrived in Min-
neapolis at 0:30 Sunday evening. That
same evening he started at 7:45 for
Staples again, arriving there at 2:20
Monday morning. He slept less than
twohours, rose at 5, and at 6 o'clock
started for Minneapolis withhis train.
He was on the road all day doing heavy
freight work ana at 9 in the evening.

collided with the passenger train a few
miles out of Minneapolis. He had asked
to be allowed to make the Sunday trip,
expecting it would be lighter work.
When asked to bring the train back
from Staples Monday he wanted to re-
fuse, but didn't dare. He could have
refused to make the run.but he had re-
fused torun.under similar conditions a.
couple of weeks ago, and there being
no other conductor at Staples to fake
this train, he feared the company
might take offense and lay him
off should he refuse again. He was a
comparatively new conductor, and he
wanted to please the company. He
didn't feel so sleepy and tired on leav-
ingStaples, but the heavy work, stoo-
ping and switching at almost every ;
station along the line, wore him out be- '
fore Fridley was reached.

Dan Nester. the head brakeman,
didn't offer any particularly material
evidence. Littleand Crisp, who were
in the caboose with Rossell, contradict
part of Kos sell's testimony. They say
that he was on the rear platform of the
caboose when No. 55 passed and when
their train pulled out of the Fridley
siding, not in the caboose and asleep.

Train Dispatcher Young brought over
a time card withthe rules of the com-
pany, which he explained. According
to him, it wasn't necessary to. order
Rossell and Johnson, of the freight, to
look out for the passenger train, after-
ward wrecked. The passenger, a first-
class train, had the right-of-way. Itwas
the duty of Rossell aud Johnson, with a
third-class freight train, to remain on
the Fridley switch, unless they were
absolutely certain that they could get to
the next switch in.time to get out of the
way.

The investigation will be continued
today. Conductor Rossell seems to
keenly feel his position. So far, the
evidence looks as if he and Engineer
Johnson were careless in leaving Frid-
ley before the passenger train hud
passed.

CONGREGATIONAL COUNCIL.

What Some of the Reports to Be
Read Today Will Show.

At10 o'clock this morning, in Plym-
outh church, where so many important
meetings have been held. Moderator
Cyrus D. Northrop will call to order
the national council of the Congrega-
tional church of America. Afterexam-
ination of the credentials a moderator
willbe elected for three years. He will
probably be Rev. A. H. Quint, of Bos-
ton. Reading of reports willbe the or-
der of the afternoon.

Yesterday morning the statistical
secretaries met in Plymouth church,
the following being present: Rev.
Henry A.Hazen, Massachusetts; Rev.
VI.H. Moore, Connecticut; Rev. C. H.
Patton, New Jersey; Rev. H. A. Minor,
Wisconsin: Rev. J. P. Field. Wisconsin;

The secretary's report will be inter-

esting. Beginning with1800, there were
850 Congregational churches in this
country. InISSO there were 1,988, with
a membership of 205,752. Now the
churches number 4,986, and the mem-
bers 525.097, a gain inmembership since
ISSO of 1.04. The percentage of increase
has been largest in the West, Illinois
gaining most. Inthree years the Sun- !
day scnools have gained 115,900, making i
the total enrollment 625,975. The Young
People's societies number 2,994, with
145.100 members. Benevolent contribu-
tions for three years amount to £7.177,-
--073. Home expenditures have increased
$4,162,996. reaching a total of $18,929,790.

The receipts of the American Home
Missionary society last year were SUSS,-'
189. In3,270 missionary fields 961 mis-
sionaries are working. Last year addi-
tions to home missionary churches were
11,320. This report of the American
Home Missionary society, admits that
the undue multiplication of feeble
churches on missionary ground is an
evil too pronounced to be denied. *

An important report willbe read on
Christian unity, the co-operation of
Christian churches. This co-operation
Is indorsed and the Roman Catholic j
church is recognized as a branch of the
Christian church.

The report on Sabbath observance
willtake the ground that the return of
"a Puritan Sabbath" is not to be feared,
and that itwouldn't be a great calamity,
as a large inheritance of the blessings
that enrich a nation have come from
that same Puritan Sabbath. The love
ot money is declared to be the primary
root of Sabbath desecration.

Rev. Lyman Abbott, successor of
Henry Ward Beecher in Brooklyn
Plymouth church, will read a report on
improvement ot worship. He willtake
the ground that divine worship is too
often a monologue by the pastor. Every-
thingshould be done to bring the con-
gregation to take active part init. such
as the introduction of responsive read-
ing, congregational singing and the
reading of prayers.

The income for the past three years
trom the Congregational publishing
house was $178,435.58, au increase over
the preceding three years of $00,993.09.
The total sales of the business depart-
ment were1250,000. The workingcapital
has been increased from $90,000 to$117.-
--000.

