The above contract every employe of
the Minneapolis Street Kailway com-
pany, Tom Lowry, president, must
sign. Ifyon are a mason or a carpenter
or a painter or a railroad man and lose
your employment, you will get no
chance to earn your bread by givingthe
street railway company the most faith-
ful service unless you renounce your
union. That's the sort of organization
Lowry believes In—organization for the
capitalist, disunion for the laborer.

And Eustis believes in the same
tiling. His voice has never been, will
never be, raised in the interest of the
people as opposed to Lowry.

Another Illustration
of how Eustis stands by Lowry. Last
Sunday the Gi.onf: called attention to
Eustis' defeat of the bill to prevent pol-
lution of tha Minneapolis water supply.
Indefeating that bill Eustis was work-
ing for Lowry as well as for himself,
for Lowryis one of the heads of the
stockyards, whence comes tons of ani-
mal refuse to mingle withMinneapolis
drinking water. Here is a letter from
State Chemist Drew which tells what
sort of a billthat was:

'\u25a0I desire to emphatically indorse the
billintroduced by Mr. Penney to pre-
vent the pollution of the waters of the
Mississippi river by the introduction of
slaughter house refuse, filth, dead ani-
mals, etc., above the pumping station.
Such pollution willrender the water un-
fit for drinkingpurposes, and should be
effectually prevented. Many analyses
of the water made by myself and others
show that it is none too"pure at its best,
and so long as it is to be used as the
supply of the city, every avenue which
will aliow of its being rendered more
impure should be carefully guarded,
and, if possible, such a condition of
affairs prevented."

James A.Doyle, professor of chemis-
try in the slate university, wrote to the
Hennepin delegation as follows: "Dur-
ing the past ten rears, since ihave
been connected with the university, I
have frequently taken occasion to ex-
press the opinion that this city or this
state should do something to prevent
the pollution of the waters of the river
above the pumping station of tins city,
and 1 think a bill of this kind, which
has been introduced by Mr. Penney,
ought to be passed. I only
wish that its provisions might be
extended to the whol stretch
of the river and its tributaries above
this city. While Ido not consider the
water extremely impure, 1never drink
itmyself without first filtering it. But
there are many persons who cannot
have filters or who cannot use them
properly. Hence the necessity of hav-
ing a water rs puie as posible supplied
through the pipe."

"PROTECTED INDUSTRIES."

How Coal Buyers Pay Tribute to
High Priests ofProtection.

Policies are known by the men who
advance them.

Inthis year oftarifftalk and protection
platitudes.the mind of the voter is often
led astray by lines of finely spun words
wrapped around pearl buttons, tin-plate
and dragon's blood. More thought-
worthy subjects are sometimes over-
looked. If the man who believes
in a protective tariff because his
father voted for Abraham Lincoln,
willbut open his eyes, he willsee every
day of his life an argument against the
tariff.

Every householder knows to his sor-
row what a heavy drain it is on his
finances to heat his house during the
long months of a Northwestern winter.
He Knows that somehow coal is higher
than itshould be. He rarely stops to
consider that, in cutting down his bills
for food to he able to heat his house, he
ispaying tribute to the head centers of.
protectionism.

The coal that is burned in Minneapo-
lis comes, nearly all of it,from .Penn-
sylvania. For years the Republican
leaders, the advocates of the protection
policy, have proudly pointed to Penn-
sylvania as the banner state onthe side
of the protective tariff.

Longer than most men can remember
a pool of some sort has existed among
the coal producers of Pennsylvania.
Now the pool, under the; name of the
Heading Combine, stands for practically
all the enthusiastic coal producers of
Pennsylvania, a trust so boldly organ-
ized and so manifestly nefarious in its
operations that it is compelled to go
into the courts and light for its life.
This coal trust has always managed to
keep the price of coal above the point
where itshould be; latterly it has been
able, through improvement of its extor-
tion system, to push the price of coal
still higher. Here in Minneapolis the
consumer pays almost §10 a ton for his
coal, when he should get itfully$3 less.
He pays that $3 as tribute to'the coal
trust, a trust that is composed of some
of the heaviest contributors to the Re-
publican campaign fund, and that has
its existence in the fountain head of
protection sentiment. This trust, which
annually robs the very smallest honse-
holder of $50, is. on its face, the legiti-
mate fruit of th^e protective system.

Minneapolitans have ah illustration
right at home of the relations of the
coal trust and the Republican party.
Up here a pool controls the retail coal
business. The Republican party is well
represented in that pool. John Good-"
now, one of the leading spirits of the
coal combiue, is also a Republican man-'
ager. Jim Nash is another. And so
one might go on to almost any length.
Inthis case, as in 'every other, "pro-
tected industry" and "trust" are synon-
ymous terms.

REMODELED BY CAPRIVI.

Germany's Premier Changes the
Proposed MilitaryBill.

