PERRY SLIPS OUT.

The Noted Express Robber
Escapes From His Cell at
Auburn.

Every Precaution Had Been
Taken, But Without
Avail.

He Is Either a Fres*Man or
Hidden in the Prison
Yard.

A Buckeye Girl Kills Her

Lover During a Qaar-
rel.
Aunury, N.Y. Oct. 22.—1f there

was an inmate of Auburn prison who
was subjected to more than the usual
surveillance in that institution, it was
Oliver Curtis Perty, the bold express
robber, who was recently sentenced in
Lyons to half a century Dbehind prison
bars. The prison officials bave used
every precaution against the escape of
their most dangerous prisoner, and yet
he managed to escape from his cell
this afternoon, and he is now eithera
free man - or else hidden in some nook
or corner of the large yard. The ehtire
prison force is doing duty tonight to
guard against his eseape, providing he
has vot already scaled the woll.

Perry’s cell was located in the base-
ment of the north wing. The cells on
either side were occepied by men who
work in the shops, and through one of
them Perry made his escape by digging
through the brick partition, a distance
of twelve inches.

At 4:15 o’clock this afternoon Keeper
Willard, who has been only a short
time on the prison force, gave Perry his
supper. Nothing unusual was noticed
at this time by the guard, excepting
that the prisoner seemed in good humor
and more submissive than at any time
since his entrance into the institution.
This was the last seen of

At 5 o’clock, when the other conviets
were marched from the shops, a man
named Edmunds, who occupied the cell
next to Perry, reported that there was a
hole through the divided wall. A hasty
examination by the cfficer confirmed
the report. A towel had been pinned
over the opening in Edmunds’ cell to
conceal it.

The walls about the institution are
patrolled by a double guard as well as
the vard inside,while a posse of citizens
are searching everywhere available for
hiding. What instrument was used by
Perry in making the opening in the
wall cannot be surmised by the prison

keepers, and they have mnot the
slightest idea where he procured

it. The cells on the upper tier are
examined twice each week to see if any
attempt has been made to cut through
them, but the cells in the basement are
considered so secure that they are sel-
dom or never inspected, so Perry has
had ample time to complete his work.

The city is greatly excited over the
affair, and the prison gate is constantly
surrounded by a large crowd, who gaze
open-mouthed upon the familiar walls
and speculate as to whether the daring
convict is inside the walls or not. War-
den Durstan is greatly worried over the
affair, ana is making every possible
effort to recapture the tugitive. 1f he
has not succeeded in getting outside
the walls his discovery is only a ques-
tion of a few days, as it will be next to
impossible for him to elude the double
foree now of guards.

KILLED A BYSTANDER,

Two Bullets Fired by a Kentuc-
kian Hit Innocent Men.

SoMERSET, Ky., Oct. 22.—This fore-
noon, at Greenwood, Pulaski county,
Jim Patterson and Joe Haines quarreled
and resorted atonce to firearms. Haines
fired the first two shots from his revol-
ver. Both missed Patterson, but one
bullet killed a negro, name anknown,
and the other wounded Mr. Weather-
ford, station agent of the Cincinnati
Southern railway, in the shoulder, but
not fatally. Patterson immediately,
with one shot from a Winchester rifle,
killed Haines, then surrendered to the
officers. The result of this was two men
killed and one badly wounded. The
cause is an ancient grudge.

Fractional Coins.

OxMAHA, Neb., Oet. 22.—For some
time past there has been considerable
counterfeit money floating around Oma-
ha, mostly silver dollars, though a goud
many halves have been found.

This morning
Deputy Marshal Harris bLrought in
Dave Euslow under a warrant charging
him with having counterfeit money in
his possession. He had 50 cents of the
coin in his pocket at the timne the arrest
was made.

Morgan, who lives five miles back of
Le Tarte, shot and instantly killed her
sweetheart, Harry Jones, Thursday
night.

Miss Morgan excused herself from
where they were sitting and went into
a rear room, where she procured her
father’s revolver. She came to the
parlor door and shot Jones twice
through the right eyve and through the
abdomen.

DROWNED AT NIGHT.

Appalling  Calamity From
Flood in an Italian
Village.

Two Hundred of the Lueck-
less Inhabitants Lose
‘Their Lives.

1

Houses Swept From Theiﬁ
Foundations and Whirled !
Away.

Many of the Victims Were:
Caught While Sleep-
ing.

CAGLIARI, Oct. 22.—A most appalling
ealamity has befallen the village of San’
Sperate, situated a short distance from
this city. It is estimated that not less
than 200 of the villagers have been
drowned. A flood swept through the
village with sudden fury, and in a mo-
ment the streets became rivers that car-
ried everything before them. Houses
were lifted from their foundations and
whirled through the streets like corks.

Their occupants did not have an op-
portunity to attempt to save themselves,

Many of them were asleep when the
torrent came, and they were awakened
only to find themselves struggling in
the yater. Men, women and children
were drowned before effort could be
made to save them. Half the houses in
the village were swept away. The place
is isolated by the flood and access to it
is difficult.

Telegraphic communication with the
devastated village of San Sperate has
Leen partially restored, but no details
of the loss of life and property have yet
been learned. The place has been en-
circied by the raging waters for
some time. It can be seen from
an eminence overlooking San Spe-
rate that half of the houses
have been ruined and the destruction
caused by the floods is general. A
subofficer of gendarmes,after a toilsome
and dangerous journey, partly by iand
and partly by water, succeeded in
reaching the village. He reports
that the Dbodies of sixty-three
victims have already been - re-
covered, ana that the searching for
missing persons is being actively prose-
cuted. He further reports that the
town hall and 300 houses have been de-
stroyed, and that fully 100 persons have
been drowned. The damage caused in
the country round about, he says, is im-
mense. Troops have been sent to the
scene to assist in the work of rescue and
to bury the dead.

Plenty of Snow. -

Loxpoxn, Oct. 22.—The weather in
Northern England is cold and stormy.
Alongz the Tyne a heavy hail and snow
stormn is prevailing, and a number of
vessels are returning seeking shelter.
They report heavy weather outside. In
Nortolk, one of the exireme northeast-
ern counties of England, the grouud is
white with snow, and the whole pre-
sents a wintry aspect.

StT. PETERSBURG, Oct. 22.— Heavy
snow storms have prevailed in the
Syzran district and railway communica-
tionis interrupted. The snow lies in
heavy drifts along the line and several
trains are stalled. One of these trains
is a special on which the Grand Duke
Nicholas is traveling. Large gangs of
men have been sent out to clear the
road, and, as it has stopped snowing, it
is hoped the line will soon be open
again,
