Mat Kiinkert. a helper in the Dia-
mond foundry, committed suicide yes-
terday afternoon, and demonstrated that
he svas a mail of artistic taste in the
manner he did it. Mat Klinkerc was a
cousin to Mrs. Erpelding. whose hus-
band shot himself Friday afternoon,
and though the former was more dia-
bolical in the method he put to practice
in killinghimself, it was evident that
he was emulating his ill-fated relative
when he committed the deed. Kiinkert
was a German, tnirty-five years of age.
and a bachelor. He lived in a little
room over arestaurant kept by a French-
man at 211 Twentieth avenue north.

Kiinkert had been drinking for sev-
eral weeks, and for the past week had
been idle, the better no doubt to enjoy
his debaucheries. Yesterday morning
the foreman of the foundry met him on
the Twentieth avenue bridge and asked
him ifhe intended to come back to work
soon. The reply he got from the be-
fuddled Kiinkert was:

"I'm not ready quite yet. 1 some
more fur.must have before 1 work."

In the afternoon, alter taking his din-
!ner at the little >\u25a0'\u25a0'••:••!) restaurant,

Kiinkert went up stairs •\u25a0\u25a0> hi^ room, lie
wns pretty well uniu-r l.i- influence of
liquor and staggered as \u25a0»• ifrtssed
through the door of his bed m . It
was supposed he had gone to betl lvsleep
off the effects of the liquor, and conse-
quently no attention was paid to iiis ab-
sence. About 5 o'clock, however, a
member ofthe household found it neces-
sary to open the door of Klinkerts bed-
room. The sight presented was enough
to drive an ordinary person insane.

On the floor lay Kiinkert. a ghastly,
bloody corpso. His head was nearly
severed from his body by a jagged and
terrible cut. The wound had been made
with an ordinary penknife, rusted and
old. So determined had been the in-
tent of the man to die that ne had re-
peatedly plunged the blade ot the knife
in his bleeding throat. The arteries of
one ot his wrists were severed,
and the blood hod flowed from
the many wounds in a Derfect tor-
rent. The right hand clutched the
handle of the knife, and when Kiinkert
was found one arm was on a level with
his heatt and the rusty blade was up to
the handle in his throat. There was a
large pool of blood on the carpet, and
the coverlet of the bed was streaked
withcrimson. A little stream of the
tluid trickled down the side and formed
a clotted pool. When the coroner ar-
rived the room resembled a slaughter
pen.

The coroner decided an inquest was
unnecessary. That the case was one of
suicide was self-evident Kiinkert was
supposed to have been suffering-from a
mild form of dementia superinduced by
alcoholism. Itwas learned, however,
that it was all a case of love—unre-
quited love. Kiinkert had been in love
with his cousin. Mrs. Erpelding, long
before she became use wife of tiie man
who committed suicide last Friday. But
she would have none of him. and
Kiinkert was in a sad state of mind. He
had partially for.otten his great grief
when the tragedy connected with his
cousin's life was made public through
the newspapers. Ithurt him to see her
name brought before the eyes of every
reader, and he endeavored to drown his
sorrow in the Sowing bowl, liuw weH
he succeeded is shown in the event of
yesterday.

Aletter was found on a table in the
little room over the French restaurant.
it was written in German and badly
spelled. Still, it was eloquent, for it
told ot a love that had smouldered and
finally burst into a flame that con-
sumed. The letter was to Mrs. Erpeld-
ing,and informed her that 'he writer
would be dead when she received the
letter. He bade her farewell, a long
farewell, and signed his name. Then
he cut his throat. So far as known,
Kiinkert had no relative in the city oth-
er than Mrs. Erpelding.

Goodnow himself was for the
Rand ordinance until the campaign
opened.

But if you want to know what plenty
of solid, honorable Republicans think
of the course of Eustis, Goodnow and
the rest of the Union league gang of
time-servers toward the Rand ordinance,
look up the files of the newspapers of
early March of this year ana read what
an old, honored and honorable Repub-
lican. Aid. Fred C. Barrows, had to say
about them.

