Bostoyn, Oect. 26.—A great railroad
combination, rumors of which have been
in- the air for several weeks, was con-
summated today. Parties largely inter-
ested in the Boston & Maine and Phila-
delphia & Reading have madea friendly
alliance. This explains the surprising
activity and sharp advance in the mar-
ket price of Boston & Maine stock dur-
ing the past fortnight. Vanderbilt in-
terests were not the purchasers, as cur-
rently believed, but President McLeod,

"I'his resulted today in the resiznation
ot William ‘1. Hart, a director of the
Boston & Maine. The vacancy was

Reading. President Frank Jones, of the
Boston & Maine railroad, thentendered
his resignation and Mr. McLeod was
unanimously elected to the presidency
of that corporation.
‘I he position of chairman of the board
of directors was ereated and Mr. Jones
was chosen, that official being charged
with the executive management of the
Boston & Maine system as heretofore.
e was aiso chosen viee president.

its Advantages.
The Reading and allied lines will dis-
tribute its enormous merchandise and
coal traflic into New England over the
Boston & Maine system. Boston will
be made the center of its distribution.
For some time the details of the rela-
tionship have been under consideration,
but they were not fully f7 nmulated
vntil last Monday, when President Mc-
Leod met representatives of the Boston
& Maii:e in New York, when matters
were broughit to a satisfactory conclu-
sion.
1t is true that interests friendly to
Reading have been buying New York &
New Englaud, but, it was stated lh.\t
the kemiin« wias not seeking con-
trol, because it already has control of
lh.\t stock, and that the New York &
New England will be used as a connect-
inglink in certain directions between
the Boston & Maine and Reading sys-
tems. .
The Boston & Maine has a large front
on Boston barbor, and has recently ac-
quired greater facilities and is building
the <argest grain elevator in the United
States, which will be equal in capacity
to any other elevator in Boston com-
bined, and which will be utilized to
handle the grain  traffic of the lake and
all routes of the Reading system. Itis
believed by its friends that the new
relations must prove enormously re-
munerative to both corporations, and
tihat DBoston will reeeive incaleulabie
Lenefits as the central distributing
point for the enormous volume of grain
and coal which will reach that eity. The
two corporations have an aggregate
mileage of over 9,000 miles, and will
carry upon its rolls over 1‘.UJO em-
ployes.

CANADIAN PACIFIC RIVAL,

A New Canadian Transcontinental
Ilo2d Projected.
Cricaco, Oet. 26.—Henry Croft,
member of parliament from British Co-
Iumnbia, is in the city getting Chicago
capitalists iaterested in a scheme to
build a new Canadian transcontinental
railroad. Iie has already been remark-
ably successful, and it is expected that
over £5,000,000 will be pledged here to
further the enterprise. Mr. Croft said
today that he came here to confer with
Frank Bakeman and others (o arrange
for the introduction of final subsidy
and iand grant mieasures in parliament
in relation to the proposed new road.
It is to be known as the
Canada W estern, and will be 1.045 miles
long. opening up thousands of square
miles of geod grazing, timber, agri-
cultural and mining lands. .lllc sur-
veys have already been made, and the
Briush Pacifie Construction ecompany,
incorporated at Vietoria, with a capital
steek of £5,000,000, most of whieh is held
by Chicagoans, is ready to commence
work as soon as the land grants have
been secured, which will probably be
next month.

According to Mr. Croft’s statement
the construetion company will build the
railway trom Victoria to Seymour Nar-
rows on Vancouver island, and from
Butte Inlet, on the mainland, through
the Chilcotin, Cariboo and Peace river

countries up to the Yellowhead
pass. The cost is  estimated
at  €2R685,000, including the ferry

at the narrows, but it is expected that
the sale of land will amount to $43,122,-
500, to which may be added the cash
subsidy of the Dominion goveinment of
§3,200 per mile, or $3.334,000 in all, mak-
ing the total assets £46,466,500. Besides,
the provineial government has guar-
anteed £6,000,000 to 10,000,000 interest
on land grant bouds: the ecity of Vie-
toria guarantees dividends on treasury
stocelt of £2,000,000 and terminals worth
$1,000,000 more, while the other bene-
fited towns are anxious to aid the enter-
prise.
