The crimi-
nal was not lakinc a rest, and conse-
quently there were some crimes com-
mitted, ti'.fniiili nothing came to the
surface during the day of an alarniine
nature. There was a cutting scrape in
the early morning, an attempted bur-

glary shortly after noon, and later a
woman reported a coat stolen.

'liic cutting scrape occurred at 98
West Tenth in a boarding house kept

by Julius -Mn\er. and the parties were.
Julius Hauptiuan and Bernard Braudt,

the latter being tbe one to lose the
blood. They and a man named For-
maneck an- furriers and pards, and
hare traveled over Europe and tiie

United States together. They were
»buu: town drinking until after 2 a.
»i., when they concluded to go to bed.
Fortnaneck moms on Fourth street, !>ut
vent to slei-i' '" the room of his trieiids.
Hauptmau, whois a hunchback, occu-
pies a single bed in an alcove, while
lirandt has a double bed In the main
portion ot the room. The little fellow
wviii to bed first, and the otherssat
talking. He wanted them to put out
the light,he says, and sre to bod so he
could get tosle'ep.aud Brandt refused,
telling him Jin keep still. From this a
quarrel started, of which neither is
«l>le or willing to give a.corKt ac-
count. Atany rate, when it was over
lirandt had a hole in his head and the
hunchback was covered withhis friend's
blood. Brandt was knocked down
by a blow on the head, but
hays he can't tell whether he
was cut with some weapon
or lei! agaiiibt something. As he is
twice the size of the little fellow, it
seems impossible that he was knocked
down without the use of some weapon,
but none was found. The hole in his
head had opened a small artery, and he
came near bleeding todeath before he
could be taken to Dr. Mart-hand's office,
where the wound was dressed, lie was
then taken to the city hospital, and will
be all right in a few days. Sergeant

PottKieser went to the room and found
Itauptman in bed. his clothing covered
with blood, and too it.him to a cell at
the central station, where he was
charged with assault with intent to do
bodily harm. He had 65:;, and a lot of
furriers' union documents. Foi naneck
was not mcked up, as Brandt said that
he hnd nothing to do with the row.

Last evening Sergeant Pottgieser ar-
rested Foinianeck.wlio bad NSLoOin his
pockets, and charged him with assault
witha dangerous weapon. Foruianeck
tells the same story as did Brandt— that
he had notning to ilo with the row. He
Baid they wen- all drinking in Use room
and joking each other, as old friends
will. Braudt. in fun. took the
hunchback down and was chokiiur
him ligtitly. Formaueck told him
toquitoi he* would hurt the little fel-
low. Brandt got up, and Formaneck
Ktarted to undress. A moment later he
heard Brandt say, "What is the matter
with ny head?" and, turning around,
he saw the blood flowinginastream.
He waited out and went tohis own
room. At the hospital last night Brandt
was reported coraiug on all right, but
v.eak from loss of blood.

The body had been buried,
so they could not see it, but Mr. Nash
said he would apply to the coroner to
have itexhumed if nothing turned up
in a day or two to coniirin or refute hi*
belief that the dead man was his
brother-in-law.

FOR ALL HALLOWE'EN.

Tonight Reserved for the Small
Boy and Lovelorn

Maiden.

Some of the Ancient Games and
Customs of the Even-

ing.

The evening of the 31st of October is
called AllHallow Even, or Hallowe'en.
The Catholic church .designed this day
to be held in honor of those saintb who
had not particular days appointed for
them. InNorth Wales there is a cus-
ioui on AllSaints' eveof makinga great
fire, called "coel coeih." Every family
at a certain hour of night makes a great
bonfire in the most conspicuous place
near the house, and when itis about
entinguished every one throws a white
stone into the ashes, having firstmarked
it; then having said their prayers, turn-
ing rouiul the lire, they co to bed. In
ike tnoniing, as soon as they are up,
they come tosearch out the stone 3, and
it any of them are found wanting they

have a notion that the one who threw it
in willdie before he sees another Hal-
lowe'en. In some parts of Scotland, on
All Saints' eve, they set up fires in
every village. When the fire is con-
sumed the ashes are carefully formed
in a circle. There is a stone put inneai
the circumference for every person of
the several families interested in the
bonfire, and whatever stone is moved
out of its place, or injured, before the
next morning the person represented
by that stone is devoted, or "fey,'' and
i» supposed not to live twelve months
from that day.

The ringing of uelte was one of the
modes of celebrating Hallowmas in
England in the olden times. Itwas a
Roman Catholic practice, designed
insome way to favor the souls of Chris-
tians. For this reason Queen Elizabeth
prohibited it. itwas also the custom of
Catholic families to have a cake baked
on this eve lor every member of the
family,as a soul-mass cake,or soul cake.
Itwas composed of oatmeal and fullof
aromatic seeds. The burning of nuts
to test love or Friendship is one of the
amusements of that night. The nuts
(chestnuts) are placed on a hot stove
and named, one after the person plac-
ing it there and the other alter the one

Ishe loves. Ifthey, when heated, flyto-
ward each other their love is supposed
to be true, but it they fly apart then
trouble willbrew.

