There is no tariff
upon labor imported into this country,
and the .manufacturers buy their labor
in the markets of the world wheie it
can be had cheapest. Itis our natural
advantage that should accrue to the
entire people: but which the Repub-
lican party has for twenty-five years,
by cunningly devised laws, given to a
few men; itis this and the efforts of
organized labor that have held wages
up to where they have been.

Itwillbroaden
the market for agricultural products,
and afford at the same time ample pro-
tection for our manufacturers. It will
destroy the trusts that now fixarbitrary
prices on everything that we buy, and
it will increase wages by cheapening
the necessities that wages must buy.
Such an adjustment of the tariff is a
revenue tariff,and willIncrease, ifit is
necessary to Uo so, the revenues of the

"England has tried free !
trade, and has she prospered? Wages
are less and necessities very little
cheaper than in America, while capital
and labor are so divided that misery
stalks abroad."

Answer— lfnecessaries are very little
cheaper there than here, then why levy
a6O per cent tariff for American labor-
ers to pay to keep out cheap goods
from American farmers and laborers?
But who is talking free trade in this
campaign? Certainly not tho Demo-
cratic party; and yet his statement
proves nothing. l'iace a popula-
tion in the United States of ;
ouu soul for each two acres of
land instead of one tor every
thirty-seven that we now have, and
would high tariffs, think you, sustain
wages any higher that) they now are in
England? Or. if you please, give Eng- I
land a new country with from 1.000 to
87 acres for each of her population in
which to apply her theories of govern-
ment, and would she be less prosperous
than this country now is? Inshort,

Much Clothing Now Made of
European Rags.

Answer— Did this fact accrue to the
advantage of American wool growers?
Did they receive a penny more for their
wool? On the contrary, is not wool
lower than ever .before? Furthermore
the importation of European shoddy
was last. year increased by millions of
pounds, and 05,000,000 American people
are using blankets and wearing clothes
made from European rags; that, but for
the high tariff on wool, would be using
blankets and wearing cloth made of
pure wool at prices no higher, if so
high, as those they pay tor the shoddy-
made article, and our woolgrowers are
receiving no more, but actually less for
their wool. But itis useless to multi-
ply examples. The whole system is
wronginpriuciple.

Eleventh— speaker dwelt at
length upon the beauties of reciprocity,

•and instanced the lsiand of Cuba, where
I he said we had formerly sold annually

only a few sacks of American flour, but
where we last year, under our reciproc-
ity treaty, sold many hundred thousand
sacks.

Answer— ln the name of common
sense,if reciprocity with the littleIsland
of Cuba does so much toward opening
a market for our agricultural products,
what would the Democratic poiicy of
reciprocity withall the great nations of
Europe do in giving us a profitable mar-
ket for the fruits ot our fields and the :
products of our mines and factories!

VERY FEW PROTECTED,

But We AllGet inoa Paying the
Tribute.

To verify theories, by facts and fig-
ures, we have but to Le reminded that
the census ofISSO placed the number of
our people engaged in professional and

j personal service at 4,000.000; in trade
iand transportation, 2,000,000; in nianu- I
Ifacturing and miniug, 4,000,000; ivagri- I

culture. 8,000,000. Now. let us see if
the tariff advocates the greatest good
for the greatest number. The most
ardent advocates of a high tariff never
have made and never can make a ra-
tional pretense of benefiting the first
class by their system. This disposes of
one-fourth of the population that must
under the protection theory pay
a tribute to some portion
of our population without receivt-
ing a compensating benefit. Tne same
is true of the 2,000,000 engaged in trade
and transportation. Now, ask the agri-
culturists of New England, who live
under the very shadow of the protected
industries, where, if anywhere, this
class should realize the beauties of pro-
tection in the handsomest returns from
their labors, iffanning has been more
and more remunerative from year to
yeai as their indirect taxes to the gov-
ernment ard tribute to their own niann-
facturers has been increased by an iu-
crease of the tariff.

Ask the wheat raisers and the wooj
growers of the West and the Mississippi
valley, aud the cotton growers of the
.South the same Question, and they will
answer by pointing to the ever-increas-
ing farm mortgages and yearly decrease
inthe market value of their stock aiyl
crops. This disposes ofseven-ninths of
our population, who receive no com-
pensating return from the abactions of
the "rulingclass" in our country for
the tribute exacted of them.

Of the other 4.000.000. engaged in
mining and manufacturing, perhaps
half a million are owners of mines aud
factories. These men are tlia bene-
ficiaries of the tariff, or they could not
contribute their millions on the eve of
an election to make war upon our re-
publicby bribing the electors. But Ilia
wealth they receive by virtue of the
privileges granted them by our govern-
ment is a tribute exacted by the stitmg
arm of law from 97 per cent of our peo-
ple for the enrichment of the other S
per cent, as we shall see by making an
analysis of the effect of the system
upon their employes, is this fair?
Is this the purpose for which gov-
ernments are instituted among men?
Is this the meaning of the preamble to
our constitution? Is this guaranteeing
equal rights, equal privileges and eqiHU
opportunities to all classes of our peo-
ple, and special favors and privileges to
no classes? Ask the miners if increas-
ing the tariff has ever increased their
wages, and their answer is: Our wages

are fixed arbitrarily by our masters, for
they can by indirect HR'tluds import
any number of the lowest grade labor-
ers to take our places if we refuse their
terms, as there is no protective tariff
on that kind of labor.

