THE-FACED EUST,

He Poses as a Saint and
Turns a Church Into a
Beer Saloon.

As a Friend of the. Poor He
Worked to Take Meat
From Them.

Hallowe’en Celebrated in Min-
neapolis Like the Mischief
Night It Is.

Auerbach on the Carpet Again
--What the Ministers
Talk About.

As an all-around, accomplished. sym-
metrical, *good Lord, good devil” can-
didate for public office, Willinin Henry
Eustis beats anything that was ever
seen in Minneapolis.

William Henry Eustis is the avowed
candidace of the members, the deacons,
the pastors and the presiding elders of
the orthodox churelies in Minneapolis.
When, early 1 the campaign, he and
his satellites went into the Third ward,
stole a hall, or obtained it under false
pretenses, and openly defied every prin-
ciple of the orthodox people who nom-
inated him by devoting the Lord’s day
to political campaigning, it was thought
he had gone as far as he would go. But
he hadw’t. William Henry bad not then
showed one tithe of his disregard for
the American Sunday and his disrespect
for things religious,

It remained for Wiiliam Henry Eustis,
candidate of the *righteous’ prople of
Minneapolis, to econvert a church intoa
saloon in the interests of political cam-
paigning. Tnat William Heury Eustis
and his followers did last Tuesday even-
ing.

The Republicans wanted to hold a
meeting last Tuesday night on the
“flats.” The only suitable auditorium
was the church at the foot of Second
street. The building is a ehureh, under-
stand. It was bu i a few years ago by
the mssionary so v of the Westmin-
ster chureh, the “ie & oned” chureh of
the city. It has becn us-oever sinee for
religious purposes. Wi.t.an avory and
his men hired the ehureh fo. . colitical
meeting. They doubted William tien-
ry’s flowery eloquence as a drawing
7 They must have some-
thing that would appeal more pow-
erfully to the expected audience than
rose-colored pictures of *\What I Liave
Done for Minneapolis.” So they bought
several kegs of beer, and had it carried
to the church. The kegs were tapped,
and, as the toaming lasses went
around, William llcnr?' Justis, candi-
date for Mayor, and John Holmberg,
candidate for the legislature in the
Thirty-second distriet,preached the doc-
trines of the pure and holy Republiecan
party from the pulpit fwhere the Word
of God was wont to be expounded.

The floor, consecrated to the worship
of God by the knees of the devout, was
besprinkled with libations to the god of
drunkenness.

The sanctuary of religion was turned
into an alehouse. The walls of the
temple of Christianity re-echoad, not
the words of the Master, but the blas-
phemous oaths of beer-besotted ward
heelers.

Let there be no mistake. This was
not done by Republicans merely, but
by William™ Henry Eustis personally.
He participated in it.

The Bible tells us that the Savior
lashed the sacriligious merchants of old
Jerusalem because they dared sell their
wares in the temple. Compare their ac-
ticn with that of William Henry Eustis
and his minions last Tuesday evening.

The Gr.osE has already called atten-
tion to the meat inspection biil, for the
passage of which William Henry Eus-
tis labored night and day with the leg-
1slature of 1889, only to see the bill de-
clared unconstitutional. The GLOBE
has also printed the protest against the
passage of that bill, the protest that
was signed by such good Minneapolis
Republicans as John Day Sumith, Eu-
gene G. lay, J. M. Underwood and
Henry Downs. One  paragraph
in that outspoken protest against
the scheme of William  Henry
Eustis  deserves to sink into the
mind of every man who will east a bal-
lot a week from today. Itis this: *The
farmers and cattle raisers of this state
would receive no substantial or lasting
benefits from it (the bill), and by it we
invite the closing of the markets of
other states azainst our cattle, sheep
and swine: seeking to break down one
monopoly we are building up another.
I'he result of the law will be to increase
the cost of meat to the consumer, and
vender more expensive one of the prime
necessities of life. It is one of the
boasts of our country that it is the only
place on the globe where the poorest
laborer may have meat on his table 365
davs in every year, and we cannot
consent 1o the passage of a law the
utmost tendeney of which would be
to jeopardize this happy condition.”

There it s in plain black and white.
William Ilenry Eustis, who now goes
about Minneapolis with a stocking in
one hand and a bargain sale tin dinner
pail in the other, positug as the friend of
the laboring man, stands charged by
the members of his own party with at-
tempting to take meat from the tables
of the workingmen of Minneapolis.

