GODFREY LAID OUT.

Meets His Waterloo at
Coney Island.

Choynski Floors Him With
His Right in the Fif-
teenth Round.

Godfrey Made a Game Strug-
gle, But He Was Out-
classed.

Difference in Ages Greatly
on the Side of Choyn-
ski.

NEW Yorg, Oct. 31.—FEight thousand
men cheered Joe Choynski to the echo
when he landed a knock-out blow in
the fifteenth round at the Coney lsland
Athletic elub tonight. It was a hard
fight for George Godfrey to lose,
but he, like the great and only John L.
Sullivan, fought *“once too often.”
Choynski is young, full of vigor and
netivity, and his eleverness in avoiding

the vicious blows struck by his oppo-
nent went far toward landing him the

victory. Godfrey is an old man in the
ring, and has fought many hard battles
during his career as a pugilist,
# Choynski fights very much on the
prder of Jim Corbett and independent
of his frisky business. He is a free,
hard hitter, and when he landed his
opponent as arule knew that he had
been hit. Choynski is a good general,
and he showed it in this fight. He was
perfectly satisfied with his opponent’s
stomach and the left side of his face.
his eye being his chief lodging point,
Choyunski received
Many Haed Blows,

and at times it looked as though he
would never be able to hold out, so hard
was he being pressed by Godfrey, but
by clever work and thoroughly game
fighting he managed to hold his own.
Jt was really anybody's fight from
start to finish, and when the fifteenth
round was begun no one deemed that it
was going to be the last, but in just one
minute and eleven secouds it was all
over.

It is reported that Choynski broke
two knuckles on his right band in his
knock-out blow, but hiow true it is re-

porters could mot find out, as the
crowd was too great to get near
him. Not a muscle of Godfrey’s
body moved while he was on
the floor, and, as the referee
raised his arm up and down, counting
each second, pandemonium was let
loose, and the people howled their de-
lightt. When the gong sounded pro-
claiming Choynski the winner, the
victor rushed forward, put his gloved

hands around his fallen antagonist and
raised him so that his seconds could
carry him to his chair.

The Freliminary Bout.

The crowd was too large for comfort,
and standing room only was to be had
by the time the first bout began, Peter
Jackson chme 1n just before this bout
and his reception was most hearty. He
was cheered to the echo as he took his
seat in his private box. 1t was nearly 9
o’clock when the contestants, Kid
Hogan, of Breoklyn, aud Dolly Lyons,

rwound Five—Choneski landed his left
twice in rapid succession on Godfrey’s
face, and got away with light returns.
Godfrey was delirious, and went at his
opponent like a bull, He kept at
Clhoynski till he finally got an opening,
and sent his right in as straight as an
arrow, landing on Choynski’s left eye
withsueh force that it could be heard
all over the house. It laid the eye open,
and marked the young man’s face.

Round Six—Cheynski came up with a
buu left eye, which was bleeding pro-
fusely, Godfrey leading and landing on
that optic four times. Choynskl fell
short on all his leads. Godfrey followed
him all over the ring. When time was
cailed the anen both went to their
corners looking tired. Choynski was
doing most of the work, but was decid-
edly short in his judgment of distance.

Round Seven—Both men did clever
work in this round, but the punching
was not very hard during the early part,
but it grew heavier as

to their work. The colored man got in
some telling blows, from which Choyn-
ski saved himself greatly by elinching
when he was in too close quarters to
duck. The Calitornian planted his left
on Godfrey’s mouth and stomach to
good advantage.

Rouna Eight--Choynski landed on
the stomach, led again and fell short.
Joe let swing a right hander, but missed,
which made the coon smile, and was
quickly followed up by Godfrey, and by
a right-hand swing was brought to his
knees. He stopped there for six sec-
onds, when he chased Godfrey all over
the ring, landing a clean left, which
forced Godfrey to the ropes.

Round Nine—The greater portion of
the round was spent in sparring for
wind., They did get together before the
round closed, however, and ‘' some good
work was done. Choynski [planted
some hard blows in Godfrey’s stomach,
which made the colored man wince. 1t
was not a round which did either an
any harm.

Round Ten—Godfrey prrsued Choyn-
ski to the ropes. where he gotiv two
good blows on Choynski’s left eye,
which swelled clear up. Godfrey landed
a hard upper cut when Joe was

Playing for His Wind,
and was cieanly countered by a right
swing which forced Godfrey’s head
back. FEach man was steong, and
fought to give a knock-out blow.

Round Eleven—From the stagy man-
ner in whieh this round was fought
there was every evidence that it would
prove a long battle. Both men hade
their left eyes almost closed, but with
this exception they looked as though
they could last for a week. All the
punching that was done was light with
the exception of a few stomach punches.

