INDIANA ALL RIGHT.

sov. Gray Writes the Na-
tional Committee on the
Hoosier Situation.

He Confirms Previous Opin-
ions That Cleveland Will
Carry the State.

Democrats Have the Best Or-
ganization They Ever
Had.

Senator Voornees Never Felt
More Confident of Demo-
eratic Success.

NEw York, Nov. 8.—Chairman W.
Harrity does not he e to express the
gratification he feels because of a letter
just reeeived from Gov. |1 P. Gray,
of Indlana. Gov. Giay is admittedly one
of the shrewdest politicians in Indiana,
and his opinion of the political condi-
tions existing in that state’is considered

by Mr. Harrity as entitled to great
weight. Gov. Gray has just written
confirming the opinions previously ex-
pressed by leading Demoerats of Indi-
ana that the state would give its eleet-

oral vote for Cleveland and Stevenson,
The following is a copy of the letter,
which has just been received by Mr.
Harrity from Gov. Gray:

INpraxaronis, 1nd ., Nov. 1.—Hon. William
F. Harrity, New York City—My Dear Sir: In
judgment we now have ihe Lestorganiza

n in the state that we ever had. Aftera
careful revicew of 1he situation, I have no
besitation in saying that Indiana will be
found in the column of Democratic states.
The Republicans are making a desperate
tight, but I do not believe that they wiil be
able to break our lines at any point, Sin
cerely yours, Isaac P Gray.

CAMPAIGN £XPENSES,

Figures of Both sSides as Given by
the New York Sun.

NEw York, Nov. 3.—The Sun says:
Submitted herewith is the authoritative
statement of the expenses of this cam-
paign up to date. It is not hearsay evi-
dence, it comes from the highest
sources. In the first place, the nomina-
tion of President Harrvison at Minneap-
olis cost £100,000. This meney was used
in paying the expenses of delegations
**a hittle short expenses when they got
on the ground.” Since then the Repub-
licans bave raised 2,500,000, ol which
President Harrison and cabinet con-
tributed £420,000. Stephen B. Elkins
and John Wanamaker are not incluaed

The expenses of the Demoerats in the
national fight date from Feb. 22 last,
when at Albany the anti-snap move-
ment  was inaugurated, Ex-Mayor
William R. Grace was at the head of
that movement, and demonsirated that

he wus no mean money-getter., Head-
guarters were opened in New York,
atiached to which was a big literary

bureau, all in the interest of Mr, Cleve-
land’s nonnnation. The Syracuse con-
vention was an expensive afiair, Free
railroad tickets were provided, but
prior to that the expenses of the dele-
gates to that convention had to be met.

The chavge of the anti-suappers in Chi- |

cago also cos t something, and, all told,
the anti-snap cost $200,000.

The nowination of Mr, Cleveland at
Chicago cost about $300,000. ‘This state-
ment is made on the avthority of a mem-
ber of the national Dewmocratie cominit-
tee. The Demoerats have been com-
pelled to face the same increased ex-
penses in the different statés that their
Republican adversaries have.
penses at national lhe
been larger proportio ely than at Mr.
Carter’s shop. ' mocratic commit-
tee has compelled each week to face a
salary list two yards lone, Ex-President

leveland and the members of his cab-
net have contributed £50,000. This does
a0t include the money raised by Mr.
Whitney in New York. Chicago, Phila-
delphia, Cleveland and Boston.

The distribution of funds from the
headquarters in the last two days will
perhaps demonstrate clearly more than
anything else just where the fight is.
There may be one or two errors in the
Republican sehedule, for there are one
or tg'o statements which could -not be
contirmed. but it is approximately cor-
rect.

AROUND HEADQUARTERS,

Gessip Picked Up About National
Committee Rooms,

New York, Nov. 8.—The final in-
structions of the Republican managers
of the national campaign began to go
out over the private wires this morning,
They were addressed to the chairman of
the state committee in each state, but
the nature of the instructions, of course,
was not disclosed to the press.

