FIFTY-FOUR VICTIMS

Who Went Through the Civil
Service Racket Yesterday.

The semi-annual civil service, ex-

amination was held yesterday in tlio
United Stares court room in the eovern-
ment building. At '.) o'clock in the
morning titty-four applicants for enroll-

ment on government pay rolls presented
themselves, and were given seats in the
whimsically ecclesiastial court room.
There were thirty-seven applicants for
mail clerkships, nine for departmental
clerkships, four for copyists, three for
Indian teaching, and one applicant for
the position of matron at the Indian
school.

The examination was conducted by
F. M. Kiggins. government examiner;
Capt. Hnrdacre, chairman ot the local
civil service board; P. M. Moroney, sec-
retary of the board; 0. 11. Nitjaard,
mail 'superintendent, and F. R. lledrick,

of the railway postal service.
Beside the regular examinations,

three were supplemental examinations
in typewriting, stenography. German,
Danish and French, and one examina-
tion in meteorology.

The department clerks are required
to have a vast amount of information in
all English branches, withespecial ref-
erence to spelling. Tippecanoe was the
first word in the list given out. Writ-
ing from dictation and letter writing
were two stumbling blocks in the way
of many an aspiring applicant, and the
habit of not reading abbreviations in
fullcost several would-be postal clerks
their heads. Probably six out ot the
nine department clerks will pass the
examination. Of the six two willhave
positions. The other four willhave
the proud consciousness of having done
their duty, and will not have to pay
railway fare to Washington out of a
prospective salary of $1,030.

The position of li.dian matron is a
new one. and, as the honor of the ofllce
is expected to pay about half the salary,
there are not so many applicants as po-
sitions. The matron examined yester-
day will doubtless be appointed in
about a week, at a salary of £40 a month
or more. She was required to show her
ability and information in orthography,
penmanship, elemental English, ele-
mental grainmer, arithmetic, geography
and United States history. She was
rigidlyquestioned as to her ability to
teach Indian girls how to crochet and
sew on buttons, and, inconclusion, was
asked, "Have you any special interest
iv the education of Indian girls? or
have you a conscientious desire to aid
in improving their domestic, social, in-
tellectual and moral condition?" She
said she had all this and more, and, if
she spelled Tippecanoe correctly, she
will doubtless be on the reservation
within a fortnight.

BRIGHT IN MONTANA.

The Situation Sized Up by E. W.
S. Tinjgle, Formerly of

!»t. Paul.

E. W. S. Tingle, of Butte, Mont., is in
the cityon a flying visit,occasioned by
the death of his brother-in-law, John
Kelly. Mr.Tingle was connected with
the Globe several years ago, and is
now managing the Butte Miner, one of
the leading papers of Montana.

Montana is in the throes of the fiercest
political campaigns in her history, and
Mr.Tingle comes fresh from the field
of battle.

"What are the chances of Democratic
success in your state,'" he was asked.

"They are very good indeed. Never
before have the masses of the people
taken svcli an interest in a political
campaign. They are aroused from one
end of the state to the other, and the
vote willbe tiie largest ever cast. Mon-
tana, as you know, is a very close slate,
and the Republicans are straintua every
nerve to cany it. The result, therefore,
cannot be predicted, but it is more than
safe to say that the Democratic vote will
be larger than ever before, despite the
death of Col. Broadwater, who was a
tower of strength to the party.

ferred until the legislature is elected.
Allloyal Democrats want to first elect
the ticket.

NEW FEDERATION.

All Railroaders to Be Organized
IntoOne Body.

St. Louis, Nov. Grand Chief W.
F.Missimer, of the Brotherhood of Kail-
road Employes, today, while in this
city, In conversation with a reporter

about the recent trouble between rail-
road employers and employes, said:

"We have a little surprise in store
for them in the shape of an interna-
tional organization of railway employes,
which includes every railroad employe
from the track man up. The organiz-
ation willbe inshape before January,-
and meetings in regard to itare being
held all over the United States. We
have our plans ready.and all we want to
do now is toissue the final call. The
organization will take inall the railway
brotherhoods now ivexistence, and will
have something like 140,000 members.
Iwillieave tomorrow for Chicago to
confer with some of the leaders, and
willprobably be able to give the press
more about the organization then."

PEACEFUL BOMBARDMENT.

Grand Exhibition oi"Fireworks i
Charleston's Harbor.

Charleston, S. C, Nov. 3.~Forty
thousand people witnessed the great
bombardment of Fort Sullivan tonight.
Taken all together it was the most
elaborate and successful exhibition of
fireworks ever seen south of New York.
No affair was ever conducted under
more auspicious circumstances. The
engagement between Sir Peter Parker's
fleet and the Fort Sullivan and other
batteries was simply grand. Every
point of vantage was occupied by sight-
seers. Bomb bursting in mid-air and
showers of many-colored rockets con-
tributed to the entertainment.

