Labor Unions Receive An-
swers of the Legislative
Nominees.

Some Answered Yes to All,
and Without Any Quali-
fication,

While Others Stated Their Ob-
jections and Their Ideas
of Right.

Great Democratic Rallies--
Davis’ Poor Meeting at
 White Bear Village.

The labor unions met at Labor hall
last evening to hear and act upon the
reports of answers of the various candi-
dates for the legislature as to how they
stand upon the list of laws the union
desire passed by the coming legislature,
The unions sent out to the candi-
dates a printed list of the laws they de-
sire, eighteen in number. Several of
these lists were returned with various
answers noted, and several members
made verbal reports of the answers
which had been communicated to them
personally by candidates. Quite a num-
ber .of the candidates not having re-
ceived the slips, and not having been
seen, the matter of final aetion upon the
reports was deferred to a meeting to be
held Sunday evening. The list of en-
actments the labor people want was as
follows:

1. Alaw making eight hours a day's labor
om all state and municipal work and $2 a day
a minimum rate of wages for skilled labor.

2. Anact to repeal all laws on the statute
books that are intended to create or foster
monopolies and stand as a hindrance to hon-
est labor getting employment.

3. An act amending the present label and
trademark law so that it may be a protection
against counterfeit labels end trademarks:

4. Alaw to make Labor day the first Mon-
day in September and a legal holiday.

5. A law (an employer's liability act)
which shall enable emploves to recover dam-
age for injuries received while in the ful-

14. A bill to repeal the present convict
coutract labor law.

15. A biil looking toward the ownership of
ali special franchises, such as light, heat,
waler, railways, tramways, etc., by munic-
palities.

16. A law giving to the inmates of state's
prisons, reformatories, and the like, their
earnings atter deducting therefrom their in-
dividual maintenance.

17. Alaw giving labor a first liem on its
products.

18. An act for the condemnation under
the right of eminent domain. and the pur-
chase of property and the operation. of any
business, by any ecity, county or town in
state, beld under or conducted by a franchise
or a special grant of power, and allowing
any city, county or town to conduct any
business where a charter or special grant of
power is necessary.

The candidates who answered these
and noted their answers on the lists
were: John H. Ives, Democratic can-
didate in the Fifth; Josepb Black, Pop-
ulist candidate in the Fifth; Dr. Will-
iams, Democratic candidate in the
Fourth ward: Henry Johus, Republican
candidate in the Fourth ward; G. M.
Orr, Repubhean candidate m the Third
ward; Mr. Gloeser, Populist candidate
in the Sixth ward: Mr. Talboys, Repub-
lican candidate in the Sixth ward; Mr.
Ferguson, Democratic candidate in the
First ward; Dayton, Republican candi-
date in the Second ward; MecLellan,
Populist candiaate in the Ninth ward.

The candidates who were seen but
who had not yet received their printed
list were R. A. Walsh, Democratic can-
didate inthe Ninth: Karl Simmon, Re-
publican candidate in the Ninth; Hon.
M. Doran, Democratic cenaidate for the
Tenth and Eleventh wards and the
county: William Rodger, Democratic
candiaate in the Eighth; P. H. Kelly,
Democratic candidate in the Second;
Wallblom, Republican candidate in the
First. The rest of the candidates have
not received their lists or been seen.

Ives, Johns and Orr answered yes to
numbers 2, 3, 4, 7, 8, 10, 14, 15, 16 and 17.
The answers of these gentlemen were
qualifiead on a number, several they left
vuanswered, and some- they answered
in the negative.

Mr. Ives appended a letter in which he
s2id: *‘I do not want to enter a compe-
tition for an indorsement; but 1 am,and
always have been, a friend of labor and
to the cause of labor, as any man who
was at the capitol working for labor in
the legislature of 1889 will testify.” The
expression of Mr. Ives met the approval
of all present who made remarks. The
qualifications of Mr. lves,Orr and Johns
were practically the same except those
upon No.15. The answers of Johns
reflect Mr. Ives’ and Mr. Orr’s views
upon everything except the one men-
tioned. They were as follows:

*As to No. 1,would answer yes,except
as to making $2 the minimum for skilled
labor. Am opposed to public labor be-
ing made a source of diserimination
against labor in other departments of
industry. No. 5, answered npeither yes
or no. Question must go farther than
is intended. Favor such legislation as
will protect the employe against the
negligence of the employer and enable
him to recover damages received while
in the fulfillment of his duties,oceurring
without his fault and neglect, but it
must be wise legislation. As to No. 6,
if it means conspiracy laws directed
especially against organized labor, the
answer is favorable. No. 9 not under-
stood, hence not answered. Nos. 11
and 12 should be answered yes were it
not for the fact that the courts would
deciare such a law unconstitutional.”
BEThe candidates who answered yes to
every question were: Joseph Black,
MecLellan, Ferguson, Dayton nearly all,
Gloeser, Talboys.

Walsh auswered verbally in favor of
some questions, and asked time to con-
sider others. Karl Simmons asked time
to consider before answering. Mr.
Kelly had no time to consider owing to
his recent great family affliction, but
said he would do all in his power in the
interests of labor.

Wallblom gave no satisfactory answer
to anything.

Rodger said he would favor every
movement in the interests of labor, and
everybody present responded to the re-
port, “and he will do it.”” Mr. Doran
replied that he would favor everything
that was reasonable in the interests of
labor. Dr. Williams answered Nos. 8, 4,
7.9, 13, 14, 17, in the affirmative. As to
No. 1 he thought labor should be paid
by the hour.

Judee McCafferty was the prin-
cipal speaker and made ‘a master-
ful presentation not only of the
issues  of  the national cam-
paign, but also dissected the Republican
record of misrule in Minnesota, and
gave logical reasons why the stateis
fast swinging into the Democratic col-
umn. From personal observation and
reliable reports from every part of the
state and county, the orator drew the
conclusion that Republican hopes are
blasted and the Democratic star is ris-
inz.

Judge D. A. J. Baker and Hon. W,
