clusively forany public purposé, and per-
sonal property to an hmount not exceeding
in value two hundred dollars for each in-
dividual, shall, by general laws be exemnt
from taxation.

The ballots used in voting upon said sec-
tion shall have printed thereon “Amend-
ment to Section three (3) of Article mmne (9)
of the Constitution providing for the taxa-
tion of sleeping car companies and other
companies: YES—NO,” aud the voters, in
voting upon such amendment, sball erase,
mark across or seratch out one (1) of said
words “yes” or*no.” If he aesiresto vote
in the affirmative he shall scratch out the
word *“no;" if he desires to vote in the nega-
tive, he shall scratch out the word *‘yes.”

Explanation.—It will be seen that the
maunner of voting npon these two proposed
amendmentsis entirely different. Tne reason
for this is that the nrst amendent was pro-
posed underan net of the legisiature passed
prior to the general election law of 1801, and
18 10 be voted upon subject to the provisions
of said general clection law. But the second
proposed amendment is submitted under an
act of the legisiature passed nfter the general
election Iaw of 1801, and in terms provides
how it shall be voted upon, and as above in-
dicated. The object of the first proposed
amendment is to restrict special legisiation.
The object of the second proposed amend-
ment is to reguiate the taxation of ranilroads,
sleepiug, drawing room and parlor ear com-
panies, telezraph and telephone companies,
express and insurance companies, by taxing
the gross' earnings or by a licensed fee: and
authorizing a specific tax on miniug prop-

erty.
