is true. But it lost its place on the cal-
endar by this dilating move. So far as
reference to Mr. Castle is concerned
nearly every statement is false. Senator
Davis" knew, when he is reported
to have made this statement,
and the "little creatures" who repeated
itafter him, should have known, that
not one dollar was appropriated for a
public building during trie last session
of congress in all the United States, and
that the treasury, which had a $100,000
surplus when turned over by President
Cleveland's administration, had been so
exhausted by the extravagance of the
Fifty-first congress that nothing re-
mained; and that early in the session
a resolution passed the house
which, in *iew of this condition,
provided that no appropriation
whatever should be made for
public buildings; and none was made.

Registration Not Necessary in the
Country Districts.

Annent the provisions regulating reg-

istration IB this state, Attorney General
Clapp has written the following letter
to the Globe: .
It seems that there is some misunder-

standing upon the subject, and that the im-
pression prevails to some extent that except

incities of over 2.000 aud less than 12,000.
voters otherwise qualified but not registered
cannot be allowed to vote. The impression
arises from the fact that section eight (ft) of
the election law makes certain provision re-
garding registration incities of 2,000 and up-
wards, and in the printed copy of the law
prepared for distribution the provisions pre-
ceding and following those relating to regis-

"

nation in cities of 2,000 and up-
ward are marked on the margin, "Applicable
to cities and villages of 2,01,0 and upwards."
The fact is, the only provision that is speci-
allyapplicable to cities of 2,000 and upwards
is that found in the body ofsection 8.relating
to hours during which registration may take
place in cities of :*.(X>O and upwards. Section
8 is intended to cover the subject of registra-
tion inall districts in thesuite except in cities
having over 12,000 inhabitants, and that pro-
vision relating to cities of 2,000 inhabitants
does not control the balance of the sectiou,
but is limited to the matter of nours during
which registration may take place.

Section 8. after providing for registra-
tion inall districts in the state, except in cit-
ies of 12,000 and upwards, makes full provis-
ion fora person whose nani3 is not upon the
register to offer his vote, and ifhe produces
evidence which satisfies a majority of the
judges that he has the qualifications of an
elector in the district, and is entitled to vote
at the election, but his name has been omit-
ted from said list or register, theu the name
ofsuch person shall be added to the list or
register, and he shall be allowed to vote, and
shall, if required, make oath a3 provided In
section 150 of the act; aud this rule applies to

allelection districts in the state of Minne-
sota, exceptiu cities ofover 12,000 inhab-
itants. ...

In allcountry districts, as well as in cities
and villages of"2.000; in fact, in all districts,
except in cities of over 12,000, a person who
is otherwise qualified to vote, but whose
name has been omitted from the register, is
entitled to have his vote received if he satis-
fies a majority of. the board that he Is en-
titled to vote Independent of registration,
and. ifchallenged or required by the board to
do so, can make an oath provided tor Insec-
tion tiO of the election law of 1891.

r Asimilar question has arisen In regard to
the rightof women who are otherwise quali-
fied to vote for county superintendents, but
who are notregistered. While the law con-
templates that women who are qualified to

'-vote for county superintendents shall, as in
the case of male voters, register, yet ttie reg-

istration law applies to female voters quali-
fied to vote for county superintendents, and
a. woman otherwise qualified has the same
right,ifher name is omitted from the regis-
ter, to have her vote received upon the samo
conditions as those prescribed in tae case
of male voters whose names . have been

.omitted.
