FINANCIAL.

Sew York.
New York. Nov. s.— The stock market

was more active this mornin- than had been
expected, in view of the short session and
the close approach of election. The trans-
actions for tho two hours footed up 1-j8,437
shares of listed and 4,850 shares of unlisted
stocks. Speculation sales developed a strong
tone for the »\ e&tern railways. as well as for
the Industrials and low-priced shares.
Among the first named Burlington &
Quincy, Rock Island and St. Paul were in
brisk domand, and the commission houses
executed liberal buying orders for Chicago
account.

Among the industrials Chicago Gas was
the special feature, rising 2 per cent to 9S%c,
the highest price ever attained. -There were
large purchases right up 10 the close, al-
though no official announcement has yet
been made in regard to the proposed increase
in the rate of dividend. Distillers enjoyed
quite a spurt, sellingup from65% cto b!i%c,
but on realizing sales reacted to 65%c.
Among the low priced shares Peoiia. De-
catur & Kvansville, (-ireen Bay &Winona
and Toledo. Ann Arbor & North Michigan
advanced I@:^i per cent, but lost part of the
improvement at the close. After the publi-
cation of the bank statement, which showed
a loss of $1,215,150 in surplus reserve, the
general list receded fractionally from the
highest, but in the final sales thero was a
rally and the market closed strong in tone.

The Post says :Today's decrease in bank
reserves, coupled with the very heavy outgo
of legal tenders, must have been duo toun-
usual causes. The interior currency move-
ment hus been in favor of New York, while
the subtroasury has taken out a relatively
small amount, chiefly in gold. Naturally,
therefore, there ought to have been a gain in
reserves, and a very considerable Increase,
instead of a decrease, in currency holdings.
The bank statement is. to be sure, often mis-
leading,but In this case the discrepancy is ex-
traordinarily large,and,moreover,lt is capable
of explanation. That exceptionally large
amounts of small bills have been Bent out
from this city during the week to Western
states is a matter of common knowledge.
Moreover, the tyingup ofcurrency and certi-
fied checks in the shape of election bets is a
factor ofvery considerable significance. An
even wager of $1,000 withdraws 82,000 from
the available bank fund? and lbs wagers of
the week have undoubtedly aggiegated not
far from amillion dollars. That this expla-
nation Is not fancifulis further shown by the
decrease of 81,C0*,h0i.i in deposits, at a time
when the early disbursement!! of the week
ought to have swelled heavily tho general
deposit account.

FIRST—An act proposing to amend Sec-

tion 83 ofArticle four (4) of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Minnesota, prohibiting
special legislation.
The followingamendment to Seotion 33 of

Article 4of the Constitution of the State of
Minnesota is hereby proposed, which section

when so amended shnll read as folio
Sec. 33. Inall eases when a general law-

can be made applicable no special law shall
be enacted; and whether a general law could
have been made applicable in any case in
hereby declared a judicial question, and as
such shall be judicially determined without
regard to any legislative assertion on that
subject. The legislature shall pass nolocal
or special law regulating the affairs or. or in-
corporating, erecting or changing the lines
ofany county, city, village, township, ward
or school district, or creating the ottices, or
prescribing the powers and duties of the offi-
cers of, or fixing or relating to the compen-
sation, salary or fees of the same, or the
mode of election or appointment thereto;
authorizing the layingout, opening, altering,
vacating or maintaining roads, highways,
streets or alleys; remitting lines, penalties "or
lorfeitures; regulating me powers, duties
and practice of justices of the peace, magis-
trates and constables; changing the names
of persons, places, lakes or rivers; foropen-
ing and conducting of elections, or
fixing or changing the places of
voting: authorizing the adoption
or legitimation of children; changing the
law of descent or succession; conferring
rights upon minors, declaring any named
person of age, giving effect to Informal or
invalid willsor deeds, or affecting the estates
of minors orpersons under disability; locat-
ing or changing county teats; regulating the
management of public schools, the building
or repairing ofschool nouses, and the raising
of money for such purposes; exempting
property irora taxation, .or regulating the
rate of interest on money; creating corpora-
tions, or amending, renewing, extending or
explaining the charters thereof; granting to
any corporation, association orindividual any
special or exclusive privilege, immunity or
franchise whatever, or authorizing public
taxation for a private purpose.

property used for religious purposes, and
nouses of worship. Institutions of purely
public charity, public property used ex-
clusively for any public purpose, and per-
sonal property to an amount net exceeding
Invalue two hundred dollars for each in-
dividual, shall, by general laws be exenmt
from taxation.

Itm the second
proposed amendment is submitted under an
act of the legislature passed after the genera]
election law of ISUI, and In terms provides
how it shall be voted upon, and as above in-
dicated. The object of the rlrst proposed
amendment is torestrict special legislation.
The object of the second proposed amend-
ment la to regulate the taxation of railroads,
sleeping, drawing room and parlor cur com
panfes, telegraph and telephone com]
express ami insurance companies, l>y taxing
the gross earnings or by a licensed fee ; and
authorizing a specific tux on mining prop-
erty.
