band Is in the Work-
house.

Through the Efforts of Dr.
Hanley the Man Is Re-

leased,

And Reached Home Just Be-
fore Death Relieved Her

Suffering's.

Do Not "Sass" a Copper—Wis-

How little we know of the trials and
burdens that some of our fellow beings
have to contend with is a thought that
is often brought home to the police re-
porter of a great daily like the Globe
and certain officials, of whom the city
physician willserve as an illustration.
That there is a vast amount of sorrow
and suffering in the worldof a degree
torend the heart strings that thousands
of our good people have any conception
of, is well known to the class of persons
indicated. One of the cases came to
the notice of City Physician Ilanley
yesterday. Itis the ea*>e of a wife lying
sick vivodeath and her husband in the
workhouse.

What this means cannot be realized
by the thousands of happy wives in this
country who never know a care mat a
lovinghusband is not present to share,
and never feel a pain that tender hands
are not prompt to relieve. But, what
thoughts crowded the brain of that, poor
woman, and what feelings tortured her
heart as she lay on her bed and realized
that death was drawing near, and the
husband of tier choice, the love ofher
bright and joyous youth, a prisoner
within the massive walls of the
workhouse, and as far from her,
to all intents and purposes, as
though the billows of old ocean
rolled belween them. These thoughts
and reelings can only be conjectured.
Her brain was filled with loving mes-
sages, prompted by the wifely and
motherly love of her suffering heart,

for the guidance of the father of her
children in the lons future during
which she was to be absent from earth,
and yet, she must pass away with tliose
messages of love and forgiveness un-
spoken. What could that mother say
to the children that surrounded her
dying bed as she looked around invain
for trie arm that should have been her
support in her hour of trouble, and
for that face that should with smiles
cheer her last hours as tearful eyes re-
turned her loving and trustful glances.

Dr. Hftuley found this situation yes-
terday in a little house on Seventh
Btreet where Mrs. Michael J. Walsh
lay very illand liable to die ere the
dawn of this Monday morning. Her
husband is a carpenter, and on Oct. 24
tie was sentenced to thirty days in the
workhouse for being drawn intoa little
row with some fellows who had imbibed
too freely. The scene moved the kind
hearted doctor to action and he in-
formed Capt. Cook at police headquar-
ters of the situation. They procured an
order from Judge Twohy for Walsh's
release which Capt. Cook communicated
to the superintendent of the workhouse
and the scene in that humble home last
evening when the husband and father
returned can be better imagined than
described in cold type. Mrs. Walsh
died at 6:30 last evening.

YAQUIS WANT BLOOD,

Chihuahua Indians Prepar-
ing to Go to a War of

Extermination.

They Charge Mexican Troops
With KillingOff Some of

Their Number.

Active Preparations Under
Way to Quell the Expect-

ed Outbreak.

A Civil Marriage Bill Creat-
ing* Dissension Among

Hungarians.

Chihuahua, Mexico, Nov. G.—The
state and general governments are very
much alarmed over the troubles in the
western part of the state in the Sierra
Madre mountains, according to reports
which have reached here during the
past few days. Yaqui Indians have
been greatly roused by the wholesale
massacre of their neighbors and
friendly tribes at Tomachie by govern-
ment troops recently. The peaceable
Yaquis in the valley of Sonora and
Chihuahua are leaving their farms and
rancnes with their wives and children
and are gathering at a point in
the rendezvous in the mountains
north of Trinidad, where they
have discovered another patron saint
in the person of a beautiful Mexican
girl named Anita Rica. whose father is a
shepherd. Saint Anita urges her In-
dian worshipers lo make war upon the
Mexicans and reclaim the rich lands
taken in the Yaqui river valleys, which
the government has taken from
them. There are several bundled
Indian braves and about 200 ignorant

Mexicans now preparing to begin their
depredations and war of extermination.
They are excited, and it is expected that
they will begin their campaign as soon
as the winter sets in. The government
is active in its preparations toquell tiie
outbreak as soon as the rebels are driven
out of their strongholds, (ion. Manuel
Race lia.s a large force of troops *nd
will leave for the scene of the new
troubles as soon as tho mountain roads
are passable.

CIVILMARRIAGE BILL.

ItIs Creating Some Dissension in
Hungary.

Vienna, Nov. G.
—

Count Szapary,
president of the Hungarian council of
ministers, arrived hero today, and had
a long audience with the emperor, sub-
mitting to him the compulsory civil
marriage bill, which the Hungarian
cabinet has determined to force to an
issue. The Hungarian premier is said
to have the resignations of the Hun-
garian ministry ready in case the em-
peror, Francis Joseph, refuses his con-
sent. That consent was refused today.
The emperor declared, however, his
willingness that bills should bo intro-
duced to establish freedom, to recognize
the Jewish faith and mixed marriages.
Count Szapary urged his inability to
carry oil the Hungarian government
without the support of the Tisza party,
which insists upon the civil marriage
bill. Itis reported that before decisive
steps are taken the emperor will sum-
mon Tisza, and other parly lenders, to
hear their views, Szauary will remain
here a few days.

REFUSED TO SING.

Unseemly Action of a Lot of
Chorus Giris.

Loxdox, Nov. 6.
—

The Paris corre-
spondent of the DailyNews says that tlio
chorus in the "Cavalleria ltusticana" at
the Opera Comique struck for higher
wages on Saturday evening. When the
members of the chorus appeared on
the stage for the opening scene they
declined to sing. The curtain was at
once dropped and the members of the
chorus returned to the dressing rooms.
In the meantime city guards had been
stationed at the exits to prevent their
departure from ihe house. The man-
ager tried in vain to induce
the chorus to forego tho increases
they demanded, varying in amount from
forty-eight pounds to seventy-two
pounds yearly, for which they* have
been clamoring for several "weeks.
Finally the manager was obliged to
close the theater and return the ticket
money to the audience, which was very
large.
