90,000 Plurality Below
the Harlem.

NEwW York, Nov. 7.—The work of the
pampaign was closed at both Demo-
cratic and Republican headquarters to-
night. ‘The press bureau at Democratic
headquarters was, however, kept going.
At Republican national headquarters
no type written matter was turned out.
The members of the national Republic-
an committea report their work com-
pleted. ‘The Republican state committee
headquarters were kept open

The expectations at Democratic head-
guarters were announced as follows:
"There has been an inerease of 50,000 in
registration in  New York, Queens,
Kings and Richmond. We should get
no less than 90,000 majority tomorrow.
Chairman Harrity would give no ficures
on New York state. Of the general re-
sult he said:

“Cleveland will get at least
in the electoral college.

VOTE EARLY.

PROSPLECTS OF BLOODSHED.
Kansas City Republicans Bound
to Precipitate a Conflict.

Kansas Ciry, Nov. 7.—Tne events of
yesterday have materially increased the
prospects of bloodshed next Tuesday.
The firm determination of the Repub-
lican authorities to place the tederal
deputy marshals inside the voting booths
on election day has aroused the Demoe-
racy. It will be met with an equally
firm determination on the part of the
Democratic county anda eity authorities
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to resist federal interference. " No fed
eral supervisors have been appointed
here and, on this and Judge Brewer’s
decision that the deputies could not
legally occupy the.voting bootbs, the
Democrats base their resistance to the
presence of federal deputies in the vot-
ing places.

Chairman Midd!ebrook, of the Repub-
lican county committee, (-alled a meet-
ing of the Republican judges and clerks
of election and instructed them to allow
the federal deputies to be present and
urged that force be employed if neces-
sary. Recorder of Votes Owsley today
instructed the judges and clerks that
the deputies have no rights beyond
those of ordinary officers as to presence
in the place of voting. The board of
police commissioners has given instrue-
tions to the pelice to arrest federal dep-
uties and has issued a call to 170 of the
most prominent citizens of the city, 1n-
viting them to volunteer their services
on election day to preserve the peace.

AS GOOD AS ELECTED.

This Is What Gorman Says of
Cleveland.

WasuiNagToN, Nov. 7.—Senator Gor-
man was in the city today,and remarked
to a reporter:

“I came home as soon as my work
elsewhere was done, and tomorrow I
expect to vote for the nv\t president.
Yes,” he continued, *‘that remark
might be taken as indicative on my
part as to the result of tha election.
For two weeks past there has not been
any doubt in my mind as to Mr, Cleve-
land’s success. Beyond question he
will win.

“New York is sure to give him a good
majority—L am not dealing in figures
now—while Delaware and Connecticut
are equally safe. West Virginia—it
will continue to belong to us. We shall
not lose a Southern vote. Under some
circumstances the Republicans might
have gained temporary advantage in
places heretofore Democratie, but for
the action of the government in offen-
sively enforcing a statute which will
]wmnl the employment of deputy mar-
shals at the polls. That gives the peo-
ple a practical idea asto what might
be expected were the force bill a law.

*1 shall not attempt to tell you what
our New York majority will be, but you
may be satisfied with the assurance that
it is going to be large enough. Cleve-
land is as good as elected now.”

WHO DOUBTED IT?

Frick Declares That He 1s a Re-
publican.

PrrTsBURG, Nov. 7.-—-The Times this
morning, under the eaption *Is Mr.
Frick for Cleveland 2 publishes a com-
munication setting forth reasons why
the interests of the Carnegle company’s
chairman lie on that side. The asser-
tions are, *The managers of the Carne-
gie Steel company are in favor of the
election of Cleveland, and of the suc-
cess of the free trade party. The labor
troubles at Homestead were inaugarated
for this purpose on well-matured plans.
They knew that thereby protection
\wul'l get a black eye, and that their
own enemies, the locked-out workmen,
would tight the battles in their favor.

{ If the free trade party wins at this elec-

tion they can give a good reason for re-
dueing labor to the English standard,
and probably will proceed to make Lhu
reduction immediately. 1t can be seen
very readily why the company will not
and cannot come out openly for free
trade, but the whole matter explained
in this way seems to throw lizht on a
great many before unexplainable acts.’

