WHAT WAS INIT.
The Pioneer Press, under the caption

of "Nothing iv It,"says:
Among the influences which saved the state

ofMinnesota to tho Republican party in the
year ofits utter reverse, which have held this
Elate firm where others fell out of Hue,'
\u25a0which have regained the legislature and as-
sured a Republican Foiled States senator,

we count deliberately the surrender of the
Democracy to the Populists.

The Republican party in this state

has again escaped defeat by a small
plurality. Is this due to the ordinary
chances of political struggles, or was it
due to deft management? When the
campaign of '90 presented its results in
the tabulated returns, it was apparent
to every.one that the opposition to Re-
publicanism was vastly excess of the
voting strength of "that party.
