A Surprise Party Sprung" in

the Famous Dream
Casfi.

Miss Colby Turns State's Evi-
dence and Tells Her

Tale.

Yesterday's Storm Badly
Cripples Local Telegraph

Service.

Wishbone Prophets at Their
Wits' Ends for a Pre-

diction.

The famous fI.OOO bill dream case at-
tiacted a Heterogeneous and large gath-
ering of people to Judge Brill's court
yesterday. The vision of a treasury
note, of large denomination, ina dream

and the way it was transposed from its
hiding place inthe frock of Mrs. Mary
Phillips, who had sewed it in the folds
of her dress, until it passed, surrepti-
tiously ii.to the hands of her sister, Mrs.
Cornelia Thomas, was made plain in a
dream, as has been fully set out In the
Globe. Tne detailed story of the
whole matter is in progress of relation
before a jury with a view of as-
certaining whether Mrs. Thomas is
guilty of larceny as set out In an
indictment, and as charged by the sister,

Mrs. Phillips. Mrs. Thomas is alleged
to have had accomplices in the larceny
of the 1,000 bill, and Miss Ella Colby, a
sewing girl, was one of those indicted
forparticipating in the crime. Allthree
of the principal women lo the alleged
crime, and the dream which laid the
plot bare, are young and comely enough
to be very attractive. Separate trials
were asked by Mrs. Thomas, Miss Colby
anil Patrick Butler yesterday. This re-
quest was granted and Mrs. 'lhomas was
put on trial. When the trial was ready;
to be proceeded with, Mrs. Thomas and
her counsel were treated to a surprise
that seemed to thicken the complica-

tions. This surprise was nothing less
than the confession, in, open court,
by Miss Colby, of her part
in the affair and her voluntarily turning
state's evidence. Uncross examination
Miss Colby stated that she had not
thought ot* confessing until yesterday
morning, after consulting her attorney,
F. L. McGhee. She admitted that she
did not expect she would go to the peni-
tentiary as a result of the confession.
Miss Colby told her story of her connec-
tion with the affair. Mrs. Thomas had
told her of having the bill and other
stealing it from her sister, Mrs. Phillips.
Mrs. Thomas had proposed to Miss Col-
by that she dress in men's clothes and
goto Duluth tJ net the bill changed.
The male attire rejected anil attire
of deep mourning was agreed upon.
Miss Colby took the bill with the
declared intention of securing for it
bills of lesser denomination,
but entrusted it to Patrick
Butler to be changed— is one of
the persons indicted for the larceny.
The testimony of Miss Colby took a
couple of hours; it was of the general',
tenor outlined above. Mrs. Phillips
was on the stand during the morning
and part of the afternoon, giving testi-
mony as to the larceny. She lives at
Seattle and sold her homstead, taking
several bills of the denomination of
?1,000 in payment. 'These bills were
sewed up in her skirt. She vis-
ited in St. Paul, and was at the
home of Mrs. Thomas for some Time.
She left St. Paul for her home, and,
while en route, she dreamed that one of
her bills had been stolen. She then
made search and found her dream to be
true. The discovery of the loss was
made at Livingston. She claimed that
Mrs. Thomas was the only one who
knew where the money was secreted.'
Suspicion was directed to Mrs. Thomas
and detectives put to work on the case.
When Butler sought to have the bill
chained, the arrest of the three parties
indicted followed. Mrs. Phillips and
Miss Colby are the only witnesses ex-
amined yesterday. The trial will be
resumed Monday.

PARALYZHI)THE WIRES.

Yesterday's Storm Almost Crip-
pled Local Telegraphic Service.
The great storm which missed St.

Paul by less than 300 miles and para-
lyzed the telegraphic service so that the
Twin City newspapers Have been sev-
ered from Eastern news almost en-
tirely for nearly two days* is . now
flourishing in Canada only; but the
telegraphic service is still far from
being complete. At8 o'clock last even-
ing the Western Union Telegraph com-
pany had one wire upbetween here and
Chicago, and up to press time this is the
only direct wire between here and that
city. The Western Union had thou-
sands of commercial and private tele-
grams on file, and hence was unable to
handle any press telegrams. The only
special telegrams received by the press
of the two cities have come from the
West, and none from the East. The.
Associated Press was able to furnish it
limited amonnt of matter by an exceed-
ingly circuitous route from the East.
AJI the Eastern matter iurnished the
morning papers of the two cities by the
Associated Press came by way of Port-
land, Dr., the telegrams being sent
from Chicago to St. Louis, from there to
LittleRock; thence to New Orleans, to
Galveston, to San Antonio, to Kansas
City, to Omaha, to Ogden, to San Fran-
cisco, to Portland, to Helena; and to
St. Paul. The United Press has 're-

ceived its matter in quite as circuitous a
route. The North American Telegraph
company has no wire to Chicago, but is
enabled to send through its commercial
anp private messages by a circuitous
way. The wire-; used by the Associated
and United Press are monoplized by them
so far as they can be used for newspaper
work, hence no specials could be re-
ceived over them. The Western Union
telegraph company expressed the belief
last night that they would have all their
wires put up between here and Chicago
some time to-day. Anditis quite likely
that every wire between here and that
city will be in working order to-day
noon.

The signal service station reports
that the storm will be followed to-day.
by pleasant weather, and rattier cool
north of here.

WHAT WILL. WINTER BE?

Prophets Are Cautious in Predict-
ingthe Coming Weather.

Where are the "goosebone" weather
prophets? Itis time some of them were
getting to the front with predictions of
what the coming winter will be. We
have not had pot had a genuine Minne-
sota winter since the one of 1886-7. The
winter of 1887-8 was so. mild that there
was scarcely a day ,one would not be
comfortable wearing a fall overcoat.
Accordingly, early in the fall following,
the "goosebone" prophets stepped
promptly to the front with predictions
of an early, long and severe winter.
But that winter proved to be milder
than the preceding. In the fall of
1890 these wise men thought they
had a sure thing of it. and proposed
to reap a harvest ofcredit for wisdom by
predicting the coldest winter ever
known, specifying the days on which
the thermometer would range down in
the sixties. But Minnesota was favored
with a third winter whichwould do
credit to Florida. And yet the prophets
were not discouraged; and this time
Sergeant Lyons.the scientific prognosti-
cator who has held forth as the head of
the St. Paul signal station for many
years, took a hand in predicting a terri-
ble winter. Like all signal service men.
the sergeant scorns the "goosebone"
prophet, and so, not to be outdone by
them, he came early to the front in the
fallof 1801 with the assertion that an
early, long and most sevete winter was
approaching. He wanted it distinctly
understood that he based the prognosti-
cation upon purely scientific principles,
and entered into a specific elaboration
of those principles. The "goose-bone"
prophets pocketed their pride and hid
under the shadow of his wing. They,
too, knew that the winter was going to
be phenomenal. Barring the blizzard
which raged one day in March last, it
proved to be the mildest winter of the
four.

The heart of the "goosebone" prophet
is broken, and Sergeant Lyons has been
livingin the hope that everybody would
forget his bad break. What will this
winter be? Won't anybody tell us?
The only prediction of the year, so

far as can' be recalled, is that the sea-
sons are changing, and that the old-
fashioned Minnesota winter is a thing
of the past. Perhaps some "goose-
bone" prophet may have the courage to
predict a fifth mild winter; but they are
all very timid about expressing them-
selves.
