FIRE, SMOKE, ASHES.

Carlson Brothers’ New Boston
Sash and Door Factory
Utterly Destroyed.

Henry Armstrong Makes
Dupes of Local Ministers
and Others.

How aJefferson School Teach-
er Lost and Found a
Purse.

Substance of Sermons by
Wilkinson, Simmons and
Morrill.

Northeast Minneapolis had a £12,000
fire last night, and as a consequence is
minus one of the chiefest industries, a
sash and door factory. At 10:10 an
alarm was sent in from the corner of
Fifteenth avenue northeast and Tyler
street.  The whole Northern sky
was ablaze with red light, and to
pedestrians on the streets in the central
part of the city it looked as if the whole
town was about to be consumed by the
ever ready and voracious flames. The
fire proved to be in the New Boston
Sash and Door factory, located on Tyler
street, between Fifteenth and Sixteenth
avenuesnortheast. T'he sash and door fac-
tory is operated by Carlson Bros.,and the
building belongs to G. H. Tennant, in
fact it is part of the Tennant planing
mill plant. The fire originated in the
shaving house belonging to the planing
mill, and it was but a few moments
before the sash and door factory was
igpited and ablaze. Then the dry kiln
caught fire, and in a short time all the
buildings were rendered useless. The
contents of the building rendered it im-
possible for the firemen to put a stop to

the fire. The wind was also high, and
blew the sparks in every direction. The
firemen did excellent work in
keeping the flames away from the
planing mill, which adjoins the
factory and receives its motive

power from the same engines. It is
estimated that the loss will not go be-
yond $12,000, although one of the firm
of Carlson Brothers said last night that
their loss was nearly $10,000 and their
insurance about £3,000. In this event
the total loss will be larger,

SMOOTH MR. ARMSTRONG,

He Takes in the Ministers, Also a
Boarding House.

Two weeks ago there arrived in the
city a young fellow who gave his name
as Henry W. Armstrong. He passed
himself off asa young clergyman, whose
home was in Montpelier, Vt. He was
out here for his health, he said, and to
secure a much-needed rest. Ile called
on several prominent orthodox eclergy-
men, and was received with open arms.
He was very smooth—very smooth. He
ran short of funds, and borrowed from
the Orthodox clergymen. He has not
paid thewm back, and never will, for Rev.
Armstrong has left the city. He left
the city in a hurry. He lett between
two days and forgot to pay his board, to
the great sorrow of the lady who kept
the boarding house where he stopped.
This boarding house is located on Third
avenue south and Ninth street. 1t is a
fashionable boarding house, and the
young clergyman from the East was
given meat three times a day for the
one price—the price which he did not
pay.

The cause of Rev. Armstrong’s sud-
den departure was a young lady—a
young lady who came from Marshall-
town, lo., with the express purpose of
seeing him and causing his arrest. Arm-
strong spent last summer in Marshall-
town. Ie wasa clerk in a drug store
there, and never entered the portals of
a church, much less preached in one.
He made love to the young lady who
caused his departure from Minneapols.
He atso promised to marry her, and it
was with the intent of forcing him to

comply with this promise that she
came to this city. She called at the
boarding bouse, and like a foolish

girl, whep she fouud he was not at
home, lett her name and said she would
call again. She dida ecall again, but
alas! Ler darling Armstrong was not
there. He had fiown, and the landlady
wept with the young miss over his de-
parture. The clergymen who so kindly
loaned the young adventurer money
after receiving him with open arms and
words cf cheer, also wept. They will
discuss the wickedness of the world
and the proneness of men of the cloth
to be taken in, at a meeting of the min-
sters to be held today.

. is learned that Armstrong has been
working the young clergyman racket in
almost every city in the West. He has
managed to eke out a good living, and
has had no end of fun., There is no tell-
ing how far his escapades might have
carried him had not the young miss
from Marshalitown discovered his
whereabouts. The police of the city
were notified concerning the matter,
and they in turn notified the police of
St. Paul.  Armstrong is described as
being a handsome fellow apparently
about twenty-seven years of age. He
has dark-brown hair and delicate little
“side-burns’” of the same color. He
dresses well and walks after the fash-
ion of underted clerical students.

