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HARD ON RAILROADS.
Union and Northern Pacific

Torn Up on the Coast by
Storms.

Many Miles of the Great
Northern Grade Washed

Away.

&n Entire Mountain Side
Sliding* Into the Colum-

bia River.

Many Lives Reported Lost
From the Floods Above

Seattle.

' Portland, Or., Nov. 21.—Not since
the winter of 1889 have the railroads of
the Northwest experienced such diffi-
culties on account of washouts and
landslides. . The Northern Pacific has
probably Buffered more severely than
any other ime. Since Thursday night
no trains have passed over the main
line to the east, but the mails
and passengers have been sent over the
Union Pacific from Wallula by way of
Portland. A dispatch from General
Manager Dickinson, of the Northern
Pacific, this afternoon states that the
bridges have all been repaired on the
main line and that the trains will run
on schedule time.

The Great Noithern has had trouble
north of Seattle on the coastline. The
heavy rains have raised all the streams
until many of them are raging torrents,

carrying bridges, logs and debris before
them. Only thirty miles of the Great
Northern remained to be built to com-
plete the connection with the east, but
the heavy storms have destroyed much
Dl the grade, and the construction work
has been suspended. The landslide at
the Cascades on the Union Pacific
blocks all through trains, but the com-
pany have boats at hand with which to
aiake the transfer of passengers and
mails, so only slight delay is occasioned.
General Superintendent Barker, of the
Union Pacific, said this landslide was
something enormous; that the entire
mountain side appears to be sliding
into the Columbia river.

MANY TOWNS FLOODED.

Much Damage Done by Water
Abovo Seattle.

Seattle, AVas'i., Nov. 21.— Reports
received from''the districts, visited by
the recent storms show a far greater
loss than was at first anticipated. At
Pedro several lives ate reported lost and
fatalities are .reported' in Skagit and
Slillaguamish valleys from the floods.
Mount Vernon, Fir, Lacohner and Ham-
ilton and other towns are under water
four or more feet' deep, and the people
are removing their effects to higher
ground, fearing a still greater rise.

In Skagit river navigation is sus-
pended. Nearly a millionfeet of logs
fame down yesterday, tearing out the
pier of the wagon bridge at Mount Ver-
non and snapping the piles off. The
banks of the river are lined withcrowds
watching the mad torrent. Several
breaks have occurred in the levee, and
the valleys and towns are the scenes of
lesolatton. The lower floors of the
louses are covered with several feet of
water, while the water is out in the
meets.
In one place the break in the levee is

half a mile long and six feet wide and
the torrent is rushing madly through

the town ot Fir. Beaver Marsh and the
town of Laconoer are also Hooded, and
the farmers are driving their stock to
aigh ground. The damage to the farm-
ing district alone wlilreach hundreds
Bf thousands of dollars. The telegraph
lines are prostrated in many sections,
and when communication hasbeen re-
stored a fearful tale may be told.

Railroad washouts are reported from
many sections. In many places big

landslides have washed out the roadbed
for many miles. At Samish lake and
Ricksham several hundred feet of track
have been washed out. Yesterday a
Seattle & Northern train ran into a
Boating bridge in the Skagit valley, and
the engine and baggage car went into the
river. The fireman was buried under
lhe locomotive, and the engineer and
baggageman only saved hemselves by
jumping. Word from the town ofStan-
wood says that that place is flooded.
Communication with the other districts
is cut off except by boat.

The southwestern part of the state
did not fare so badly as the northwest-
ern. The railroads, however, suffered
by landslides, and numerous - bridges
aiidconsiderable track have been washed
away. The rain ceased last night.
Many hero believe the worst is not yet

known. The log jam at the Snohomish
railway bridge has grown to half a mile
in length, and the bridge begins toshow
weakness. Should it give way, those
livingin bottom lands willperish. The
jam at Snohomish consists of over 8.000,-
UOO feel of logs, and debris has formed
a huge mass in the Snohomish river at
the Giieat Northern railroad bridge.

The railroad company has a large

force of men at work trying
to break the jam. lf the
Great Northern bridge goes, it
\u25a0will take the Lake Shore & Eastern
bridge and the city wagon bridge lo-
cated below with it. The steamers
Mamie and Isabella were forced lo drift
from their moorings', and are now in the
center of the jam, and probably totally
wrecked. The first fatality reported is
the death of J. A. Medora. a laborer who
was drowned while tryingto save stock
yesterday afternoon near Snohomish.

