REPUBLICAN TASKS.

Some of the Work Cut Out for the
Incoming Administration.

The Republicans will find plenty of
work to do when they assume control of
the municipal machine next January.
They willnot only find offices to till,
and important ones, too, but they will
lindother work before them. For in-
stance, they must build a city hospital.
The morning organ of the party is be-
wailing the lack of a city morgue.where
the unknown dead or victims of acci-
cenls, foulplay, etc., may be taken, in-
stead of being scattered around among
the various undertaking establishments.
The city may need, probably does need,
a city morgue, lt is more in need ot a
city hospital. Minneapolis has been
•'rubbin' along*' fairly well under the
present system of caring for the dead.
No spontaneous demand for a city
morgue has been heard as yet. On the
other hand, the lack of a suitable city
hospital for the proper care of living,
breathing human beings is a crying
need; has been for years. Tim6and
again the present city hospital has been
scathingly denounced by those compe-
tent to speak of its condition. For two
years the Democrats have been attempt-
ing to supply this need for a city, hos-
pital only to be thwarted at every step.
Recently, however, the Reuublican
council, having exhausted all its child-
ish excuses and petty subterfuges, was
coerced by public sentiment into voting

the bonds to purchase a site for the city
hospital. The present board of correc-
tions and charities will undoubtedly
purchase a site within a few weeks. The
incoming Republican administration
will inherit a site for a hospital. Allit
willhave to do willbe tobuild the hos-
pital. The people will be watching the
administration's course in this matter.
it willbe interesting to see whether the
Republicans will so violently oppose the
erection of a city hospital when a Re-
publican board of corrections and chari-
ties, instead of a Democratic board, will
have control of the financial expendi-
ture.

The one appointment to be made by
the incoming mayor that is discussed
more than all other possible appoint-
ments or elections is that of a superin-
tendent of police. The policy of the
chief of police willbe the policy of the
administration. By the standard of that

policy the career of,the administration
will be measured. Hence the interest
in the.possible choice for the office.

George W. Marchant, who has been
mentioned as a candidate for the super-
inteudeftcy of "fake" auction shops and
gambling houses, denies that he is a
candidate. He says:

"No man would have b»en more sur-
prised than 1 was at the mention of my
name in connection with the position
of chief of police. Iwill say that 1have
had no petition in circulation, nor
would 1 go across the street in an ef-
fort to influence the mayor in his
choice, In the selection of a chief
Mayor Eustis should be perfectly un-
trammeled, and it is essential that he
consult only himself in making the ap-
pointment. Of course, if1 were. to be
asked to define my position to him. that
would be different; but, as 1said, 1 am
not seeking the position, and Mr.
Eustis should be left perfectly free in
maviug his own.choice."

The best thing about this statement
of Marchant's is the startling news it
iippaits. George W. Marchant in the
role of a disinterested spectator, George
W. Marchant not looking for a political
job, is a unique figure in Minneapolis
history. Let the hope that Marchant
means what he says live on.

E. W. Mortimer is the man who is
making the most active canvass for the
desk now governed by Superintendent
Henderson. Mortimer is working for
the job.

The candidate who is doing the most
thinking, though, and who has least
chance for success is Superintendent R.
It. Henderson himself." The "major"
wants to be reappointed.

Live Issues Discussed for Once by

the Plank.
Yesterday morning the board of trade

took a "turn at politics.
'

Dr. O. J.
Evans called -attention to the adoption,
by the people of the state, ot the con-:'
stitutional amendment prohibiting spe-

cial legislation. The sentiment of the
board is that this amendment is inim-
ical to the interests ofMinneapolis, and
thr.t the adoption of itmakes it impera-
tive that Minneapolis have a new char-
ter, as charter-tinkering willbe out'' of
the question under the new amendment.
The matter was referred to the commit-
tee on legislation. This committee is
expected to formulate a report covering
tiie points-' that should be embodied in
the new charter. Then the board will
co-operate with the Hennepin delega-

tion to secure the adoption of the new
charter. ' lf'.\Ui'-'

