Two
people in the full enjoyment of health
but two days ago are now cold in death.
Tuesday morning word reached here
that Joseph Hounder, a prosperous
farmer, had suddenly died of heart dis-
ease. On Wednesday the information
also reached here that Miss Agnes

Bhear, a sister ot Hounder's wife, had
died in the same manner. Hounder was
buried on Thursday, but, pending the
Interment of Miss Bhear,

A Letter
written by her was found which throws
some light on the tragedy, and the
funeral was postponed until the coroner
could be summoned and an inquest
held. While the letter does not own that
the writer was the cause of Hounder's
death, it gives directions that she should
be. buried by his side and shows
clearly that she contemplated suicide.
At the scene of the double tragedy
today hundreds of people gathered, and
the excitement was intense. Itseems

\u25a0 that Hounder had but just arisen on the
morning of his death, and had taken
nothing but a chew of tobacco, when he
complained of feeling strangely, and
almost immediately fell over, dying
within an hour. The girl was at the
house while he was being put in his
coffin, and declared that she, too, soon
would go. Leaving the premises at 9
a. m. following the day of his death,

within an hour after reaching home.
AiissBlieaYwas twenty-six.years of age,
arid had kept company, it is said, with
Bounder some time, but last August,

while at Minneapolis, ;he married a
younger sister. lie was -a popular
young man in prosperous circumstances,
without an enemy in the world, and his
sudden death, in so mysterious a man-
ner, followed so soon by that of his
former sweetheart.'leads to the belief
that her unrequieted passion prompted
her to take his life as well as her own.
It is probable that the remains of
llounder willbe exhumed, and that the
inquest now insession willalso examine

IS IT A LOTTERY?

APeculiar Case Comes Up inMon-
tana.

Special to the Globe.
Hki.i.na. Mont., Nov. 25.—Two in-

dictments have been presented in the
United .States circuit court here by the
grand jury against Henry Haupt, of
Butte, for violating the law prohibiting
the use of the United States mails for
lotterj purposes. Last September the
papers published a special telegram
from Washington to the effect that the
postmaster general was unable to find a
law under which to exclude from the
mails circulars of the Montana Mining,
Loan and Investment company, which
has its headquarters at Butte, and has
branch offices at Chicago and New
York. A few days later Assistant
United States District Attorney John
McDonald received the following tele-
gram from James M. Fyner, assistant
attorney general: "The Haupt scheme,
on investigation, is found to be a viola-
tion of the lottery act. Order not re-
scinded, nor is such action contem-
plated.'' ilaupt's scheme lias been ex-
tensively advertised in the United
States. Itis outlined by himself as fol-
lows: "The object of the company is to
make money for its stockholders, which
its plan fully shows. All the moneys
are received from stockholders, and
50 per cent of the receipts are
loaned back to the stockholders,
25 per cent go to the expenses
and 23 per cent is invested in a manner
to secure good profits for the benefit of
stockholders. lie claims that at pres-
ent there is no better field in which to
make profitable investments than in
Butte or Montana mines and realty.
Baupt also says the company has
agents all over the United States and
Canada.

Ihiupt pleaded not guilty, and the
cases were ordered transferred to the
southern division of the court at Butte,
which willconvene in January next.

HOW THE HOOSIERS VOTED.

Indiana's Last Official Returns
Arrive.

Indianapolis, Nov. 25.—The official
returns from the last county in
Indiana were received at the
state house today. The footings show
that Bracken, the first elector on the
Democratic ticket, received 202,-
--700 votes. Pierce, the first elect-
Dr on the Republican ticket, received
255,015 votes. Bracken's plurality
which is. in effect, Cleveland's plural-
ity, is V,oi:s. , None of the electors on
Either ticket receive as many
votes as the first. The Democratic
electors receiving the smallest number
of votes fell 2.107 behind Bracken.
'Jhe Republican elector receiving the
smallest number of votes fell1,845 be-
low Pierce. The average vote roceiveA
by the fifteen electors on the Democratic
ticket was 200,720. .

thus Mr. Matthews ran only ll'jbehind
the average electoral vote. The aver-
age number of votes received by the, Republican electors was 253,920. Ira J.
Chase received 253,025 votes, thus fall-
Ing 295 below the average electoral vote.

Matthews is 0,970. _

Insurance Companies Claim It. Was Not.

surance companies by a bogus death
has developed here through an attempt
tocollect 82,000 from the American Mu-
tual Accident association, of this city,
on the lifeof F. J. Thrun. of Marathon
county, whose representatives claim
that he is dead.

SHOT EIGHT DUCKS.

President-Fleet Cleveland Enjoys
His First Day's Gunning at

Broadwater Island.

Pour Red Heads and Four Brant
Brought Down by His Trusty

Shotgun.

* Exmorr, Va., Nov. 25.—President-
elect Cleveland today shot eight ducks
as the result of his first gunning since
arriving at Brbadwater Island. Four
were red heads and four were
brants. After waiting- for the
water and wind to subside, Mr. Cleve-
land, accompanied by Charles J. Jeffer-
son, entered a sailboat and was taken
to the shooting blinds, about half
a mile out in the bay. Upon ar-
riving at their location, the
decoys were placed, and Mr. Hurgis, in
charge of the boat, sailed around the
blinds some distance in order to frighten
the ducks and send them \vilhiu reach
of the waiting sportsmen.

As the sun grew warmer and the
wind became a trifle less strong the
ducks, which have during the two pre-
ceding days hovered over the water
in large Hocks, began to set-
tle, and the prospects for sport
became rather poor before the president
elect arrived at the blinds. As a conse-
quence Mr. Cleveland had but little op-
portunity to test his ability as a
marksman, but was successful in
the few shots which he was able to
secure. Upon landing he expressed
himself as feeling well/having suffered
but little inconvenience from the cold.
He was in good spirits and declared that
lie haa greatly enjoyed the sport.
. The programme for tomorrow had not
been determined this evening, and will
depend largely upon the weather. Jf
the northwest gale continues it is
probable the day will be devoted
to partridge shooting \u25a0on Squire :Up-
shur's farm' of 1,000 acres, \ almost
directly across the channel opposite the
southern end of Broad water island.
The farm is rather marshy along the
coast, but slopes UDward to a level dry
prairie. Three hundred acres are covered
witii.a growth of bean brush, which
is a favorite refuge for partridges. ,The
game is said to be abundant, and good
shooting is anticipated. While no
definite time has been fixed for
Mr. Cleveland's departure, it is known
that he will remain until the
first of next week. Up to this time mail
for Broadwater has been very light,
only one letter being received today for
the president-elect.
