{HOW THE TRANSFERS.

Cal Goodrich Has Again Suc-
cessiully “Worked” the
City Council.

Interurban Transfers Abol-
ished for the Sakeof Use-
less Stations.

Jim Klack Badly Cut by Ed
Porter on Account of
a Woman.

Election Contests Filed--Gos-
sin of a Political
Mature.

The evidences of Alderman-at-Large
Goodriely’s fine Italian hand were in
every nook and corner of the old coun-
cil chamber in the city hall last night.
The city council held a meeting, and
under the guidance of the gentleman
referred to matters conducive to good
results for the street railway company
were deecided.  Mr. Goodrich had given
the city hall a ghmpse of the sunshine of
his presence during the day. Incompany
with a number of the aldermen and As-
sistant City Attorney Simpsen, be had
discussed street railway matters in gen-
eral. in other words, the business was
alt cut aund dried, o that when the old
ordinance regarding transter stations
came up, there was no trouble in com-
ing o a decision. When City Clerk
Haney last night began the reading of
the transfer ordinance, Alderman-at-
Large Goodrich made his way to where
Ald. Lovell sat, and, with a jab in the
Fitth ward representative’s ribs, he
whispered:

“Now is your time. Introduce the
amendment to the ordinance.”

No sooner said than done. Ald-
Lovell obeyed like a school boy and the
amendment was read. It established
transfer stations at the intersection of
Cedar and Washington avenues: ‘I'wen-
tieth and Washington avenues north
and Second street and Central avenues
northeast. It also provided for the
establishment of a transfer depot on
Hennepin avenue between Washiugion
and the union depot, to be well lighted
and heated, to eost 5,000, and the city
to receive $1,000 annually for the use of
the ground, This amendment also al-
lowed for transfers on all lines in the
¢ity, with the exception of the interur-
ban. On the interurban line there will
ve no transfers given at all, and there
comes the rub. The taking off of the
transfers on this line wmore than pays
for the transfer depot, and more than
counteracts the benetit of the new trans-
fer stations established. To any per-
son taklng a car in order to reach the

1.t rrurban the expense of the trip to
St. Paul will be 15 cents, instead of 10,
as at present,

The trausfer station at the corner of
Washington avenue south and Cedar
becomes worthless, for the reason that
transfers can be issued practicaily to
but one line at that point. ‘'hat one
line is the Minnehaha, and as it runs
parallel with the Cedar avenue line on
Washington avenue, it can readily be
seen that there will be no use for trans-
fers.. Any one in the city desiring to
take the Minnehaha line will not take
the Cedar, when both ears run on the
same line and it will necessitate a wait
at the corner of Washington and Ceaar.
They will wait, in preference, at some
up-town street rather than go clear
down to South Minneapolis merely to
have the fun of getting a transfer.

Ald. Lackey, Haynes, Hunter and
Rollins objected to the knocking out of
the interurban transfers, but there were
too many against them. Ald. Rand
voted for the amendment, but it was for
the purpose of being able to give notice
of a motion for reconsideration of the
vote and thus tie the matter up for a
time. When he attempted to make use
of this prerogative, he was frowned
down by President Potter, who granted
the falicity of making a motion to re-
considerto Ald. Barrows. Thaordinance
was in this manner passed and tixed so
that the vote could not be reconsidered.
One clause of the new ordinance is that
the street railyway company shall be al-
lowed to re-locate its tracks and build
one on each side of the transfer depot.
The ordinance is .to take effect after
Feb. 1, 1893, provided the terms are ac-
cepted by the street railway cowmpany
within ten davs of its passage. Of
course this will be done. The! ground
to be used for this transfer depot is to
be furnished by the city. The exact lo-
cation will be found in the following,
which is an extract from the resolution
fathered by Ald. Durnham:

©“All that parcel of Jaud in the city of
Minneapolis, Iving within the triangle
formed by the extension in a north-
easterly direction of the northwesterly
curb line of Nicollet avenue, and the
southeasterly curb Jine of Nicollet ave-
nue, and the southeasteriy curb line of
Hennepin avenune, and a line drawn
paraliel to and fifty feet northeasterly
from the water tables of the northeast-
erly end of the eity hall building,.as it
now exists, between the aforesaid Nie-
ollet and Hennepin avenue,”

On motion of Ald. Grayit was decided
to make the street railway company pay
for the removal of all obstructions on
the land, including a water trough and
a set of scales. Ald. Lackey moved
that the extent of the lease be fixed at
ten years, and this was dove.

