CHRISTIAN DISCIPLESHIP.

Rev. G. L/.Morrill to the Scoffers
at Bible and God.

G. L.Morrill spoke yesterday morn-
ing at the Calvary Baptist church on
"Christian Diseipleship," saying, among
ather things:

The
church has often shown imperfection
in its ministry and members, but the
proportion of "bad to good is no greater
than in Christ's day, of one Judas to a
John, and ten other disciples loyaland
loving. 'Ihe church rests upon the
Bible, foundation of the apostles and
prophets, Christ Himself being the
chief corner stone. Not until scoffing

Pilate is proved to be a model philos-
opher, or that truth and error are syn-
onymous terms, may church members
be pilloried as bigots and blasphemers
by shallow skeptics and peripatetic
Bible readers who seem to know little
Greek, less Hebrew, and nothing of the
church they condemn or the Christ they
discrown.

L N. Tyler, of Butte, Disap-

pears and His Blood-
stained Coat Found.

F. Chapman's Arrest for Forg-
ery—Andrew Quvle's

Broken Neck.

A Sermon by Rev. Wilkinson

It seems to be the fashion now for
men to disappear mysteriously. The
latest disappearance is tliat of L. N.
Tyler, formerly of this city,but recently
of Butte, Mont..where he was employed
as timekeeper in the big Anaconda
mine. About a week ago Tyler came to
St. Paul to visit a friend.Aleck Shearon,

of 276 Charles street. Wednesday
last he came to this city, ostensibly
to visit North Town Junction
with a view of purchasing a little
property in the vicinity. Itwas Tyler's
intention to get married within the
month to a young lady of Mount Ver-
iion. 111. He wanted to purchase a lot
near the junction and build a house on
it in the spring.

Tylerhas not been seen since the day
he came over here from St. Paul, nor
has any word been received from him
by Mr. Snearon. Saturday the latter
came to Minneapolis to make inquiries
of his friends. He said lie was sure
some harm had befallen him, for he was
not a drinking man, and he could have
no object in remaining away so long.
Mr. Shearon said Tyler had several
hundred dollars with him when he came
to the city.

Yesterday afternoon a number of
boys who were playiiur in the vicinity
of "the junction found an overcoat lying
behind a pile of railroad ties. Tne coat
was covered with blood, and there wore
several long rents in it, apparently
made witha knife or sonic otlitu- sharp
instrument. Around each of these
rents was clotted blood. The boys
brought the coat to the police head-
quarters and turned itover to Inspector
James Doyle. The coat tallies with the
description of the coat worn by Tyler
when he came to this city. The caso is
a mysterious one ana will benr investi-
gation. Tyler was at one time in the
employ of the Washburn Milling com-
pany.

CHARGED WITH FORGERY.

F. Chapman Locked Up at the In-
stance of liovejoy & HinricfiH.
Lovejoy & Hinriclis, of the Nicollet

Island Rolling mill, have been victim-
ized of late by some forger wlio hits
been signing their names to checks and

Yesterday the St. Paul police
arrested a bookkeeper named F. Chau-
man, on instructions from the local de-
partment, inspector Lawrence went to
St. Paul and brought Chapman back
and locked him in a cell in the central
station. Itis claimed Chapman is the
man who has been passing the checks;
also the man who has been forging the
name of the Nicollet Island tirm. He
will be examined in the municipal
court today.

MEANINGOF ADVENT.

Rev. William Wilkinson's Sermon
for the Season.

Yesterday morning at St. Andrew's
church, Key. William Wilkinson
preached on "The Meaning of Advent."
He said:

"Itis not without a plan of wise im-
port, that for more than fourteen hun-
dred historic years men have, in rever-
ent awe, and penitential fear, kept ad-
vent very much as we keep itnow.
Those who do not aright understand
the exquisite beauty of the Christian
year, or who do not prize Ihe continuity
of Christiad thought and prac-
tice, may set little store by
times and seasons which have
been sanctified by pious use and which
have proved replete with many bless-
ings; but to the sons and daughters of
the church, whose very souls have
learned to keep pace with the majestic
march of events, it is a thing above
price that we are not left to chance in
the calls duty may have to make upon
us. We bail, then, advent as one of the
times in which we may learn anew what
we allso much need to hear, and which
God has ever been so anxious to teach.

