Burns was apparentiy indifferent to the
club’s suceess: that he not only allowed
the players to gamble, but that he had
not admonished them in such violations
in the club’s rules. and that he did not
work in harmony with the president of
the club. The master andattorneys left
for the East this evening to get the testi-
mony of N. E. Young, president of the
league; Arthur Irwin, ex-manager of
the Washiugton club, and Charles Far-
nl-ll. one of the players of the Pittsburg
club.

Costello and Greggains Neet
Before the Coney Island
Athletic Club.

Round After Round Went by
With Both Men Fight-
ing Hard.

Greggains Got the First
Knock Down in the For-
tieth Round.

Declared 4 Draw at the End
of the Eightieth
Round.

CoxTY Isna~vp, N. Y., Nov. 28.—The
attendanee at the athletic contest of the
Coney Isiand Athletic club tonight was
remarkably slim. There was not want-
ing any enthusiasm, even though the
crowd was small. The entertainment
opened with a ten-round contest be-
tween Danny MeBride and Con Dono-
van. MeBride knocked his oppounent out
in the fifth round and won a purse of
$400. Time, seventeen minutes.

The event of the evening. the contest
between Costello, of Buffale, and Greg-
gains, of San Francisco, came next.
Eariy in the day the betting was 5 to 4
on Costello, but towards the evening
the odds grew loss as it became known
that Greggzains was in good shape. At

the ring side the betting was 100
to 63, and quickiy went up to 100 to

80 with lots of money to place at that.
Then it went to 100to 90 and then there
were not many takers. This was the
status of affairs when the master of
ceremonies announced that the bout be-
tween-Aleck Greggains, of San Fran-
cisco, and Martin Costello, of Buffalo,
N. Y., would Le a twenty-round contest
or more,
The Main Contest.

Greggins’ seconds were Martin Mur-
phy, of San Franeisco, and Johnny Mur-
phy and Howry Hodkins, of Boston,
and Mike Cooney, ot Boston, timer.
Costeilo’s seconds were Billy Delaney,
Corbett’s trainer: Joe Choyunski and
Jimmy Carroll, Jack Sheehan, time-
keeper.  Both men  were weighed
in at 158 pounds each, and
when they stepped into the
ring they looked the pictures of manly
perfection, and with not an ounce of
superfluous flesh on either of them.
Immediately upon their appearance
there was loud applause from every side
of the house. 1t was 10 ¢’clock when
they entered the ring.

Round One—An apoiogy was offered for
the delay of appearance of the men in the
ringand it was 10 o'clock when the men
stepped into the ring. Greggains wore black
and Costello green, with nothing on but
tights and gloves aud stockiugs. Both men
sparred cautiously. Greggains led. landing
lightiy on the point of the jaw with a light
return. Ouly two blows were exchanged dur-
ing this round.

Itound Two—The men azain wasted their
time sparring for an opening. Costelio made
a feint, but failed tol and. He was more
suceessful, however, on his next attempt,
when he

Landed a Leflt

on Greggains’ mouth, and a moment laler
got first blood with a straight lert on the
nose. They were the only two biows struck,
but they were both very effective.

Round Three—This round was something
like the other two, boih men sparring for an
opening. Greggains landed light on the left.
Gregaains swang his right on Costello’s ribs,
and landed with hisijeft on the stomach.
Costella got in lightly with his lefi on the
chest.

Round Four—Both men knew cach other
well, and were very careful about leaving
themselves open, as their previous sixty-ones
ud drawn  battle was still too frash in
ir memories. They sparred for fully half
a minnte before Costello led, but fell short.
He sfterward landed lightly with the left on
the body, but got a stuff right in the stomach,
Costello landed lightly twice on the budy be-
tore the ronnd closed.

Round Five—Both men led off with clever
and cautious sparring, Greggains stiil keep-
ing the open tield. Greggains led his left
and landed lightly on the bodv: Costelio
landed his ieft on the point of Greggains’
jaw, and then swung his right on the stom-
ach; both were hard blows. Sparring fol-
lowed. Costeilo landed his right

lie followed this with a blow on Greg-
gain's jaw. and received a blow in returnon
the stomach. Time was then called.

Round Six—The men stiil cautious. Cos-
teilo led with the left on the stomach, and
got a stiff left-hand jab in the mouth. This
woke both men up. und they did some good
fighting. Costello feinted with the jeft and
landed a stiff upper cut with the right. From
this to the close of the round btoth men went
intor hard hitting, and some very severe
body blows were struck. The round closed
slightly in favor of Greggains.

kound Seven—Costello’s blows did not
seem to have much effect on Gregeains, who
came up sumiling. Costello landed on the
stomach, and Greggains countered on the

chin with the right and a hard upper-
cut. Costello landed with his left on the

stomach lightly, and Greggains responded
with his left on Costello’s stomach. Both
men were still as fresh as daisies. A straight
left-hand jab on Costello’s nose knocked his
head back. Houors even. A left-hand
swing on Cosiello’s jaw and he fell in his
corner. Greggains next swung his right on
Costeilo’s heart and couniered with an up-
per-cut. Both men

tound Eight—Costello landed lightly with
the left on his opponent’s stomach, but got
nicely stopped a momeunt later when he tried

left lightly on the mouth as Greggaius was
gelting away. Costello became the aggressor
and was successful on two oceasious, when
he followed up his left-hand jabs with right-
hand swings, landing on face and head at
about the same time.

Rouna Nine—Feinting was the order for
the first minute- Greggains led, not landing
and no return. Costello led on Greggains
nose and Greggains countered on nose. Cos-
tello Ied on the neck and go!a heavy return
in the stomach, Costello landed success-
fuliy twice on Greggaiu's jaw, then led on
the stomach and landed again on the head.
Greggains looked rather the worse for the
punishment.

Greggains landed a terrific lefr-hander on
Caostello’s jaw, and a moment later Costello
got in a stomach plow. Both men led with
the left at the same time, coming together
with a crash, Costello landing on the chest
and Greggains on the stomach. Several
more good exchanges were made before the
close of the round.

ound Eleven—Greggains landed a left-
band jab in the mouth aud foreed Costello to
the ropes. Men cautious, and sparring fol-
lowed.

Round Twenty-Nine—Costello started hiood
from Gregzains' nose again and this round
ended with honors in Costello’s favor, In
the next four rounds thera was little punish-
ment. At the end of the thirty-seventh round
it was still any man’'s fight. The next thrée
rounds were tame, butin round forty Costello
forced the fighting and hammered Greé-
gain's nose till the blood coveréd his face.
‘T he roundgenaed by Greggains scoring the
first knock-down of the fight. There was
some hard fighting in the next five rounds,
but honors even, and both men appeared
strong at the close of each.

From round forty-five until round fifty-one
the fight was exceedingly wearisome to the
spectators, who ealled for mor2 fighting. In
round fifty-one, spurred by the yells of the
crowd, the two men came together foran
exchange and Costello went down, but Greg-
geins did not follow up his advantage. The
round ended with both sparring. It was
1umored here that Costello had broken his
right hand and could not force the fighting
The tv o rounds tollowing were tame.

Jeered by the crowd, the fighters did a lit,
tle work in rounds fifty-four to sixty-nine-
but it was tame sport at best, and the crowd
began to thin out. Once, however, Greg-
gainsin a mix-up showed his ability, and
there was every indication that the round
would be a wind-up, but the bell rang and
the men separated at the opporiune mo-
ment. 3

The fight was declared a draw in the
eightieth round.

BATTLE CRY IS FLEET.