Through Rev. Richard Coraley the
committee on temperance will make an I
exhaustive report. This report willdiffer
but little from the usual church reDort
on the same question. Itwill declare
that legislation should be the ally of
moral training, not a substitute for it,
aud that all the restrictions possible i
should be placed on the liquor traffic—
restrictions as to time, compelling sa-
loons to close at certain hours and on
certain days; restrictions as to place,
putting the traffic as far as possible
from the homes of people and from the
neighborhood of schools; restrictions as
topersons, forbidding the sale of liquor
to minors and habitual drinkers.
Allthese restrictions are based upon
the evilof the traffic, and they iinplv
the right to suppress italtogether. The
ultimate aim of all Christian effort
should be the entire suppression of the
open saloons or tippling houses. Itis
not expected that strong drink will be
banished or that drunkenness will
cease. . It is expected that the open
saloon willbe abolished.

The committee on the consolidation of
the benevolent societies willreport that
the consolidation cannot be effected at
once, but must be brought about gradu-
ally. Church and school work must be
combined. The report will say that
'•the secular schools do not necessarily
improve a sin-cursed race." The com-
mittee will recommend for adoption a
resolution calling for an annual or
semi-annual conference of the officers of
all the benevolent societies, that the so-
cieties may become more in touch with
one another.

Another interesting report will be
the recital ot the erection, of a monu-
ment toRev.John Robinson. the Leyden
eucourager of the Mayflower voyage.

BLETHEN AGAIN.

This Time "We've Got Harrison
and Must Support Him."

The colored Republicans of the Fifth
ward held a meeting last night in the
hall at -247 Second avenue south. . A. J.
Blethen was advertised to speak
there, and did so. Because of this
advertisement a large crowd congre-
gated and sat through the speeches de-
livered by John Steele and George E.
Fletcher, patiently waiting for the ex-
editor of the Tribune to orate and say
something funny. Mr. Blethen dwelt
at length upon the greatness of the
Twin Cities and the importance of their
support in the campaign, and In refer-
ring to the newspapers he said:

"There is no mau m the country who said
meaner things about me wheniwas on the
Tribune man Driscoll. of the Pioneer Press,
yet "he ismy friend today. 1 say. there was
no man said meaner things about me, not
even this thingon the Tribune who has said,
so many hateful things about me of law.
Althoughhe primed things about me last
Sunday that were not true. I. do.
not desire to say anything personal.
If the Tribune had been financially
situated so that itcould have afforded to send
a reporter to the meeting held in the Eighth
ward,Iwould not have been quoted as say-
ing thingsIdidnot say. The meeting was a
harmonious one. We went there forharmony
and we came away with chunks of itin our
pockets. But from the prints sent out you
would think the meeting was a disgraceful
one and that ail we did was to fight. Haven't
we enough dissension in our party without
the Republican papers spreading and incit-
ing it?"
Din speaking on the national issues,
Mr. Blethen said:
"Idon't like Harrison for many reasons.
Iwas for Blame, but we have got Harrison,
and we've got to support him."

Mr.Ettstis made his appearance at the
close of Mr.Blethen's speech, and, with
a tinpail in his right hand and a long
stocking in the other, he expounded the
Republican truths to the meeting.

THE HOSPITAL. SITE.

The Board of Corrections and
Charities Look Over Proposals.
The board of corrections and chari-

ties met yesterday afternoon. One of
the important matters to be considered
was the site for a new hospital. Anum-
ber of proposals for furnishing the city

with sufficient land were opened and
read. No definite action was taken,
however, the matter being deferred un-
tilthe next regular meeting. Follow-
ing were the proposals submitted:

A. C Butler, lots 1. 2 and three, block 1.

The report of the superintendent of
the poor department showed the total
hospital expenses to be $229.27 for the
month of September and the number of
inmates to be sixty-four. The forty
people who are inmates of the poor
house had cost the city $345.72. There
had been 305 applications at the office
of the superintendent of the poor for
aid.

The monthly report of Supt. Matt
Gross, of the "workhouse, contained a
comparative statement of the cost of
conducting: the workhouse for the quar-
ter ending Sept. 30, the present year,
and the same quarter last year. In
June ot this year there were eighty-
fivemale inmates and fourteen female.
During the quarter 395 males and 46
females had been received at the work-
house, and at the end of September
there were 04 males and 14 females re-
maining. The whole number fed dur- j
ins the quarter, including the officers :
and employes, was 10,453. The cost per
capita per diem was but 7.56 cents: per
capita per week, 52.92 cents; per capita
per quarter. $6.95.52. In 1591. during-
the same quarter, the cost per capita
per diem was 09.29: per capita per
week, 65.03; per capita per quarter,
55.54.08. The superintendent in his re-
port informed the board that two pris-
oners had escaped during September,
but explained to the satisfaction of the
board that it was through no fault of
his.