Berlin, Oct. 22.—Public interest in
the military billdoes not show tho least
sign ofabatement; on the contrary, it
has been increased by the secrecy main-
tained inregard to the provisions of the
measure, though, a few details have
been allowed to leak out laorder to
satisfy the growing public demand for
information on the subject. The gov-
ernment's decision not to publish the
full text of the bill until it had been
discussed by the bundesrath meets withgeneral condemnation from the press,
which is unanimously, of the opinion
that this policy of silence willnot have
the result of weakening the opposition,
a result the . government appears to
reckon on.1

Ah article in the Berliner PolitischenNachriclueu, which is accepted as in-
spired, contains the fullest information
as tothe history and nature of the bill
that has yet appeared. The paper de-
clares that Chancellor yon Cauiivi up
to the day the measure received" the im-
perial signature was hard at work daily
scrutinizing everyitem. Everything not
considered absolutely indispensable was
eliminated in order to effect the great-
est : reduction in expenses, but. no
changes in the principles on which the
military reforms are based were made.
The result of the chancellor's labors is a
billot" which no part can be removed
without injuring the whole. The chan-
cellor thoroughly remodeled the pro-
posals '

made some time ago by Gen.
Verdi Dv Vernois,which were impracti-
cable owing to their.exorbitant financial
demands. The cost of Gen. Verdi Dv
.Vernois' plans is estimated at over
110,000,00) marks annually, which is
twice the amount involved by the pres-
ent bill.

The.article concludes bydilating upon
the necessity of providing a counter-
poise to the armed forces ofFrance and
Russia. Itexhorts the political .parties
and the military authorities who were
disposed to haggle over the proposals
not to exhibit to foreigners such an evi-
dent sign of politicaland military weak-
ness. The discussion of the measure by
the bundesrath is expected to last about
three weeks. According to a good au-
thority, the number of recruits to be
raised annually will be increased by
60.000, making the total number 230,000.

There is little doubt that the discus-
sion of the billin the reichstag will be
stormy and eventful. The opposition
to the proposed taxes to offset the in-
creased expenditure that will be in-
curred through the bill is gaining in
strength. This opposition is especially
directed against the proposed duty on
tobacco. A mass meeting has been
called to meet at Erstein next week to
consider the subject, It will be at-
tended by tobacco planters from Alsace,
Baden and the Palatinate. Prepara-
tions for a similar meeting are being
made at Appeln, where a new burden
in the shape of taxes placed on tobacco
willrender idle thousands of workmen.
QThe Munichen Nachrlchten asserts
that 14.000 men will be made idle in
Bavaria alone, while the poorer classes
throughout the country willsuffer, as a
cheap foreign cigar willbe an impossi-
bility and the price of cigars made of
home-grown tobacco is certain to ba
raised to a price at which the poor
willnot be able topurchase them.

Several papers assert that Prince Bis-
marck will appear in the reichstag to
lead the opposition against the bill.
Prince Bismarck is at present suffer-
ing from acute Leuraljria. lie was
deeply affected by the death of his great
friend, Lothair Eucher.

SURPRISED THE COLONISTS.

Gladstone Proposes to Withdraw
\u25a0••\u25a0" • the Imperial Troops.

Loxnox, Oct. Considerable sur-
prise was caused inpolitical circles, and
especially in colonial circles, yesterday,
by a report that Mr.Gladstone-proposes
to withdraw British troops entirely
from the North American colonies and
require that Canadians and Newfound-
landers maintain' their own means of
defence. Itis known that the question
lias been seriously discussed among
members of the cabinet, and that Mr.
Gladstone is decidedly favorable to
throwing the colonists, in all parts of
the world, as much as possible on tlieir
own ros»urce6.

He has no idea of abandoning terri-
tories that are directly under imperial
jurisdiction, but believes in training
self-governing colonies to be able to
rely upon their own resources, both
military and naval. It is not improba-
ble that before another twelve months'
have elapse the Canadians will be
called upon to occupy the forts now
garrisoned by imperial troops and that
the Cape government will also be re-
quired to undertake a similar responsi-
bility. It is said that Mr. Gladstone
has expressed the opinion that if the
:colonists should learn something by ex-
perience as to the cost ot military
strength and display they would be less
inclined to involve themselves and the
empire in costly and unprofitable wars.

Berlix, Oct. 22.—Official information
show that, while cholera in Hamburg is
decreasing, Germany is in increased
danger of an invasion from Russia.

\u25a0Numerous cases of the disease and five
deaths have occurred at Mlawa. There
have been cases at Bobereck.Nivka and
other frontier towns. Communication
with the district has been suspended.
The Iauthorities at Konigsbunr have
issued an order forbidding Russian
travelers to cross the frontier, except at
Illowo and Opalencla, where they will
be subjected to medical inspection. The
frontier police have been largely rein-
forced.