Some of the Republican members of
the pity council are the jokers of this
campaign. President Eddie Potter was
the first to put on the cap and bells, and
swing his wooden sworn. S. B. Loye.
the "poor haruessmaker." has followed
his lead. Loye is yellinghimself hoarse,
and threatening dislocation of his ex-
pressive forefinger, all on account of
his fear that liaynes and Winston are
conspiring to give Minneapolis the
Tripp charter again this year. Aid.
Loye is suffering from a severe attack
of Democratophobia superinduced by
the refusal of the. Democrats to allow
him to give curb and gutter contracts to
his beloved l'arkh'irst Patent Combined
Curb and Gutter company at a useless
cost to the city of Minneapolis of sev-
eral thousand dollars a year.

County Commissioner Coburn's can-
vass for re-election on the Republican
ticket from the East side is not a glitter-
ingsuccess. Mr. Cob urn is confronted
with many obstacles, one inparticular—
his record as commissioner during the
past four years. The. Scandinavians
have not a particle of love for him, ana
are doing all in their power to elect Mr.
Conroy. the Democratic nominee. They
say that Mr.Coburn insulted the Scan-
dinavians of Minneapolis when he pre-
ferred scandalous charges against H. O.
Peterson, the county treasurer, that did
not have the lea.-t foundation. At the
time Peterson was removed Mr. Coburn
said:

•'lt is only a short time before the
Americans. Irish and Germans will
have to unite against the Scandina-
vians."

The Republicans are not especially
pleased with Coburn's record. Many
of them, and laboringmen, too, say that
he has been hiring Democrats to work
at Lake Minnetonka and on the
county roads simply to build up his
political fences.

As. election day draws near Aid.
Bradish grows uneasy. Two years ago
he popped up as E. M. Johnson's run-
ning mate on the Lowry legislative
ticket, and the people "turned his pict-
ure toward the wall." Mr. Bradish was
not very popular with the people of the
Ninth ward at that time, and. strange
to say, he is not held in high esteem
now. especially by the laboring classes,
He is looked upon as an agent of
Thomas Lowry in the council, more
than a representative for the ward.

"By voting for Bradish for alderman
you cast your ballot in the interests of
Thomas Lowry, who compels every man
to sign away his birthrights before get-
ting employment the ofstreet railway."-

One by one the Republicans are giv-
ing up their strongholds. The Repub-
lican papers admit that Woodward will
be beaten in the Seventh ward, and
admit iton the authority of the Repub-
lican campaign committee. The Repub-
lican papers also say that the Repub-
lican campaign committee is very
secretive about the poll of the Eighth
ward. This is a clear indication that
they ar*afraid Grimes' goose is cooked
in the Eighth, and that it willbe found
to be crow on Nov. S. If the result of
the campaign committee's polls showed
that Grimes might by any possibility be

j elected the committee would be only
too active in spreading the news.

John Goodnow is authority for the
statement that the Republicans will
make no attempt to parade in Minneap-
olis Friday evening when Senator Frye
willspeak here. They don't dare suffer
a comparison with the Democratic dem-
onstration of Saturday night.

Mr. Dnrnliam, was
roasted to a turn because of the stand
he had taken on the license question.
It had been his intent that grocers
claimed to reduce the licenses and place
a premium on street peddlers because
he had a great many of them inhis
ward.

The Board of Trade Pats Itself o

Now. therefore, be it resolved, that in view
of the satisfactory results of this wise consti-
tutional provision, which fixes the amount
that the railroads shall pay in lieu of nil
other taxes, we are opposed to any changes
ot the constitution upon this subject:

And we also think itunwise to so change
the constitution as to prohibit and prevent
the legislature from passing auv special
laws:

We therefore recommend to the voters of
this state to vote against both propositions tochange the constitution of the state upon
either subject, as submitted by the last legis-
lature.-