Another game is to take bits of bread,
;moisten them with water and take a
tiny slip of paper on which is written
the name of some loved friend and press
it into the center of the moistened
bread, forming into a littleball; drop
the bull into a glass of water, and ifit
rises to the top the friend is true; ifit
remains in the bottom of the glass they
arc supposed to be false. .

Take a four-quart tinbasin and intoit
place cards on which are written some
prophetic quotation; to each of these tie
a piece of baby ribbon iialf a yard long.
Have one card for each guest and your-
self as well; then take a piece of pretty
tissue paper and cover tiie tin over the
top just as ifit were a meat pie, letting
the ends of the ribbon protrude from a
slit in the center of the pie. When re-
freshments ofappies, douglinuts,pump-
kin pie and :uits are served let each
guest choose a string and pull forth the
fiitHlcan! prophetic of the future. This
can be made very interesting and amus-
ing. Use trreat care not. to use any
quotation that could wound or give of-
l'ense. Then there is the peeling of the
apples and tossing the paring over the
shoulder to see what cabalistic letter it
willform.

Again, when an apple is eaten the
seeds are stuck on the back of the hand
and named; the hand is then throwu'
back over the left shoulder, and what-
ever set-ds remain are true friends. The
girls are all seated in a circle, the boys
carefully blindfolded, and each with a
tnsigie waud (a cane will answer the
purpose) walks three times around the
circle, then touches one of the girl9with
the wand, and so selects the one he is to
wait on during refreshments. Again,
you can have a "fairy party", by all
dressing like brownies "en masque,"
removing the masks refreshments are
served.

Pick
out some such candidate, and see if" he
was not defeated in either primaries or
convention, and is not now in the field
for tbe mean and contemptible purpose
oftrying tocompass the defeat of the
man who was the stronger and oeat
him in the convention. It such is the
cisc, put itdown that he is a man with-
out honor <>r principle, and utterly un-
worthy your support. The probability
is t!i ahe is running in the employ of
the Republicans and being well paid by
them for his dirty work.

Itis a part of the Republican pian to
run an Independent-Democrat wherev-
er possible. They pay his expenses,
and tillhim up with the idea that he is
a great and popular nan and stands a
goou show of election. Ilis natural
vanity does the rest. Then the Repub-
lican papers take care of his cajapaign.
They continually notice him. and keep
his name before the public. Whenever
you see a Republican paper bolstering
up the work of an independent Demo-
cratic candidate, you may know the
whole eatna "Vote your ticket straight.

I'lie^e independent Democratic candi-
dates for the legislature in Democratic
wards— itis unnecessary to name them
—are ail run by the Republican man-
agers a,s a part of their plan to defeat
the regular Democratic nominees by
splittine the Democratic vote and eleet-
iiiirthe Republicans.

A PATRIARCHAL AGE.
Rev. Dr. VailDraws a Rather

Pessimistic Picture of
Old Times.

The Patriarch Was Without a
Scarcely Worthy Ideaj

of God.

But He Was the Only Man
Moved to Find Higher

Things.

And Christ Came to Fulfill
the Promises Made to

Him.

Qllev. W. S. Vailfbegan his sermon in
the Grand opera house yesterday morn-
ingby quoting the words of Christ, "I
came not to destroy, but tofullill." He
characterized his intention as an at-
tempt to ifivea realistic picture of the
patr iarcnal age. in order tocontrast its
ideas with the developed conceptions
of the Christian ideal.

In making the realistic picture he
first sketched the physical character of
the land, then the social life; then he
followed with an account of marriaee
and burial customs, and of social life
and many of its particular features.
Having made these preliminary sketch-
es, he then proceeded to give an ac-
count of the larger movements of
thought ann life embracing the higher
ranges ofthe mind.

From the. social life we proceed to
their sorrows and their sense of justice.
The mourners acted with the greatest
vehemence and kept up their wailing
for many days. If the cause of death
was violence by the hand of another
person, the man "who stood next in kin-
ship to the dead person armed himself,
and, pursuing the criminal with all
haste, prepared to wreaK vengeance on
him the moment the other was over-
taken. Aparallel may be found to this
in Miller's picture of the Comanche
sweeping down on tiie settler's cabin in
New Mexico, leaving llame and blood
and death behind, then riding for the
mountains. But as they ride in the
night like black spirits of evilover the
salt-white plain, they are followed by
the rangers, who watch them disap-
pear in their mountain. But as
they disappear the leader of the
rangers realizes that the swift
river shuts Intwo sides of this mount-
ain, that a fire kindled will either de-
stroy or drive them out at. the one ford,
and that waiting there in the light of
the white moon, they shall see the sav-
age come by one way or the other to
death. And the thought of kindling
the lire only precedes the action by a
moment, and then th« rangers, stand-
ing in the silver landscape bathed in
moonlit glory.