Ask the more intelligent employes
of the manufacturers the same ques-
tion, and they must answer our wages
have gradually grown less and less from
year to year during the last twenty-five
years, while the tariff has more than
doubled in that time. Furthermore, as
an absolute proof that the tariff does not
increase our wages, it is a fact that the
greatest difference between American
and European wages occurs in those
trades that not even the friends of pro-
lection claimed to be directly inrlueneed
by the tariff; such, for example, as the
wages for bricklaying, stonema-
sonry and carpentry. Wages in
these trades are two or three
times as high here as in England
and five times as high as in Germany, a
country practicing the protective policy,
thus showing conclusively that itis the
ratio of the number of workmen to the
work demanded lhat fixes watres. In'
all protected industries wages are very
littleand in most of them comparatively :
no higher here than inEngland, that is.in<

comparison to the amount of work dove;
by each class of laborers. '.'I \

A FRAUD THROUGHOUT. \u25a0" j

Ask all classes ol laborers if their;

wages would not go further if the arti-
ficial dearness of the things that they

'

must buy could be removed, and the
answer must he in the affirmative. But!
even ifitis believed— it cannot be dem-i
onstrated— the .1,000.000 directly j
employed by the protected- industries'
are: slightly benefited t>y the excessive
tariff now in force,where is the senke,
or justice of levying tribute upon the
other 18.000,000 for a doubtful benefit to
the much smaller number?

Xo, indeed, the policy of the Repub-
lican parlydoes not increase waees.
They are regulated in part by labor
unions, but upon the whole by the rela-
tive number of laborers seeking em-
ployment.
Itdoes not increase the number of

small factories, but fosters trusts that
freeze them out and stiflt-s competition,
and strangles organized labor. It does
not cheapen products; this is done by
the discoveries of tiie scientist, the
chemist and the inventor; and Repub-
lican legislation has for twenty-tive
years only interposed to prevent the
people from profiting fullyand enjoy-
ing the fruits and benefits that should
have come from cheaper processes and
cheap products. Things necessary for
the use of man have been growing
cheaper inEurope as fast as they have
liere during the last half century, and
they there have no such system of help-
ing the people by taxing them.

Roumatiia Unfortunates Aroased
From Slesp Only to Meet

Death.

The Captain Refused to Leave,

and Perished With the 11l-
Fated Vessel.

Lisbon, Oct. 29. -The bodies of the
victims of the Roumania wreck are
being washed ashore at Cape Carvieiro.
Most of the bodies are in night attire,
showing that the unfortunates were
aroused from sleep only to encounter
death in the terrible storm. The sea
is still running heavily and it is im-
possible to approach the wreck
which lios in a most dangerous
situation and shows signs of
rapidly going topieces. The cargo and
other wreckage from tiie vessel is flout-
ing about in the vicinity. Much of it
has been washed ashore and seized by
the inhabitants of that region, some of
whom are little better than pirates, and
look upon the wreck of a vessel on their
coast as a godsend for their special
benefit. The wrecks are not uncommon
at Cape Carvieiro, which projects into
tha Atlantic as a sort of trap for any
vessel that is driven in shore wnilumak-
ing for Lisbon or Gibraltar. The treat-
ment of unfurUiiies who happen to be
wrecked there is b.Hter now than itused
to be, but the cargo is generally re-
garded as a prize lor the man who gets
it liist, and instances have be;n known
of ransom being demanded for the sur-
render of bodies.

The latest information places the
number of those who perished at 113,
and that r.ino persons were saved.
Araons; tlie passengers were many Brit-
ish officers with their families returning
to India from visits to England, and
one of.the passengers was LadyJolui-
son, wife of bii- Henry Johnson, and
daughter of Thomas Dvson. Esq.,
of Bengal. A creat" difficulty
Id the way of geel.iiiir an j
accurate report of the wreck is that the
region is so isolated from ordinary in-
tercourse even with Lisbon, that none
«if the survivors of the wceck speuk
Portuguese, and that all the informa-
tion so far has been transmitted through
Portuguese sources. A large proportion
of the crew were Lascars. There is no
report that they failed to do the best
possible under the circumstances. . :;.,.j

Gapt. Young refused io leave the
Roumauia. and perished with the ves-
sel. He showed extraordinary coolness
during the efforts to save the passeu-
geis, and was nobly seconded by the
subordinate officers. Some of the crew
behaved in a cowardly manner, but
most of them obeyed orders faithfully.
The British officers on board gave
precedence in all instances to the

.women and children when it came to a
question of rescue. Mauy of the
passengers were asleep when the
striking of the vessel gave no-
tice of danger, and rushed from
their cabins without having time to
dress, while during the excitement that
followed there was no opportunity.
The women and children were kept
under shelter untilthe torrents of water
pouring over the vessel threatened to
sweet) "the saloon. Then they were
taken out on decK, and every effort was
made to prevent them from biting
washed overboard. But the tremendous
seas, notwithstanding, carried a number
of the women and little ones to death,
while others perished inthe boats.