It is not strange that William Henry
Eustis should have triedto deprive the
workingman of meat. Ile belongs to
the elass that has no sympathy for the
workingman. lle is the servant of that
class. He has always worked for it.
He has never indicated that he has
changed his mind.

‘I he charge 1s plain. unequivoeal, that
William Heuory %ustis’ wmeat inspection
bill would take the meat outof the
mouth of the Minneapolis workingman.
The charge is backed up by the facts.
That bill did raise the price of meat
from three to five cents a pound. And
for the increased price the eonsumer
received a poorer quality of meat.

I here was a piece of the work of Will-
iam Henry KEustis, “the friend of the
1aboring man.” ‘I'ne workingman now
did not need meat as much as he and
his millionaire associates needed more
money.

*\What do we care whether the work-
ingman has tood so long as our millions
grow?” 1s the creed of William Henry
Eustis and his associates.

The momentous guestion of whose
name shall be first on the ecity tickets
was settleq  yesterday morning in City
Cierk Haney’s office. The representa-
tives of the tour parties, Democratie,
Republican, Prohibition and People’s
party, met promptly at 10 o’clock. “‘T'he
four slips, properly labeled, were
dropped into a hat, the hat was well
shaken, and they were drawn out. ‘The
Republican candidates will be printed
first, the Prohibitionist second, the
Democratic third and the People’s party
last.

William Henry Eustis is pajnted oyt as
a mafye!otisly strong candidate. In a
presidential year, four years ago, Babb,
a weak, unpopular candidate, carried
the city by nearly 4.000. If, in another
presidential year, in a strong Republic-
an city, a superlatively strong man like
Eustis, according to Republicans, cau-
not do better than Babb did, what are
the Republicans coming to?

The following paragraph appeared in
the last number of the Protest, a He-
publican paper.

The bricklayers’ union appointed a ¢oin-
mittee to wait on Mr. Holmberg with
regard to a question that came up. Mr.
Holmberg positively refused to recog-
nize the union. IHe would not employ
union men, but did employ “scabs.”
That looks as if he was a friend to or-
ganized labor.

The People’s party committee did
some more indorsing yesterday after
the county ticket had Dbeen made up.

I'lie smalk-boys did all this and more.
They killed eats, and when they couldn’t
find full-grown cats they killed innocent
kittens, leaving the mutilated bodies on
the front stoops of palatial residences.
The unfortunate resident of the suburb
was led to believe his house was on fire,
and when he rushed out of the kitchen
door to discover the.seething flames, he
was assaulted from all quarters by wmis-
chievous youths. They struek him be-
fore and behind with cavbage stumps
whose sting was like thatof New Jersey
mosquitoes. Eggs whose age and origin
were doubtful, and whose odor was
anpthing but sweet and refreshing,
were pushed into his face. and slapped
against the door jambs with astonishing
prodigality considering the price ot hen
fruit nowadays.

M. C. A. membvers celebrated by
giving an athletic entertainment at the
new building on Tenth street. ‘T'here
were entertainments of the same nat-
ure as those recounted above in all
parts of the city. Nobody thought of
the dreary and monotonous drizzle,
drizzle on the outside; nobody thought
of the dying month. It was off with
the old love and on with the new.
Everybody made merry on Hallowe’en,
and waited for the morrow when a new
month would be born—Novewmber, with
its ¢hill and Dbleak winds, its pinched
faces and blue noses, '

Presbyterians Will Build a New
One—Ministers’ Meetings.,

“ At their meeting yesterday morning

“Yer bet yer hfe he can’t do me, for
all dat,” said Terry the Swell, swinging
his right on the smutty right gheek or
the youth who praised Chicago as
against the Flour eity. g

T'lie Liliputian pugilists then came
together like the coalition of a pair of
Kansas cyclones. Johuny bit the Swell
on the nose, and that fastidious black
kicked Johnny in the pit of his stomach.
T'he wind blew drearily through the
narrow  alleyway, bringing with
each gust an odor of the stable.
Neither Terry the Swell, nor Johnny,
nor the friends of  both, took
heed of the tainted wind. The fight
waged fiercer and fiercer every moment,
1t was nip and tuck who would win.
First Terry the Swell was on top, and
then Jonnny interposed his raggea
form between the light of the Swell’s
eyes and the leaden sky.