Round T'welve—=The men got right to
work. Choynski led for the wind and
landed ligntly. Godfrey swunga hard
right, which was cleverly ducked. He
followed this, and as Choynski led God-
frey hit him a right-hand swing at the
back of tne head, which forced Joe to
the floor. Joe landed on Godfrey’s eye
and almost completely closed it. But
just as time was called Godlrey sent
Choynski to the floor with a clean
knock down.

Kound ‘Lhirteen—Godfrey started in
to rush his man, but fell short on both
lus left and right band swings. He
then forced Choynski to the ropes, and
the Californian went down to avoid
punishment. Godfrey sent a straight
left into Choynski’s mouth which

‘The Big Fellows Appear. !

The preliminary fight between the
vouungsters put the crowd in a good
humor, and during the few minutes
prior to the big fellows coming on the
stage they chatted merrily about the
merits of Godfrey ana Choynski. When
Fred Burns went upon the stage to
make the announcement for the big
fight of the evening the spectatoas
scampered for their seats and the best
of order prevailed.

Joe Choynski was the first of the two
pugilists to enter the ring. He was ac-
rompanied by his seconds, John Me-
Vey, of Philadelphia, and Jimmy Car-
roll, of Brooklyu; PParson Davis, of Chi-
ecagzo, and Dominick MeCafirey, of New
Orleans. George Godtrey was not far

behind his opponent in entering the
ring. He was looked alter by Grant

Steele, Jim Godfrey, Jack McGee and
2rof. Williams. William Riley held
the time for him. Choynskl fought at
168 pounds and Godfrey at 175 pounds.
John . Eckhardt acted as referee in
the place of Al Smith, who was 1n the
house but was too ill to act.

It was 10:10 o'clock when the men
stepped to tl.e center of the ring and
began to spar. They sparred for an
opening, during which

Choynski Cleverly Ducked
some very wicked blows. They clinched
toward the close of the round, and
Choynski got in a good left on God-
frev’s jaw. Ile also landed a good right
just before the call ot time. Choynski
slipped down.

Round T'wo—Cautious sparring, with
Choynski running away, but ducking
some ugly leads, Godfrey led, but tell }
short. Joe landed a good left, which
did no damage. Godfrey landed a light
lett on the face and was countered on
the chest. Eaeh man was acting cau-
tiously when the bell rang,

Round Three—Godfrey went into the
man from California quickly, but he got
away by clever ducking. Chovnski be-
gan pumping his left into Godfrey’s
face at intervals and getting away from
counters. He landed so many times on
Godfrey’s eye that it soon began to
bulge. Thne colored man hit Chovnski
a number of good stiff punehes, but he
missed so many others that the Western
man had decidedly the better of the
round.

Round Four—Choynski led and was
short. After cautious sparring Joe led
with his left and landed lightly, God-
frey led with lJeft and right, but fell
short, when they clinched. Godfrey

Round Fifteenth—Godfrey rushed at
Choynski like a blind bull, and got a
straight jab in the closed eve that made
him stagger about three feet. He was
totally blind in the left eye, and thus
a great disadvantage, as
Choynski kept on his left side, and the
more Godfrey rushed him the harder
Choynski got on to that damaged eye.

The knock-out blow was a swinging
right on the damaged eyve, which

knocked the colored man completely
out.

EAST-BOUND SHIPMENTS.

The Traflic From Chicago Shows a
Good Increase.

Coicaco, Oct. 31.—There were no
holidays last week, and of course there
was an ipcrease in east-bound ship-
ments from Chicago. Exclusive of live
stock there was a total movement of
81,046 tons against 61,616 tons for the
corresponding week last year, an in-
erease of 21,345 tons, Lake shipments
amounted to 81,947 tons, azainst 105,651
during the preceding week, a decrease
of 23,704 tons. ‘Through shipments in
provisions from Chicago to the seaboard
by the lines in the Centrai Traffic asso-
ciation amounted to 28,476 tons, against
28,167 for the preceding week, an in-
crease of 309 tons, against 25,219 for the
corresponding week last year, anin-
crease of 3,257 tons.

Germans antd Frenchmen Fight

CANNES, France, Oct. 31.—This cos-
mopolitan winter resort was today the
scene of a fierce fight between French-
men and Germans, The disturbauce
was begun by a party of Frenchmen
who attempted to force an entrance into
aGerman cafe.

GRANTED TWO PARDONS,

President Harrison Takes
Official Business.