The Democratic campaign managers
were on duty at the national headquar-
ters early this morning. They appre-
ciate the fact that long hours of work
are necessary to keep up with the Re-
publicans by working night and day in
the close states to win them for their
national ticket.

Evidence is pouring into the Demo-
cratic headquarters that the Republic-
ans are making desperate efforts to
carry Connecticut, West Virginia and
Alabama. The Democrats also claim to
have information that in West Virginia
the Republicans have effected & com-
bination with the third party, by which
the latter agrees to support the BHarri-
son electors and the Republicans to
support the third party candidate for
CONEress.

A long telegram was received from
the Democratic headquarters in Chicago
today, the substance of which was that
the Republicans were much discour-
aged over the outlook in Illinois, while

MUDDLE IN KANSAS,

A Mixed Ticket Which May Cause
a Grand Contest,

Torexa, Kan., Nov. 8.—The Demo-
cratic state central committee elaims to
{ have received dispatches from various
| points in the state confirming the re-
| porls received yesterday of the distri-
bution of mixed tickets. These tickets,
it is claimed, can be thrown out under
the election law of 1887, and consider:
able excitements prevails about the
various headquarters in consequence.

The Demoeratic and Poputist com-
mittees will send instruetious to all or-
ganizers and county chairmen today
warning them against voting anything
except straight tickets. The anti-fusion
Demoeratic central committee, which is
bolting the fusion state nowminees, be-
gan sending out its ticket this morn-
ling, It is headed, *National Demo-
cratic Ticket,”” and tas the names of
Cleveland and Stevenson, and the names
of the fusion electors following., Then
follows on the same ticket and subhead-
ing “Republican State Ticket,” with
the naines of all the Republican nomwi-
nees for congress, legislature and judi-
cial officers, the words *Republican or
Democratic Ticket” are printed.

Secretary Crouch, of the anti-fusion
committee, said this morning that he
had carefully examined into the law,
and that there was no question of the
legality of this ticket. 1f the election
should turn on the vote of the ticket, a
contest all along the iine will probably
tollow.

LONG DIsTANCHE OPINION,

New Sizes Up the sitnation From
i.ondon.

Loxpox, Nov. 3.— “Harrison will
carry both New York and Indiana,”
says John C. New with a good deal of
| emphasis. He bases his confidence
{ partly on letters which arrived by the
| City of Paris yesterday.

| **The lack of interest,” continued the
| man who twice has made Harrison the
candidate of his party, **has been ap-
| parent only. ‘The immense registra-
| tion proves this. it signifies only con-
| servative conviction, and conservatism
{ is Republicanism in this campaign. The
i confidence of the Republican managers
| in Indiana has increased wonderfully in
| the last two weeks, according to my ad-
“vices, and 1 have no doubt at all that
Harrison will carry the state. The
manufacturing interests of New York,
New Jersey and Counnecticut are pro-
{ portionately stronger than in the West,
and those interests are unguestionably
opposed to a change yet. 1 believe Gen,
Harrison will be triumphantly re-
elected Tuesday next.”

No American campaign since the war
has attracted so little interest to En-
glishmen and among Americans in
[ Europe. There has Leena littie betting
“in the last day or two, mest of it even
money, with occasionally slight odds in
favor of Harrison.

ELOQUENT COCOKRAN

Delivers Two Ringing Speeches
to Troy Democrats.