The bombardment was the feature of
the gala week. The trains today were
packed with visitors, and the two re-
mainins: days of the festival will be
crowded with attractive features. The
officers of the Dolphin and Vesuvius
are being feted on every side. Last
night they attended a reception at the
Charleston club, where they met the
creme de la creme of Charleston society.

BATTLED WITH OUTLAWS.

Deputy Marshals Overtake Red
Christie's Gang.

Tahleqxiaii, I.T., Nov. 3.—Another
battle has taken place between deputy
United States marshals and the band of
the desperado Ked Christie, who recently
escaped from their clutches. One of the
outlaws, Arch Wolf, was killed and
several more are reported wounded, but
itis impossible to get particulars. A
wagon load of arms, ammunition and
provisions have been senIfrom here to
the scene of the siege in the Canny
mountains, and the marshals are in-
structed to take the gang dead or alive.

AROUSED BY HILL.

New York's Senator Addresses
Two Monster Meetings of

Democrats,

Cleveland's Administration Eulo-
gized and TariffSophis-

tries Riddled.

Syracuse, N. V., Nov. 3.—Decidedly
the largest audience of the campaign
was addressed by Senator Hill nt the
Alhambra rink this evening. Nearly
5,000 crowded into the big hall and the
senator's passage through the street
was like a big ovation, and when
he ascended the stage lie wag greeted

with prolonged cheers. After a
brief reference to the magnitude of his
audience the senator addressed himself
to the tariff question, which he described
as the most important issue that has
been brought forward for settlement
since the war.

The government had no right to take
money out of one Elian's pocket to put it
in another's. Ithad no right to rob the
poor in order to help the rich, and to do
so violated the constitution. The Demo-
cratic party had made this dec-
hirtion in its platform, and upon
the declaration, as -upon the
platform in its entirety, the
Democracy had squarely taken its
stand. The government had no powers
except those expressly conferred by the
constitution. There was no question
that the supreme court of the United
States, even constituted as itwas today,
would decide against the constitution-
ality of any act of congress providing
in express terms for protective duties in
the interest of private enterprises.

Passing from the question of constitu-
tionality, tlie senator devoted his atten-
tion to what he calle.i the injustice of
the tariff toconsu iiers. The McKinley
billhad been condemned by the people
once, ho said, and iid was sure they
would condemn it again. The country
was prosperous today, not because of it,
but in spite of it. The Repub-
licans say that under it the wages of
workingmen have been Increased, but
he had yet to find the workingruau who
had been thus benefited, though he had
made diligent search for him in many
places. Wages were higher Here than
abroad, and the senator rejoiced in tlie
fact. Itwas because, in the first place,
the American workingmen were more
skillful and more intelligent, and an-
other reason was to be found in the
strength of the labor organizations.
"Iwant to ask you," said iie. "who is

itthat is trying to break down tiie labor
organizations now?''

"Chauuccy Depew," shouted some-
body in the audience.

"That's right," said the senator. "1
am tso much of a gentleman to dispute
you."

Speaking of the- Millsbill, Mr.Hillde-
fied Gov. McKinley or anybody else to
single out an article an which there was
not duty enough to make up the differ-
ence between wages heie and abroad,
lie then proceeded to dissect the law of
1893, making many of the articles
piaced on the free list the subject of
ridicule, and endeavored to show gen-
erally that the act made a discrimina-
tion between tlie rich and the poor, to
the great disadvantage of the latter.

Discussing the force bill,the senator
said it was infamous legislation, the
idea being to provide a means where-
by the honest vote of the South would
be Intimidated under the protection or
federal authority.

The senator closed with words of
praise for Cleveland's administration,
and with an earnest appeal to his audi-
ence to do their utmost to secure the
success of the Democratic ticket at the
polls next Tuesday.

At Canandaigaa, N. V., Senator Hill
addressed an immense meeting this
afternoon. His reception was very en-
thusiastic from the first. The senator
opened witha humorous allusion to the
rainy weather. lie said:

"In spite of the rain 1shall talk to
you for a while,and Itell you it's a bet-
ter kind of a rain than the reign of the
Republican party." It was not such a
lons time ago that we used to hear so
much about the Tammany tiger from
the Republicans. Now itis all wildcat.
They are always going around
with a treat fear on their shoul-
ders. The possibility of something
or other that we Democrate may do dis-
turbs them to the uttermost. 1remem-
ber in 1834 they traveled about with
lonsr faces, crying that if the Demo-
cratic party got the presidency the
country would wither up under a suc-
cession of fearful calamities.

'"First it was the Southern war debt
that would be paid. Slavery would be
re-established. Federal sanctity would
be violated. We would be at war with
all foreign countries. Our indus-
tries would be destroyed. These
were only a few of the things they said,

butnow have their predictions come to
naught. Instead of all that woe we hud
one of the best administrations of gov-
ernment in the history of the country."

Cleveland's administration Mr. Hill
eulogized in the highest degree. Itwas
dignified, clean, honest and pure.