W heh questioned as to the above asser-
tions, Mr. Frick said: *“lam a Repub-
lican. I have always been a Republi-
can. 1 have never voted anything but
the straight Republican ticket, and,
being a Re pllhll(‘.u) 1 intend to vote for
Mr. Harrison.’

WHAT IS WATSON AT?

The Georgia Congressman Threat-
ens to Burn His Own Town.

ATLANTA, Ga.,Nov. 7.—Gov. Northen
ordered the militia of the city under
arms to be in readiness to go to Thom-
son, the home of Representative Wat-
son, third party candidate for re-elec-
tion. The mayor of the town telegraphs
that Watson threatens violence tomor-
row evening to the extent of burning
the town. Many women have been
moved out of the town, and a state of
terror prevails there. 'The troops will
go down on special trainsif the mayor
finds he is right. Watson is candidate
for congress, and the canvass has been
unusually bitter. Trouble will likely
occur tomorrow in different parts of
Watson’s district. This-is the only dis-
trict where the third party candidates
are making a aetermined tight.

Northern Voters Must Brave
a Blizzard to Get to
the Polls.

When the Storm Has Ceased
the Weather Will Be
Cold.

The Number of Watchers
Will Insure the Purity
of the Ballot.

New York Police Will Keep
Peace Between Sheriffs
and Marshals.

NEw York,Nov.7.—The weather pros-
pects for tomorrow are not alluring, ac-
cording to the weather bureau. A heavy
storm is now in progress in the lake re-
gion, and this evening there is a cold,
drizzling rain, probably the advance
guard of this same storm. The dura-
tion of the storm, it is predicted, will be
about twenty-four hours and behind it
is a cold wave of considerable strength.
Mr. Dunn said this morning that the
storm would probably extend from Vir-
ginia northward over the Middle At-
lantic and New Eungland states, and
while it might clear off before night, it
was not probable. All over thé rest of
the country it will be cold and clear, ac-
cording to present indications,

Arrangements have all peen com-
pleted for the election in this city to-
morrow, and there is little for the man-
agers to do except to see that the vote is
properly cast and counted. There will
be a large force representing both par-
ties at the polls, and if numbers of
watchers is any evidence of an honest
vote, the

Ballot Will Be Pure.

On behalf of the federal authorities,
a force of supervisors, each with a
United States marshal’s certificate, will
wateh proceedings at the polls, keep the
peace and watch out for proposed al-
leged frauds. John W. Jacobus, the
United States marshal of this distriet,
has sworn in a number of these depu-
ties—about 5,000 in all—who will see
that a correct vote is cast and counted.

On the other hand, Sheriff Gorman
has taken time by the forelock, and is
ready to put a lot of men in every elec-
tion district to watch the marshals, and
the police have received their instruc-
tions to watch them all. It is therefore
likely that the presence of so much
force will deter either party from any
attempted frauds in this city, and there
is no likelihood now of any violence.

There has been much correspondence
between Mr. Jacobus, John I. Daven-
port and the Tammany committee of
lawyers, and little has resulted in the
way of a settlement of the alleged diffi-
culties. Proelamations have been is-
sued by the United States district at-
torney, Mr. Mitchell, Gov, Flower,
Lieut. Gov. Sheehan, the district attor-
ney, Mr. Nicoll, the attorney general of
the United States and others, all ap-
parently having the same purpose in
view—the

Purity of the Election.

The police have had their orders, and
they wili be the real preservers of the
peace if it comes to any such state as to
require the interference of anybody.

It has been claimed by those who
hold to the federal view of the matter
that the deputy marshals have a right
to go within the rails at the polling
places, and that they have many other
rights which the Democratic party man-
agers say they have not. It may be the
courts will be called in to decide,but the
police seem to have decided for every-
body, and they are likely to insist
upon their orders being obeyed. Supt.
Byrnes says that he expects no trouble
tomorrow, and that the police force will
do its duty without fear or favor. He
says that the deputy marshals are acting
under United States law, and that they
will be aided, if necessary, in the en-
forcement of tnem, but that he is sure
that the superiors of the marshais will
not allow any of them to violate the
law any more than they would allow
anybody else to do it. If the federal
representatives break any law tomor-
row Mr. Byrnes says that they will be
as

Amenable to the Law

as anybody else. It is the general
opinion of the city oflicers that the
aute-election stories of expected trouble
will amount to as much as they have in
former years—that is, much’ talk and
very little trouble.