ON LAWBREAKERS,

Rev. William Wilkinson Talks to
the X. M. C. A,

Yesterday afternoon there was a large
gathering of men to hear Rev. William
Wilkinson in the Young Men’s Christian
association. During hisaddress he said:

“Every large city has a large number
of persons who cannot or will not obey
the law. Many of these persons are
more to be pitied than blamed, of course.
Some transgress out of sheer perversity,
s0 a distinction and a differcnce must,
in any just judgment, be made in our
estimate, and in our treatment of pris-
oners. Thesimple paragraph we scan so
quickly and forget so soon, after laying
down a newspaper, has in it, alas! too
often. a concealed story no words can
teil, and which it is not in the power of
Seriousness of
the whole is increased by the fact that
these reports are so numerous. I shall
not speak about the great multitude of
cases in which men are arrested, tried
and convicted, and under a false name,
pay a fine and depart. ‘I'ney shall have
attention at another time. Ishall now
only speak about those who are not
given a fine, or who being fined, have
neither the money to pay it nor the
friend who will.

in Miuneapolis last year 1,668 such
persons found a place 1n the work-
house. Out of this number only ninety
were women, 1t is said often that it is
the ignorant who are the iaw breakers.
Only forty-five of this whole number
could not read, while 1,607 could both
read and write, and not a few of them
had an excellent education. We often
hear it said that certain religious views
are responsibie for the lapses into
crime, or, if not that, then some
churches have more criminals than
others; but it is never satisfactory to
reason thus, for nearly all re-
ligions had representatives in the
abode of punishment. 'I'wo hun-
dred and thirty-six persons
in the workhouse, were married and
had etildren. What a deplorable fact
is this, that father or mother should be
in prison! How keen, in many in-
stances, the degradation was felt to be I
well know, for 1 bave seen the families.

The vast majority of respectable peo-
ple who go to church do not know what
is taking place all around them. They
hear the words central police cells, or
workhouse, and they think they are
places for “‘the lowest of the low,”” for
persons who are not fit to be spoken to,
who have a right only to be punished,
Every man, every woman sent to the
workhouse has a heart, a head, a history
behind and a future before, and is
a member of the state, and often of
the church. They do belong to the
human race. These persons have a
right to expect Christian treatment.

1 know it is easy to pile up the agony,
to paint the picture all dark, to say it is
impossibie to reclaim them, to quote
statistics to tell sad experience of con-
fidence misplaced, and work which
looks thrown away—and to make all
this excuse for duty left undone; or, on
the other hand, tosay, n an off-hand
manner, how a city should be managed
and the transgressors of the law dealt
with. All this can be done by those per-
sons who never gave the subjects one
hour’s thought; but the best men in all
cities and in every party who have been
in authority and who bave engaged in
work to raise the fallen, know how hard
1t 1s. how muely faith, wisdom, care, per-
severance an love are demanded.
It there is one thing sure it is
this, that men who cannot be redeemed
by faultfinding, or eriticism, or preach-
ing terror, are in the reach of pure,
hopeful, helpful love. Whether or not
the question here—how to deal with our
prisoners—is understood by the peoble
or not, one thing is sure: Our dutyis
not done when we have left the whole
matter in the hands of delegates to deal
with it. 1 plead for a publie interest in
the class of people who are gathered
into the police courts, and if it is ex-
tended to the police, who are charged
with keeping public order, it wiil do
good. I plead for wise, just, firm, but
sympathetic, helpful treatment . of
men sent to the workhouse, be-
cause it is the only plan which
will do good. The church should make
this its care. The city, in all her inter-
ests, in her safety, in her good name,
and in the cause of humanity, needs to
supply all needful things to secure the
restoration to places of useful work,
these children of sorrow. We must
never forget that every man and every
woman who has once been to the work-
house is disgraced—a woman almost
irretrievably. So this makes it so hard
to reform, to elevate and to bless the
persons who come out. I have known
more than 2,000 men and women who
have been there, and say, in all honesty
and truth, every principle of religion
and every consideration of policy dic-
tate more attention to these people than
we have ever given to them,

LUXURY OF THE HEBREWS.,

Rev. H. M. Simmons on the An-
cient Economic Theories.