There is but little, if any improve-
ment in the Rood situation in the Puget

Bound basin tonight, and the steady
downpour of rain since dusk, with a
tailing barometer, gives but little
encouragement of the abatement of the
deluge for at least a day or more and.
many fear the worst is yet to come.
There is still an almost complete block-
ade of railroad communication. The
damage done to railroads and '.farms
Ihus far aggregates 1300,000.-

Death, prom explosion.

Three- Miners Killed and Others
Fatally Injured.

Steubenvii.le, 0., Nov. 21.— A fear-
ful powder explosion occurred shortly
after noon today at the Blanche coal
niine,looated at the west end of Colliers.
W. Va., twenty-five kegs of powder ex-
ploding, causing the instant death of
three miners and the serious wounding

of eight others, three of whom will
probably die. The names of Wiose who
were killed are as follows:

FOUGHT WITH FISTS.

Duel With Nature's Weapons Be-
tween Kentucky and

Louisville, Nov. 21.—Society circles
in Bowling Green. Ky.,are worked up
over a duel in which two scions of
worthy families used their fists. Guy.
Kelly, a prominent member of Nash-
ville society, arrived in Bowline Green
Friday, accompanied by six friends.and
at once sent a challenge to Carl Herd-
man,one of the best known young men in
the city, to fight a duel with knives or
pistols. Mr. llerdman accepted the
challenge, but insisted on his right, as
the challenged party, to select the
weapons, lie chose fists, and named
Reservoir hill,a quiet spot in thecity,
as the place and this morning at day-
lightas the time.

The men met with seconds and ref-
eree. They stripped to the waist and
were soon at work. llerdman is a mag-
nificent athlete, and knocked the Nash-
villeman down three times in the first i

round. Kelly was groggy, but came
up gamely for the second round,
llerdman was doing up his exhausted
antagonist, when the police arrived and
arrested the whole party. They were
arraigned in court this afternoon and
fined for fighting in the city limits.- The
encounter was the result of a note writ-
ten by young Kelly to one of Mr. Her-
man's girl friends. v

MURDERED BY A PRIEST.

This indiffer-
ence of the electoral body is the best
justification of the pope's tactics,' and
proves that without peace beingmade
with the Vatican the political life of
Italy has become sterile.

The periodic reports current about
the pope being ill see in to arise from-
two causes: First, that he-is: wont to
seclude himself in order to \u25a0 work more
at his ease, and, next, that his death is
desired by all those to whom his demo-
cratic and republican tendencies are ob-
noxious; Allrumors that he is ailing
should be held doubtful.

For
a number of weeks past, since the in-
tense heats of the summer passed away,',,
he has worked particularly hard. '< One
is astonished to learn that this old man
after sleeping only three hours in the
night can devote the rest of the day to
business, or to intellectual work.

Blany of the Wood Harvester
Buildings Already Com-

Manager McGowim Speaks in
Detail of the Progress v.
''"

Made.

General Manager McGowan, of the
Wood harvester works, stated last even-
ing that the works would begin opera-
tions Feb. 1. This season's work will
be devoted to the manufacture of mow-
ers, and the machinery for the manu-
facture of harvesters willbe kept in
Minneapolis until, the manufacture of
harvesters for the coming year's supply
is completed. When that \is done the
machinery willbe removed -to St. Paul
and placed ill the buildings. This will
probably be done early in September.

Mr. McGowan has just returned from
the works, and detailed the' progress in-
the building operations up to last ni; "it
as follows: -The malleable .'.iron foun-
dry, one story high, and having ground
dimensions of .."71 by 107 feet, is com-
piled. The malleable iron annealing
building,one story, dimension 2.W by
107 feet, is completed. Tne malleable
iron cleaning and pattern building, two
stories, 50 by so feet ground dimension,
is completed. T.ie gray iron foundry,
one /story, :!70 by 105 feet dime,is.on.
is completed. The gray iron cupola anl

core buildings, two stories high, and
124 by 51 feet combined dimension, are
.completed. The gray iron millingand
finishing building, one story high, 235
by 50 feet ground dimension, is com-
pleted. The, wood shop, which stands
in an ell-shape, two stories high. 275 by
80 feet ground dimension, is completed.
The smith shop, one story, 305 by 80 feet,

is completed. The machine shop is
about half 'done, and when completed
wiil be two stories high and have a
ground dimension of 400 by 72 feet. The
knife department and malleable finish-
ing rooms are about half done, and
when finished the building willbe one
story high and cover 470 by 80 feet of
grouud. The paint, shop is one-quarter
done. Itwill be two stories high and
cover 205 by 80 feet of ground. The
foundations are laid for the engine and
boiler house, the paint-mixing building,
the pattern vault and the storehouse
for manufactured goods. These willbe
four mammoth structures.