J. S. Pillsbury, from the committee on
public affairs, presented a report recom-
mending that a delegate be sent to the
New Orleans convention of the support-
ers of the Nicaragua canal and that the
delegate be instructed to vote for one of
two plans: loan of the government's
credit to the canal enterprise or pur-
chase and completion of the canal by
the government. Maj.Bassett took ex-
ception to the scheme in any form, and,

debating a motion of Mr. Wicks to ap-
point a delegate, Mr. Bassett based his.
objections on the grounds of the gov-
ernment experience with the Pacific
railroad. Beginning, he said, with a
loan of 160,000,000, the government was
now carrying $100,000,000. which there
had been a bill in congress to continue
100 years, at 2 per cent. He was sorry
to say that one of our representatives,
for whom lie had great respect,

had voted against this bill, luit had ad-
vocated making tiie extension at Iper
cent. But Mr. Bassett said he preferred,
ifthe government was going into this
building business, to spend the pro-
posed $100,000,000 in the construction of
a deep water way from the Atlantic to
the great lakes, to build up a Chicacoiu
this state. Maj.Bassett was practically
alone in his opposition to the plan. The
president was authorized to appoint the
delegate. He will probably name ex-
Gov. Pillsbury. I \u25a0, .«

Dr.Evans offered a resolution asking

the postmaster of Minneapolis to apply,
to the government postoffice lor package
delivery for this city, which was
adoDted. Gov. Pillsbury gave notice of
the introduction of a resolution looking,
to action on;the selection of judges
of the supreme and district courts, to
the end that they be appointed for life,
or for good behavior, and no longer be
subject to political nomination < and

RUINED A FINE SAFE.

Burglars Get $:t,OOO From an
Illinois Bank. \u25a0': \u25a0•ffi. ;

fii. Springfield, 111., Nov. 21.—Between
11 o'clock Sunday night and 0 o'clock
Monday morning the banking house of
Stiles, Bearick &Co., at" Ashland, 111.,
was entered by burglars and robbed of
nearly $3,000 in currency. ;• The thieves
effected an entrance through a back
window, forced their way into the vault,
blew the door, of the safe.' using giant
powder, it is supposed, as a small can-
vas bag containing some of.this ex-
plosive was found in the vault this
morning. The safe, which was an ex-
ceptionally tine one, was completely
ruined. j
, The thieves left $544 in silver, mostly
iii small change, .which was scattered
over the floor of the vault. The charge
of powder must have .been-, large, as
most all of the silver, was twisted and
bent into all kinds of shapes. The em-
ployes of the bank have been at work
today in straightening . tire money by
laying it. on a piece of iron and strik-
ingit witha hammer. Fragments of a
$10 and a $20 bill were found among the
debris, and the thieves undoubtedly
have a supply of mutilated bills, which
may be the means of their arrest. Their
escape is supposed to.have been' made
with a team and a springboard wagon,
stolen from parties in Ashland.

Three men. supposed to have been
the robbers, were seen on the road by a
farmer early this morning, coming in
the direction of this city, and afterward
the team aud wagon were found in a
lumber yard here by the police. They
also found a buliseye lantern in the
wagon. The robbery has not crinpled
the bank in any way, and it willbe
ready to do business as heretofore
Wednesday. The police have as yet

been unsuccessful in getting any clue
to the perpetrators, as nothing was left
behind belonging to them ,with Uie ex-
ception of the canvas bag and an old
iron wedge used in bursting the door of
the vault. They are supposed to have
boarded a Wabash east-bound train at
this city.

ARSENIC IN THE FLOUR.

Two Deaths Caused by Poisoning
Inn Hoosier Village.