The newly elected aldermen were
present at the meeting and listened with
great interestto the business transacted.
Ex-City Clerk Cornman was also pres-
ent and gazed with longing eyes
at the present incumbent doing
his work. 1ilis gazing, however,
will do him no good 1n that direc-
tion. The committee on fite depart-
ment reported in favor of furnishing a
fire gong to the various newspaper
offices of the city. The report was
adopted, and the proper oflicers were
instructed to purchase the gongs. Ald.
McGowan brought up the old census
matter by moving to take $1,325 from
the contingent fund for the purpose ot
paying the enumeraters. Heretorore
the Lills presented have amounted to
$2,000, and several of the aldermen ob-
jected to the sum asked by MeGowan,
claiming it was notenough. The whole
matter was finally referred te the com-
mittee on claims

A DARKY'S REVENGE.

Ed Porter Cuts His Rival Al-
meoest to Pieces.

About three months ago an ungainly,
shittiess-looking ecolored man, namea
Ed Porter, was arrested on the charge of
arson. He was accused of setting fire to
a boardiug house on Firstavenue north,
near Sixth street, in order to be re-
vengedon a colored fellow who answered
to the name of James Klack, The latter
had stolen away Porter’s sweetheart, a
white girl of good form and face. Both
Klack and the girl boarded av the place
on Sixth street, and Porter concluded
something might happen to them if he
set fire to the building. 1ie was sen-
tenced to serve a term in the county
jail for this offense. avd while he was
languishing in jail his sweetheart mar-
ried his rival. They were married be-
fore Justice Mills Aug. 6, and the name
given by the girl was Jusephine Bruder.

In the meantime Porter was released
from durance vile and returned to his

Ile sti'l loved
fair os¢phine, and took no pains to
hide his reelings, Every day he called
at the rooms occupied by Mr, and Mrs.
Klack, and. no matter whether the hus-
band was in or not, he made love to his
wife, She ordered him to remain away,
butit did no good. e threatened to
be revenged on Kiack, and to carry off
his wife, Elack megely Jaughed at him
and Porter swore he would zet even.
He decided that yesterday morning was
a geod time for him to get even; sy long
before it was day, and vefore the gray
dawn broke through the dinzy sky-
light of the Hennepin block, he crept
up the rickety stairway to the top floor.
He climued upon the railing and litted
himself into the room adjoining the
one oceupied by Mr. and Mrs. Klack as
sleeping quarters. .

He kicked off his shoes, and, drawing
himself within the shadow of the wall,
waited with an open knife in his haud
for his rival to appear.

Kiack was a bell boy at the West. and
it was his duty to make his appearance
at the hotel by 6 o’clock. Porter knew
this, and so he waited. When Klack
finally made his appearance he stepped
into the room where Porter was con-
cealed. He walked directly into the
shadow, and as he aid so, Porter leaped
upon him. He piunged his knife into
Klack’s abdomen. and when his vietim
fell to the fioor he piunged the dripping
vlade 1nto the ghastly wound again.
Mrs. Klack, hearing the noise, rushed
out of the bed room and sereamed at the
top of her voice for the police. Porter
picked up the body of Klack and ecar-
ried 1t into the bedroom, where he threw
it across the bed. Then he leaped upon
the unconscious form of his rival, and
like a wild beast gnawed at his neck and
ears with his teeth. snarling and
shouting. He was mad at the sight of
blood and stabbed Klack while lying on
the bed, in the bead, face and breast.
The whole flat was awakened by this
time, and Porter, realizing his danger,
ran out of the bedroom aud down the
stairs. On his way down he was stopved
by a Mrs. Rymer,who lives on the upper
floor. He brushed her aside, however,
and hurled the dripping bloody knife to
the floor, and disappeared down the
hall.