"It is a self-evident troth to every
man and woman who lives in the light
and spirit of this new day, that God lias
been too often represented in a way
which has not made His character at-
tractive or His service desirable. The
regal, ftie magisterial, and the penal,
have had too huge a part in men's rep-
resentations of God. It is true, He is
a kind of a magistrate, but He is in-
finitelymore. He is at once father,
mother, friend. He does love and
He Is love, and any portraya
of Him which does not se
in living light these relations
to men are not perfect; nay, they are
so faulty as to be perversions of fact. It
is inudvent we ought to realize tliis
for it is in this realization we shall find
a solution of age-iong vexing questions
—questions which the wisest heathens
have felt press as heavily as men feel
their incidence today ;yes,and questions
which enter the minds and do trouble
the hearts of persons who have better
culture and less of good character, and
to which no adaquale answer has ever
yet been given by the world's most
sagacious men. Itis not because these
questions are few or unimportant, for
they nre many and vital, and are pres-
ent inevery age; in the wigwam of the
wild Indian, in the palace of the noble;
with the Samarian woman and the
woman atJacob's well,with.the scientific
Huxley at the British association of
learned men. Tney have to do with
life, with duty, with death and
destiny, with the origin of tilings, with
God and with providence, withhuman
brotherhood, with, the past, hoary with
a^e, and with the future, resplendent
with hope or black with despair. Out-
side the thiugs advent stands for. there
never has been and, it is safe to say,
this side tliegrave.thcre never willbean
answer. Men of the most varied attain-
ments have spent long weary years in
fruitless search for some satis-
factory solution o these prob-
lems, and in their hands confu-
sion has become worse confounded.
The great heart of the world longs for
something philosophy, literature, art,
science, arms, pomp, pageant, power,
backed by hard law, can not give.
The more we read ot the plan of Christ,
as Ho Himself unfolds it, and as in His
own person and like displays it, the
more we see the meaning of advent, for
here we see the universe witha head,
man with a mission. Adveut stands
forever, then, to express the love of God
to the children of men."

Why and How Johnson Sought
the City Clerkship.

Itis known to but comparatively few
people that the brilliant and dashing
(Joi. Charlie \V.Johnson, now the occu-

pant of a national office of profitand
prominence, has been turned down for
a purely local appointive office. Such,
however, is the fact.

Col. Charlie had an eye on the city
clerkship so ably filled by Charles F.
Haney. His desires were so* completely
crushed out of him, and so soon atter
they arose, that few even learned what
was In Charlie's mind.

Within a very few days after £ov. 8
it was evident to Col. Charlia that he
wold not succeed himself as clerk of the
United States senate. He immediately
bethought him that the clerkship of
Minneapolis is not a bad thing finan-
cially. Col. Charlie is pre-eminently a
man of action. No sooner did he think
of the city clerkship being about his
size than he proceeded to lay
wires for it. He interviewed some
of the hold over aldermen.
They would have none of him.
He saw some of the newly elected.
They would have little of him. A few
days and a few inquiries sufficed to
demonstrate to Col. Charlie that he
would not be the next city clerk, so his
efforts in that direction ceased.