The fuel bids formed an interesting
portion of the discussion. John Norton
requested the board to reject his bid for
Hard coal, and this left but one-bid. In-
asmuch as the board was afraid there
was something of the coal "combine"
about it.it was decided to reject both
bids and readvertise forhard coal. The
contract lor supplying the poor depart-
ment withmillwood was let to the .Min-
nesota Wood and Supply company, and
the contract for furnishing soft coal for
the workhouse was given to Mr.Norton.

The Park Board's "Work.
The dredge boat at the Lake of the

Isles willnow be taken out of water to
be recaulked. It has been at work for
five months, and during that time has
assisted in "making" eight acres of land
between the boulevard and shore lines
around the lake. The cost of running
itduring the past season has been $12,-
--000 to the nark board, but the land re-
claimed is worth several times that
amount. The boat willnot be put to i
work again until the season opens next
spring. The work under the direction
of the park board is nearly completed
for the season, the only crew of street
men now employed being at work on
what is known as the Dean boulevard,
which directly connects Lake Calhoun
and the Lake of the Isles.

Treason, Murder, Conspiracy

Pittsburg, Oct. 11.—The grand jury
today returned true bills in the treason
cases against the Homestead strikers,
ana also in the murder, conspiracy and
aggravated riot cases against the Carne-
gie officials and Pinkerton detectives.
Chief Justice Paxson, of the supreme
court, occupied the bench withJudge
Kennedy when the grand jury filed in.
There was a large number of spectators
present. The indictments for treason in-
volve thirty-one defendants.

They are Hugh O'Donnell, John
McGluckie, David Lynch, Thomas J.
Crawford, Harry Bayne, Elmer E. Bait,
Henry Bayard, T.W. Brown, George Col-
gan, John Coyle, Jack Clifford,Dennis
M.Cush. William McCoueygh, Michael
Cummings, William Combs. John
Dierken, Patrick F. Fagan, Matthew
Gierks, P.. W. Kenny, John Miller,O.
S. Searight, John Murray, W. M.
Thompson, Martin Murray, Hugh Ross,
W. T. Roberts, George Rilauds aud
George W. Sarser.

The Charges ofMurder
against H. C. Frick and other Carnegie
officials are for the killingof George W.
Rutter, Johu E. Morris, Joseph Sotak
and Silas Wayne, whose deaths re-
sulted from the riot. The true bills
are against H. C. Frick, F. N. T. Love-
joy, Robert Pinkerton, William Pinker-
ton, J. a. Penny, W. C. Corrv, J. G. A.
Leishman, C. W. Beddell, W. U. Burt,
Johu Cooper, F. M.Hinde, Nevin M.
Cornell and James Dovey.
In the conspiracy cases H. C. Frick,

George Lauder, H. M. Curry, Leish-
man, Otis, Childs, Lovejoy," L. C.
Phipps, G. A.Corey, J". A.Potter. J. F.
Dovey, McConnell, the Pinkertons,
Cooper. Bedell, Frederick Primer, Burt
and Hinde are the defendants. In the
aggravated riotcases true bills are re-
turned against Frick,Curry, Leishman,
Lovejoy, L. C. Phipps. Dovey, McCon-nell, Cooper, Beddell, Primer, Burt and
Hinde.*

The indictments against H. C. Frick
and others in the murder cases are sep-
arate, making lour in all.

The prosecutor in the murder cases
is Hugh Ross, against whom there are
charges of murder, treason, conspiracy
and aggravated riot.

The Conspiracy Cases
is a lengthy document, comprising ten
typewritten pages. Among other things
itsets forth concerning H. C. Frick and
the others named is the following:
. That they did unlawfully, falsely and
maliciously conspire, combine, confeder-
ate and agree together to depress,
lower and diminish wages, price and
compensation of labor of divers persons
employed by the Carnegie Steel com-
pany, limited, and close up the said
works and cease work and operations
therein and thereupon to convey and
caused to be sent 200 men and upwards,
'armed with guns., revolvers, pistols,
knives and. other deadly weapons to
overawe, intimidate and frighten
divers persons in the said town-
ship of Mifflin and to attack
the said persons who were lately em-
ployed, and shoot and discharge the
said guns and other deadly weapons,
against the bodies of the said persons
who were then lately before employed
by the said Carnegie Steel company,
limited.

In regard to the fight on July 6, the
bill says the defendants "didcounsel
and advise the shooting." The billin
the aggravated cases against the Car-
negie officials differ very little from that
in the conspiracy action, except that it
specifies that In pursuance to the al-
leged conspiracy the alleged unlawful
and riotous acts were committed.

HeIsGiven Owen's Place— Loren

Cold inDeath.

Patrolman Mayo, of the Fouith pre-
cinct, made a ghastly discovery yester-
day morning.