Leaned Upon Their Sword*
and waited for the sun. And as they
waited there was a grim satisfaction in
the expression of each, for he felt him-
self the accredited instrument of venge-
ance. So was the kinsman of oldeu
time a law embodied to take the place
of the law that is now represented by
the state; and so was he the waitingin-
strument of a rude idea of justice, pre-
paring to strike in the name of venge-
ance.
.: ;From social ideas we pass to religion.
la,relision the patriarch held ideas that,' were extremely crude. The crudeuess
befoDged mostly to association and in-heritance, for they had belonged to an
idolatrous people, and they were now

generations, and still they were only

,0116 desrree moved from idolatry, and j
their ideas of God were of the rudest i

,kind. This idolatrous tendency is seen
,in tho attempt of llachel to steal the
t'uaphiiu from her father, for the
teraphim were small household idols.
And the worship of the teraphim was
but one degree removed from the estab-
lishment ofpillars in erovesaud mount-
ains, for here the people believed that
(iod would come down and sit and re-
ceive worship at the hands of man.
And when Jacob out of the gratefulness
prompted by a religious sentiment
reared the pillar at Bethel, it was to
him the house of God, and the gate of
heaven. They a people looking for
light. That light broke upon them by
slow degrees. it
Expelled tlie Primitive Darknen
little by little. And.as itgained larger
areas it became more spiritual; but in
the period of the patriarch little can be
said for the advancement of ideas; com-
pared with the teaching of Christ the
development was t):e rudest outline
with the most artistically perfect and
finished picture. From religion it is
but a step to music. There is a sug-
gestiveness in ths music of this period
that seems to me of profound impor-
tance. The importance comes in part
from the constitution of man. For in
the constitution of man there is a cord
that responds to the melodious strains
of music which are the most efheient
means of moving even the physical life
of man. 1say the.physical life of inau,

Ifor no. 0110 would undertake to recruit
ian army without a fifeand drum: and
a Napoleon would not undertake the
long marches in the most difficult parts
of the Alps without playing the
quickstep on his military bands;
for martial music does have the
ett'ect of physical stimulation, and this
characterized to a large degree this
early music of the Hebrews. Ifyou
want toget at the full meaning of"the
times remember that the processional
pieces introduced early in their history
had a direct influence on the physical
Ufe of the people, and you will then see
whyMiriam took a timbrel and went out
with her sisters, and, dancing tothe
rattle of Instruments, shaking the
jingling bells of headdress and robe as
she sang praise to the Lord who had
conquered, trlorhnisiy casting horse and
rider into the sea. Only by doing tiiis
willyou understand why another singer
gives the '"Song of the Bow"—the song
of the bow that Jonathan carried
and the one that had served him so well—

and by.keeping this fact in mind you
witi understand the resemblance that

1 comes to the ot'ier '"Souk of the Bow"
, that was sung by the wanderer when he
found his family exterminated and
sought the aid of. magic influence to lead
him
*_£j ; <)u to Vcnseance.
\ ilemoved one degree higher, is the
fact that music speaks most directly to
the soul.. That it so spe.iks gives rise
;to ithe fancy of the poet, who calls a

lie loved so well. Because itmoves lha
ff-olings,yre are always stirred by simple
sonirs that call back our associations of

Inol)le days, and we are reconstructed
nagain into that iiobleself we lost with
our .passing boyhood, that self that

And, again, this
ripoiyer tomold the ideal by music ex-
plains why so many nave been moved to
better life,have been melted to tender-
ness when all else failed. And so while
the music ofthe time was primitive,while
itapucaieil largely tv the physical lifeof
men, while itwas accompanied by pro-
cessions and timbrels,; it was also a
promise of [he higher national.develop-
ment, and promised iiiucitof what music
willdo for th« development of mau on
his higher and better side.

Queer Moves Beiug 3lade by the
Government of Paraguay.

WA3HINOTOK, Oct. 30.— The bureau
of the American republics is informed
that the republic of Faraguay, to in-

duce immigration and secure the
development of the land, has offered
some very generous premiums to agri-
cultural colonists. It agrees to give
eighteen premiums ranjrinic from $5,000
toSo:2u for cultivation of tobacco, three
premiums of $4,000 for the cultivation of
coffee estates containins 15,000 plants,
two premiums of $5,000 each for the
cultivation of eight squares of sugar
cane; two premiums of $4,000 for
the cultivation of 25,000 cotton
plants and a premium of $5,000 to who-
ever cultivates "25.000 Brazilian banana
plants. Thirty-two other premiums of
£5,000 and $fo,ooo are offered for the
cultivation of rice, mani, alfalfa (lu-
cerne), maize, Brazilian banana plants,
ramie, orange trees, lemon plants, crape
vines and indiao, and for the establish-
ment of a sugar mill, alcohol distillery,
steam saw mill, wine factory, factory
manufacturing general cloth made from
the raw materials of the country, fac-
tory for the extraction of textile fabrics
in general, factory of cooking oil, fac-
tory for the preparation of preserved
fruits, and a maunioca Soar factory.