When the battle was at its height, a
shadow fell across the alley and a hack
entered fromn the First avenue side.

Gotham’s Registration Gives
the Best Promise of Dem-
ocratic Sucecess.

Cleveland Will Get 91,000
Plurality Below Westches-
ter County.

Ridiculousness of the Trib-
une’s Figures Shown on
Their Face.

NEW YORK, Oct. 31.—Now that regis-
tration in this state has been complet-
ed, Democrats and Republicans are
busy figuring out” their chances of vie-
tory or defeat. ‘I'he situation may be
shown by the following, taken from the
Times:

*“The best promise of Demoecratic sue-
cess in this state is found by the regis-
tration in this city. 1t is about 34,000
heavier than ever before. 1t is decid-
edly a Democratic registration. All the
Demoeratic managers are sineerely sat-
isned with it. They know what it
means, because they know how the reg-
istration was worked tor by the Demo-
crats, and that it is fully up to their
private estimates of what it should be.

“Barring some of the so-called Repub-
lican districts, the Democrats have
registered a full vote, It appears that
the Democratic~vote must certainly be
registered up to the full limit. The Re-
publican reserve vote has not come out.
The Republican managers know it, and
they are squirming around for **fake”
explanationsof the registration that will
encourage Republican workers in the
states that are doubttal.

Clevelaud’s Plurality.

*“The net Cleveland plurality in 1888
south of Westchester county was 71,053,
and the most conservative esiimates
that 1t is possible to make on the basis
furnished bv the registration figures
shows that Cleveland will not receive
less than 91,000 plurality below that
same iine. ‘Ihe best Republican boast
is that Mr. Harrison will come down to
the boundary line with his plurality of
1888, which was 85,000.

_ “The apportionment has rendered it
impossible to make an anaiytical com-
parison of the registration this year by
districts, New York has thirty assem-
bly distriets. In 1888, and last year, tor
that matter,there were but twenty-fonr.
The election districts are not the same,
and an even comparison made on the
basis of the clection distriets would be
of no value. But the Twenty-ninth and
Thirtieth assembly districts comprise
exactly the same territory as was com-
prised last presidential year in the oid
I'wenty-fourth assembly district. In
1888 the registration in this territory
was 13,313, ‘I'his year itis 17,748, a gain
of 4,425 in a territory that is overwhelm-
ingly Democratic. and which gave Mr.
Flower a plurality ot 3,006 votes last
year in the gubernatorial eoutest. The
great Democratic vote comes largely
from the distriets that are on the river,
and in these districts the increases have
been large, but they are Democratie.”

The Repubiican View

may be shown by the following, taken
from the Tribune:

*The registration in this city and
throughout the state was completed
Saturday. 1t is regarded by the Repuo-
lican leaders with complete satistaction.
A careful examination of the returns,
not only from New York, Kings county
and the neighborhood of the city, but
from the smaller cities of the state and
from the rural districts, so far as heard
from, which was made yesterday at Re-
publican headquarters, assured Chair-
man IHackett and his associates in cam-
paign work that the Repuqlicans are
certain of earrying the state tor Harri-
son and Reid. The state of New York
can be lost to the Republicans only by
the occurrence of an unforeseen contin-
geney, and this is by no means likely in
a canvass like this. The registration in
this city is favorable to the Republic-
ans. The Dewmocrats have all along
predieted a plurality for Mr. Cleveland.

“The fall-off from the registered vote
on election day may be estimated at 7
per eent, which would be 31,688, and
leave 288,000 in round numbers for the
polled vote of the city. Estimating the
number of ballots which will be cast
for the Prohibitionists, Socialists and
People’s party at 8,000, this will leave
280,000

Votes to Be Divided
between Harrison and Cleveland. Four
years ago Gen. Harrison received 105,-
792 and Cle.land 162,762, This year
nobody would put Harrison’s below the
number received in 1888, while con-
servative politicians of both parties
have figured at 120,000, At the ratio of
increase in the Republican vote from
Blaine’s vote i 1884 over Garfield in
1880, which was about 12 per cent, Har-
rison will have next month 118,000
votes.