WasaiNaToN, Oct. 31.—The presi-
dent was at his desk in the White house
again this morning and attacked with
vizor the immense amount of business
which had accumulated since his forced
absence. His only caller up to noon
was Attorney General Miller. The re-
sult of Attorney General Miller’s inter-
view was that the president granted
pardons to Amanda Jones, convicted of
making a false voucher in a pension
case, anfl sentenced April 7 to three
months’ imprisonment in the Buchanan
county jail, Missour:, and to pay a fine
of $300, and to Walker Deavers, convict-
ed of perjury in a pension case, and
sentenced April 11, 1892, to thirteen
months’nard labor in Sioux Falls (S. D.)

THOMAS IS INDIGTED.

Clerks Asked to Contribute
to a Republican Campaign
Fund.

Civil Service Commissioners,
Indict the New York Com-,
mittee’s Treasurer.

A Number of State and County
Chairmen on the
List.

Teddy Roosevelt Teies 10
Break the Force of the
Charge.

WasHINeTON, Oct. 31.—The civil
service commission has reported to the
attorney general for criminal prosecu-
tion under the law against soliciting po-
itical contributions, the case of Samuel
Thomas, treasurer of the Republican
state committee of New York, Three
separate offenses are charged, consist-
ing of sending letters of solicitation to
government clerks in this city. The
documents in each case are forwarded
with the report. The ietters call for no
specifie sum, but request the contribua-
tion of such an amount as the recipient
may choose to give toward the neces-
sary and legitimate expenses of the
campaigi.

Mr. Roosevelt today, in' commenting
on the commission’s action in the
Thomas case, said:

*This is the first time the commission
has ever actively interfered to prevent
the collection of political assessments
during a presidential campaign. The
commission has been obliged to suggest

The Indictment

of a number of chairmen and officers of
Republican state and county commit-
tees, but I am delighted to say that
nothing in any way refleci ng on the
Republican national committee has as
yet baen laid before us. So far it seems
beyond a doubt that the Republican na-
tional committee has been carefully re-
specting the law. This is a pleasing
contrast to what was done by the Dem-
ocratic national committee four years
ago, when they not only assessed the
postal clerks and letter carriers in the
local offices, but when actually the
chairman, Mr. Barnum, came down to
Washington and took up his quarters
here with the avowed purpose or seeing
personally to the assessment of the
thousands of government employes in
the departments.”

Attorney General Miller. when ques-
tioned ou the ssbjeet thisafternoon, said
he had just received the papers in the
case, and had not yet had time to ex-
amine them. He added that he would
mvectigate this particular case himself,
but certainly would not act until Mr.
Thomas had been given fall opportunity
to answer the charges against him.
There is nothing unusual in this course,
as it is the practice in all cases of this
kind.

Treated Lightly by Republicans.

NEw York, Oct. 31.—The report from
Washington alleging that the civil serv-
ice commission had recommended the
eriminal prosecution of Gen. Thonias
was treated iightly at Republican state
headquarters this afternoon. Gen.
Samuel Thomas is the treasurer of the
Repablican state committee, ‘I'he civil
service commission assert that he sent
letters soliciting political contributions
to government clerks. 4

Chairman Hackett was seen on the
subject by an Associated Press repre-.
sentative. 1ie smiled when told of the
report. *'I hardly credit the report.” he
said, “however, I can say there;is
positively nothing in the charges upon
which it is stated that they have asked
the attorney general to prosecute Gen.
Thomas. The letters sent by this com-
mittee to Republicans, asking for ten-
tributions to legitimate campaign ex-
penses, are exactly such letters as Tam-
many and the Democrats at large are
sending out. There is no demand wmade
for money, and the recipients of the let-
ters are not addressed as officeholders.
If officeholders under the government
receive such letters they get them at
theil homes, just as other Republicans
do. 'T'here is nothing in it, you may be
certain,”

HOGG HAS l‘iTlE COUNT RY.

Appearances Indicate the Texas
Governor's IRRe-eclection.

Avustin, Tex.,, Oct. 31.—One week
from tomorrow one of the hottest
gubernatorial fights ever known in
Texas will be closed. How the vote
will go cannot be accurately stated at
present. Clark is strong in both Demo-
cratic and Republican ranks. Hogg is
only strong with the country people. He
has few friends in the cities, but the
country people in Texas can out-vote
the cities. Hogzg’s leaders have an im-
mense foree in North Texas that will
come in solid phalanxes for Hogg.
Clark leaders give him 15,000 majority,
while Hogg men sag their man will go
in with 100,000. Nugent, third party
candidate, is stronger than either party
anticipates, and will change the result
cousiderably.