Troy, N. Y., Nov. 3.—W. Bourke
Cockran delivered two politicalspeeches
in this city tonight. His topies wera
the tariff, reciprocity and the force
bill. No free trade, he said, was
possible under this government,
and it was not a question in this eam-
paign. ‘The Democratie position was to
cause two jobs to compete for one labor-
er instead of two laborers competing
for one job. **The bplacing of hides
on the free list,” said Mr. Cock-
ran, *‘caused the shoe shops of
Massachusetts to spring into life,
and wnow there is mnot a shoe
on the foot of an American that is not
of American manufacture.” Hedenied
that the masses of the people could be
enriched by law. In Lis reference to
reciprocity, Mr. Cockran said:

“Reciprocity is the most vicious
scheme in the statutes of the country.
It involves the most pernicions legisla-
tion ever witnessed. With one stroke
of his pen Benjamin Harrison ean put
on a tariff and shut up every shoe shop
in Lynn. 1t surrenders to tfne hands of
the president the tax power.”

The advocacy of the force bill, Mr.
Cockran said, was an attempt to
strangle liberty. and by the enforcement
of such a measure congress would be
beyond the reach of the people forever.
John R. Fellows also addressed both
meetings.

HIRED TO GO HUNTING.

Indiana Republicans Sued _for
Paying a Man Not to Vote.

SHELBYVILLE, Ind.,Nov. 3. —'T'he city
was thrown into a fever of excitement
this morning, when it was learned that
Hord & Adams, attorneys for John Sur-
ry, of Morristown, this county, had filed
compaints against Henry Gordon, Rob-
ert Hudgins Jr., Philip Justice, Thomas
Anderson, Frank Smith, Thornton Gia-
ham and Marshall Bussell fer $300 dam-
ages and $100 attorney’s fees in each
case, under the McCabe bribery law,
which gives a voter such right of action
against any person who hires him to
vote or {o refrain from voting.

1t is charged that the above-named de-
fendants made up a purse, bought Sur-
ry a tieket to Indianapolis and gave him
$10 to buy a gun, with the understand-
ing that he was to go hunting on elec-
tion day and not return in time to vote.
His brother-in-law named Dunn, at In-
dianapolis, picked out the gun for him,
and he brought it home last night. Sur-
ry is a Democrat, and the defendants
are among the wealthiest and most
prominent citizens of the county. Crim-
inal proceedings will also be instituted
immediately.

SMALL, LU DANGEROUS.

South Carolina FKlection Tickets
said 10 Be Irregular,

CHARLESTON, S. C., Nov. 3.—There is
danger of the loss of this state to Cleve-
land. It was discovered today thata
serious error has been made in the
printing of the Demoeratic electoral
tickets in this state, which will resuit in
the entire Democratic electoral vote
being thrown out on account of 1llegal
tickets if the error is not corrected. As
it is, the tickets have been 1n the hands
of the commissioners of election and
county commnittees for some time and
have been partly distributed. ‘Uherein
lies the danger. It is hard to tetl what
proportion of the tickets that have been
sent out from the state committee head-
quarters are illegal. Most of those
heard from are a sixteenth of an inch
too long. some too small and some too
large. The law says that they must be
b} inches in size. ‘The responsibility
for sueh a serious error seems hard to
fix,

QUIKT FXTERNALLY,

Wolverines Not Making Much
Noise in the Campaign.

Derrorr, Mich., Nov. 3.—The pres-
ent campaign, now nearly closed, has
been marked by comparatively few ex-
ternal evidences of exeitement, or the
activity that manifests itseif in brass
bands, torehlight vrocessions, ete.
Politicians en rapport with the situa-
tion affirm the so-called apathy is dis-
proved by the facts. There never was,
they say, a presidential campaign in
which there was so much real activity
as there has been in the present one,
Senator McMillan, chairman of the Re-
publican state central committee, pre-
diets that, from the best information at
his command, Rich will be elected gov-
ernor by a majority of from 14.000 to
18.000, As to congressmen, he declared
that large gains will be made in the
number elected the last time, and adds
that eight of the fourteen presidential
electors are safe,

ALL WERE REPUBLICANS.

Prominent HHawkeye Converts

Hold an Experience Meeting.