Judge Barrett said today that from
the opening to the closing of the polls
tomorrow the judges of the supreme
court will attend n turn, two or three
at a time, in their chambers at the
county court house, as has been the cus-
tom in preceding vears. ‘This will
greatly aid the people who may be ar-
rested illegally.

Extraordinary preparations have been
made in the matter of lovking out for all
attempts to vote fraudulently. There
have been filed with United States
Marshal Jacobus about 4,000 warrants
sworn out against persons alleged to
have registered illezally. They will
not be served unless the persons named
try or attempt to vore to morrow. In-
formation was received at the mar-
shal’s office today thata vody of 300
colonizers,whose destination was Coney
Island, has been bLrought from Pitts-
burg and other parts of Allegheny
county. The marshal sald that he was
prepared to give them

stated late this afternocon that the limit

NEWS FOR BEN.

Arrangements for Receiving Re-
turns at the White House.

WAsSHINGTON, Nov. 7.—The usual ar-
rangements have been made for sup-
plying early information of the result
of the elections tomorrow to the presi-
dent. In a corner room on the second
floor of the executive mansion area
number of telegraph instruments, and
tomorrow one of these circuits, which

runs into the Western Union tele-
graph office, will  receive the
exclusive attention of Executive

Clerk Montzomery, who manipulates
the wires. By means of this link, com-
municatlon is tobe had between the
White house and any city and hamlet
in the land where there is a telegraph
office. If any of the party manpagers
desire to communicate with the presi-
dent he can do so almost as quickly as
if he were in the presence of Mr. Har-
rison. In addition to this means of ac-
quiring information as to the progress

of events tomorrow the complete and
accurate bulletins of the Associated
Press will be sent into the White house
by another wire,

After the duties of the day are over,
when progostication and speculation
are at rest and the actual returns begin
to come in, the president will have the
company of Secretary John W. Foster
and Attorney General Miller. and pos-
sibly one or two personal friends, and
together they will sit up and read the
returns until it is time to retire, or until
some tangible result is insight. No one
else will be present, and on this occa-
sion, contrary to his usual custom, the
president will deny himself to the mem-
bers of the press, to whom he has uni-
formly extended a courteous invitation
to be present. ‘The reason for depart-
ing from his usual practice is obviously
attributable to his recent bereavement
and the desire to anoid public manifes-
tation of his feelings.

People who saw the president today
say that if he feels any anxiety he does
not show it. He is cool and coileeted,
and there is no sign of worry.

Ex-Secretary Blaine came over to the
White house in a cab at 4 o’clock 'this
afternoon and had an interview witl
the oresident for the first time since his
return to Washington so far as known.

JUSTLY PROVOKED.

NEw York, Nov. 7.—Chairman V<’ ¥.
Harrity, of the Democratic national
committee, was angry this molnlng‘, It
was the first time since the campaign
opened that he has lost his temper. The
occasion of his anger was the continued
circulation on the eve of the election ot
the report that the national committee
had given to the County Democracy or-
ganization in this city a considerable
sum of money to be used in getting out
the vote of the county tomorrow. The
report was doing harm, because the reg-
ular Democratic organization in this
city could not understand why the na-
tional committee should give money to
a bolting faction. Chairman Harrity
made this statement:

*“I'he Democratic national committes
has not given one dollar of money to
any local or municipal organization in
this city or elsewhere during this cam-
paign. The business of the national
cominittee in the various states has
been carried on through the state com-
mittees. There is no foundation for the
report that this committee has paid or
contemplated the payment. of any
money to any organization in this city
known as the County Democracy.”

Chairman Harrity got numerous tele-
grams this morning from the close
states, also a number from the Western
states. Basing his statement on this
information, Chairman HarTity this
morning announced that he was abso-
lutely certain of the election of Cleve-
land and Stevenson. He says they will
get the 244 votes. Harrison’s vote, Mr.
Harrity places at 165.