At the First Unitarian church yester-
day morning Rev. H. M. Simmons spoke
on the “Luxury of the Hebrews,” and
contrasted “their ideas with those of
modern political economistse The ser—
mon showed that the conflict between
the poor and the rich, between labor
and capital, reaches back into the mists
of antiquity. Authority was quoted for
the statement that the ancient Egyp-
tains, whose clvilization began before
the dawn of history, discussed all the
phases of the labor problem now
agitating the present generation.
Of the Hebrew prophets, Amos,
who wrote about 800 years before Christ
and 2,000 years after the brilliant days

of the Egyptian civilization, was a great

/

champion of the poor. He reproves the
rich and says:

© *Your treading is upon the poor, and
ye take from him burdens of wheat; ye
have built houses of hewn stone, but ye
shail not dwell in them.”

Amos speaks reprovingly of those
*‘that lie upou beds of ivory, and stretch
themselves upon luxurious couches, and
eat the lambs out of the flock and the
calves out of the midst of the stall.” He
prophesies that the Lord will smite
“the winter-houses and the sumiuer-
houses and the houses of 1vory.”

“*Modern writers,” said Mr. Sim-
mons, *‘particularly Renan, have criti-
cised Amos as being deficient in his
philosophy and knowledge of political
economy. Itisasserted that the jux-
uriousness of the rich atfords employ-
ment for the poor, and thus greatly aids
in the distribution of wealth. If alady
of fashion in Paris spoils, in the mazes
of the waltz, in a single nighta lace
dress which it takes thousands of hours
of labor, at a vast expense of
nerves and eyes, to make, labor
is benefited thereby, because an-
other one must be made for
the fashionable lady. The argument
seems plausible to many. But does
waste create wealth? Is destruction of
wealth the way to make wealth? Lux-
ury and waste may aid in the distribu-
tion of wealth, and may be necessary
under certain social systems. Cer-
tainly, shiould the rich suddenly cease
their extravagance. and go to work the
poor would be driven to desperation. 1t
is true that the desire for wealth has
done geod, and some have asserted

that it has done more good
than the desire for knowledge.
This desire for wealth has created

trade, and thus aided the evolution and
diffusion of knowledge. But weaith
can be b=tter distributed by check than
by waste. The making of a hundred
dresses for those who really need them
would be more righteous employment
for labor than the making of the one
dress, their equivalent, for the rich and
fashionable lady. The old Hebrew
prophet may bave been about right
after all.”

SWEET CHARITY,

Rev. G. L. Morrili Says Sermons
and Tracts Not Enough.

Last evening at the Calvary Baptist
chureh G. L. Morrill made reference Lo
the circular sent out by the Associated
Charities, and took occasion to give his
views upon the subject, as his b‘apgisc
brethren had at their meeting a week
ago, at which he was not present. e
said in substance:

The winter of discontent of the poor
in our city should be made glorious by
our charity for the poor. If the times
are hard for us, they are hardeg for
them. It is ridiculous to try and touch
the head or heart of a man with a tract
or sermon when he is shivering and
starving. The gospel of lip and heart
must be supplemented by the gospel ot
life and hand. Pure and undefiled re-
lizion 1s not only to keep ourseives un-
spotted from the world, but to visit and
help the fatherless and widows 1n their
affliction. We prove our piety by our
philanthropy. :

Christianity is creed plus conduct;
religion is ritual plus reality. 'The
soul which has surrendered to Christ 1s
to be separated to His service. The
word Baptist should mean brotherhood
of beneticence. Christ came to inake
men brothers, and we prove our Chris-
tianity by our care for others. ;

The church does not always do its
charitable duty. It often forgets to
make homes a logical prelude to heav-
en’s streets of gold. In the providence
of God societies have been organized to
do work which properly pelongs to the
local church. 1t is useless for us to
lament the absence of the poor from
our churches so long as they can get
needed practical aid elsewhere in case
of sickness and death.

Humanitarianism has borrowed all
the good it possesses from religion.
T'he church, as nothing else, places lib-
erty, equality and fraternity on the en-
during basis of God’s fatherhood and
Christ’s brotherhood. ‘I'he standard of
pure religior is not in our self, but in
the Scripture, which deciares we should
feel for the fatherless as the divine
father feels for us. Our father’s will is
only done on earth as in heaven, when
we as churches unite our prayers and
alms in a personal interest forall for
whom the Christ gave himself, and who
said, **I'he poor ye have with you al-
ways.”