College Cohnkk, 0., Nov. 21.—Will-
iam Crawley, aged about thirty-five
years, of near Lotus, lnd., six miles
north of this village, died today. His
sou Morris, eight years old, died Thurs-
day, and was buried Friday. Mrs.
Crawley is improving. The peculiar
circumstances in connection with the
death of the father and son. the symp-
toms suggesting poisoning, are creating
much excitement in this village and at
Lotus.

The water in the Crawley well was
found to contain a large quantity of
arsenic, hence the reason for their pros-
tration about six weeks ago, from the
effects of which they were very sick for
some time. In fact they had never
fully recovered from the lirst at-
tack until they were all again over-
taken by the same terrible fate, but
ina much severer form. This time it
was discovered that their flour barrel
contained the arseuic which was caus-
ing so much trouble. Visitors who at-
tended the funeral of the son Morris,
and who took dinner at the Crawley
residence, after arriving at their homes
were taken violently ill. They suffered
terribiv for hours, and itwas only after
having" used every remedy known to
them, including a large quantity of
sweet milk, that they were relieved of
their sufferings. A quiet investigation
is being Diished by prominent parties,
and it is thought that the mystery will
soon be solved: .;

"PENCE" THIEVES AT BAR.

One of Them Has a Romantic

She is well known to the
police, but it is hot known that she is
personally "crooked."

HAS MAFIAKAR MARKS.

An Attempt Made to Murder an
Italian inBrooklyn.

New York, Nov. 21.—An attempt, to
murder, which looks like the work of
the Mafia, wits made in Brooklyn yes-
terday. Like most Italian crimes it was
surrounded by an air of mystery, and
even the victim himself refused to say.
a word about tne attempt upon his life.
Yesterday Joseph Lombardo, a young
Italian mechanic, staggered into his
apartments. His young wife, who had
been waiting for him, thought at first
that he was drunk, but on removing his
coat she noticed that his clothes were
stained with blood. A surgeon' was
summoned, and found a bullet wound
in the Italian's back. Detectives went
to Lombardo's house, and questioned
the tenants as to their knowledge of the
crime. None of them could speak En-
glish.

From other sources it was learned
that several men were heard quarreling
in the yard, and a shot was fired. Four
men were arrested on suspicion. They
liveiv the house in the house in the
rear of. that occupied by Lombardo.
When taken to Lombardo's bedside the.
latter refused • to say who his assailant
was, and said further he did not know
the men.

HIGHBINDERS AT WAR.

San Francisco Police Prevent a
Collision Between Two Factions. :

.blackmail obtained from the residents
of the numerous houses of ill-fame in
Chinatown, and during the past two
days two Chinese have been killed by
highbinders.

The On Yuks sent a formal challenge
to the Sam Yuks to meet on Jackson
street and light to a finish. The fight
was to have occurred at noon toaay,
but the police heard of the challenge
and arrested six members of the On
Yuks who bad already arrived on the
scene of the battle anil were waiting
for their rivals. They were all heavily
armed with big revolvers and knives
and two of them wore suits of mail
under their blouses. The others wore
protective coats of thick paper. The
walls iv Chinatown are covered with
placards put up by rival societies defy-
ing each other, and further trouble is
anticipated.

GREEN GOODS MEN JAILED.

Hoboken Police Capture a Quar-. tette of These Parasites.
New Yokk, Nov. 21.—The police of

Hoboken today capture! a gang of four
green goods men and two ii.t 'tided vic-
tims. They gave their name* as G o ge
Woods, John Murphy, George Edwards,
George Harris, Emil J. Ha.'l, of Chi-
cago, and John Tuthill, of Fairtown,
Mo. The two latter were the out-of-
town men. Afterlocking the men up
the police searched the house where the
party was arrested and found five $100
packages of good bills and a complete
green goods lay out. As yet the police
have been unable to get a statement
from the intended victims, and whether
the good money which was found be-
longed to them or to the gang has not
yet been ascertained. The gang has
undoubtedly been operating extensively
in this vicinity tor some time past, and
is well organized and has extensive
connections.