There was blood all the way from the
foot of the stairs oo the third floor to
the ceiling of the bedroom where the
wounded Klack lay. ‘There the sight
was sickening, The room resembled a
slaughter pen, It was one mass of
bload, and the floor was slippery with
it.  When the patrol wagon took Klack
to the St. Anthony hospital it was
thought he would die almost every
minute. He held out, however, and at
a late hour last nizht the physicians at
tne hospital reported him as resting
easily.

Porter was also at larze up to a late
hour last night, and there is no telling
when he will be captured. He man-
aged to slip away in the shadow of the
streets, it being such an early hoar that
tne pedestrians were few and far be-
tween. Mrs. Klack is at the bedside of
her husband.

This voung woman has quite a re-
markable history. Sie is the daughter
of respectable parents, and has a father
and brother hving in Detroit, Mich.
Her brother is a member of a tirm of
pluiebers and gasfitters doing business
on a big seale in the city of the straits.
Josephine was given a fair educa-
tion, but she was blind to her ad-
vantages and went to the bad. She
was the acknowledged mistress of Por-
ter for nearly two years, wheh she
threw him over for Klack., 1t appears
she still loved Porter, for when his trial
for arson was in session iu the munic-
ipal court she threw her arms about bis
neck and insisted she was his sweet-
Leart, and as such had a right te remain
by his side.  ‘T'he court officer had to re-
move her from Porter’s side bv main
force. \When he went to the workhouse,
however, she married Klack. Porter is
a bad-lsoking *‘nigger.” He has re-
markably large teet, and shuffles about
like the stage darky. He dresses ina
slipshiod fashion and has a bullet head
and a monkey face.

PILLSBURY'S SCHEME.
Remarkable Post-illection Change
of Heart—Other Political Gossip.

“Necessity is the mother of inven-
tion.”

The Republican candidates for the su-
preme court were delcated. The truth
was driven home to the monopolistie
powers which have coutrolied the su-
preme hench so many years that they
have lost their strength. The Australian
ballot permits free expression of opin-
ion at the polls. No sooner do they see
themselves defeated at the polis than
the Republicans immediately begin to
cast about for a scheme that will still
enable the money power to controi the
supreme court. Ex-Gov. J. S. Pillsbury
has been encouraged to talk at length
about the evil of allowing the judiciary
to be dragged into polities. Mr. Pills-
bury favors a constitutional amend-
ment prov.ding for the appointment of
judges of the supreme court by the gov-
erncr of the state. their terms of office
to be for life. Mr. Pillsbury ingeniously
argues thus:

*I have had particularly good oppor-
tunities for observing the workings ot
our judicial systems, and I am most
empliatically in favor of the change.
There are a great many arguments in
its favor. In the first place 1 belicve
that the governor is better fitled to se-
lect the men for the judgeships than
the people at large or their representa-
tives in political counventions. The av-
erage citizen has no personal knowl-
edge of the qualification of lawyers
who may be eligible for the beneh. In
conventions the work of the political
schemer is influential, and the will ot
the best element seldom prevails. On
the other hand, the governor has the op-
portunity to persounaliy consider the
merits of judicial timber, consult with
attorneys and get the best information
possible.”

Mr. Pillsbury intends to exert himself
toward having the legislature submic an-
amendment after his idea to the people
at the next election. He has already
brought this question to the attentiou
ot the board of trade, and will labor on
it still further. Mr. Pillsbury, in his
utterances on this guestion, does not
pretend to point out why a governor, the
ordinary governor of Minnesota, should
be more trustworthy than the people of
the state.

What makes these words of Mr. Pills-
bury’s sound particularly refreshing
is tnat they denote a change of heart on
hi¢ part. Two years ago an effort was
made to keep the Feurth district judi-
ciary out of polities. J. S. Pillsbury
was the chairman ot the Republican
committee to which was delegated the
nomination of a non-partisan set of can-
didates. Like the other Republicans,
J. S. Pillsbury was against the nomina-
tion of a non-partisan judicial ticket
unless Tom Lowry were allowed to dic-
tate who the nominees should be.