Some of the Minneapolis Republicans
who are unkindly disposed to Charlie
ascribe a variety of reasons for his wist-
ful glances toward the city clerk-
ship. First and foremost comes
the reason already mentioned—
the certainty that Col. Charlie
willnot be his own successor as clerk
of the United States senate. He will
cease to be a federal officeholder on the
4th of March, 188S. Col. Charlie is no
idler. He must work and prefers
serving the people in a public capacity,
and at public expense, to serving sor-
did, baser interests, in a private ca-
pacity. Col. Charlie would have to
swallow a good deal of pride and dig-
nity to descend from clerk ot the
United States senate to clerk of the
Minneapolis city council, but
he would have done it in
the interest of the people.
Then, the salary of the city clerk is not
to be sneezed at by a n:au out of a job.
Col. Charlie was very active in the local
campaign. He was, in fact, one of John
Goodnow's ablest aides-de-camp. Ue
saw an opportun'ty to be of further as-
sistance to his parly from an office In
the city hall. His political acumen
would, he thought, be invaluable to the
incoming administration. -He could also
put the business or the city on a more
dignilicd plane, a la United States sen-
ator.
Itis uncharitably hinted further that

personal pique toward Haney influ-
enced Col. Charlie

—
pique resulting

from the Republican national conven-
tion. Col. Charlie was secretary of
that gathering, and Haney was
one of the assistants. Col. Char-
lie's wonderful voice had \been
written about and talked abou' all
over the Northwest. When trie time
came for him to distinguish himself in
the convention his voice jilted him and
he was extinguished. Haney had to bo
called upon todo most of the rending.

Some of these reasons, possibly all of
them, influenced Col. Charlie to make a
canvass for the city clerkship. Itis too
bad that his canvass produced nothing
but mortification for Col. Charlie.

READ THK RULiES.

How to Prevent and Suppress tho
Dread Typhoid.

So many cases of typhoid fever have
conifl under the notice of the Health de-
partment that Commissioner Kellyhas
deemed itadvisable to issue a pamphlet
containing a set of rules and regula-

tions for the prevention aud suppress-
ion of the dread disease. The rules
set forth that when a case of
typhoid fever is known to exist in a
neighborhood it must be at once re-
ported to the health department. Ifthe
case exists in a sewered neighborhood,
every householder whose premises con-
nect with the sewer in common with the
infected liouse should have a thorough
inspection made of the drainage of his
own premises.

Scrupulous cleanliness la every por-
tion of the house must be enforced, and
all surface drains, outhouses, etc., must
be thoroughly disinfected. The rules
give explicit directions for the disinfect-
ing of everything pertaining to the
house, also in detail the manner in
which the patient shoulk be treated and
the sick room conducted. Recipes for
disinfecting Uuids are given, and direc-
tions for their proper use follow. For
general use the pamphlet says the best
disinfectants are: "Sunshine, fresh
air, soap and water, and thorough
cleanliness."

BROKK HIS NECK.

Andrew Quvlc's Fatal Fall Down a
Stairway.

Andrew Quvle, a bachelor, fifty-four
years of age, met with a sudden death
early yesterday morning. He lived at
632 Fillmore street. He arose from bed
.vhile it was still dark, and started to go
down the back stairway from his room.
Just as he stepped off the landing to the
first step he lost his balance, and fell
all the way down the stairs to the
fro7.en ground. The patrolman doing
duty in the vicinity notified Deputy
Coroner Cary. The coroner found
Quvle's neck had been broken in the
fall. He had been ill for a week pre-
vious to the tertilde mishap, and was
no doubt overcome by dizziness when
he tried to go down the stairs.

PLACING THE ORCHEBTRA.

Wind Instruments oT Wood and
Brass Directly inFront of the
Leader.
The orchestra is now arranged so that

the windinstruments of wood and brass,
withpulsati.e instruments, form a solid
body directly in front of the leader. The
strings stretch to the left and the right,

and the double basses divided friige

the back of the stage and its further
sides. The grouping is commended by
the Boston Journal. It was thought in
the eighteenth century that the
double bnsses, 'cellos and bassoons
should be dispersed throughout
the orchestra. As Kosseau quaintly
expressed it, "Itis the bass that should
regulate and sustain all the other parts,
and all the players should hear it
equally." We know how the celebrated
orchestra of the Dresden opera, under
Hesse, was arranged. The conductor
was in the middle of the railed space,
seated before a clavier. Behind him
was a violoncello, as well as a double
bass. The first violins were at his right
hand in a line. The second violins were
on the same side, but nearer the stage.