“But the estimates at Republican
headquarters were placed at the lower
figure of 116,000 votes for Harrison, and
this would leave Cleveland a plurality
of 49,000, or 7,000 less than he received
four years ago; that his majority will
not exceed 50.000 in New York city
seems a most reasonable conclusion.
Adding 15,000 for Kings and 4,000 for
the counties of Richmond, Queensand
Suffolk will make the Democratic n a-
jority only 69,000 for the Republicaas
of the iuterior to overcome. That they
will come down to Kings with 90,000 or
95,000 majority for Harrison is far more
likely than tnat they will bring down
less than 60,000 majority. 'The news of
the registration from the state at large
is highly favorable to a heavy Repub-
lican majority, as will be secn from the
dispatches received yesterday from
various points.”

Notice Given of Proposed Changes
in the Constitution of the
W.C. T. U,

Department Reports Occupy the
Most of the Convention’s
Session.

DENVER, Col., Oct. 31.—This morn-
ing’s session of the W. C. I. U. conven-
tion was opened by prayer offered by
Mrs. Trego, of Illinois. Miscellaneous
business was then taken up, the subject
under discussion beiug a change in con-
stitution. giving only one delegate for
every 1,000 members of each state or-
ganization of the Loyal Temperance
legion. Notice of proposed changes in
the constitution was made, increasing
the membership of the executive com-
mittee by fifty.

Reports of the national department
were taken up. Then the departinent
of physical culture was ably presented
by Mrs. Francis Seiter, of Mansfield,
O., who was glad to say that this de-
partment was estabiished formally as a
line of W. C. T. U. work, Mrs. Ratuall,
the business manager of the Women's
Temperance Publishing association, of
Chicago, reported on thie department of
literature. Mrs. Hunt, national super-
intendent of scientific temperance,
rendered a most interesting report of
the work accomplished by her depart-
ment,

At the afternoon session Dr. Hopkins,
president of Westminster university, of
Denver, was introduced, and withdrew
in favor of his wife, one of the crusade
women. A call for the original erusad-
ers resulted in the rising of sixty-seven
women. A brief but spirited discussion
as to the obligation of the W. C. T. U.
to the railroads resulted in the voting
of a circular of thanks,to be written by
Miss Jennie Smith, the friend of the
railroad boys, and Miss Mollie G. Hay,
to be sent to all railroaa employes in
the United States, A report of evan-
gelist work was given by Miss Eliza-
beth Greenwood, showing excellent re-
sults. A resolution thanking Dean
Wright, of New York city, for his serv-
ices in conducting a course of evangel-
ical study was carried.

Mrs. E. R. Esmond, for thirteen yvears
superintendent of the unfermented
wine department. sent her report,which
was read by Mrs. Helen M. Rice. A
fraternal delegate from Madrass, India,
made some very pertinent remarks on
the use of unfermented wine in the
churches of India. Miss J. M. Kinney,
penal work, pleaded for matrons in
penitentiaries and separation of elasses
and sexes. Mrs. S. A: Morrison. from
the department of charitable work, told
of the werk done in that line as far as
reports had been received. ‘The report
was quite encouraging.

Mrs. Margaret Waters, of the reform-
atory department, gave an interesting
report of the laws 1n varions states re-
garding the office and the police matrons
and the wonderful work in the reform-
atary work thao has resulted.

Hugh O’Donnell Says Soldiers
Worked in the Homstead Mill.

BAvnrtimore, Oct. 3.—A member of
the staff of the News today received a
long personal letter from Hugh O’Don-
nell, dated from the Allegheny county
jail at Pittsburg. After dealing with
personal matters Mr. O’Donnell speaks
of the Homestead strike as follows:

*You know how sincere we were on
that worning in welecoming the troops
that were atterwards used to aid the
Carnegie company to defeat us. Nearly
half a regiment.of these sume troops
were scarcely on the field ere they cast
aside their muskets and took our posi-
tions in the mill, Was that honorable?
And they were aided and abetted by
their superior officers. When the true
history of the Homestead lock-out. is
written it will make mighty interesting
reading,

»QOutside of a few hotheads, the con-
duet of our men has been most magnifi-
cent under ail the trying eircumstances
that have surrounded them. There have
been just forty-seven desertions of a
total of 3,%00 men. The situation has
not materially changed. The same firn-
ness that characterized them at the be-
ginning is still apparent.”