DEs MoiNgs, le., Nov. 3.—A novel
political meeting was held here tonight.
An enthuswmastiec audience packed the
Grand opera house to listen to Demo-
cratic speeches by prominent residents
of this eity who have all heretofore
voted the Republican ticket. The
speakers were Hon, J. G. Day, for thir-
teen years on the supreme bench of
lowa: N. T. Guernsey and W. A. Park,
leading men of this city: W. D. Hutch-
inson, a prominent physician and pro-
fessor in the state university: and
Frank T. Perry. publisher of the Satur-
day Review. Judge Day came out for
the Democratic ticket about six weeks
ago, but each of the other speakers pub-
licly anmounced his change of heart to-
night. Mr. Guernsey made a hit when
he prefaced his speoch with this state-
ment: “Iam proud to be able to say
tonight ‘1 am a Democrat.””

KANSAS CLALIMS,

TorekA, Kan., Nov. 3.—The fchair-
man ot the People’s party claims Kan-
sas for Weaver by 45,000, and that
Leweling will be elected governor by
36,000, ‘The chairman of the Democratic
fusion committee says that the Weaver
electors will carry the state by 30,000,
and that the fusion ticket will be elect-
ed by 20,000. The chairmman of the Re-

MISTAKE IN ARKANSAS.

Error in the Tickets Rouses the
fre of the Populists.

LirrLe Rock, Ark., Nov. 3.—In or-
dering elaction tickets the secretary of
state made a mistake, placing the name
of Thomas M. C. Birmingham thereon
as Populist congressional candidate, in-
stead of running him as an Independent.
The mistake was discovered, and its
correction ordered yesterday. The Pop-
ulist leaders, hearing of this, have de-
cided to institute suil on the secretary’s
bond, which requires him to ‘“‘well and
faithfully perform all the dutles of his
office,” ete.

PoORTLAND, Or., Nov. 3.—The Demo-
cratic state committee decided today to
keep the Democratic electoral ticket in
the field.

'Fiis is practically au
advance of about 7 per cent, and re-
stores wages to the standard of 1884
The vote was almost unanimous, and
was voluntary on the part ot the manpu-
facturers.

MARSHAL- itlGHTS.

Aldrich Delivers Himself of Anwu
other Sweeping Opinion. |

WaAsHINGTON, Nov. 3.—Solicitor Gen-
eral Aldrich, =acting attorney gen-
eral, in a formal and sweeping oqm—
1on rendered as to the empioy=
ment of United States marshals
and supervisors at the polls, rules, in
addition to the points previously covered
as tothe rights of these officers to be
present within the rails at the polling
places, that the marshals also havethe
right to summon the sheriff’s posse
comitatus to ussist them, and also to
call upon ail organized military bodies
for the same purpoze. The actingattor-
ney general savs that the alleged in-
structions, issued in New York, Arkan-
sas and Alabama, briug the state officers
issuing them under the provisions of
the United States laws as to conspiracy
to obstruct.

CONFIDENT VOORHEES.

Democratic Chances in Indiana
Never Hetter.

Terre HAvre, Ind,, Nov. 3.—Senator
Voorhees authorizes a denial of a dis-
pateh in the Indianapolis Joeurnal from
Washington to the effect that in con-
versation with ex-Congressman O’Nell
there he was heard to say:

*There is no use denying the fact.
We ace surely defeated, but we must
keep up a bold iront to prevent a
Waterloo,”

Senator Voorhees sends this state-
ment to the Associated Press: *I'here
is absolutely po truth in this publica-
tion, and L can hardly conceive of a
more ridiculous untruth. As a matter
of fact, I was never so confident that
the Denoerats will carry Indiana as 1
am now.”

NOT AN ORTHODOX.

Some Parts of the Republican
Policy Do Not Suit Wanamaker.
INDIANAPOLIS, Nov. 3.—Postmaster

General Wanamaker spoke to a crowd

of about 8,000 people at Bluffton today.