Betore the arguments for making the
supreme bench non-partisan by guber-
natorial appointment carry much weight
in Minneapolis they must come¢ froim
some one who looks more like an honest
non-partisan than J. S. Pillsbury does.

Ex-Gov. Pillsbury, nice, quiet, non-
combative old geutleman that he is,
also exhibits evidences of a change of
opinion in other directions. This is his
post-election opinion:

1 looked for defeat when the nom-
ination was iade, though 1 believe in
Harrison as a man and a president. But
his nomination was made by the ollice-
holders’ influence, and that made it un-
popular. The platform was not what
it should have been. There wasno ref-
erence to the West ana the Western in-
terests. Western people don’t like to
have the East try to iznore them. And
1 do not believe in the force bill. Noth-
ing can be done by that class of legisla-
tion. Then the MeKinley bill! I’m not
a McKinley wman by any means. It was
a great mistake to raise the tariff on any
articles even it the DBlaine reciproeity
idea did in a measure countenance ihe
effect.”

The prompt exposure by the GLOBE
Thursday morning of (he first effort of
the Republican aldermen toward slate-
making has borne fruit. The Repub-
licans are terrified, especially those who
expect to vrofit by the slates, Thursday
morning the GLOBE toid how the alder-

’

men were favorab'e to Bradish for pres-
ident of the council. But Bradish has
enemies and he rears opposition. Here
is the way he wailed in the ear oI a re-
porter yesterday:

$If we yndertake to make a siate now
we will make a serioys blunder. v will
be impossibie to keep onr determination
a secret, and from the time the news
Jeaks out until the night the offices are
filled life will be made aburden to
every alderman by the fellows who will
not get in and their friends. My idea
is that the longer the matter can be d
ferred the better it will be all around.
Seriously, 1 do not think the council
will do much in the way of reaching
agreaments on the appointive offices be-
fore near the first of the year. Ther
members may meet occasionally and:
have aun interchange of views, but 1
look for no agreement.” s

The publication ot the fact that most
of the Republican alderman have de-
cided to retain Runge at the head of
the fire department has had the efieet
of bringing out unexpected strength for
Stetson. During the campaign Runge
went on the assumption that the council
would be Democratic. As a conse-
quence he was not very industrious in
“fixing” Republican aldermen. Stet-
son’s friends say he will have the sup-
port of eight Republicans. 1f he has
that many Republicans he will be the
next chief of the fire departinent

Republicans Attempting to Steal
the Nebrasli1 Senatorship.

Oxana, Nov. 25.—It is staied\that

Minister Phelps Makes a Bad
Break in His Thanksgiv-
ing Talk.

PAris, Nov. 25.—Count Ferdinand de
Lesseps was not present at the begin-
ning of the eriminal prosecution today
of himself and his associates in the
Panama canal enterprise. 'The court
room was thronged by spectators, in-
cluding many from the better class,
auxious to see the defendants, and
supposing that possibly the great
de Lesseps might be there. Count
Ferdinand de Lesseps (president)
M. Charles De Lesseps, vice president;
M. Marius Foutane and Baron Cottu,
directors; and M. Eiffel, engineer, are
included in the prosecution. The others
were present. It was a purely formal
opening. President E. P, Perivier fixed
the trial of the case for the 10th of Jan-
uary. M.Rieard, minister of justice, who
has been the relentiess advocate of the
prosecution of the Panama officials,
caused a sensation today at the session
of the legislative committee of inquiry
by admitting that, although the late
Baron Reinach had really been under
prosecution at tne time of his death, no
seals had been placed upon his papers
to preserve them as evidence in regard
to Panama transactions.

Premier Loubel,who was also present
agreed with M. Ricard in stating that
the government was opposed to the
})rqposition of Deputy Pourquery de
Joissery to bestow special powers upon
M. Rieard added that
the procureur general had ordered a
supply of al documents intended for
use at the trial of the accused Panama
canal officials.

De Lahaye 'Westifies.