The other 'cellos and double basses were
at the extreme ends. The violas were
between the first and second violins.
Allof the wind instruments, with the
exception of the trumpets, were on the
left of the conductor. The oboes were
nearest tho stage, and the bassoons
were close to the conductor. The drums
and the trumpets were on the raised
platforms at the sides.

The famous chorus and orchestra ot
the Paris conservatory ara arranged as
follows: Sixteen first sopranos and six-
teen second sopranos are at the left of
the conductor. At his right are ten
fust tenors and ten second tenors. Di-
rectly in front of himare ten first basses
and ten second basses. To the left of
the bases, as Ihe hearer faces tiie stage,
are fifteen first violins: to the right
fourteen second violins. The first and
the second violins face eacn other. Be-
hind the basses is the harp. Then come
ten violas facing the conductor. The
next line is made up of two clarionets,
two oboes, two flutes, piccolo, iwo

'cellos and two double basses. Behind
this line are four horns, four bassoon %

and four 'cello?. Behind them are two
trumpets, three double basses, four
'cellos and two double basses. Three
trombones and two double basses are
next inorder, and- the tuba and pulsa-
tile instruments bring up the rear.

Nearly Fatal Curiosity.

The count has,
during the week
just passed, (is-

ured in a New York court. Readers of
the Morning Advertiser know that on
Thursday last he was acquitted on the
charge of "obtaining money under false
pretenses," and honorably discharged
by the justice. Nobody who knows this
energetic species of the genus "Hustler"
ever believed that the case would turn
out differently. If. Count Mitkiewicz
would shave his flowing auburn wiiis-
kers, drop his title, takeout his natural-
ization papers and assume a Yankee
appellation, he might, with complete
success, pose today as the highest type
of what is known the world over as
"American push."

lie ought to have been : m :' Con-
necticut parents who emigi jjTu'.iiiC
his infancy beyond tin- Al.e~uanies.
The story of his persistent attempts to
wring from the "Heathen Chinee" the
most valuable conceivable franchises,
reaas like the experience of a native
Yankee, and native Yankees do not call
themselves "counts."

Several years ago the count conceived
th« idea of going into that compara-
tively unknown country of th« "Heath 'is
Chinee" and of obtaining certain valu-
able concessions for American capital-
ists.
Itnever appears to have struck any

other progressive and aegresslve Amer-
ican that this was the greatest field
'probably in the world for investment.
Here was a country with 400,000,000 in-
habitants, and an area so great that
even the United States would be com-
paratively lost if placed in one corner.
With all this population and with all
this territory there was but one tele-
graph and one railroad, not a single
telephone, no letter-carrier system, no

Igovernment mint, and, what whs still
/more surprising, no system of uovern-
mentai revenue.

1, The count determined to penetrate
the barriers which had been raised about, the Chinese empire principally by Urit-
ish capital and British enterprise.

..' The greatest difficultyencountered by
th£ (count in pushing his scheme was
really in America. He first had to over-
come the natural prejudice in this coun-
try against foreigners. His scheme also
was so tar away, and at the same time
SOgjeantic in its conception and tin;

results: it promised, that many Amuri-
Cj\u 'capitalists who were approaened

.wore startled by its very magnitude!