The speech was preceded by a bigstreet

demonstration. In the course of his

speech lie gave these ideas of his own
in regard to some of the leading issues:

*] admit that there may be thingsin
aur party that we do not like, but we
should not go outside of it, and sit upon
the fence and throw stones at it. Let us
stay inside and attack the thinzs we do
not like, and improve the things that
are not perfect.”’

Mr. Wanamaker said he did not be-
lieve the McKinley bill was perfect, but
he favored a permanent tariff commis-
ston to regulate that question. Other
things he favored were an arbitration
board to settle strikes, a permanent
diplomatic service, a proper monetary
basis for silver, and immigration regu-
lations.

RUN INTO AMBUSH.

Fighting in Wyoming Between
Officers and a Gang of Horse
Thieves.

Three of the Former Killed by the
Outlaws, Who Were in’
Ambush, 3

CAspPER, Wyo., Nov. 3.—Reports have
just reached Casper of a fight between
officers and supposed horse thieves near
the head of Prior river, in the extreme
northern part of Fremont county, this
state. It is reported here that the Fre-
mont county officers were after a
man by the name of Moore,
who some time ago shot a con-
stable in cold blood in tha streets of
Laundor, Moore kuew of their approach,
and laid for thew. and, as they ap-
proached, shot dowu three of the ap-
proaching party.

The officers were led by a man known
as *Slick,” but whose real name is
Nard. *Shck is an old-time Nebraska
man, and shot a man a few years ago,
Sidney Bridge,and,supposing his vietim
dead, approached him, when the man
jumped on Slick’s horse and stabbed
him with a knife and left Sliek for dead.
Slick afterwards was picked up and re-
covered. Moore and his friends killed
Slick and two deputies and left them
where they lay. Some reports say that
Sheriff Slough, of Fremout county, was
in the fight and was woundea, but es-
caped, and is now on his way to Lander.

BISMARCK SPEAKS.

The Man of Blood and Iron Oriti-
cises the Military Bill.

Leipsic, Nov, 3.—Dr. Blum has re-
cently had a long interview with Prunce
Bismarck at Varsein, an account of
which is published in the Neuste Nach-
richten, of this ecity. Prince Bismarck
spoke at length on the new milita .
bill and the relations with France and
Russia. He denied that he had planued
to attack France In 1875, on the contrary
he persuaded Emg:ror William to Fprl:-.
bid the general staff, especially Count
voun Moltke, who was anxious to pro-
voke a war, to interfere with foreign
polities. y

The ex-chancellor dissented entirely
from the government’s suppoft of the
military bill. He said that he thought;
the German army was quite strong'
enough to face even a war on the fron-
tier. He believes that neither France
_nor Russia desires war. Moreover, said
the prince, victory will rest with that
power which wins the first few battles,
and those battles will be fought not
with millions of men, but with a few
hundred thousands,

*The main thing,” he coutinued, *“is
that they be well led. The new mi)i-
tary bill has the greatest defect in its
inadequate provision for commissioned
and non-commissioned officers.”

He condemned the proposal to retain
the third year of service simply for
men who have incurred penalties, be-
lieving that this provision would de-
stroy all respect for the third year plan,
‘He quoted Emperor William L, Count
Von Moltke, as against the two-years
system.

TARIFF'S MORAL SIDE.

Chicago Iroquois Club Has a
Grand Closing Demon-
stration.

The Auditorium Hall Packed
From Floor to Roof With
Democrats.

Congressman William Sprin-
ger Acts as Chairman of
the Meeting.

The Moral Side of the Tariff
the Subject of a Mas-
terly Address.

CiicaGo, Nov. 3.—The Iroquois club,
the leading Dewocratic organization of
Chicago, held a great demonstration at
the Auditorium tonight. It was the
biggest event of the Kkind which the
club has held in four years. The de-
mand for tickets of admission was
numerous, and by noon the secretary of
the club was compelled to refuse many
applicauts, as he had already given out
cards to all the vast hall could accom-
modate.