Deputy Jules de Lahaye, who made
the sensational charzes whicl ereated a
scene in the chamber of deputies, was
examined by the committee. Deputy
Pelletan, editor-in-chicf of Justice,
informed the correspondent of the
International Telezram company that
DeLahaye had utterly failed to sustain
his charges, and that his accusatious
were utterly lacking in  material proof.
DeLahaye had been asked whether he
was able to supply moral proofs of
his charges azainst officials and depu-
ties. He refused to do so, but at the
close of his examination tendered the
naines of several banks, where, he said,
proofs could be found. Pelletan stated
that there was a consensus of opinion
in the committee that M. DeLahaye’s
evidence was but a repetition of his
speech in the chambper of deputies.

M. Papiliand, reporter for the Libre
Parole, examined in regard to the accu-
sation that Deputy Proust had Leen
guilty of corruption. M. Pappiliaud
said that M. Dumont, editor of Libre
Parole, was the only man able to give

the commission.

the facts iu regard- to Proust. Proust,
who was present at the hearing,

insisted that Drumont be made to tes-
tify. Proust vehemently asserted his
fnnocence, and asked the commission to
telegraph to all the bankers and brokers
of Niort, which Proust represents, to
ascertain and prove that he had never
received a check throuszh any of them.
The commission decided, after eonsulta-
tion, to hear what M. Drumont, of Libre
Parole, had to say.

PHELPS’ BAD BREAK.

He Praises Bismarck in His
Thanksgiving Speech.

BEEKLIN, Nov. 25.—At the Thanksgiv-
ing dinner in the Kaiserhof last even-
ing William Walter Phelps, United
States ambassador, made some remarks
concerning Priuce Bismarck which
have excited general astonishment and
considerable disapproval. Mr. Phelps
went out of the course of his address to
say that the United States citizens at
the table remembered with gratitude
the friendly autitude maintained by the
ex-chancellor toward their native iand

and the many pleasant friendships
which he had stained with their com-
patriots. T'he maguitude, unity and

glory of the German empire, Mr. Phelps
continned, were Bismarck’s work. His
opinions were respeeted today by the
whole world as fully as they were when
lie was in office.

Just why Mr. Phelps should have
made these remarks is a mystery. His
relations to the emperor were consid-
ered to be exceptionally cordial, That
he should have selected an occasion
when his ofiicial rank was especiaily
conspicuous to praise the most violent
antagonist of the emperor to which he
is credited generally is regarded as an
evidence of questionable taste.

GOES WITH Tt AAMY BILL.

Reasons Why Germany Will Re-
strict Emigration.

BERLIN, Nov. 25.—The bill enrtailing
emigration is regarded as going with
the army bill, and as supplementary to
that measure, The authorities expect
that there will be a largely 1pcreased
emigration of the young and robust to
escape from military duty, and it 1s
Kmpusml to stop this 1f possible. The
zaiser has long been known to be op-
posed to unrestricted ewmigraiion, and
it is said that he is highly pleased with
the restrictions imposed by President
Harrison as tending to prevent a loss to
Germany of vaiuable military material.
I'ibe bill is to bz pushed on to its pas-
sage, and will be vigorously enforced,
so that those who expect to escape
service by going to America or the
colonies will  probably be disappointed.
It is calculated that 30 per cent of the
German emigration is of men who
would be useful in time of war, while a
large proportion of the remainder is
composed ot comparatively young wom-
en in a good state of health. What has
made the Prussian authorities more un-
easy lately is the large increase of Ger-
man emigration. The North Germans,
from a Prussian pomt of view, are
desirable as soldiers rather than the
natives of other parts of Germany, and
it is the desire to retain all who are
able-bodied withiu the country.

It is reported that the subjeet of re-
stricting ewngration has been under
consideration tor some time by the
powers of the triple aliiance, and also
by Sweden, Norway and Denmark,
and tuat considerable alarm is feltin
Scandinavia, as well as in Germauy, at
the impending departure of the product-
ive population, 1t is believed that the
example given by Germany, will be
to.iowed by other nations, especially in
Sweden, where the government has in-
troduced a measure to reorganize and
strengthen the military force. It issaid
that in Sweden so great has been the
emigration of the young and healthy of
both sexes that it is difficult in some
parts of the country to procureservants,
and those who are obtained exact wages
much higher than in former times.
Sweden theretore, it is considered,

would readily euter into an arrange-
ment to stop a drain which now threat-
ens the lite of the nation, and has left
some districts almost depopulated,
Advices from Italy state that thereis
not so_much anxiety in that country on
tue subject of ewngration, as the emi-

grants are mostly {rom Southern Italy,
whom the authorities are glad to get rid
of, while the superior Italians of the
North have not bLegun to emigrate to
any serious extent.