. So far the count has been unable to
\u25a0produce these Chinese concessions and
deliver them over to his associates in
Hie enterprise. lint lie has by no means
despaired of accomplishing this result.
In tact, he said yesterday that lie re-
garded this as the. work of his life,and
would certainly succeed before lie died.
The count claims that it is simply a
battle between English and American
enterprise and capital, and that, as a
naturalized American, he isdetermined
to see the thine brought to a successful
conclusion. After many months of work
the count finallysailed for China,backed
not only by American capital, but with
the letters of introduction which guar-
anteed to him an introduction and an
audience with Li Hung Chang, the
prime minister of the Chinese empire
and the seventh prince, the uncle of the
emperor. The count's remarkable ex-
perience in China reads like a lairy tale,
and is best told in Ins own words. In
describing it he said:. "On my arrival at Shanghai 1 was in-
formed thai shortly a steamer sent by
the viceroy, LiHung Ctiang, would be
placed at my disposal. The vessel was
such as is used only by the royally, and
from this 1 was convinced that my let-
ters of introduction to the Chinese
officials were of the very best. 1went
unattended, and was compelled to rely
altogether upon an interpreter, whose
services 1secured inShanghai. But it
seems that the viceroy had issued an or-
der that my person was sacred, and this
doubtlessly accounts for the universal
courtesy and attention 1 met with on
every hand.

"1do not doubt but what this atten-
tion was very- largely due to the lavish
expenditure of money. Itis a universal
custom in China to pay tribute to every-
thing and everybody, and in that coun-
try no official considers ita crime to ac-
cept a bribe. in fact, they do not con-
sider itas a bribe, but rather as one of
their legitimate perquisites. 1 started
in with the Chinamen who handled my
luggage and worked my way up to the
prime minister of the Chinese empire,
and' what with presents of costly silks
and diamonds at the end of a two
months' trip Ifound that my expenses
had reached the enormous sum of
twenty-five thousand odd dollars.

"A small fortune you might say, and.
in truth itwas, but in reality itwas but
the beginning. There has already been
spent on these Chinese concessions cer-
tainly not less than $200,000, and it will
taKe as much more to secure them.
What willthey be worth? No man can
tell. Millions certainly, but how many?
'Ittakes one's breath away in very truth,when he thinks of the possibility. Just
think of the value today of the entire
railroad system of the "United States,
the lelegraph reaching into every hole
and corner of the land, and the tele-
phone system now in nearly every city
of any size. Their value is billions of
dollars— not millions. Such must ulti-
mately be the value of the same kind of
property in China, where there are 400,-
--000,000 people, and where there is an
area four times the size of the United
States. :

'?. "Every Chinaman is on the make. I
don't care how small he is officially,or
how young he is ie year?, each and
every one of them is tMcier the mighty
dollar. It matters not whether itis an
American dollar or a British sovereign
or 'a Chinese tael, it is all the same to
the pigtail gentry of the empire. It is
a veryrare thing, indeed, for foreigner
to secure an audience with the prime
minister of China; in fact, it was even
more difficult than securing an audience
withJames G. Blame when he' was sec-
retary of state, and that, you know, was
regarded as one of the most difficult
things in Washington.
. "1had a very indefinite idea of Chi-
nese customs, and had assumed, with
my American ideas, that being pre-
sented to the prime minister coupled
withit a presentation to his immediate
family.

'"
ButIwas doomed to disap-

pointment. On my way from Shanghai
to Peking I.had heard a great deal
about the wonderful beauty of the wives
of LiHung Chang, and had looked for-
ward to the pleasure of meeting them.
But during, my entire interview with
the minister, 1never set eyes on any-
tiiiug in the shape of Chinese woman-

hood, notwithstanding the fact that he
has some twenty odd wives, each and
every one of them with as much curi-
osit5r as any American woman that ever
lived.

"1mentioned they had but one rail-
road in all China, and that, too. but
twelve miles in length. There is noth-
ing, therefore, in the way of rapid
transit there. You have either to go by
boat or ride ina wagon train. Both are
extremely slow, ana an ordinary jour-
ney occupies two or three days. The
aristocracy of China and allvisitors who
come with proper credentials are carried
about the streets in litters. When I
reached Peking they took me to a hotel
and gave me a sumptuous apartment, in
which the predominating colors were
red and yellow. The house was built
et bamboo, the ceilings were low, but
J must confess that everything about it
was well built, and the effect on the
whole could not help but be pleasine.
1 have heard it said that Chinamen
know nothing of the harmony of color,
but my experience is that they usually
get an effect which is pleasing even to
the artistic eye.