Early in the evening detachments of
the club members were sent to the
hotels where the speakers of the even-
ing were, and, with much music and
enthusiasm and many torclies and lusty-
lunged expressions of Democritie
faith, they escorted them to the club
house on Monroe street, where
the club was gathered in force
and, with ranks strengthened by dele-
gations from other Democratic organiza-
tions, the line of march was taken up
for the Auditorinm. The parade was
large, fully 1,200 men being in line. In
the Auditorium the stage, which was
tastefully

Decorated With Flags
and strips of* bright colored bunting,
was crowded with representative Demo-
crats of the city and state at large, while
the hall in front of it was packed from
the first floor to the roof with men loyal
to Cleveland and Stevenson. At 8:30
o’clock Adlai ‘L. Ewing, president of the
Iroguois elub, introduced as chairman
of the evening Congressmaa William
Springer, who spoke as follows:

*“I'he question of protection and of tar-
iff reform is generally discussed asa
mere matter of political economy. We
discuss the effect of protection on the
wages of labor and tne prices of con-
sumable commodities, on the growth of
manufactures and on the development
of agriculture and mining. It is looked
upon as a mere question of dollars and
cents and of business. While this view
of thesubject is important, and must
not be neglected, there is another aspect
of the case which must not be over-
looked. 1t is a question of morals, as
well as of markets. It is a question of
right, as well as of riches. A question
of promoting honesty in government,
as well as of developing

“It is said by its friends that the Me-
Kinley bill does its own talking. But
what does it say to the farmers of the

| 'country? 1t says to them that they need

protection—that is,a higher price for the
products of the farm than they can get
in the open markets of the world. The
bill then proposes, in case the Repub-
lican party is kept in power, to give
them 25 cents more a bushel for their
wheat than they could otherwise get.

“Last year they raised 611,000,000
bushels, and 25 cents on this amount
would aggregate $£152,000,000 on this
one year’s ecrop. It also proposes
to give the farmers 15 cents
a bushel more for the corn they
raise, Last year the corn ecrop
amounted to over 2,000,000,000 bushels,
and on this account the bonus offered
amounts to $309,000,000. ‘The bill also
offers on oats and buckwheat 15 cents a
bushel; on barley, 30; on potatoes, 25;
on rye, 10; on hav. $4 a pound. and on
tobacco 25 cents a pound. These rates
on all the articles named on last year’s
productions would aggregate $1,000,000,-
000. On live stock, at the rates proposed
in the bill, the bouus amounts to
$1,200,000,000. On wool the bill

than they could otherwise get, and on
last year’s clip the bonus would amount
to $31,000,000. .

“All these duties on agricultural
products are imposed,not to get revenue
for the government, for the revenue
realized 1s insignificant, but to get votes
for the Republican party. On bitumin-
ous coal the offer is 75 cents a ton, or
$71.000,000 on last year’s production. On
lumber the offer is £33,000,000, estimated
on the production of the census year of
1890. 'The sugar bounty of two cents a
pound on the sugar produced last year
amounts to $10,000,000, and the manu-
facturers are offered many millions, but
actually receive a bonus each year of
£650,000,000. All these increased rates
offered to the producers of the country
by the MeKinley bill aggregate over
£3,000,000,000 every year. And thisis
what the MeKinley bill says to the pro-
.ducers of the country:

“+jf you will vote the Republican
ticket and keep the Republican party
in power, that party will sezure to you
every year $3,000,090,000 more for your
products than you could otherwise get.’

“The Bribe Offered

is gigantic in its proportions, and, it
would seem, gquite suflicient to ae-
complish the object held In view—
namely, the perpetuation of the Repub-
lican party in power. The leaders of
that party evidently act upon the idea
that every man has his price, and if
enough is offered, and in the right way,
the bribe will be taken.