REGARDED AS ALARMING.

Caprivi's Speech Stirs Up the

Frenchmen.

PAris, Nov. 25.—The speech of Chan-
cgllor Caprivi, in advocacy of the army
bill, i1s discussed at length by the
French newspapers. All of them
unite in regarding the chancellor’s ut-
terances as a tribute to the power of
France, and they call atiention specially
to his admissions that Germauy gas lost
the military supremaey ¢f Europe.
Public opinion regards this speech as
alarming, and as indicating a purpose
on the part of Germany to pro-
voke war as soon as the Ger-
man army has Dbeen strengthened
by the additions provided for in
the bill. Althugh no revanche feeling
is manifested, it is evident that there is
no inclination in France to avoid taking
up a challenge, should the kaiser oifer
it, whilz there isa decided disinelina-
tion to initiate war.

Eighty soldiers Buried.

SAN Fraxcisco, Nov. 25.—Advices
per steamer China state that a traveler
arriving at Foo-Choo reports that in the
lattgr part of Septem er a gale, accom-
panied by a waterspout, swept down
from the mountains, swamping the
country in the neighborhood of Chang
Chow. the water in some places stand-
ing ten feet deep. ‘The Confucian tem-
ple and the Temple ot the City of God
were both submnerged, the walls of the
latter collapsing, burying cighty sol-
diers.

Free from Contagicus Diseass,

Loxpox. Nov. 25.—At a meeting yes-
terday at Edinburgh of a number of
Scoteh veterinary surgeons, the Ameri-
can inspectors at Deptford, Dr. Wray
and Dr. Ryder, submitted portions of
the lungs of the condemned animals
that were landed there by the steamer
Borderer fromn Boston to Dr. Nocard,an
eminent French expert. Dr. Nocard
made an examination of the tissue and
declared that the animals had not sut-
tered from avy contagious disease. The
meeting appointed a comiuittee to in-
vestigate.

A Brush With Dervishes.

Svakiy, Nov. 25.—The troops of the
khedive have had a fight near Lokarwa
with a band of dervishes, supposed to
be under the commaud ot Osman Digna.
The dervishes, about 250 in numuver, at-
tacked Fort famrim and were repu-
diated atter a fierce strugele vy the khe-
dive’s garrison. ‘I'ne dervishes fought
with desperauon and lost seventeen
killed,besides a large number wounded.

Submitting to the French.

Paris, Nov. 25.—An official dispatch
from Gen. Dodds, cowmmaunder of the
French forees in Dabomey, says that in
consequence of the ftiight of King Be-
hanzin, the chiefs of tie country are in
a disorganized condition. Gen. Dodds
is actively engazed in reinstating the
authorities and taking measures to ce-
cupy the coast territory of Dahomey.
Six nundred negroes who live north of
Abomey have submitted to the Freuch.

Submitted to Home Rulers.

LoxvoxN, Nov. 25.—Parliament is to
meet on Jan. 26. Mr. Morley has taken
a draft of the home rule biil to Dublin
to consult with the leaders of the 1rish
home rule partv regarding its provis-
ions. ‘I'ne bill provides for an imperial
veto on aets of the Irish parliament,
and for retaining all the irish members
at Westminster with a vote on imperial
questions.

Completed His Mission.

LoNDoN, Nov. 25.—Sir Charles Tup-
per, the Canadian high commissioner
will depart for Canada Dec. 3. He will
take with him the completed commercial
treaty between Frince and Canada. 'Lhe
arrangement ineludes a stipulation that
Canada shall grant a subsidy for a
steamship service between Canada and
France.