"1shall never forget my first supper
inChina. Of course 1had to eat with
chopsticks, and 1do not doubt that my
efforts to impress the attendants who
were constantly about with me an idea
tiiat 1 was thoroughly accustomed to
everything Chinese accounted largely
for the many subdued smiles 1noted on
the stolid countenances of those who
served me. 1cannot say that this sup-
per, or in fact any other meal ot which
1partook while inChina, had that self
satisfying result that good old-fashioned
beefsfeakc and potatoes have for me in
America. To be perfectly frank,Iwent
hungry most of the time, and that was
my condition on the night 1 was pre-
sented to LiHung Chang, tlie prime
minister of China.

'•Shortly after dark a high official of
the government called upon me, and
through my interpreter informed me
that my presence was demanded at the
imperial mansion. Ihad on my dress
coat, which made me all the more out
of Keeping with the elaborate costumes
of the richly clad Chinamen about me.
Flanked on either side by one of these
gaylv dressed Chinamen, 1marched out
and found a flitter canted by four stur-
dy natives. The litter was covered
with a canopy upholstered in the rich-
eat of Chinese silk. On either side stood
a swarthy Celestial, flaming torch in
hand. As Iapproached the men bear-
ing the litter sank to their knees.so that
1might step aboard. When 1 was com-
fortably seated the curtains were
drawn, the men rose, and the procession
wended its way slowly to the house of
LiIlunir Chang. There was no crowd-
ing about by the common people, as
there is in America, tor the common
people of China are subdued and disci-
plined likean army of soldiers. There
is no gauin2 mob there.

"1had heard that the palace was a
very beautiful building, but Iwas not
prepared for the sight that met my gaze.
Itwas ablaze with light,and there cer-
tainly must have been several thousand
lanterns, for candle-power is the oniy
light iis^d in China. It may seem in-
credible that a nation of 4iKJ,OOO,UOO. ao
much older than ours, and with such
vast natural resources, should, in the
nineteenth century, be practically with-
out railroads, without telegraph, with-
out a telephone, without any postal
service, and without any governmental
mint. But it is still more incredible
that they should be without anything in
the way of light at night other than
candle power. But the effect ot this is
certainly as pleasing as anything Ihave
seen, either in America or in Europe.
The lightof every candle shone through
some g.iyiy colored lantern, and over
tiu- whole" scene there was that soft
radiance which neither eras nor electric-
itycan produce.

"However we of America may at-
tempt to belittle the Chinaman, there
is Little justification for it. True it is,
lie is far behind us in many ways; but
he has abilities peculiarly liisown, and
whatever he does attempt he succeeds
in. There is a great deal of what we
call red tape in this country in every-
thing official in China. You can get
somt; idea of the formality of things
when 1 tell you that before Ireached
the august presence of LiHung Chang
1 was presented in turn toseven differ-
ent officials, each higher than the one
who presented me. Finally 1 reached
the prime minister. By that time 1was
very much worked up and scarcely able
to make a good presentation of my case
through i:ie interpreter. But any nerv-
ousness that Imay have felt was doubt-
less overcome by the rich presents 1
brought, and which were placed at Li
Hung Chang's feet with great cere-
mony.

"Myinstructions had been to walk up
to the foot of the throne, bend my knee
and bow low. 1did this, and remained
thereuntil commanded to rise. Stand*
ing before the prime minister, Istated
my case with all the eloquence of which
1 was capable, anil the fact that Iwas
finallysuccessful justifies me inpart in
saying that eloquence won the day. Be-
fore 1leftLiHung Chang had promised
me all 1asked for and more. Returning
from China, 1brought with me official
grants of concessions, more valuable,
perhaps, than anyone had ever obtained.
That they are not now being put to
practical use is clue only to the fact that
English capital, through its American
agents, has Interfered and temporarily
p:osa«ued my plans. li\ the end, how-
ever, Iam confident that American
genius and enterprise and capital will
win the day, even against British gold

and British cunning."