But how is this stupendous bribe to
the farmers of the country to be paid?
The farmers do not realize one cent on
the thousand dollars that is promised
them. The price of everything they
raise is fixed in Liverpool. In fact they
are paid off in worthless wild-cat cur-
rency—in McKigley bills. But the
,failure to keep the promise does not
‘mitigate the enormity of the crime. The
MecKinley bill offers the amounts 1 have
indicated, and its advocates do not hesi-
' tate to aﬂh‘m on the stump and in the
press that the in?reased price proposed
in the bill is realized. And many farm-
ers believe the promise is kept, and
thus goon blindly and ignorantly vot-
ing the Republican ticket from year to
year. Buta growing knowledge of the

*To the manufacturers of the country
the offer of increased prices for their
product made in the McKinley act has
in the main been kept. It is an open
secret that four vears ago the benefi-
ciaries of the tariff subscribed millions of
dollars to the campaign fund of the Re-
publican party, and it1s well known that
several hupdred thousapd 1;%"\‘,? of %l:)is
fuhd was iﬁed to eorrupt t! liot box
in Indiapa. And at this time the news-
papers inform us that the large sums of
fnoney are being subseribed by the Re-
publicans to ald the natlonal and state
committees of the Republican party in
the work of furthering their interests at
the ballot box.

In the People’s Hands.

At the conclusion of Mr. Springer’s
address he introduced Adlai F. Steven-
son, who was greeted with much ap-
plause as he advanced to the speaker’s
desk. He spoke substantially as fol-
lows:

1t is wisely provided in the federal
constitution that once every four years
the supreme power of this coantry shall
be returned to che people. 1t is now in
their hands. The administration of
Grover Cleveland [cheers] was pure and
honest. During his term of office no
additional burdens were laid upon the
people for the benefits of the monop-
olist and railroad corporations. We
have now had three and a half years of
Republican rule, and the question is,
where shall the money come from to
run the government? And this condi-
tion of things1s due to the workings of
the McKinley bill.

*“The Democratic party realizes that
sutficient money must be collected from
import duties to pay the expenses of the
governinent; but when mwore than that
is collected, it is no less a robbery ve-
cause it is done under tiie name of legis-
lation. The constitution says that when
vou have collected a sufficient summ of
money to run the expenses of the gov-
ernment you have no right to touch an-
other dollar of any man’s money to
make a few men wealthy.”

‘1 he speaker then referred briefly to
the history of the low tariff period of
1846, and then resumed:

*The average increase of tariff taxes
during the early vears of the war was 35
per cent. After the conclusion of the
war, tariff

to 47 per cent. Then the people declared
that the time had come to repeal the
war tariff. The Republican party was
pledged to remedy this evil and kept its
pledge by passing the McKinley bill,
which sent the tariff higher yet.

“They tell you that this is for the
benetit of the laboring man. They claim
that a vote for the Republican party
meant a good bucket of bread and beef,
but how many months was it before
they taxed the poor bucket that held the
bread and beef? ‘The Republican
party has claimed that a high tariff
meant high wages, now let me ask you
whether your wages have gone up. as
that tarift has sailed skyward?”’ [Loud
cries of **No, No.”]

Then passing from the tariff to the
force bill, the speaker said:

“The Republicans have said that the
force bill is a dead issue. 1 do not trust
them on that. That bill proposes to
grant the power to federal supervisors
todeclarefyour state officers at elections;
they invade the sanctity of your homes,
ana if you refuse to answer their ques-
tions you are liable to imprisonment.
This bill was aimed at the South, but
holds good throughout the country, and
put in effect it calls forth 300,000 federal
supervisors to oversee the casting of
your ballot. These are some of the
issues upon which you are to pass next
Tuesday, and I ask mnobody to stand
with us for the sake of party. Let him
stand by his own home and fireside,
and he must be with us. He cannot be
against ns.”
